2. Form, Style and Placement in Administrative Code

a. In the fourth line, “ss.” should be “s.”.

b. For purposes of clarity, the sources of income (i.e., the items after the colon) could be
set forth as separate paragraphs under sub. (2).  That is, the provision would be structured as
follows:

(2)  If a person’s only income . . . shall be determined indigent:

(a)  A Wisconsin works employment position under s. 49.148 (1)
(a), (b) or (c), Stats.

(b)  Wisconsin works benefits . . ., Stats.

(c)  Supplemental security income . . . 1383c.

(d)  Relief . . ., Stats.

(e)  Any other similar public needs-based . . . program.

Of course, if restructured in this manner, the provisions above should include the
appropriate strike-throughs and underlines indicating the amendments.
