Analysis of the Rule - Rule Effect - Reason for the Rule

Yellow perch abundance fluctuates widely. For the most part these fluctuations can be attributed to weather
and to biological factors outside our control. But commercial and recreational harvests can deplete a
population and inhibit recovery when numbers are low, so the Department regulates the harvest of yellow
perch from Green Bay by limiting the annual total allowable commercial harvest and the daily recreational
bag limit. The Department attempts to split the allowable harvest equally between sport and commercial
fishers. The proposed rule would increase the total allowable commercial harest from 60,000 pounds to
100,000 pounds.
