On March 10, 2015, DATCP transmitted the above rule for legislative committee review.  The rule was 

assigned to the Assembly Committee on Agriculture and the Senate Committee on Agriculture, Small Business 
and Tourism.  Neither committee took action.  The Senate referred the rule to the Joint Committee for Review 
of Administrative Rules (JCRAR) on April 28, 2015 and the Assembly referred it to JCRAR on April 20, 2015.
