The basis and purpose of the proposed rule, including how the proposed rule advances relevant statutory goals or
purpose:

The proposed rule change makes a change to P1 34 as a result of the 2013-15 budget, 2013 Wisconsin Act 20. 2013
Wisconsin Act 2013 createds. 115.28 (7) (h), Stats., which provides that the Department of Public Instruction (DPI) must
promulgate a rule requiring an applicant for a license to provide his or her home address. P1 34 is modified to add a
requirement that an applicant for a license must provide his or her home address.

Under s. 227.16(2)(b), Stats., public hearings were not required because rule changes were brought into conformity with
changes to 115.28(7)(h).
