The Architect Section has reviewed the chapter and the following revisions have been
made:

e Section A-E 3.05 (1) (intro.) has been updated to reflect that the Architect Section has
adopted the Architect Registration Examination administered by the National Council
of Architectural Registration Boards.

e Section A-E 3.05 (4) has been updated to clarify that the authority to set the passing
scores for the examination required for registration as an architect rests with the
Architect Section.

e Section A-E 3.05 (6), (7), and (9) have been repealed. As the Architect Section does
not administer the examination required for registration as an architect, these
provisions are obsolete.

e Section A-E 3.05 (8) has been repealed, as it was invalidated by the repeal of s.
443.09 (6), Stats., in 2009 Wisconsin Act 350.
