RELEVANT STATUTORY GOALS OR PURPOSES:

This rule project creates a definition for “electric weapon.” It also specifies that private
security credential holders may go armed with an electric weapon if they are permitted to
carry a firearm under SPS 34.015 (2) or are exempt from the permit requirement by
statute. Further, the rule project clarifies that credential holders carrying an electric
weapon under a firearm permit issued by the department, must have the permit on their
person while on duty. Finally, several changes are made to bring the text into conformity
with current drafting standards, including replacing references to “he or she.”
