This rule schedules Remimazolam as a Schedule 1V controlled substance.

Remimazolam as a Schedule IV controlled substance under ch. 961, Stats. within 30 days
of the date of publication in the Federal Register of the final order designating
Remimazolam as a controlled substance.

Pursuant to s. 961.11 (4), Stats., the Controlled Substances Board took affirmative action
to similarly treat Remimazolam under ch. 961, Stats. by creating the following:

961.20 (2) (mo) Remimazolam.
The Affirmative Action order, dated November 13, 2020, took effect on November 23,

2020 to allow for publication in the Administrative Register and expires upon
promulgation of a final rule.
