Chapter PI 3 contains the requirements
which an individual must meet to be licensed in Wisconsin .. Chapter PI 4 contains the procedures and standards for
approval of professional education programs leading to licensure „

The rules include modifications made to chs . PI 3 and 4 as follows :

This
amendment would incorporate an educational interpreter performance assessment as a requirement for license
renewal ., Educational interpreters who work as oral or, cued speech interpreters would be exempt from this renewal
requirement , .
