ORDER OF THE REGENTS OF 'IHE UNIVERSrTY OF ViISCONSIN 

ADOPTING, AMENDING AND REPEALING RULES 

Pursuant to authority vastad in 'Ihe Regents of The Univ~rsity of Wisconsin 
by eection 36.06, vvisconsin Statutes, The negents of The University of Wisconsin 
hereby repeals, amenda, a~1d adopts rules as follows I 

Section UW 1.01 of the Viiseonain administrativa code is amended to read: 
UN 1.01 poliee Officers~ Such persans as shall be authorized by the Regents 

shall be constituted police officers and shall have the power to entoree these 
rules and regulations, and for the purposes the re of shall police all property 
under the contral of the said Regents. Suoh officers shall have all the powers 
provided in 27.01(8) of the 1953 Wisconsin statutes, exoept where such powers 
are speoifica1~ limited or modified by the Regents. Said polioe officere shall 
be identified by an appropriate shield or badge, bearing the words, IIPotice, 
Universi ty of WisconsinI!, and bearing a nwnber, wbich badge shall be conspieu.­
ously worn when enforeing s. 1.03, 1.04, and 1.05 of these regulations. 

Seotion UW 1.03 of the Wisoonsin aWldnistrative ooda is repealed and reoreated 
to read, 

UW laO) Motor vahia1e regulations. (1) (a) No person not holding a valid and 
current operatorts license issued under ohapter )4) of the Wisconsin Statutes 
shall operate any motor vehiole on any roadway under the control of the Regants 
unless exempt under the provisions of section 343.05 of the Wisconsin Statutes 
from the requirement that he ho1d suoh a license in order to operate a motor 
vahicle on the highWays of this state. 

(h) No person shall operate any motor vahiele on any roadway under the contrcil. 
of the Regents unless the sama has bean proper~ registered as provided ~ 
ehapter 341 of the Wisconsin Statutes unless exempt under the provisions of 
seotion .341.05 of the Wisaonsin statutes from the requirement that the vahiele be 
registared in order that it may be operated on the highways of this state. 

(2) All provisions of cbapter .346 of the -liisconsin Statutes of 1957 entitled 
"Rulas of the Road" whieh are applicable to higl'mays as defined in section 
340.01 (22) of the Wisaonsin Statutes of 1957 are mreby adopted for the regu1a­
tion of traffic on the roadways uneler the control of the r~gents except as 
follows: 

(a) Provisions of ohapter 346 of the hisoonsin statutes of 19.57 whioh are in 
confliot with any specific provision of these regulations. 

Cb) Penalty proviaions of chapter ;46 of the 'liiseonsin Statutes of 19,7.

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(3) If any provision of this regulation is invalid, or if the applieation 
thereof to any person or eireumstanee is invalid, such invalidity shall not 
affeet other provisions or appIieations which can be given sffect without the 
invalid provision or application.

UVi 1.0~. Parlcing. (1) parking is prohibited at all times on roads, drives, 

and fire lanes traversing University Parks and on all University lands, except 
that, the Dean of the COllege of Agriculture or lus designated representative 
is authorized to establish necessary parking areas at Upham V100ds and on Uni­
versity farms not on the main Madison canpus, and the chief executive officers
