Ind 69.30 Shop inspections. (1) Inspections of boilers, pressure ves-
sels, and similar fabricated items may be provided at reasonable times
by the commission at the place of manufacture on request, but only
when deemed by the commission to be essential and necessary.

(2) -Fees to be assessed and collected for shop inspections shall be
as follows:

(a) One inspector’s services $60.00 per 8-hour day
