The following rules and form of questionnaire for the reporting of 
highway-grade crossing accidents are established effective Septem­
ber 1, 1952. 

PSC 72.02 Nontrain, train, and train-service accident reports. 
(1) Upon occurrence of any accident other than at a grade crossing 
resulting in death, a report by telegram shall be made to the commis­
sion within 24 hours. 

(2) Any nonfatal accident other than at a grade crossing which 
causes disability to a railroad employe of more than 24 hours in the 
aggregate during the 10 days (240 hours) immediately following the 
accident or disability to a nonemploye of more than 1 day 01' any 
such accident involving a rail movement causing in excess of $750 
damage to any nonrailroad building or other land improvement shall 
be reported to the commission by such means of communication as 
will insure delivery within 10 days. 

(3) Any rail movement accident which causes in excess of $750 
damage to railroad facilities 01' to rolling stock shall be reported to 
the commission within 24 hours. The commission shall also be notified 
of the time and place of any hearing concerning the cause 01' causes 
of the accident.

PSC 72.03 Monthly reports. (1) Monthly reports of all accidents 
shall be made to the commission. In malting these reports, each rail­
road company shall be governed by the interstate commerce commis­
sion rules relating to monthly reports of railway accidents, effective 
February 1, 1961, except as hereinafter modified 01' amplified. 

(1a) A verification sheet (Form V for steam railroads and L for 
electric railways) must be executed by the proper reporting officer at 
the close of each month and promptly forwarded to this commission 
even if no reportable accidents have occurred during the month. 

(2) Reports of accidents shall be made on public service commis­
sion forms V, L, T, and F, which are similar to those required by the 
interstate commerce commission. Forms will be supplied by this 
commission upon request.

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PSC 72.04 Grade-crossing accident reports. (1) Upon the occurrence 
of any accident at a railroad-highway grade crossing, regardless of 
the extent of personal injury or property damage, a report of such 
accident on the form prescribed by the commission, a copy of which 
is attached hereto, shall be filed with the commission within 1 week, 
said form to be as complete as possible on the basis of the information 
then in possession of the reporting officer, except that if such accident 
results in death 01' serious injury, a report by telegram of the happen­
ing of such accident shall also be made to the commission by the 
railroad company concerned within 24 hours. 

Note: The term "serious injury" as used herein means an injury of such 
natllre that loss of life or limb may be reasonably expected. 

(2) In the event such accident involves personal injury, death, or 
property damage in excess of $750, a complete report on said form 
shall be filed with the commission within 30 days after the close of 
the month in which said accident occurred.
