Ag 104.02 Records. (1) Each person shall keep true and accurate 
records and accounts of the receipts of milk from producers that will 
clearly reflect and show the producers from whom such milk was re­
ceived, the amounts thereof, the butterfat content, the time of deliv­
ery, the amounts paid to each producer, and the amounts used for the 
various purposes, according to price classification, to wit: manufac­
tured products and by-products, government bids, contracts, relief, 
fluid cream, fluid milk, 01' any other disposition, Such records shall be 
kept in permanent books which shall be available for inspection and 
audit by authorized representatives of the department. 

(2) Each person shall keep on file a written statement, or copy, 
of all contracts, arrangements 01' practices relating to prices to be 
paid producers showing the price p-aid per 100 pounds of milk,· the 
butterfat test used as the basis of payment, and the price per one­
tenth of one per cent variation above 01' below basis test; or its equiva­
Jent on a butterfat basis.

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Ag 104.04 Deductions. Each person shaH deduct from the price to 
producers four-tenths cent per 100 pounds of mille. The milk pound 
equivalent of cream shall be computed 011 the milk from which ob­
tained, 01' in lieu thereof on the usual 3.5,% butterfat conversion 
table. Amounts so deducted are trust funds and shall be paid to the 
department at the same time payments are made to producers. Upon 
written notice from the department, such deductions and payments 
thereof shall be suspended for the period stated in the notice.
