NR 201.01 Discharge fact sheet 

NR 201.01 Discharge fact sheet. The department shall prepare a 
fact sheet for each discharge having a volume of more than 500,000 
gallons on any day of the year for which it proposes to issue a permit 
and shall send a copy to any interested person on request. The fact 
sheet shall include at least the following information: 

(1) Reference to the application number and public notice number 
to which it is related. 

(2) The name and address of the applicant. 
(3) A brief description of the activity resulting in the discharge 

and the location of the discharge with respect to the receiving water. 
(4) A statement as to whether the discharge is in existence or is a 

proposed new discharge. 
(5) A sketch or detailed description of the discharge location. 
(6) A quantitative description of the discharges described in the 

application which includes at least 
(a) An identification of the outfalls comprising the discharge, 
(b) The average daily discharge in pounds per day of any pollu­

tants which are subject to eff1uent limitations or prohibition, 
(c) The average daily flow in gallons or millions of gallons per 

day for continuous flows or the volume and frequency of batch 1 dis­
charges, and 

(d) For thermal discharges subject to limitation, the average sum­
mer and winter temperatures in degrees Fahrenheit. 

(7) A statement of the tentative determination to issue or deny a 
permit. 

(8) If the tentative determination is to issue a permit, 
(a) The proposed eff1uent limitation for those pollutants proposed 

to be limited and 
(b) A proposed schedule of compliance, including interim dates 

and requirements, for meeting the proposed eff1uent limitations and 
(c) A brief description of any other proposed special conditions 

which will have a significant impact on the discharge described in 
the application. 

(9) A brief description of the uses for which the receiving waters 
have been classified and of the applicable water quality standards and 
eff1uent limitations. 

(10) A more detailed description of the procedures for the formu­
lation of a final determination than that given in the public notice 
including, 
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(a) The 30 day period for written comment, 
(b) Procedures for requesting a public hearing and a statement 

on the nature of such hearings, and 
(c) Any other procedures for public participation in the final 

determination.
