Eth 3.01 Failure to file a statement of economic interests as required by law

Eth 3.01 Failure to file a statement of economic interests as
required by law. If a person fails to file a statement of economic
interests by the deadline established for filing, or if a person fails to
disclose economic interests required to be disclosed, the board shall
issue a notice to such person. The notice shall be sent by certified
mail and shall provide:

(1) A specific indication of the nature of such person’s failure to
file a statement of economic interests as required by law.

(2) A date by which such person shall file a statement of economic
interests as required by law. The date set for filing the statement shall
not be less than 10 days from the date the notice is issued.

(8) A statement which explains what action the board will take to
enforce the financial disclosure provisions of the law.
