Adopting, Amending, and Repealing Rules

Pursuant to authority vested in the State Superintendent of Public Instruction by
Section 115.28(7), Wisconsin Statutes, she hereby repeals, amends, and adopts rules
as follows:

PI 3.21 is created to read:

PI 3.21 COOPERATING TEACHERS. Effective July 1, 1977, cooperating
teachers* utilized by colleges and universities in Wisconsin must
meet the following criteria:

(1) A regular Wisconsin license (or its equivalent for the
teaching assignment.

(2) Two years of teaching experience with at least one year
of experience in the school system of current employment.

(3) Completion of a course or seminar in supervision of
student teachers/interns or successful service as a
cooperating teacher. (Successful service as a co-
operating teacher shall be determined by the recom-—
mendations of an immediate supervisor, a college
supervisor, and a former student teacher/intern
who have worked with the teacher in a student
teaching/intern situation.)

*Cooperating teachers are teachers in private and public nursery, elementary,
and secondary schools who supervise student teachers/interns.
