Aer 3.01 Permits for erecting high siruetures

Aer 3,01 Permiis for erecting high structures. (1) An application
for a permit under section 114.135 (6), Wis. Stats,, shall include the
following information:

(a) Name and address of applicant;

(b} Location of proposed structurve, to within § seconds of latitude
and of longitude, and by the quarter guarter section of the United
States survey;

(e¢) Maximum elevation of proposed structure above ground level at
base of structure;

(d) Maximum elevation of proposed gtructure above mean gea level.

(2) Upon receipt of every application which complies with subsec-
tion (1), and after such investigation as the commigsion deems neces-
sary, the commission will either grant such permit with such condi-
tions as it deems necegsary for the safe operation of airveraft or notify
the applicant of a time and place for hearing.

(8) Permits granted by the commission under section 114.135 (6),
Wis. Stats.,, will reguire that the structures at all times shall be
lighted and marked, in accordance with the standards established by
the commission; provided, that this requirement may be waived when-
ever the commission deems that such lighting and marking arve not
necessary in the interest of the safe operation of aireraft.

(4) The commission hereby adopts and establishes ag ity standards
for the lighting and marking of high structures erected under permits
issued pursuant to this section the standards established, including
future changes or amendments, by the Civil Aeronautics Administra-
tion of the U. 8. Department of Commeree,
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
