NR 26.24 Fish refuges. The following described areas are hereby 
created and established as fish refuges and it shall be unlawful for any 
person or persons to take, disturb, catch, capture, kill or fish for fish 
in any manner from March 1 to May 15 and September 1 to 
December 31 each year, both dates inclusive, in, on or along the 
following described water areas. 

(15) DooR COUNTY. (a) Ahnapee river. That portion of the Ahnapee 
river from the Forestville dam in section 29, township 26 north, range 
25 east, downstream for a distance of 500 feet.
