The )'u1es are the proposed fishing regu1ation changes for 1981. The proposa1s were favorab1y reviewed 
at the 11ay statewide Conservation Congress meeting. They provide f1exib1e bag limits and season 1engths for 
problem v/aters; increase the salmon bag 1imit on Lake Superior; unify Wisconsin-Minnesota 1ine restrictions 
on Lake Superior and reduce the bag 1imit from five to two trout in the southwest block of counties that have 
a 10nger season. Loca 1 ru1 e changes were approved by ea ch concerned county. The ru1 es are des i gned to provi de 
the best ang1ing opportunities consistent with sound fishery management.

(1) The open 
seasons specified in the following tab1e apply to fishing in open waters and fishing throughthe ice, except 
that the department shall c10se the season for f1sh1ng through the ice in any inland waters·when it finds 
after scientific investigation and study that continued fishing through the ice in such waters would result in 
a depletion of the supply of game fish therein and that sueh c10sed season is necessary to conserve the fish 
supp1y and insure. the citizens of this state continued opportunities for good fishing therein and such c10sed 
seasons shall be put into effeet by posting a notice thereof on Dr in the vieinity of the shore of the I-/aters 
affected, such posting being deemed by the department to be the most feasib1e way of notifying the public that 
such c10sed season is in effeet and such c10sed seasons sha11 remain in fu11 force and effeet so long as such 
waters are covered with ice and so long as such posting is continued.
