Relating to rules concerning the active practice of pharmacy. 

Analysis prepared by the Department of Regulation ~nd Licensing. 

ANALYSIS 

The Pharmacy Examining Board as authorized in s. ~ 450.'02 (6), \Vis. Stats., 
may require out-of-state applicants to pass an equivalency examination 
which consists of three parts: a comprehensive pharmacy practice exam­
ination; a wet laboratory examination; and, an examination on state and 
federal laws, rules and regulations. 

Section 450.02(6), as amended in Chapter 221, Laws of 1979, provides that 
an applicant who has engaged in the active practice of pharmacy in another 
state may be required only to pass an examination on one of the three 
parts, i.e., the examination on state and federal laws, rules'and regulations. 

The proposed rule, interpreting s~ 450.02(6), Chapter 221, Laws of 1979, 
defines the term, "active practice of pharmacy" to enable the board to 
determine if out-of-state applicants may be required to take onlyone part 
of the equivalency examination, as described aboveo 

ORDER 

NOW THEREFORE IT IS ORDERED That pursuant to authority vested in the 
Pharmacy Examining Board in ss. 15.08(5), 227.014 and Chapter 450, Wis. 
Stats., the Pharmacy Examining Board hereby renumbers and adopts rules 
interpreting S. 450.02(6), Wis. Stats., as follows: 

Section 1. Section Phar 3.04(2)(a) of the Wisconsin Administrative 
Code is renumbered to Phar 3.04(2)(b). 

Section 2. Section Phar 3.04(2)(a) of the Wisconsin Administrative 
Code is created to read: 

(a) For the purposes of S. 450.02(6), Stats., "active practice of 
pharmacy" means having engaged in at least 2,000 hours of the practice 
of pharmacy within the 12 months preceding application for registration 
in Wisconsin or at least 2,000 hours of the practice of pharmacy 
comprised of no 1ess than 500 hours in each of 3 of the 4 12-month 
periods preceding application for registration in \Visconsin. 

Section 3. Section Phar 3.04(2)(b) of the Wisconsin Administrative 
Code is renumbered to Phar 3.04(2)(c). 



The rule adoption contained in this order shall take effeet on the first 
day of the month following publieation in the Wiseonsin administrative 
register, pursuant to s.227.026, Wis. Stats.
