ANALYSIS 

On November 8, 1977, the commission issued aNotice 

öf Investigation and Hearing in this proceeding, which stat~d 

in part: 

"In response to complaints, and in recognition of 
changing conditions in the te1ecommunications industry 
caused by expanding private ownership of terrninal com­
munieationsequipment, the commission, on October 11, 
1977, pursuant to section 196.03, wis. Stats., directed 
that a formaI investigation and hearing be instituted to 
developrules, if necessary, relative to telephone 
utility sa1es of inside wire and related materials. 

Matters to be considered in this investigation in­
elude, but are not limited to: 

1. Should the Public ServiceCornmission of 
Wiscons{n regulate the sale of insidewiring 
and re1ated material s by telephone uti1ities? 

2. How shou1d the price of such sales be determined? 



3. Should the price of such sales be filed with the 
conunission as tariff rates? 

Subsequent to the Deeember14, 1977 'hearingthe 

eommission determined that telephone utility sales of inside 

wiringand related materials were a matter subject toregulation. 

The eommission direeted that further hearings', be scheduled to 

investigate thefollOwing rule as an addition to Chapter PSC 

165, Wis~ Adm. Code. 

PSC 165.092 Sales of inside wire by telephone utilities. 
In place, inside wire and relatedmaterials shall 
be soTdby the telephone utility upon eustomer ' 
request. The tariffs shallbe based on the net book 
value of both the inside wire and the otfier related 
materials. 

Interested parties to ensuing hearings were requested 

through the November 28, 1978 notice to address thegeneral 

issue of the Wis. Admo Codechange and the fOllowing items as 

welle 

- advantages, disadvantages,'and impaetsofthe rule 
as drafted, , 

- proposals and justifieationsfor mOdifieations, 
- administrative, legal, and other aspects of the 

requirement for tariffs on these sales,

serviees only. 

The eommisslon reeognized that sales of inside wiring 

could possibly lead to inquiries on sales of telephones and re-

lated terrninal equipment. Beeause issues such as direet 

equipment sales or even deeontral of all terrninal equipment 

transaetions,could arise in thecontext of this investigation, 

the commission urged comments on these broader is~ues as welle

The commission ihitiatedthis proceeding to de-

termine what rules, if any, should be'promulgated re1ative to 

the sales of surpIus inside wire to customers by telephone 

utilitieso At the start of the proceedingthe focuswas on 

, whether rules were needed. Subsequently the commission 

,issued a proposed rule that specified a sa1es price deterrni ... 

nation method. , 

Original1y, this proceeding was eoncerned primarily 

with inside wiring sales to large business eustomers. The 

commission subsequentlyexpanded the foeus to include r~sidences 

and smeill businesses. The" submi tted, testimony, comments, and 

briefs discussed numerous topies, includingPSC atithority, FCC 

preemptio~~ speeific propesed rules, alleged problems with, 

such rules"alleged harm from such rules '(physieal and 

administrative) and proposedaccounting changes.

Pursuant to due notieet hearings w~re held in 

Madison on Deeember'14, 1977, March 19,197~, Mareh 20, 1979 

and October 2, 1979, before Examiner Clarence B. ,Sorensen. 
, , 

Written eomments relative to the proceedingswere 

submitted by Wisconsin Telephone Company on Marc;h 19~ 1979, 

and North-West Te1ephone Company on March 20, 1979", and were 

inc~uded in ~hefi~e. 



.An early brief was submitted by General Telephone 

Company of Wisconsin on April 3,1978, after thetranscript 

releaseof the first day of hearings. Subsequent briefs were 

submitted after the close of the hearings by Wisconsin 

Telecornmunications Contractors Associ.ation on December 4, 1979;

Diseussion 
. . . . . 

-In 1968, the Federal communica tions Commission (FCC) 

issued the now-historic carterfone case thatpermitted customers 

to own and use telephone equipmemt notsupplied by· telephone 

utili~ies (68 FCC 2nd 420). Subsequent FCC'actions as are 

discussed·further iIl this discussion have fu~ther expanded the· 
. . '. 

ability of eustomers to use their own telephonesq.nd other 

termiilal equipment. In caseswhere the customerchooses to 

replacetelephone utility equipment with private equipment, 

the inside wiring used for providing the utility's service 
I -

sometimes.become surplus or no longer useful for utility 

service. In some cases, this wiring may be used for serving 

thecustomer;-ownedequipment. 

This proceeding evolvedfollowirtg customer requests 

for this. commission to rule on the· sales:price for insidewiring. 

as set by the telephone utilities or to set standards. for determi­

. nation of such prices for future sales.

The principal questions to be addressed that arose 

in the course of this proceeding are: 

Does the commission have authority to regulate this 
area? . 

Can the' commission require the. sale's of inside 
wiring?

To whom may sale.s of· insidewiring he made? 

