(2) A female born in a multiple birth with 'a bull shall not be eligible
for grading unless she has had a calf or has been examined by a yoterina-
rian and pronounced pregnant.

(3) Any animal which has been altered, disguised or otherwise mis-
represented to conceal defects to make it appear to be of greater value
than it is shall not be eligible for grading.

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shall contain the date of grading, grade as of that date, and the identifi-
cation of the sire and dam when required by the grade specifications.

(a) To be eligible for this grade, animals shall be registered with their
breed registry association. 	 -

(b), To be eligible for this grade, cows shall meet the following mini-
mums:

1.Animals over 40 months of age shall have an official classification in
order to be eligible.

2. Breed classifications:

a. Ayrshire—Good plus or above.

b. Brown Swiss—Good plus or above.

c. Guernsey—Desirable or above.

d. Holstein—Good plus or above.

e. Jersey—Desirable or above.

f. Milking Shorthorn--Desirable or above. .

3. Production requirements: Regardless of age, animals that have
completed one lactation of 305 days or less shall have produced the Wis-
consin official D.H.I. current year's average number of pounds of butter-
fat. Production records must be D.H.I.R. or official D.H.L.

4. A heifer that has not completed a lactation of 305 days or less may
qualify for the Wisconsin Registered Supreme grade if her dam meets
the production requirements of subd.
