S-T. 50.01 Definitions. In this chapter;

{1) “Board” means the savings and loan review board or its autho-
rized representative.

(2} “Commissioner” means the commissioner of savings and loan or
his authorized representative.

(3) “Days’ mean calendar days computed under s. 990.001 (4} of the
statutes.

(4) “Statutes” mean the Wisconsin Statutes.

S-L 50.03 Communications with the review board. Written com-
munications and documents may be mailed to or filed with the savings
and loan review hoard at the office of the commissioner. All pleadings
before the board shall be captioned, “Before the Savings and Loan Re-
view Board.” Wherever practicable, all papers filed in connection with
any hearing before the board shall be typewritten on 8% by 117 paper.

S-L 50.05 Hearings before the review board, (1) NoTICE OF HEARING,
Notices of hearings before the board shall contain the date, time and
location of the hearing, a short summary of the matter to be considered,
and such other information as the board may consider appropriate.

{2} Locarion or HEARINGS, Unless otherwise required by law or or-
dered by the board, all hearings conducted by the board shall be held at
Suite 401, 131 West Wilson Street in Madison, Wisconsin.

{3) Hearings opeN TO THE puBLIC, {8) Excepl as provided in par. (b),
all hearings conducted by the board shall be open to the public.

{b) Where the subject of a hearing is information that is required by
law to he kept confidential, that portion of a hearing dealing with such
information may be closed to the public.

(4) SusroenNAs. The board may issue subpoenas to compel the attend-
ance of a party or witness at any hearing before the board, ag provided in
8. 885.01 of the statutes.
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(5) Transcripts. (a) A transcript of each public hearing before the
board constituting a contested case within the meaning of s. 227.01 of
the statutes shall be made at the direction of the board. A transeript may
he made of other public proceedings before the board, at the direction of
the board or upon reguest of an interested party establishing a reason-
able need for a transcript of the proceeding, '

(b) Any person desiring a transeript shall so indicate and shall pay
the cost thereof. When a transeript is prepared upon request of an inter-
ested party, the requestor shall also pay the cost of obtaining the origi-
nal, However, if the board determines that the cost of a transcript would
result in an undue economic hardship to a person having a reasonable
need for a transcript, a transcript or copy shall be provided at the ex-
pense of the office of commissioner of savings and loan.

(8) Evipence. Rules of evidence in proceedings before the board are
governed by s, 227.08 of the statutes.

{7) PRE-HEARING CONFERENCES. (a) Before any hearing conducted by
the board, the hoard may direct the parties to appear for a conference to
consider:

.i. The clarification of issues.
2. The necessity or desirability of amendments to any pleadings,

3. The possibility of admitting facts or documents which will avoid
unnecessary proof. .

4. The limitation of the number of witnesses.

5. Such other matters as may aid in the equitable disposition of the
proceedings. ‘

(b) The board may inake a memorandum reciting the action taken at
the pre-hearing conference and limiting the issues to those not disposed
of by admissions or agreements among the parties. The memorandum
shall be stipulated to by the parties and shall be controlling on the sub-
sequent course of the proceeding, unless modified at the hearing to pre-
vent manifest injustice,

(8) Connuct oF HEARINGS, At its discretion the board may, upon no-
tice to the parties: e

{a) Grant extensions, continuances, and adjournments, for cause
shown.

{b) Set time limits on oral arguments to be presented.to the board. .

{¢) Require each party to furnish a list of intended witnesses in ad-
vance of any hearing. :

(d) Establish such other procedural requirements as it deenis neces-
gary for the orderly conduct of proceedings before the board.

S-L 50.09 Appeals to the review board. (1) RiGHT 10 APPEAL. Ex-
cept as provided in s. 215.02 (15} (d), any person aggrieved hy an act,
order or determination of the commissioner, which relates to savings
and loan associations, may appeal to the board as prov1ded in s, 215.04
(4} of the statutes.

