The term "pretreatment" means the reduction of the amount of polfutants, the etimination of
pottutants, or the alteration of the nature of poliutant properties in wastewater to a fess harmfutl
state prior to discharge from an Industrial user to a pubticly owned treatment works (POTW).
Pretreatment methods Inciude: physicat, chemlcal, or biologlcal processes, process changes or other
means « ; :

Section 307(b) and (c) of the Federal Clean Water Act of {977 established a national policy for
the creatlon and enforcement of pretreatment standards and requirements for [ndustrial wastewaters
fo:

l)  Prevent the Introduction of pollutants Into a POTW that Interfere with POTW operations or
studge disposatl. ’

2) Prevent the Introduction of poliutants Into a POTW that witi pass through or are
Incompatible with treatment operations.

3) improve opportunities for recycling and rectamation of municipal and Industriat
wastewaters and studges.

Speciflic regutations to accompl Ish these éoals were publlshed In the federal reglster under 40
CFR Part 403 on June 26, 1978. Revislons to these federal regutations were lIssued on January 28,
{98t but were postponed by President Reagan's regulatory freeze and by the subsequent regulatory
Impact analysis. Most of the (98t revislons were reteased a year later and the remalning, more
controverslal, sections are expected to be released In the near future.

The Natural Resources Board directed the Deparfment by unanimous vote at the September {978
Board meeting to proceed with the development and Implementation of a state Pretreatment Program
which compiles with the federat requlirements. Wisconsin's State Pretreatment Program was developed




and was approved by U«S« EPA on December 24, 1980, third in the natlone« (n order to futflit the
obtigations of this approved pretreatment program, the Department of Natural Resources must update
Chapter NR 2t! to make !t consistent with the federal general pretreatment regulations, 40 CFR Part
403,

An earller proposed version of NR 2t was presented to the Natural Resources Board In August
1980 and was taken to two public hearings In the fall of 1980. Flnallzatlon of this version was
withhetd pending the Issuance of the revised federat regulations.

As Is stated In the revised NR 2t}, the purpose of this rute Is to establlsh, pursuant to che
t47, Stats., the responsibititles and requirements for Industrial users, local units of government,
and the Department of Naturat Resources In controfling the discharge of poltutants Into publicty
owned treatment works. The revision fo the code s vital to the Impltementation of the state
Industrial pretreatment program.

Subchapter | of the rule establishes standards and requirements for the Industrial user. Under
this rute, effluent standards witl be placed on Industries for both toxlc and compatibte
pottutantse. Industrlat users will be required to meet certaln reporting dsad!ines and monitor
thelr effluent periodicalty. This subchapter atso outiines the procedures for obtalnlng varlances
to categorical pretreatment standards. Sections NR 2t{.i2, Combined Wastewater Formula, and NR
2ttot3, Consistent Removal Credits, are reserved because these are two of the more controverslal
parts of the federat regulations that have not been released in flnal form by U«S. EPA.

Subchapter |{ places pretreatment requirements on pubticly owned treatment works (POTW)«
Several POThks In the state (those discharging more than 5 miftion gallons of wastewater per day)
witl be required to develop an administrative program to Implement and enforce the pretreatment
standards and requirements. The maln purpose of this subchapter Is to set out the components of
the tocal pretreatment programe.

Subchapter (! describes the activities of the Department Including procedures for approval of
POTW pretreatment programs, and the Department's activitlies In Implementing and overseeling local
pretreatment programs.

Through the establ Ishment of chapter NR 2it, the Department Is beginning to assume pretreatment
program responsibltity as It Is required to do by federal taw if Wisconsin Is to retaln I+s NPDES
state status.

147.07(2), Stats.,
the responsibilities of industriat users and of pubticly owned treatment works fn preventing the
discharge Into publicly owned treatment works of poltutants which witl Interfere with the operation
of the POTW, which witl pass through the POTW freatment works Insufficlentty treated, or which witl
impair the use or disposal of POTW studge. :

NR 2t1.02 APPLICABILITY. The provisions of this chapter apply to industrial users and to
pubt fcty owned treatment works which receive or may recelve wastewater from such Industrial users.

NR 2tt.03 DEFINITIONS. The following speclal deflinitlons are appllcable o terms used In this
chapter« Deflnitions of other terms are set forth In che NR 205 and ch. (47, Stats.

(1) "Categorical pretreatment standard" means any standard speclfying quantities or
concentrations of pottutants or pollutant propertles which may be dlscharged to a POTW by
Industrial users In speclfic Industrial categories.

(2) “Controt authority" means the POTW In retation to POTWs which have a pretreatment program
and means the department in relatlon to POTks which do not have a pretreatment program.

(3} "Indlrect discharge" means the Introduction of potlutants into a POTW from any point
source other than resldential or commercial sources that discharge only domestic waste. Method of
Introduction Inctudes, but Is not lImited to, by pipe, truck, or rail car.

(4) "Industrial user" means any source of Indirect dlischarge.

