VE 2.01 Definition. ‘‘Board” means the veterinary examining board.

VE 2.03 Educational qualifications. Applicants for license shall submit
proof of graduation from an approved school of veterinary medicine. !
Schools in the United States and Canada, approved by the American
veterinary medical association are approved by the board. Graduates of |
schools outside the United States and Canada are required to complete :
the educational commission for foreign veterinary graduates certification
program of the American veterinary medical association as a pre-requi-
site to eligibility for examination. The educational commission for for-
eign veterinary graduates certificate shall accompany the application for
examination. Temporary permits may be issued by the board but only to
graduates of schools in the United States and Canada.

VE 2.05 License; fee, renewal, display thereof, change of address. (1) No
license shall be renewed except upon payment of the biennial fee.

(2) The license and renewal shall be displayed in an area open to the
public in the place of practice.

(3) Veterinarians shall notify the board of any change in their practice
address within 30 days of such change.

VE 2.08 Temporary permit. (1) A graduate of a veterinary college ap--
proved by the board who meets all requirements for examination may be
granted a temporary permit to practice veterinary medicine until the
results of the next examination are known provided the applicant is em-
ployed and supervised by a veterinarian licensed in Wisconsin. Appli-
cants for a temporary permit shall provide the board:

(a) A completed applicatioh form approved by the board.
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(b) Proof of graduation.
(e) Permit fee of $10.00.
(2) A temporary permit shall expire upon:
(a) Failure of the examination.

(b) Failure to apply for and to take the next scheduled licensing exami-
nation.

VE 2.09 Examination for licénse_. (1) The examination for a veterinary
license consists of a written examination and a principles of practical ex-
amination.

(2) The score required to pass the examination shall be based on the
board’s determination of the level of examination performance required
for minimum accqptal_)le competence in the profession and on the relia-
bility of the examination. The passing score shall be established prior to
giving the examination and shall be designated by a grade of 70.
