AMENDING A RULE 

To amend Ins 18.07 (5) (b) 1 

relating to premiums for the Health 'Insurance Risk-Sharing Plan 

ANALYSIS BY THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

The amendment of s. Ins 18.07 (5) (b) 1 implements and interprets 

ss. 619.14 (5) and 619.17, Stats. Ins 18.07 (5) (c) requires the Commissioner 

to set premiums for the Health Insurance Risk-Sharing Plan by rule. The 

Actuarial Advisory Committee for the Health Insurance Risk-Sharing Plan has 

recommended that rates for the Medicare Plan be modified to reflect current 

industry rates in accprdance with the statutory rating basis of ' the plan. 

Ihere was no recommended change in rates for the Major Medical Plan. Based on 

industry experience, the Committee has recommended the rates proposed by this 

rule. 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the Commissioner of Insurance by 

sections 601.41 (3) and 619.14 (5), Stats., the Commissioner hereby amends a 

rule interpreting ss. 619.14 (5) and 619.17, Stats., as follows: 
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SECTION 1. Ins 18.07 (5) (b) 1., Wisconsin Administrative Code, is 

amended to read:
