(2) When a registrant sells an item which it has purchased for resale to

(4) When items are sold, including food and beverage, at a cost that is
less the $10.00, the registrant should report the proceeds of the sales as
contributions, but they may be listed as “unitemized contributions” in
the campaign finance reports. A good faith effort does not reguire that
records be kept of the identity of the purchaser of items where the cost is
less than $10.00. '

(5) When a registrant disposes of tangible assets of the campaign by
sale in a regular commercial transaction for fair market value, the pro-
ceeds of the sale shall be reported as “other income” in the registrant’s
campatgn finance reports.

{7) A conduit shall file with the filing cfficer a special report of late
contribution, form EB-3, within 24 hours of making a transfer to a candi-
date or committee of more than $500 in a single amount or cumulatively
received during the 15 day period before the primary or election.
