HSS 195.04 Permiis. {1} APPLICATION. Before opening for business,
every hotel, motel and tourist rooming house shall obtain a permit from
the department or its agent by application made upon a form furnished
by the department or agent, . :

(2) ACTION BY THE DEPARTMENT. Within 30 days after receiving a com-
pleted application for a permit, the department or its agent shall either
approve the application and issue a permit or deny the application. If the
application for a permit is denied, the department shall give the appli-
cant reasons, in writing, for the denial, A permit shall not be issued to an
operator of a new hotel, motel, or tourist rooming house or to a new oper-
ator-of an existing hotel, motel or tourist rooming house without prior
inspection of the facility by the department or its agent to ensure that
the facility complies with this chapter. o

~(3) DISPLAY OF PERMIT, The permit issued by the department or its
agent shall be conspicuously displayed in the hotel, motel or tourist
rooming house.

(4) CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP, The owner of a hotel, motel or tourist
rooming house shall promptly notify the department or agent in writing
of an intention to cease operations and shall supply the department with
the name and mailing address of any prospeective new owner.

. HSS 195.05 Water supply and waste disposal. (1) SERVICE AVAILABIL-
1TY. The requirements covering water supply and sewage disposal facili-
ties for all hotels, motels and tourist rooming houses are based upon the
availability of public utilities as well as the practicability of connection
to public utilities.

{2)-PUBLIC UTILITIES. If an approved %ublic water supply and ap-
proved public sewerage facilities are available to the premises of a hotel,
motel or tourist rooming house, connection and use are required.

(3) PRIVATE WELLS, A private well is permitted as a source of water
when a public water facility is not available to the premises. The well
shall be located on the premises and be construeted and the pump in-
statled in accordance with ch. NR 112, rules of the department of natural
resources governing well drilling and pump installation. Whenever safe
water cannot be obtained consistently from a well constructed in appar-
ent compliance with ch, NR 112, as evidenced by laboratory reports, the
well shall be reconstructed or 2 new well constructed in accordance with
¢h, NR 112 except that if the reconstruction or new construction is deter-
mined to be impraectical or is found to be ineffective, the use of the weli
shall be discontinued and water shall be transported on a temporary ba-
sis from a source and in a manner approved by the department,
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(4) PLUMBING, All plumbing and fixtures shall meet the requirements
contained in ch. ILHR 82 and shali be maintained in good repair andin a
sanitary condition.

(5) PRIVATE SEWAGE DISPOSAL. (a) A prwate sewage disposal system
as deﬁned in s, 145.01 (12), Stats is permitted when a public sewer facil-
ity is not available to the premises. The system shall be Iocated on the
premises and shall be designed, constructed and operated in accordance
with chs, ILHR 82 and 83 and s, 144.245, Stats,

(b) Failed on-site prtvate waste disposal systems shall be replaced or
rehabilitated, A failed system has the meaning prescribed for "fallmg
private sewage system” in s, 144,246 (4), Stats.

(e) Plans and installation details covering the design and construction,
alteration or extension of private sewage disposal systems shall receive
the approval of the department of industry, labor and human relations
or its designated agent prior to the constructlon, aiteratlon or cxtensmn
of the systems, -

(d) All plumbing ﬁxtures shall be connected to the building drainage
system with discharge to a public sewer or prwate sewage disposal 8ySs-
tem.

(e) Privies are only acceptable at existing hotels, motels and tourist
rooming houses. They shall be constructed in accordance with the appli-
cable requirements of s. ILHR 52.63 and shall be approved by the de-
partment, When a new operator takes over the management of a hotel,
motel or tourist rooming house, privies shal} be-eliminated.

(6) TOILET FACILITIES, (a) Private fiztures, All toilet facilities in con-
Junbctl(}:n \‘lf)lth each guest room shall include a toilet, lavatory and shower
or bathtu

(b} Shared fixtures, 1. AH hotels and motels, all new tourist rooming
houses and all existing tourist rooming houses changing ownershlp,
which do not have a toilet, lavatory and shower or bathtub in conjunc-
tion with each guest room, shall have separate toilet facilities for each
sex, except that one toitet, lavatory and shower or bathtub is acceptable
in cabins or cottages rented to family units, One {foilet, lavatory and
shower or bathtub shall be provided for every 10 persons or fraction
thereof of each sex accommodated.

2. Existing tourist rooming houses which are not undergoing a change
in ownership and do not have toilet facilities in each guest room shall
provide at least one toilet, lavatory and shower or bathtub for use by
guests.

(¢} Water, Hot and cold water under pressure shall be available at all
sinks and other washing Iacllltles in all employe public and guests toilet
TOOoms.

(d) Soap and lowels, Soap. single-service towels, or other ‘approved
means of drying hands shall be provided in each toilet room, .

(e) Eoom dcsignateons The door leading into each toilet room shal! be
marked to identify whether it is for men or women. Words such as “‘men”
or-“women” shall be in letters not less than one inch high, Symbols may
be used in place of words.
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
