No committee member may participate in an
appraisal unless he has personally inspected the property. An appraisal
report must contain such supporting information as is necessary to es-
tablish the reasonable market value of the property.

(3) INDEPENDENT REAPPRAISALS AND DESIGNATION OF INDEPENDENT

sioner has probable cause to believe that an association’s appraisals may
