1 To renumber EAB 2.11 (6) through (8) and EAB 3.02 (3) and (4), to amend EAB 2.11 (l) 

2 through (5) and EAB 3.02 (1) and (2), relating to application and renewal fees required 

3 of for-profit postsecondary schools and renewal fees required of applicants for solic-

4 itors' permits, and to repeal and recreate s. EAB 2.02 (3), relating to applications for 

5 renewal of approval granted to for-profit postsecondary schools. 

Analysis by the Educational Approval Board 

These amendments renumber ss. EAB 2.11 (6) through (8) and EAB 3.02 (3) and (4), revise 

the fees contained in ss. EAB 2.11 and EAB 3.02, and repeal and recreate s. EAB 2.02 (3), 

Wis. Adm. Code. Sections EAB 2.02 (3) and EAB 2.11 interpret s. 38.51 (l0) (b), Stats.; 

section EAB 3.02 interprets s. 38.51 (8) (b), Stats. 

The revisions to s. EAB 2.02 (3) eliminate superfluous language and c1arify when a cur-

rently-approved school must file an application for renewal of approval. The language of 

the rule is also rewritten in active voice. 

The amendments to s. EAB 2.11 increase the following application fees: 

Type of Application Old Fee New Fee 

Initial School Approval $100 $200 

Renewal of School Approval $100 $200 

Course of Instruction $150 $300 

Teaching Location $ 20 $ 40 

Change of Ownership $ 75 $150 
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The order also revises the rule to exempt asehool from paying a fee for renewal of 

approval ii asehool has paid in full during the eurrent ealendar year all fees required for 

initial approval of the sehool. The present rule exempts from paying a fee for renewal of 

approval any sehool to which the board has granted initial approval in the ealendar year 

during which the renewal fee is due. 

The applieation fee for renewal of a solieitor's permit is raised to $50. The order also 

rewrites the rule in aetive voice, and adds a sentenee which refleets the existing practice 

of requiring eoneurrenee in an individual's applieation by the employing sehool. 

Fees paid by for-profit sehools and their solieitors partially support the regulatory aetiv­

ities of the board, including applieation proeessing, sehool and eourse evaluation, eom­

plaint investigation, sehool inspeetion, file maintenanee, and response to inquiries. This 

order has been revised to be fully responsive to the eoneerns reported by the Rules 

Clearinghouse, including the suggestion that the fees be inereased to the statutory 

maximums of s. 38.51 (8) (b) and (10) (e), Wis. Stats. Even with the new increases, the 

estimated fee revenue for fiseal year 1987-88 will amount to less than 38 per ee nt of the 

funds needed to earry on the aetivities involved in regulating the for-profit sehools and 

their soHeitors. 

The inereased fees for renewal of sehool approval or renewal of a solieitor's perrnH will 

apply to applieations for renewal of approvals or permHs which expi re on or after the 

effeetive date of the amended rules. For all other applieations, the inereased fees will 

apply to applieations which are reeeived on or after the effeetive date of the arnended 

rules. 

1 Pursuant to authori ty vested in the Eduea tional Approval Board by s. 38.51 (3), (8) (b), 

2 and (IO) (b), Stats., the Edueational Approval Board renumbers, amends, 
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1 repeals and recreates rules interpreting s. 38.51 (8) (b) and (10) (b), Stats., as follows:

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SUMMAR Y OF FINAL REGULATOR Y FLEXIBILlTY ANALYSIS 

FOR RULES PROMULGATED BY THE EDUCATIONAL APPROVAL BOARD 

Subsections 38.51 (2), (7) (g) and (10) of s. 38.51, Stats., require the Educational Approval 
Board to proteet the general public by approving for-profit postsecondary scho01s which 
do business in Wisconsin, changes of ownership or control of those schools, tea ehi ng 
locatlons used by those schools, and courses of lnstruction offered by those schools. Most 
for-profit postsecondary schools regulated by the board meet the definition of "small 
business" contained in s. 227.114 (1), Stats. We therefore take Into consideration when 
drafting proposed rules the effeet the rules will have on those small buslnesses which are 
for-profit postsecondary schools. We are of the opinion that additlonal conslderation of 
accommodatlons for small business, as specified in s. 227.114 (2), Stats., is not necessary. 

In an effort to obtaln comments from affected small businesses regardlng the proposed 
rule, the agency mailed copies of the proposed rule to all approved schools and to all 
schools which had applicatlons for approval pending as of October 7, 1986. The notice 
regarding the public hearing on the proposed rules also stated that the rule affected 
those small businesses which are for-profit postsecondary schools. However, onlyone 
representative of a small business attended the public hearing, and that person did not 
suggest any changes in the proposal to reduce its impact on small businesses. 

No professlonal skills will be requlred to comply with the rule. The applleation fees 
charged those small buslnesses whleh are for-profit postsecondary schools will increaseo 

The agency received no comments from the standlng committees of the legislature 
regarding the rules.
