Current rules restrict the number of daily hunting permits to 300 during the
entire pheasant season., Further, hunting hours conform to those established
for statewide hunting.

Rule modification establishes a 300-permit 1imit for the entire season and
restricts the opening of all hunting except waterfowl and deer hunting to
9:00 a.m, daily. The rules are designed to increase hunter satisfaction by
reducing pheasant hunting competition and separating early morning waterfowl
hunters from other hunters. Titles are created for housekeeping purpose.

Pursuant to the authority vested in the State of Wisconsin Natural Resources
