ORDER 

OF THE 

STATE ELECTIONS BOARD 

To repeal ElBd 1.31, re;ating to treatment of eommereial loan 
guarantees. 

Analysis 

This rule interprets s.11.01(6)(a), Stats., in effeet before 
s.11.17, Stats., was ereated in 1980. The rule provides that the per­
sonal guaranty'~ a eommereial loa n to a registrant is not a eontribu­
tion until the registrant defaults on the loan. This rule was 
subsequently eodified as s.11.17, Stats., in 1979 C. 328, seetion 7. 
This eodifieation supereedes the rule, making it redundant and 
unneeessary. 

Pursuant to the authority vested in the state of Wiseonsin elee­
tions board by ss.505(1)(f) and 227.ll(2)(a), Stats., the eleetions 
board proposes to repeal its rule interpreting s.11.01(6)(a), Stats., 
as follows: 

SECTION 1. ElBd 1.31 is repealed.
