Existing rules that establish 
forage base harvest quotas and limit eommereial trawling to speeifie 
areas in Lake Miehigan 60 feet or deeper have their "sunset" dates 
extended by three years to May 1, 1991. 

The Order also deletes provisions of the eode that listed priorities 
aeeording to whieh lieenses were issued to various elasses of 
applieants.
