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ORDER OF THE COMHISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

To amend Ins 3.25 (8) (e) and Ins 3.25 (17) (d), re1ating to hearings 

following disapprova1 of an insuranee form and to prima faeie incidenee 

faetors used to ea1eu1ate ease rates for eredit insuranee p1ans. 

ANALYSIS PREPARED BY THE OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER OF INSURANCE 

Statutory authority: ss. 601.41 (3) and 424.602, Stats. 

Statutes interpreted: ss. 601.62 (3) (a), 601.415 (9), 601.42, 

623.06, 625.11, 625.12, 631.20, and 632.44 (3), Stats. 

Ins 3.25 (8) (e), re1ates to the Commissioner's notifieation to 

eredit life and eredit aeeident and siekness insurers when an insuranee form 

is disapproved. The ru1e eurrent1y provides that the notice sha11 state that 

a hearing wi11 be granted within 20 days after a written request by the 

insurer. The ru1e shou1d state that a hearing wi11 be granted within 30 days 

after written request by the insurer. With this ehange, the ru1e wil1 conform 

to s. 601.62 (3) (a), Stats., whieh provides that the Commissioner sha11 ho1d 

a hearing not 1ess than 10 nor more than 30 days after service of a demand for 

hearing. 
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Ins 3.25 (17) (d) ineludes a worksheet to be used in determining the 

deviation faetor neeessary to ealeulate ease rates for eertain eredit 

insuranee policies. Within that worksheet, the list of prima faeie incidenee 

faetors for retroaetive and nonretroaetive aeeident and siekness plans are 

reversed. This proposed rule wi11 eorreet these faetors to refleet those 

originally developed to ensure a more aeeurate determination of the deviation 

faetor. 

These rules have no fiseal effeet and do not affeet small business. 

SECTION 1. Ins 3.25 (8) (e) is amended to read: 

Ins 3.25 (8) (e) If the eommissioner notifies·the insurer that the 

form is disapproved, the insurer shall not issue or use the form. The notice 

sha1l speeify the reasan for the disapproval and state that a hearing will be 

granted w±ehin not less than 10 nor more than ~9 30 days after arequest in 

writing by the insurer. 

SECTION 2. The prima faeie incidenee faetors for eredit aeeident and siekness 

insuranee plans appearing in the deviation faetor determination worksheet in 

Ins 3.25 (17) (d) are amended to read:
