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3. It has approximately the same qualitative significance for public
health and welfare as that attributed to the increase from the particular
change.

(g} An increase that resuits from a physical change at a source occurs
when the emissions unit on which construction oceurred becomes opera-
tional and begins to emit a particular pollutant, Any replacement unit
that requires shakedown becomes operational only after a reasonable
shakedown pericd, not to exceed 180 days. '

(25} “‘Potential to emit’’ means the maximum capacity of a stationary
source to emit an air contaminant under its physical and operational de-
sign. Any physical or operational limitation on the capaeity of the source
to emit an air contaminant, including air pollution control equipment
and restrictions on hours of operation or on the type or amount of mate-
rial combusted, stored, or processed, shall be treated as part of its design
if the limitation or the effect it would have on emissions is federally
enforceable. Secondary emissions do not count in determining the poten-
tial to emit of a stationary source.

(26) “‘Secondary emissions” means emissions which occur as a result of
the construction or operation of a major stationary source or major mod-
ification, but do not come from the major stationary source or major
modification itself. For the purposes of this chapter, secondary emissions
must be specific, well defined, quantifiable, and impact the same general
areas as the stationary source or modification which causes the secondary
emissions. Secondary emissions include emissions from any offsite sup-
port facility which would not be construeted or increass its emissions
except as a result of the construction or operation of the major stationary
source or major modification, Secondary emissions do not include any
emissions which come directly from a mobile source, such as emissions
from the tailpipe of a motor vehicle, from a train, or from a vessel,
