The commissioner of insurance finds
that certain plans of legal expense coverage, although they may consti-
tute insurance plans, do not require regulation by the commissioner of
insurance, The conduct of the lawyers is regulated by the state supreme
court and, given the minimal coverage aspects of these plans, they do not
require regulation by the commissioner. All other forms of legal expense
insurance are subject to full insurance regulation.

Ins 22.03 Limited regulation. (1) Legal expense insurance plans whmh
market plans which comply with all the following provmlons are subJect
only to the reguirements listed in subs. (2) and (3):

(a) Except as provided by par. (c), the plan’s legal services are limited
to advice, consultation, preparation of a simple will or power of attorney
or other simple, routine legal documents, and do not include representa-
tion in htxgatmn except as prowded in sub. (c);

(b) The total annuat cost mcludmg all fees, charges, or other con51der-
ation for one year of coverage under the pian does not exceed 5200 per
contract holder;

(¢) Legal services other than those descrlbed under par. (a) prowded
under the plan are charged at predetermined or reduced rates which are
not substantially below the usual charge by the same attorney for those
services, but not less than 70% of the rate usually charged nonpartici-
pants for the same service;

(d) A participant in the plan is not obligated to contmue partlcmatlon
in the plan or to make further payments or to pay any fee or penalty to
the plan if the participant wishes to withdraw from the plan at any time;

-(e}. A copy of the legai expense insurance contract and the form of
agreement utilized under par. (f) is filed with the commissioner; and

(f) All legal services are to be provided either by partners, members, or
emplc(?(es of the plan or by individuals who have a written agreement to
provide legal services to plan participants, which agreement mcludes
provisions which;

1. Waive any liability of plan participants for compensation for ser-
vw&es provided by the contractor if the services are covered by the plan;

2. Require the lega} services must be rendered to the part:cnpants re-
gardless of any breach of the contract by the plan including, but not lim-
ited to, the plan $ failure to make payments or the plan’s msolvency

Ins 22.04 Plans included, Any legal expense insurance contract made by
attorneys-at-law or law firms which are both promoted by mass-market-
ing techniques and charge a fee for the plan which is not based on an
individual estimate of the nature, quantity, complexity, and amount of
services to be provided each client are subject to this chapter unless
otherwise exempted by s. Ins 22.02.

Ins 22.05 Other legal expense insurance nol suthorized. This chapter
does not authorize an insurer to transact any insurance business, other
than that of legal expense insurance exempted under this chapter, unless
it is authorized under a certificate of authority issued by the commis-
sioner under the provisions of the ch. 600 to 655, Stats.
