(2) A record of all prescriptions renewed shall be maintained by indi-
cating on the original prescription order or on a readily retrlevable medi-
cation profile record the date and amount of the renewal,

{8) (a) The transfer of original prescription information for the pur-
pose of refil dispensing is permissible between two pharmacies on a one-
time basis pursuant to the following requirements:

1. The transfer is communicated directly between two pharmacists
and the pharmacist making the transfer records the following
information:
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a. The word “VOID” is written on the face of the invalidated
prescription,

b. The name and address of the pharmacy to which it is transferred,
the name of the pharmacist receiving the preseription, the date and the
name of the pharmacist transferring the information are recorded on the
reverse side of the invalidated preseription.
