ADOPTING RULES 
(Clearinghouse Rule 87-52) 

The Pharmaey Examining Board orders the repeal and reereation of s. Phar 6.06, 
relating to required pharmaey equipment.

In this order, s. Phar 6.06 is repealed and reereated in order to update the 
minimum standards of professional and teehnieal equipment whieh must be 
present within a pharmaey for eompounding and dispensing preseriptions. 
Seetion Phar 6.06 interprets s. 450.09(3), Stats., and is based upon 
diseussion with personnel from the Wiseonsin Department of Agrieulture, Trade 
and Consumer Protection. 

TEXT OF RULE 

SECTION 1. Phar 6.06 is repealed and reereated to read: 

Phar 6.Q_6LMin~~wm~~i~~e1tt~ (1) The professional service area of a 
pharmaey shall have at least the following equipment. 

a) A balanee that eonforms to the speeifieations of a e1ass 3 balanee 
and meets the requirements of the national bureau of standards handbook 44. 

b) One set of aeeurate metrie weights eapable of weighing substanees 
of 50 mg. to 50 g. and whieh meets the requirements of the national bureau of 
standards handbook 44. 

e) A supply of transparent glass graduates in metrie seale eapable of 
measuring 5 mI. to 100 mI. and whieh meets the requirements of the national 
bureau of standards handbook 44. 

Note: Copies of handbook 44 are on file with the pharmaey examining 
board office and with the office of seeretary of state and revisor of 
statutes. A eopy of handbook 44 ean be ordered from the Superintendent of 
Doeuments, U.S. Government Printing Offiee, Washington, D.C. 20402. 



d) An accurate device to measure less than 5 mI. 

e) A supply of Wedgewood and glass mortars and pestles. 

f) A supp1y of stain1ess steel spatu1as and at 1east one hard rubber 
spatu1a. 

g) A supp1y of acid, base and solvent-resistant funnels. 

h) A heating device for any preparation that requires heat for 
compounding. 

i) Ointment slab or ointment paper. 

j) The latest avai1able revision of federal and state pharmacy 1aws 
consisting of: 

1. Drug enforcement administration regulations, 21 CFR 1300 to end. 

2. Wiseonsin pharmaey law, Ch. 450, Stats. 

3. Wiseonsin eontro11ed substanees aet, Ch. 161, Stats. 

4. Wiseonsin administrative eode, rules of the pharmaey examining board. 

k) Copies of eurrent referenees appropriate to the individua1 pharmaey 
practice. These referenees shou1d ine1ude, but are not 1imited to, the 
following topies: drug interaetions; patient eounse1ing; eompounding and 
pharmaeeutieal ealeulations; and generie substitution. 

1) The te1ephone number of a' poison center. This number sha11 be 
eonspieuous1y posted in the preseription department. 

(2) Any person may app1y for a varianee to the app1ieation of any 
provisions in Phar 6.06(a) through (i) by fi1ing a written request with the 
board at 1400 East Washington Avenue, Madison, Wiseonsin 53708 stating the 
reasons for the varianee. 

The ru1es eontained in this order shall take effeet on the first day of the 
month following pub1ieation in the Wiseonsin administrative register, pursuant 
to s. 227.229(2), Stats.
