The proposed rules establlsh the regulations for the 1988 migratory game bird season. The significant 
regulations are: 

Duek Season. The federal framework allows a split duck season for Wisconsin. Two zanes (north and 
south) are delineated by an east-west line crossing the state near U.S. Highway 10. The 30-day 
season in the south begins at noan October 8 and continues through October 11 and, following a 7-day 
elosed period, reopens October 19 and continues through November 13. The 30-day season in the north 
begins at noon October 8 and continues through November 6. 

The daily bag is 3 ducks to inelude not more than 2 mallards of which onlyone may be a hen, 1 
redhead, 1 black duck, and 2 wood ducks. The daily bag may include 1 pintail of either sex during 
the first four days of the seasan and 1 male pintail (female pintails closed) during the last seven 
days of the season. During the other portian of the season, the pintail season is closed. The 
daily bag of 5 mergansers ineludes not more than one hooded merganser. The season on canvasback 
ducks is elosed. 

Canada Geese. The state Is apportioned Into 5 major goose hunting zones: Harlcon, Colllns, Pine 
Island, Theresa and Exterlor. Other speclal goose management subzones wlthin the Exterior Zane are 
Brown County, Burnett County, New Auburn, Rock Prairle and the Mississlppl Rlver. 

The seasan length for Harlcon Is 70 days, Collins and Pine Island are 40 days and the Exterlor Zane 
35 days. The Theresa Zane runs for 50 days or eloses when the registered Canada goose harvest 
reaches 3,000, whichever occurs flrst. 

A speeial Canada goose seas on allows 70 days of hunting on the Mlssissippi River. Late Canada goose 
seasons will extend for 23 days in Rock Prairie and 31 days in the Brown County Zones. The Burnett 
County and New Auburn Zones are elosed to Canada goose hunting. 

Previously established rules require a permit for hunting Canada geese statewide. Carcass tags are 
required in addltlon to the permit in Harlcon, Collins, Pine Island and Theresa Zones. 

Agrlcultural Damage Quota. The U.S. Flsh and Wildlife Service has provided Wisconsin a separate 
Canada goose harvest allocatlon of 4,500 to be used in &bating goose damage to eraps. The quota is 
subjeet to the following eonditions: 

1. The allocation may be used only In the Horicon zane. 

2. Landowners receiving permits for these geese must eomply with the requirements of 
Wiseonsints wildlife damage law (s. 29.598, Stats.). 

3. Wisconsin should make every effort to utillze it ts regular authorization of Canada geese in 
a manner that reduees damage before utilizlng this speclal allocatlon. 

The rules establlsh an applieatlon process for landowners or lessees to request a permlt to hunt 
Canada geese eausing damage. The department is allowed 2 working days to declde on an application 
and to determine that the applleant meets eertaln criterla, ineluding control of entry for hunting, 
$1,000 damage threshold, and the use of alternative abatement. 

Landowners or lessees reeeiving a permit would be allowed to authorlze other Horicon Zane Llcensed 
hunters to asslst th~~. Each Landowner or lessee perrnit would be lirnited to no mare than 7 days and 
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The department eould grant permit extensions if damage is eontinuing. Landowners, lessees and all 
partieipating hunters would be allowed to take and retain no more than 2 geese under the permit in 
addition to any geese Obtained under their regular goose hunting Permit.

Canada goose damage hunter permits to other persons and authorize them to assist by hunting Canada geese 

eausing damage. 

(2) DEFINITIONS. For purpose of this seetion: 

(a) "Goose hunting zone" means those establ ished under s. NR 10.31. 

(b) "Lands suitable for huntingil means as defined in s. NR 19.76(4). 

(3) APPLICATION REQUIREMENT. An applieant shall apply for a landowner or lessee permit to hunt 

Canada geese eausing agrieultural damage under this seetion on forms supplied by the department. A separate 

applieation is required for eaeh pareel of noneontiguous erop lands. 

Note: The forms may be obtained from department field stations or eounty wildlife damage program 

offiees. 

(4) PERMIT ISSUANCE CRITERIA. After determining that issuanee or extension of permits under this 

seetion will hot result in the harvest of Canada geese whieh exeeeds the federally assigned quota, the 

department may issue goose damage hunting permits only to landowners or lessees meeting the following 

eriteria: 

(a) Ownership of erops being damaged. The applieant shall be an individual who owns or leases the 

erop lands being damaged or be one offieer of the eorporation that owns or teases the erop lands being 

damaged. No more than one landowner or lessee permit may be issued for a pareet of land at the sarne time. 

(b) Hunting access eontrot. Apptieants shalt possess the authority to eontrot entry for goose 

hunting on the damaged erop lands and any eontiguous lands under the sarne ownership whieh are suitable for 

huntingi 

(e) $1,000 damage extent. Damage to the applieant's erops shall be ongoing and either exeeed or be 

likely to exeeed $1,000 in the eurrent calendar year as determined by the eounty wildlife damage 

administrator, 

(d) Alternative abatement attempted. The applieant shall eomply with all alternative damage 

abatement techniques reeommended by either: 

1. The authorized eounty administrator for lands located in a eounty partieipating in a wildlife 

damage program under s. 29.598, Stats., or 

2. The department for lands located in all other counties. 

(e) Normal erop management. The appl ieant shall be managing the erop lands sustaining damage in 

aeeordanee wi th methods normall y used by no l ess than 50% of the other growers i n the eounty. A permi t may 
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not be issued for erop lands when 90% or more of any row erop deseribed in the applieation have been 

harvested in the eounty of applieation. 

