The Board of Nursing issues this order to repeal N 1.02 (5) and (7), and

1.03 (5); to renumber N 1.02 (2) to (4), (8), (10) and (11), 1.06 (1), (2) and
(3); to renumber and amend N 1.03 (6) and ; to amend ch. N 1 (title), N 1.01
(2), 1.02 (6), 1.02 (9) (intro), 1.03 (title), (1), (2) (title), (2) (b) and
(c), 1.04, 1.06 (title) and (intro), 1.06 (2) (title) and (intro), (2) (a)
(intro), (2) (a) 1. a., (2) (a) 2. a., (2) (a) 2. d. through g.,

(2) (b) (title) and (intro), (2) (b) 1. b., (2) (b) 3. f., (3) (c) and (d),
(3) (e) 3., (3) (f) Note, (4) (intro), (4) (a) through (d), and (&) (h), 1.07

ANALYSIS
Statutory authority: ss. 15.08(5)(b), 227.11(2)(a), 441.01(3), Stats.
Statutes interpreted: ss. 441.01(3), 441.12(2), Stats.

In this order the board of nursing amends ch. N 1 so as to reflect a
number of revisions in its policies and procedures by which it approves
schools of nursing in this state.

Throughout the chapter the word "accreditation" is changed to "approval."
The board no longer accredits schools of nursing since it recognized the
national league for nursing as the official accrediting body for nursing
programs. The board approves schools based on a school's accreditation by a
board-recognized nursing accreditation agency, or on a school's meeting the
board's standards.

In s. N 1.02, existing definitions are clarified, outdated language is
deleted and new definitions are created for specific terms used in the chapter.

Under s. N 1.03, the approval process for new nursing programs is
specified. The board lists required materials to be submitted, as well as a
timetable for submission of the materials.

The board, under s. N 1.04, presents the criteria by which schools of
nursing maintain continuing approval.  Situations in which a probationary
status may be imposed are also listed. The board specifies, under
s. N 1.04(5), that it may withdraw approval if standards continue to be unmet
following a board imposed probationary status.



In s. N 1.05, new language is added to specify conditions for review of a
school of nursing by the board when the school does not hold accreditation or
when board standards are not met.

Standards to be met for obtaining school approval or continuing approval
are specified in s. N 1.06. Standards related to organization and
administration, curriculum, instruction and faculty are presented.

Under s. N 1.07, the changes in nursing programs which require board
approval are listed. New language specifies the areas of change which require
board approval.

Finally, in s. N 1.08, the board lists requirements to be met by nursing
schools upon closing of a school. New language related to record-keeping is
added.

2. The governing institution shall provide an organizational
chart and written plan which describes the relationship of the nursing program
to the governing institution and the organization of the nursing program.

3. The governing institution shall submit evidence of being
regionally accredited.

There shall be written
administrative policies which are in accord with those of the governing
institution.

4, There shall be provisions for a system of records and
reports essential to the operation of the nursing program.
