The Wisconsin Department of Industry, Labor and Human Re1ations proposes to 
repea1 and recreate ILHR 34.41; and to create Chapter ILHR 34 SUbchapters VII 
and VIII, re1ating to amusement rides and attractions.

Analysis of Proposed Ru1es 

Statutory Authority: Sections 101.02 (1), 101.02 (15) (h) to (j), 101.12 (1) 
and 101. 17. 

statutes Interpreted: 101.02 (ls)(h) to (j), 101.12 (1) and 101.17. 

The Division of Safety and Buildings within the Department is respons1ble for 
adopting and enforcing rules re1ative to the protection of the life, health, 
safety and welfare of emp10yes and frequenters 1n public bui1dings and places 
of emp1oyment. The prov1sions of chapter ILHR 34 contaln safety and hea1th 
rules re1ating to the design, construction, operation and lnspection of 
amusement rides and attractlons. 

The proposed ru1es consist of revisions to chapter ILHR 34 in response to 
recommendations made in a 1989 Wiscons1n Leg1s1at1ve Audit Bureau report. The 
proposed ru1es address the areas of accident report1ng, go-karts and 
waters1ides. 

The current code requires injuries to frequenters to be reported to the 
department within 10 days of the lnjury. The proposed ru1es require serious 
injuries to be reported by the owner within 2 business days, and fatalitles to 
be reported within 24 hours. Also, the Accident Report form has been revised 
to require the signature of the injured person or the1r representative. 

The current code contains no specific requirements relating to go-karts and 
waters1ides. The proposed rules contain new requirements re1ating 
specifically to the deslgn and operation of go-kart and waters1ide faci1ities. 

Under the proposed rules, go-karts, dune buggies and al1-terrain vehicles w111 
be required to comp1y with various vehicle requirements such as passenger 
padding, maximum speed, and guarding of moving parts. The proposed track 
requirements consist of items such as minimum track width and barrler 
systems. Track operation requirements cover areas such as attendants and 
refue1ing. The proposed rules also requlre signs to be posted indicating 
minimum operationa1 instructions. 
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The proposed rules covering waterslides require proper design and construction 
in accordance with recognized safe practice. The proposed rules require 
waterslide surfaces that come into contact with a user to be smooth and 
continuous so that they will not cause a cut or abrasion. The curves and 
turns of the watersllde flume are required to be designed so as not to present 
a hazard to users. The proposed rules also require a minimum of one attendant 
at the top and one attendant at the bottom of a waterslide facility.

As recommended by the Legislative Audit Bureau, the advisory committee 
discussed the current rules governing the use of restraints on rides. The 
proposed rules do not contain any changes relative to the use of restraints on 
rides because the code advisory committee recommended maintaining the current 
code wordingo The current code requires restraints on an amusement ride in 
accordance with the written speclflcations and procedures of the manufacturer.

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SECTION 1. ILHR 34.41 is repealed and recreated to read: 

ILHR 34.41 ACCIDENT REPORTlNG. Injuries to frequenters on amusement 
rides or attractions that require more than first aid treatment shall be 
reported by the owner to the department on Form SB-211 within 2 business days 
of the injury. A copy of the owner's report to the insurance earrier may be 
submitted in place of Form SB-211 if the report includes suggestions for 
prevention of similar aecidents. Fatalities shall be reported within 24 hours 
of oceurrence. 

Note #1: See Appendix A for a reprint of Form S8-211 - Amusement Ride 
Aecident Report.

SECTION 2. Subchapter VII of chapter ILHR 34 is ereated to read: 

Subchapter VII 
Go-Karts, Dune Buggies and All-Terrain Vehieles 

ILHR 34.45 GO-KARTS. DUNE BUGGIES AND ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLES. 
(1) APPLICABILITY. The provisions of this seetion shall apply to go-karts, 
dune buggies, all-terrain vehieles and similar rider-controlled vehicles which 
carry or convey passengers along, around or over a fixed or restricted route 
or course or within a defined area for use as an amusement ride. These 
provisions shall apply in addition to all other applicable requirements in 
this chapter. 

(2) VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS. (a) All vehieles shall be equipped with 
passenger padding to minimize the risk of injury to the driver, such as 
steering wheel pad, headrest pad and steering wheel support post pad. 

(b) All vehieles shall be guarded to prevent interloeking of wheels 
during operation, unless vehicle passing is not allowed. 

(c)All vehieles equipped with seat belts shall be equipped with 
rollover protection in accordance with recognized safe practice. 

(d) The maximum speed for a vehicle used by drivers under 52 inches in 
height shall be 8 mph. The speed of every vehicle shall be set at alimit not 
to exceed the maximum speed for which the track is designed and inaceordance 
with recognized safe practice. 

(e) Vehicles shall be equipped with a guarding system in compliance with 
recognized safe practice that covers or encloses all moving parts of the drive 
mechanism, except the wheels. 

(f) Thermal protection shall be provided for the exhaust system. 

(g) Vehiele fuel tanks shall be mounted or guarded in such a manner that 
provides protection to the driver during operation and if an accident should 
occur. 
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(h) The brake and speed eontro1s sha11 be readi1y identified as to 
funetion and sha11 return automatiea11y to a nonoperationa1 position when 
re1eased. 

(i) The seat, baek rest and 1eg area of every go-kart sha11 be so 
designed as to retain the driver on the go-kart in the event of a eo11ision at 
the front, rear or sides of the go-kart. 

