(CLEARINGHOUSE RULE 93-30) 

An order of the Department of Regu1ation and Licensing to amend 
RL 2.17 (1) (b) and Appendix I of RL 2 of the administrative code re1ating to 
transcription fees and notice of hearing.

ANALYSIS 

Statutes authorizing promu1gation: ss. 15.08 (5) (b) and 227.11 (2), 
Stats. 

Statutes interpreted: s. 440.03 (1), Stats. 

In this proposed ru1e-making order the Department of Regu1ation and Licensing 
amends s. RL 2.17 (1) (b) re1ating to fees charged for transcripts of 
proceedings, and a1so amends Appendix I re1ating to the time in which a 
respondent is to fi1e an answer to a camplaint. 

The amendment to s. RL 2.17 (1) (b) corrects an error in the text. The 
amendment to Appendix I brings the "Notice of Hearing" into conformity with 
s •. RL 2.09 (4) as to when an answer to a complaint shal1 be filed. 

TEXT OF RULE 

SECTION 1. RL 2.17 (1) (b) is amended to read: 

RL 2.17 (1) (b) If a transcript is prepared by the department, the 
department sha11 charge a transcription fee of $1.75 per page and a copying 
charge of $.25 per page. If 2 or more persons request a eepyift~-~ee-e~-$T~~ 
pe~-pa~e transcript, the department sha11 charge each requester a copying fee 
of $.25 per page, but may divide the transcript fee equitab1y among the 
requesters. If the department has prepared a written transcript for its own 
use prior to the time arequest is made, the department sha11 assume the 
transcription fee, but sha11 charge a copying fee of $.25 per page. 
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whether you shou1d be reprimanded, whether, if authorized by law, a forfeiture 
shou1d be imposed, or whether any other discip1ine shou1d be imposed on you. 
You may be represented by an attorney at the hearing. The 1ega1 authority and 
procedures under which the hearing is to be he1d is set forth in s. 227.44, 
Stats., s. ( #9 ), Stats., ch. RL 2, and s. ( #10 ). 

If you do not appear for hearing at the time and 1ocation set for th above, you 
wi11 be found to be in default, and a default judgment may be entered against 
you on the basis of the complaint and other evidence and the ( #11 ) may 
take discip1inary action against you and impose the costs of the 
investigation, prosecution and decision of this matter upon you without 
further notice or hearing. 

If you choose to be represented by an attorney in this proceeding, the 
attorney is requested to fi1e a Notice of Appearance with the discip1inary 
authority and the Administrative Law Judge within 20 days of your receiving 
this Notice.
