ORDER OF THE 
WISCONSIN ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION BOARD 

ADOPTING EMERGENCY RULES 

The Wisconsin Environmental Education Board hereby amends EEB 2.03(1)(a) and (b) and EEB 

2.04(3)(a)1, and creates EEB 2.04(2)0) and (3m) and EEB 2.05, relating to environmental education board 

grants. 

ANALYSIS BY THE WISCONSIN ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION BOARD 

Statutory authority: ss. 115.375(2)(c) and 227.11(2)(a), Stats. 

Statute interpreted: s. 115.375, Stats. 

Under s. 115.375, Stats., an environmental education grant program is established and is administered by an 
environmental education board. Under the grant program, nonstock, nonprofit corporations and public 
agencies may apply for grants to develop, disseminate, and present environmental education programs. 

The emergency rules allow eligible corporations or public agencies to apply for funds on behalf of a private 
school if specific documentation is provided. In. addition, the corporation, public agency, and private school 
must meet specific assurances. Finally, technical amendments have been made to make the rules consistent 
with state statutes. 

1 SECTION 1. EEB 2.03(1)(a) and (b) are amended to read:

FINDING OF EMERGENCY 

Applications for environmental education board grants will be submitted to the environmental 
education board on January 27, 1995. In order for the board to review the proposals and make grant 
awards in time for the program to operate in the second semester, rules must be in place as soon as 
possible. . 

Therefore, the state superintendent finds that an emergency exists and that promulgation of emergency 
rules is necessary to preserve the public welfare. 

The rules contained in this order shall take effect upon publication as emergency rules pursuant to the 
authority granted by s. 227.24, Stats.
