An employer• subject to the act may make such
pre-emplo,yment inquiries and keep such employment records as
will enable the employer to determine statistically the age, race,
color, creed, sex, national origin, ancestry or marital status of ap-
plicants and employes, : Pie-employment inquiries and employ-
ment records which tend directly or indirectly to disclose such in-
formation do not constitute unlawful discrimination per se .