General Telephone Company of Wisconsin(General)' has 

argued that the commission doesnot have the' jurisdictional 

authority to regulate the sale of inside wiring and related 

materials by telephone utilities to other parties with private 

terrninalcommunications equipment.. .General argues that there 

is no sta tutory empowermentgranted' .to the commission to permi t 

jurisiliction over the disposalof surpIus. inside wire. Other 

partiesgeneraily acknowledge the cOInmission's authority to 

regulate matters related' to inside wire, but do raise objection 

to the commission' s jurisdiction to require the u.tili ty to sell 

its private property. 

The investment in inside wiring toserve utility 

equipment is part of the total investment of a regulated 

utility. The accounting for this investment is under a system 

of accounts directed by this commission. The removal of 

inside wire from service and any associated expenses orrevenues 

from its removal or sale can cause impacts on the overall 
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operätions of the utility. The authority to regulate in those 

areas that affect the service of the utility an'd the rates for 

that service is, in the commissionos view, broad.. Thematter of 

irtside wi~ing sales is found to be subject to the exercise of 

'the cornrnission's regulatory review and, in certain respects as 

discussed bEÜOW, the commission will exercise that jurisdiction 

in matters of 'these types of transactions. 

Traditionally, telephone utilities have provided 

service to the public on a monthly-rate basis. Direct,sales 

ofequipment have been infrequent. Service to customers is 

provided by telephone utilities throtigh use of theprivate 

property of these utilities. 

General and the wisconsin'Telephone COmpany (WTC) 

argue thatthe commission cann6trequire a utility to dispose 

of its property. These partiesraise constitutional issues 

relative to due process andthe taking of,property for private 

useof another party. General' and l'lTC contend that utilities 

have not made apublic undertaking toprovide wiring for private 

telephonesystems andthe comniission has'no authority to regulate 

,beyond the public utili ty undertaking.To require such sales 
, ' ' 

would be to deprive a utility its ownership rights in private 

,property. Such 'requirements would fu~ther invade management 

prerogatives in deterrninatio.n of whether,' and under what 

conditions,"pri~ateproperty willbe sold~ 



Sru:np$on EntE:!rprises,Inc., (Scimpson) argues that to 

effectively regu~a:te, theconunission must have·authority to 

·set ruleson inside wiring sales.Sampson·contends t.he 

cornrnission must proteet against.utility activities that may· 

result in cross-subsidizätion ofservices. If the cornrnission, 

cannot exercise jurisdiction to order the sale·of inside wiring 

. at specific price levels, Sampson argue~the. cornrnission is 

powerless to prevent cross-sUbsidi~ation • 

. The WisconsiliTelecornmunication Contractors' Association 

(Contractors) argue that while the cOI!lffiission has jurisdiction 

to inquire into and regulate practices involving sales of inside 

wire, forced disposition of such·property mayonly invite legal 

challenge on the constitutionalissues~ Therefore to promote a 
. . . ' . 

workapIe plan to be effectiveina timely manner,Contractors 

suggest a rule that is permissive.on the matter of inside 

wiring sales .. 

The cornrnission belJeves there is a need for early imple-

mentation of rules dealing with the in~place inside wiring sales 

issue. Accordingly, toprovide a reasonable rule to address this 

issue and to avoid risks of delay caused by legal challenges to a 

rule requiring in-place inside wiring sales, the commission finds 

that a rule that permits, but does not mandate, these sales is 

reasonableunder the circumstances. Telephone utilities may sell 
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this surpIus in-place inside wiring~' If a utility .ehooses to 

undertake such sales the cQmmission will require tariffs to 

be filed as discussed further below. 

Thecommissionis notice of November 28, 1978 asked 

for cornment on ,thefollowing proposed rule:

Federal communications coriunission rules on custoi'ner 

ownership of equipment contain restrictions on connections to 

the telephone network~Theseruleshave·bee:n developed and 

specified in the FCC'sproCeeding on a ~egistration·Prbgram 

.(Docket 19528).. WTC states that the FeC's exercise of 
jurisqictionove·r the interconnection of customer-provided 

equipment has preempted state regulation of this area. The 

FCC's registration rules require that customer-provided 

equipment associated with one and two-line services be 
. , 

connected to the network by means of a telephone-company-

provided jack. WTC argues the proposed commission rule would 

result in violation of that Fccrequirement and is· theretore 

precluded by the FCC rules. Sampson does .not argue the 

relationship of the commission rule. and the FCC rule but proposes 

this commission's rules be restricted to businesses in excess 

of b/o lines .. 
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The commission findsthat sales of insidewiring 

should be, made to all eligible customers desiring to buy such 

materials; however, the FCC ,'guidelines mtist be met. Anytariffs, 

, filed must reference the FCC requirements andaccordinglycomply 

with those provisions. In the short-run at least, the commission 

recognizes that some customers niay be restricted from inside 

wiring purchases, butencourages theindustry to make efforts at 

expanding this o~tion to all types of service.