{2) NoTice oF arpaL, Within 20 days after the act, order or determi-
nation to be reviewed, the appellant shall file with the review hoard an
original and 8 copies of a notice of appeal, If the matter to be appealed is
a determination made by the commissioner in a contested: case as de-
fined in s, 227.01 of the statutes, the appeliant shall immediately serve a
copy of the notice of appeal upon each party to that proceedmg The
notice shall be i substantially the following form:

(8) NOTICE OF HEARING ON APPFAL, Upon receiving a properly executed
notice of appeal stating grounds for review within the board’s jurisdic-
tion, the board shall request the commissioner to make available {o the
board the full public record of the matter appealed and shall, within 30
days, serve a notice of hearing on appeal upon the appellant and each
party to the matter appealed. The notice shall assign the time and place
of the hearing and shall indicate whether arguments will be limited to
briefs and oral arguments based upon the public record or whether add1~
tional testimony or evidence will be received by the board.

(4) Briers, When arguments are limited to brlefs and oral arguments
based upon the public record:

(a) The appellant shall, within 10 days after receiving notice of hear;
ing on appeal, file with the hoard 8 copies of its brief and shall serve at
least one copy upon each respondent. The appeliant’s brief shall con-
tain;
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1. A concige statement of the questions presented by the appeal.

2. A clear and concise statement of the facts relied upon by the appel-
fant, including appropriate references to pages of the record when cited.

3. Argument in support of the appeal. '

(b) Within 15 days after receiving a copy of the appelant’s brief, the
respondent shall fite with the board 8 copies of its brief and shall serve at
least one copy upon the appellant. The respondent’s brief shall contain:

1. A concise statement of the questioné presented by the appeal, if the
respondent disagrees with the appellant’s statement of such questions.

2. A concise statement of any facts the respondent deems necessary to
correct or amplify the appellant’s statement of facts.

8. Argument in support of the respondent.

. (8} COMMISSIONER A PARTY TO CERTAIN APFEALS. (a} Except as pro-
vided in paragraph (b}, the commissioner shail be deemed a party to
each appeal to the beard. :

{(b) When an appeal is based upon a decision made by the commis-
sioner to grant or deny a certificate of authority under s. 215.40, 215.60
or 215.03(8) or to approve or disapprove an application under s. 215.03
{7) (b), the commissioner shall be a party only to the extent that the
appeal is based upon a procedural rule or ruling made by the commis-
sioner.

S-L 50.11 Public inspection of records in the possession of the
review board. (1} TerMs DEFINED. (a) The “legal custodian’ of the
records of the savings and loan review hoard is the deputy cornmissioner
of savings and loan.

(b) In this section “record” includes any documentary material, re-
gardless of physical form or characteristics, which is the possession or
control of the savings and loan review board.

(2) RECORDS AVAILABLE FOR EXAMINATION, Except as provided in sub,
(3}, all records shall be available for public inspection at the office of the
commissioner of savings and loan during regular office hours and in such
a manner as not to interfers with the operation of the office. Copies of
written records may be made by office personnel and provided to those
réquesting them at a reasonable cost and within a reasonable period of
time.

(3) CeERTAIN RECORDS NOT AVAILABLE, (a) Records of the following, or
those portions of records which contain the following, are not available
for public inspection:

1. Information obtained in the course of the examination of savings
and loan associations and required to remain confidential under s.
215,02 (8) of the statutes,

2. Information obtained by the review board or the commissioner
under a clear pledge of confidentiality.
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3. Deliberations following a quasi-judicial hearing.

4, Discussions or communications between legal counsel and the com-
missioner or the review hoard, concerning the legal rights and duties of
Ehe office or the review board with regard to matters within their juris-

ietion,

5. Information which in the opinion of the legal custodian invades per-
s&l)nal privacy to such an extent as to outweigh the public interest in dis-
closure.

6. Information that is parf{ of a current investigation which may result
in administrative or legal action or which relates to any such action, if
disclosure of the information would impede or frustrate the investiga-
tion or action,

(b) Nothing in this subsection shall prevent the legal custodian from
furnishing a record under such safeguards as the legal custedian may
deem appropriate, when required to do so by court order or when re-
quested to do so by a public officer in the official discharge of the public
officer’s duties.

(4} THOSE DENIED ACCESS ENTITLED TO A WRITTEN EXPLANATION. Any
person who is denied access to records shall upon written request be
entitled to a written explanation from the legal custodian indicating the
reasons for the denial.