(5) "lInterference" means the Inhibitlon or disruption of a POTW's sewer system, treatment
pracesses, or operations by an indirect dlscharge which causes or signlflcantly contributes to a
viotatlon or to an Increase in the magnitude or duration of a violation of any requirement of f{ts
WPDES permit, Inctuding the Impalrment of the use or disposal of POTW studge under chs. 44 and
147, Stats.

(6) "New source" means any bullding, structure, facitity, or Instattatlion from which there Is
or may be a discharge, the construction of which is commenced after the date of promulgation in the
federal register of the categorical pretreatment standard apptlicable to such source, or after the
date of proposal of the appllicable categorical pretreatment standard In the federal register
provided the standard Is subsequentiy promutgated within {20 days of proposat .

(7) "Pass=through" means the dlscharge of poltutants through the POTW to the POTW receiving
waters In quantities or concentrations which cause or significantly contribute to a viotation of
any requirement of the POTW!s WPDES permit, Including an Increase in the magnltude or duration of a
viotation.

(8) "POTW' or "Publicly owned treatment works" means a treatment works which Is owned by a
municipat ity and any sewers that convey wastewater to such a treatment works. Thls definition
Inciudes any devices or systems used by a munlclpality In the storage, treatment, recycting, and
rectamation of municipal sewage or liquld industriat wastes. The term also means the municipal ity
or tocat unlt of government which has Jurlsdiction over the indlrect discharges to, and the
discharges from, such a treatment works.

(9) "POTW treatment plant® means that portion of the POTW which Is desligned to provide
treatment, Inctuding recycling and rectamation, of municipal sewage and industrial waste.

(10) "Pretreatment" means the reduction of the amount of pollutants, the elimination of
pottutants,; or the alteration of the nature of potlutant properties in wastewater to a tess harmfut
state prior to, or iIn tieu of, discharging such pottutants Into a POTW.

(tt) "Pretreatment program" means a program administered by a POTW that meets the criteria
establ Ished In subchapter || and which has been approved by the department In accordance with
subchapter {i!.

(12) Y"Pretreatment requirement" means any substantlve or procedural requirement retated to
pretreatment, other than a pretreatment standard, Imposed on an Industrial user.

(13) "Pretreatment standard" means any regutation which apptles to Industriat users and which
contalns pottutant discharge tImits promutgated by the depariment In accordance with s.
147.07(2)(a), Stats. Thls term Incltudes both prohibited discharge standards set forth in or
establ Ished under s« NR 2i1+l0 and categoricat pretreatment standards set forth In s« NR 2ti.lt and

(1) {ndustrlat users may not discharge pollutants
into a POTk which pass through or Interfere with the operation or performance of the POTW, and
thereby cause or signiflcantty contribute to a viotation of the POTW's WPDES permit.

(a) An Industrial user sligniflcantty contributes to pass-through and the consequent permit
violatlon whenever such user:

t+ Discharges a dafly pollutant loading In excess of that allowed by contract with the POTW or
by federal, state, or tocal law; )

2.+ Discharges wastewater which Is substantially different in nature or constituents from the
user's average dlscharge;

3+ Knows or has reason to know that its dlscharge, alone or In conjunctlion with dlscharges from
other sources, would result In a violatlon of the POTW's WPDES permit; or

4.+ Knows or has reason to know that the POTW Is, for any reason, viotating the flnat effluent
limltations of [+s WPDES permit and that the industrial user's discharge, elther alone or In
conjunction with discharges from other sources, Increases the magnifude or duration of the POTW's
viotation. -

(b) An Industrial user significantly contributes to Interference and the consequent permi+t
viotatlon whenever such user:

I « Discharges a daily polliutant loading In excess of that atiowed by contract with the POTW or
by federatl, state, or local law;

2« Discharges wastewater which Is substantlatly different In nature or constituents from the
user's average discharge; or

3« Knows or has reason to know that its discharge, alone or In conjunction with discharges from
other sources, would result In a viotation of the POTW's WPDES permit or woutd prevent municipal
studge use or dlsposal by the POTW's selected method of studge disposal In accordance with chs. 144
and (47, Stats.

(2) The foltowlng poltutants may not be Introduced Into a POTW:

(a) Poflutants which create or contribute to a flre or exptosion hazard In the POTW.

(b) Poltutants which witl cause or contribute to corrosive structural damage to the POTW but in
no case discharges wlth a pH lower than 5.0, unless the POTW Is specifically designed to
accommodate such dlscharges.

(¢) Solld or viscous poltutants In amounts which wiil cause or contribute to obstruction to the
fiow In sewers or other Interference with the opsration of the POTW.

(d) Any pollutant, Including oxygen demanding pottutants, released In a discharge of such
volume or strength as to cause or contribute to Interference in the POTW.

(e) Heat In amounts which wit} Inhibit or contribute to the inhibition of blological actlivity
In the POTW treatment plant resulting in Interference or causing damage to the POTW but In no case




heat in such quantitles that the temperature exceeds 40°C (104°F) at the Inftuent to the POTW
treatment plant untess the department, at the request of the POTW, has approved alternate
temperature timlts.