(f) Permit and lieense camplianee. The applleant shall have eomplied with the eonditions of any 

~rmit to hunt Canada geese eausing damage issued to him or her wlthin the 12 months immediately preeeding 

applieation and may not eurrently have their hunting lieense privileges revoked. 

(5) PERMIT CONDITIONS. Any landowner or lessee permit issued under this seetion is subjeet to the 

following eonditions: 

(a) Public goose hunting. 1. The permittee shall keep the damaged erop lands and any eontiguous 

lands under the same ownership whieh are suitable for hunting open to public goose hunting subjeet to subd. 

2. during the eurrent ealendar yearls goose hunting season. 

2. Permittees may refuse access to goose hunters for reasonable eause. Reasonable eause may not be 

based on age, race, religion, color, handieap, sex, physieal eondition, development disability, creed, 

sexual orientation or national origin. However, the presenee of at least 2 hunters per eaeh 40 aeres of 

land suitable for hunting shall eonstitute reasonable eause for refusal. 

3. All lands required to be open to public goose hunting under subd. 1. may not be posted against 

hunting exeept to indieate that hunting is by permission only. 

4. The landowner or lessee permittee may not eharge any form of fee to a person hunting geese 

pursuant to a Canada goose damage permit issued under this section. 

(b) Hunter authorization. Upon request by a person who meets the conditions in sub. (6), the 
• 

permittee shall provide the person with a Canada goose damage hunting permit and no more than 2 eareass tags 

which wlll authorize the person to hunt geese eausing damage within the authorized area subject to the 

conditions stated in the permit and this section unIess all permits and earcass tags have been issued by the 

landowner or lessee permittee. 

Note: The department witl provide the permittee with Canada goose damage hunting perrnH forms. 

(e) Authorized area. A permit issued under this section applies only to the lands deseribed on the 

permit. 

(d) Killlimit. The department may authorize the harvest of up to 20 Canada geese per landowner or 

lessee permit under the initial authorization depending on the aereage of damaged crop lands and numbers of 

Canada geese using the site. 

(e) Careass tags. The department shall issue to the landowner or lessee permittee one eareass tag 

for each goose authorized for harvest under the lanclowner or lessee permit. The landowner or lessee 

permittee may retain 2 earcass tags for his or her use and shall issue the remaining earcass tags free of 

charge to other hunters authorized to partieipste by the landowner or lessee. 

(f) Reporting. The landowner or lessee permittee shall maintain a record of all hunters, including 

themselves, who partieipated and were issued carcass tags. \lithin 3 days following permit expiration, the 
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landowner or lessee permittee shall return their permit, all hunter permit reeords, all unused eareass tags, 

and report the nll!ber of Canada geese harvested under permit to the department office indieated on the 

permit. 

(g) Permit length. Permits shall remain in effeet until all carcass tags issued under this seetion 

have been used, but no Longer than 7 days, unLess the departllleflt grants an extension under par. (h). 

(h) Permit extensions. If, upon permit expiration, Canada geese eontinue to eause damage to the 

Landowner or lessee's erops and the.permittee has eomplied with the eonditions of the permit, the department 

may: 

1. Authorize the harvest of additional geese if all previously issued eareass tags have been usedi 

and 

2. Extend the effeetive dates of the permit to allow use of any subsequent or previously issued 

eareass tags. 

(6) CONDITIONS OF HUNTING. No person may hunt or possess Canada geese under a permit issued under 

this seetion unless they have eomplied with the following eonditions: 

(a) Lieensing. 1. The landowner or lessee permittee shaLl only be required to eomply with the 

federal migratory bird stamp purehase and possession requirements. 

2. ALL persons other than the landowner or lessee pennittee who are authorized to partieipate under 

this seetion shall possess all state and federal lieenses, permits and starnps required to hunt Canada geese 

within the goose hunting zone whieh eontains the lands deseribed on the permit. 

(b) Use of other permits. All persons authorized to participate under this seetion shall have used 

any other goose hunting permit and careass tags issued to them whieh are valid for the Locations and 

effeetive dates speeified in the landowner or lessee permit prior to using the eareass tags issued under 

this seetlon. 

(e) Reporting. All persons issued a permit under this seetion shall report the harvest of a Canada 

goose to the landowner or lessee permittee and mail a eompleted goose harvest report eard to the department 

within 48 hours of the time of harvest. 

(d) Careass tags. All persons issued eareass tags under this seetion shalL immediately peel off 

and affix the eareass tag identifieation nlI!ber to the appropriate location on the fonms provided by the 

department. Careass tags are nontransferable. 

(e) Goose dlsposltjon. No person may take or possess more than 2 Canada geese under ea ch permit 

issued under this seetion. 

(f) Regulation eomplfanee. Exeept as otherwlse authorized in this seetion, all partieipants shall 

comply with all state and federal waterfowL hunting regulations ineLuding tagging and the daily bag limlt. 

Any geese taken by a person who has not eomplied fully with this seetion shall be eonsidered illegally 

obta i nad. 
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(g) Permit DOssession. All persons hunting Canade geese l.Ilder a permit issued under this seetion 

shall earryon his or her person the permit authorizing their participation. 

The foregoing rules are approved and adopted by the Natural Resourees Board on August 25, 1988. The 

;rules shall take effeet the first day of the month following publication in the Wisconsln adminlstrative 

register as provided in s. 277.22(2)(lntro), Stats.