(j) All vehie1es sha11 be provided with impaet absorbing bumpers or 
energy absorption body parts. 

(3) TRACK AND COURSE REQUIREMENTS. (a) The surfaee of the traek or 
eourse used by go-karts shall be smooth and of a solid and binding material, 
such as eonerete or aspha1t. 

(b) The minimum width for go-kart traeks where vehie1es travel more than 
8 mph sha11 be 3 vehie1e widths throughout the entire eourse or traek. 

(e) 1. A barrier system sha11 be insta11ed around the inner and outer 
edges of the traek or eourse used by go-karts, and it sha1l extend the entire 
length of the traek or eourse. Open1ngs in the barr1er system for the 
entranee or ex1t of vehicles shall be protected in the direction of trave1. 
The system sha11 eons1st of a guard ra1l, rubber t1res, a runoff str1p level 
w1th the traek surfaee, or an embankment of fr1ab1e earth or grave1 or a 
eombinat10n thereof. 

2. If rubber tires are used for a barrier system, the tires shall be 
free of the rims or whee1s. The tires sha11 be insta11ed to provide an 
effeetive barrier without a1lowing the go-karts to rise over them or penetrate 
underneath them. 

3. If a metal or fiberglass ra1l is used for a barrier system, the rail 
surface sha11 be kept free of sharp or protruding edges or seams, and it shal1 
be maintained so that the re is no 100se or unseeured area. 

4. A barrier system shall be installed to des1gnate and proteet the pit 
area or passenger 10ad1ng area. 

(d)A fenee or rai1ing system at 1east 42 inches high sha1l be instal1ed 
at maintenance buildings, driveways, pit areas, and fuel storage pumping areas 
to keep patrons and spectators from entering these track areas without the 
permission of, or direction by, the traek personne1. 

<e) No 1ntersecting traek or course eonfiguration shall be permitted. 

<f) Any pole, post or solid obstruction that may be aceidenta11y struck 
shall be protected by a resilient, energy-absorbing system. 

<g) Fire extinguishers with a minimum 10-6:C rating shall be 
conspicuously located within 50 feet of the pit area and fue1ing point. 

(4) OPERATION REQUIREMENTS. (a) The attendants sha11 be able to 
e1early view the entire course. 
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(b) The refuellng of vehieles shall not take place in any area where 
passengers or speetators are present. All fuel storage and fueling operations 
shall be in aeeordanee with ch. ILHR 10. 

(e) Durlng nighttime operation, traek lightlng with a minlmum llghtlng 
level of 5 footeandles at the traek surfaee shall be provided. 

(d) A means sha11 be provided to safe1y a1ert the drivers of the 
vehieles to a eautlon sltuation or to stop the vehieles 1n eas e of an 
emergeney. 

(e) Smoking shal1 not be permitted while operating a vehle1e or ln the 
pit area. 

(5) SIGNS. (a) A eonspleuous slgn shall be posted at the tleket wlndow 
or traek entranee indieating at least the following lnformation: 

1. Minimum height of 52 inches for a driver of a standard go~kart. 

2. To start and stop only at the attendant's slgnal. 

3. To stay in the vehiele while on the traek. 

4. Loose elothing and hair longer than shou1der length must be seeured. 

5. To obey verbal instruetions of the attendant. 

(b) A eonspieuous sign shal1 be posted at the boarding or starting area 
indieating at least the following information: 

1. To keep hand s and feet inside the vehiele. 

2. To obey the attendant's signa1s. 

3. Bumping, stopping or U-turns on the traek are not allowed. 

4. To stay on the traek surfaee. 

5. To stay in the vehiele in the parking area until released by the 
attendant. 

6. No smoking in the pit area or while operating a vehiele. 

(e) A eonspieuous sign shall be posted at the unloading area indieating 
that the rider is to remain seated until released by the attendant. 
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SECTION 3. Subchapter VIII of chapter ILHR 34 is created to read: 

Subchapter VIII 
Waterslides 

ILHR 34.50 WATERSLIOES. (1) GENERAL. The provisions of this section 
sha11 app1y to all waters1ides where water is pumped to the top of a flume and 
a110wed to f10w down the f1ume to a p1unge pool. These provisions sha11 app1y 
in addition to all other app1icab1e requirements in this chapter. 

Note: See chs. HSS 171 and 172 for further requirements for water 
recreation attractions. 

(2) OESIGN. (a) All waterslides shall be designed and constructed in 
accordance with recognized safe practice. 

(b) Waters11des shall be so designed that parts with external surfaces 
that may come into contact with a person using the watersllde are assembled, 
arranged and flnlshed so that they are smooth and continuous and wi11 not cut, 
pinch, puncture or cause an abrasion to any person. 

(c) Waterslide channels shall be designed so as to keep each person 
using the waterslide safely inside the channel. 

(d) All curves, turns and tunne1s on the path of a flume shall be 
designed and constructed so as not to present a hazard to anyone using the 
slide. 

(3) OPERATION. (a) At 1east one attendant at the top and one attendant 
at the bottom sha11 be provided at all waterslide operations. 

(b) A means of 2-way communication between the attendants sha11 be 
estab1ished. 

Note: See ch. HSS 172 for additiona1 requirements re1ating to attendants 
and signs for waterslide operations.