(3)(a) POTks developlng pretreatment programs under subchapter || shall develop specific
prohibited discharge standards to enforce the general prohibltions of subs. (1) and (2). All other
POTks shail, where the contributions of Industrial users resuft In pass=through or Interference and
the resutting permit violatlion Is flkely to recur, develop and enforce speciflc prohibited
dlscharge standards which, together with appropriate POTW facillty or operatlon changes, are
necessary to ensure contlnued comptlance with the POTW's WPDES permit.

(b) Thls subsection Is not Intended to require pretreatment as a substitute for adequate
municipat treatment.

(c) Speciflc prohiblted discharge standards may not be devetoped and enforced by the POTW
without glving prior notice to persons or groups who have requested notlice and an opportunity to
respond « :

NR 2f1 .1t CATEGORICAL PRETREATMENT STANDARDS. (i) Categorical pretreatment standards for
speciflc polnt source categorles and subcategories are set forth In chs« NR 22t through 297.

Limlts in categorical pretreatment standards shail apply to the efftuent from the process regutated
by the standard, untess otherwlise specified in the standard. |ndustrial users shatl comply with
appllcable categoricat pretreatment standards, in addiflon to comptying with the generat
prohibitions established In s« NR 2it {0, untess specifically noted otherwise In the categoricat
pretreatment standard.

(7) The department shatl pubtish a notice of I+s receipt of a request for a fundamentally
di fferent factors variance and shall mail coples of the notlce to the affected Industrial user and
any other Interested partys. The pubtlic notice shall be published as a Class | notice under
ch. 985, Statse, In a newspaper of general circulation In the area In which the Industrial user Is
focated.

(8) |f the department finds that fundamentally different factors do not exlist, the department
shatt deny the request.

When approved by the controtl authority based on
conslderations of cost or accesslbltity, the average and maxlmum fiow of the discharge may be
estimated by veriflablte technlques.

(e) The nature and concentration of pollutants In the discharge from each of the Industriatl
user's regutated processes and an ldentiflcatlon of apptlcable categorlical pretreatment standards
and pretreatment requirements. The nature and concentration of polliutants In each discharge shatt
be determined In accordance with subdse [« through 6.

t+ Sampting and analysls shall be performed to identlfy the concentration (or mass where
required by the appllcable categorical pretreatment standard or by the control authority) of
regulated pottutants In the discharge from each regutated process. Both dally maximum and average
vatues shall be reported. Samptes shall be representative of dally operations and shal! be flow
proportionat composites. Were composite sampling Is not feasible, grab sampling may be used.

2+ Where the flow of the stream being sampled Is 950,000 titers per day (250,000 gallons per
day) or less, the Industrial user shall take 3 samptes within a 2 week perlod. Where the flow of

(h) Where the Industriat user's discharge limit has been modified by a fundamentatly different
factors varlance at the time the report s submitted, the Information required In parse (f) and (g)
shatl pertain to the modifled timit. Revislions to the Information submitted under pars. (f) and
(g) may be required by the department where the Industrial user's dlscharge timit Is modified at a
later date.

(2) Not tater than t4 days followlng each date In the schedule required In sub. (i1)(g), the
Industrial user shatt submlt to the control authority a progress report, inctuding as a minimum a
statement of whether the required event was completed by the speclfled date and |f not, the reason
for detay, the steps belng taken to return to the schedute, and the date on which the required
event wit{ be completed.

(3) A report shall be submitted to the controt authority within 90 days after the date for
final comptiance with applicable categorical prefreatment standards or, for new sources, the date
on which wastewater |s first discharged to the POTW. The report shatl Indlcate the nature and
concentration of potlutants In the Industrial user's discharge that are regulated by the appllicable
categorical pretreatment standards, and the average and maxlmum daity flow for processes regutated
by the appllcabte categorical pretreatment standards. The report shatl state whether or not the
appllcabte categorical pretreatment standards are being met on a consistent basise The report
shatl also Inctude a statement of what steps must be taken to achleve comptlance with the
categorical pretreatment standards if these standards are not belng met. The statement shalt be
slgned by an authorlzed representative of the Industrial user and certified by a quallfied
professional .

(4) After the compliance date for a categorlcal pretreatment standard, Industrial users shatl
submit semi-annual reports to the control authority. New sources shat! submit the semli-annuat
reports to the controt authority after commencement of discharge to the POTW. The report shali
indicate the nature and concentration of potlutants In the efftuent that are regutated by the
categoricat pretreatment standard and, where requested by the control authority, production data



and the mass of pottutants In the discharge which are tImited by the categorical pretreatment
standards. Thls report shall aiso Inctude a record of measured or estimated average and maximum
dalty ftows for the reporting periode. Flows shall be reported In gallons per day. These reports
shafl be submitted during June and December unless otherwlise speclfled by the control authority.

The not!flcation shall also summarlze
the enforcement actlons taken by the POTW In the same (2-month perlod. For the purposes of this
provislon, a significant violation Is a viotation which remalins uncorrected 45 days after
notification of noncomptliance, which Is part of a pattern of noncompflance over a t2-month period,
or which Involves a fatlure to accuratety report noncomptlance or which resutted In the POTW
exerclsing Its emergency authority as required by s« NR 2t1+22(8) and (9).
