(5) “Taxable”, “subject to the tax”, “tax applies”, “the sale is
taxable”, ¥ (specific tangible personal
property or a specific serv:ce) isfare taxable”, or “the purchase of
(specific tang1b1e personal properly
or a specific service) is taxable”, means that:

(a) The sales tax applies to a sale of the property or service,
measured by the gross receipts from the sale; or

(b) The use tax applies to the storage, use or other consumption
of the propertly or service sold, measured by the sales price.

{2) PERMITS AND CERTIFICATES REQUIRED. (a) Seller’s permit,
Bvery individual, partnership, corporation or other erganization

making retail sales or rentals of tangible personal property or sel- ..

ling, performing or furnishing taxable services at retail in Wiscon-
sin shall have a seller’s permit for each place of operation, unless
the seller is exempt from taxation.

(2) shall file an “Application for
Permit”, form A—-101, with the department at the address shown
on the form, The application shall include all information and fees
required and shall be signed by the appropriate person described
on the form.

The 15-day period shall reapply
from the day all information necessary to make a determination,
including payment of a required fee, or payment of security is
received by the department, or

{c) A notification of denial of the application with explanation

1. “Elementary school” means a school providing any of the
first 8 grades of a 12 grade system and hndergarten where appli-
cable.

2. “Secondary school” means a school providing grades 9
through 12 of a 12 grade systemm andincludes the j _|ll11101‘ and senior
trade schools described in s. 119.30, Stats.

. “Schaol district” has the same meanmg as provided for in
8. 115 01 {3), Stats.

(b) Elementary and secondary schools mclude parochial and
private schools not operated for profit which offer any academic
levels comparable to those deseribed in par. (a} 1. and 2, and which
are educational institutions having a regular curriculum offering
courses for at least 6 months in the year. Elementary and second-
ary schools also include school districts for purposes of exemption
under s. 77.54 (4, Stats.

{©) Elementa:y or secondary schools do not include flying
schools, driving schools, arl schools, music scheols, dance
schools, modeling schools, charm schools, or similar schools
which do not offer systematic instruction of the scope and inten-
sity common and comparable to elementary and secondary
schools.

(2) SALES BY ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY SCHOOLS., (a}
Sales by elementary or secendary schools, the gross receipts from
which are exempt, include:

1. The sale or rental of books, yearbooks, annuals, magazines,
directories, bulletins, papers or similar publications,

2. Schéol lunches and library and book fines,

3. Rental of auditoriums or gymnasiums,-including any
charges for lights, heat, janitor fees and equipment, when used for
other than recreational, athletic, amusement or entertainment pus-
poses.

Example: A school auditorium is rented to a religious gmup wiuch conducts a
rehglous Tevival. ‘The gross receipts from the rental arg ¢xempt.

4. Rental of auditoriums or gymnasiums, including any
charges for lights, heat, janitor fees and equipment, when used by
a promoter or professional group which will sell admissions to the
public for recreational, athletic, amusement or entcrtamment pur-
poses,

Examples: 1) A school gymnasium is rented to a profcssmna‘ basketball team
which will sell tickets to the event. The gross receipts from the rental are exempt.

2) A school auditorium is rented to a popular band for one night. The band will
sell tickets o its performance. The gross receipls from the reatal are cxempt.

5. Admissions to school activities such as athletic events, art
and science fairs, concerts, dances, films or other exhibits, lec-
tures and school plays, if the event i$ sponsored by the school, the
school has control over purchases and expenditures and the net
proceeds are used for educational, religious or. charitable pur-
poses.
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6. The transfer of tangible personal property to a contractor
for performance of a real property construction activity in
exchange for a reduction in the contract price, even though the
contract provides that the contractor is to supply all materials.

(b) Sales by elementary or secondary schooIs, the gross
receipts from which are taxable, include:

1. Admissions to recreational facilities, such as golf courses,
swimming pools, ball fields and gymnasiums which are open to
the general public for recreational purposes,

2. Rental of auditoriums or gymnasiums, including any
charges for lights, heat, janitor fees and equipment, when used by
persons for their own recreation, entertainment or amusement
where there is no charge for admission.

Example: A local neighborhood group rents the school gymnasium for its resi-
dents to play volleyball, The neighborhood group does not charge itsresidents to play
volleyhall, The gross receipts from the rental are taxable, If the group charged an
entry fee to play volleyball, the gross receipls from the rental of the gymnasium are
not taxable because the rental is for resale.

3. Taxable services unders. 77.52 (2) (a), Stats., such as park-
ing and repair services,

Example: A school sponsors an athletic tourmarnent and cbargcs 51 for parkmg
‘The gross receipts from parking are taxable.

(3) SALES BY SCHOOL-RELATED ORGANIZATIONS AND OTHERS,
Sales by school-related organizations and others, not including
school districts, the gross receipts from which are taxable,
include: o

(a) The sale of class rings, photographs or caps and gowns
reiited or sold to students by retailers or photographers where the
school acts as a collection agent for the seHer, whether or not the
school receives a commission for the collection. The retailer, such
as a photographer, is subject to the tax on these sales.

(b} Sales made by schoolrelated organizations, such as par-
ent—teacher associations and student organizations, not subject to
the control and supervision of schoo! officials.

. {€) Sales of tangible personal property or taxable services by
vocational, technical and adult education schools.

(4) SALES TO SCHOOLS AND SCHOOL-RELATED ORGANIZATIONS.
Under s. 77.54, Stats., gross receipts from sales to the following
organizations are exempl:

(a) All public schools, vocational schools, state colleges and
universities and public school districts. This exemption may be
claimed without use of an exemption certificate. A purchase order
shall be acceptable evidence of a sale’s exempt status.

(b) Private schools having certificates of exempt status.

(¢) Related organizations of private or public schools having
certificates of exempt status, such as parent—teacher associations
-and student organizations.

Tax 11.04 Constructing bulldings for exempt enti-
ties. (1) DemntroN. In this rule, “exempt entity” means a per-
son qualifying for an exemption under s. 77.54 (9a) or 77.55 (1),
Stats. Section 77,54 (9a), Stats., provides an exemption for sales
to this state or any agency thereof, or any county, municipality as
defined in 5. 41.02 (4), Stats., school district or other political sub-
division; any corporation, community chest fund, foundation or
association organized and operated exclusively for religious,
charitable, scientific or educational purposes, or for the preven-
tion of cruelty to children or animals.

(2) TAXABLE GROSS RECEIPTS, Sales of building materials to
conlractors or subcontractors used in the construction of buildings
or structures, or the alteration, repair or improvement of real prop-
erty for exempt entities, are subject fo the tax.

(3} PURCHASES PRESUMED TAXABLE. When a contractor and an
exempt entily enter into a construction contract to improve real
property, which provides that the contractor is to furnish the build-
ing materials, it is presumed unti] the contrary is established, that
deliveries of building materials to the coniractor are made pur-
suant to purchases made by the contractor.

(4) SuUPPLIER IS CONTRACTOR. A supplier, who is also the con-
tractor who uses the building materials in the construction of
buildings or structures, or the alteration, repair or improvement of
real property for an exempt entity, is the consumer of such build-
ing materials, not the seller of personal property to the exempt
entity. The sale of bmldmg matenais to the consumer is subject to
the tax.

(5) Exempr GROSS RECEIPTS. A suppher’s sales of building
materials made directly to an exempt entity are not taxable, even
though such tangible personal property is used by the contractor
in the erection of a building or structure, or in the alteration, repair
or improvement of real property for the exempt entity. Suppliers
of building materials may presume that a sale is made directly to
an exempt entity if the supplier receives a purchase order from the
exempt entity, and payment for such building materials is received
from the exempt entity.

Tax 11.05 Governmental units. (1) GeneraL. Sales by
the state of Wisconsin, any agency thereof and governmental units
within this state are generally subject to the Wisconsin sales tax.
However, sales by the United Statcs government or any agency
thereof are not taxable,

(2) TaxaBLE RECEIPTS. Taxable receipts of governmental
units include gross receipts from the following:

{a) Admissions to recreational facilities.

Example: Green foes, campground fees, swiniming fees, fce skating fees and park
shelter house fees are taxable.

{b) Food and gift stand sales, including sales of sandwiches,
beverages, candy, cigaretfes, ice cream, confections, tobacco
products, postcards, books, magazines and other periodicals
described in s, Tax 11.19, and noveilies. Newspaper sales are
exempt.

(c) Sales or rental of recreational equlpment and supplies.

(d) Charges for access to or use of athletic facilities, such as
baseball and softball diamonds, stadiums and gymnasiums,
including entry fees.

(e) Sales of elcctr;cuy, gas and steam by mumc1pal utilities,
except as provided in sub. (3} (b). .

(D) Sales of maps, plat books, photocopies or other printed
material, except as provided in sub. (3) (p).

{g) Sales or rental of equipment and office furniture, including
the rental of motor vehicles to employes. Governmental units may
not collect tax on their sales of motor vehicles, Instead, the pur-
chaser shall pay the tax to the department of fransportation when
the motor vehicle is registered.

(h) Sales of buildings or timber when the purchaser acquires
such property for removal.

{1) Rental of lodging facilities to any person residing for & con-
tinuous period of less than one month, except that the tax does not
apply to the receipts from accommodations furnished by any hos-
pitals, sanatoriums, nursing homes, colleges or universitics oper-
ated by governmental units.
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(i) Vending machines and amusement devices, if the govern-
mental unit owns the machine or has control over the gross
receipts from the machine and its contents.

(k) Sales of soda water beverages and beer, including sales of
these items by hospitals, sanatoriums and nursing homes to
patients, employes or guests.

(0) Auctionsales of tanglb]e personal property, but excluding
motor vehicles as provided in par. (g).

m Sales and delivery of trees, shrubs or gravel to private pur-
chasers..

(q) Sales of lmpounded ammals, even Ehough the amount
received may be designated as a placement fee.

{r) The gross receipis from parking and providing parking
space for motor vehicles and afrcraft, and docking or providing
storage space for boats.

(s) The gross receipts from landscapmg and lawn maintenance
services, including weed cutting in Yawn, garden and other devel-
oped areas, but not charges for damages described in sub. (3) (c).

(3) NontaxasLs rRecripts, Gross receipts of governmental
units from the following are not taxable:

(a) Fees for licenses and permits, including tavern, c1garette,
hunting and fishing, marriage, building and septic tank permits
and LD, cards, but not camping permits or LD, cards issued exclu-
sively for obtaining admission to facilitics or events taxed under
5. 77.52 (2) (a) 2., Stats.

(b) Water dehvered through mains. Wood residue used for fuel
and sold for use in a business activity. Coal, fuel oil, propane,
steam, peat, fuel cubes produced from solid waste and wood used
for fuel, sold for residential use. Electricity and natural gas sold
for residential use and electricity sold for farm use during the
months of November through April. “Sold” is defined in 5. 77.54
(30) (b), Stats. In this paragraph, “residential use” has the meaning
in s, Tax 11.57 (2) (L) 7.

(c) Claims assessed against persons for damaging govemment
property.

{d} Rental of buildings or space, such as ofﬁccs warehouses
and meeting rooms.

{e) Storage fees, notary public fees and bid deposits.

(fy Library fines, including charges for books that are not
returned or charges for a duplicate ]ibrary card.

(g) Police escort and ambulance service charges
" (h) Separately stated fees for instruction. .

(i} Special assessments and fees for garbage or (rash removal
However, sales of bags or receptacles for garbage or trash are tax-
able unless a combined charge is made for removal and bags or
receptacles and the amount aflocated to the bag or receptacle is
incidental to the charge for removal,

Examplet A city government provides that in order to have trash removed by the
city, the trash must he put in special bags which are sold for $1 each. The $1 charge
is allocated as follows: 18¢ for the bag, 42¢ for removal and 40¢ for cost of the dis-
posal site, The $1 charge for the bag is not subject to tax because the transfer of the
bag is incidental 1o the sate of the waste removal service.

(i Commissions on vending machines or amusement devices
when the governmental unit does not own the machines or have
control of the machines’ gross receipts and contents.

(k) Sales or rental of tangible personat property or services to
other governmental units, schools or orgamzauons which hold a

(m) Service charges for snow removal, police officers at social
gatherings, service of legal papers including sammons, com-
plaints and civil process, and ushers and door guards,

(n}. Sales for resale, if supported by a valid resale certificate
obtained from the purchaser.

(0) Fees charged for admissionto a unwersuy student union
building.

(p) Charges for filing, entering, docketing, recording or fur-
nishing certified or uncertificd copies of records by a state regis-
trar, register of deeds, health officer and -clerk of court under ss.
39.42, 59.57 and 69.22, Stats., or by a filing officer under s.
409.407 (2), Stats., and fees charged by a register in probate pur-
suant to s. 814.66, Stats. Also, charges by an “authority,” as
defined in s. 19.32 (1), Stats., for copying a record unders. 19.35
(1) (a}, Stats., including charges for a search of records.

{q) The sale of all admission fees or admission stickers to state
parks and recreational areas in state forests itnposed under s, 27.01
(7). (8) and (9), Stats. o _

{r) Camping fees in Wisconsin state parks imposed under s.
27.01 (10) {d), Stats. ' ‘

(s) Admissions to any museum operated by a nonprofit corpo-
ration under a lease agreement with the state historical society.

(t) Gross receipts from telecommunications revenues col-
lected in establishing a “911" emergency telephone system under
s. 146.70 (3), Stats. .

(u) Animal identification tags and standard samples represent-
ing product or commodity grades only when sold by the Wiscon-
sin department of agriculture, trade and consumer protection,

(4) PurRcHASES. (&) Scction 77.54 (9a), Stats., exempts sales
to and the storage, use or other consumption of tangible personal
property and services by Wisconsin or by any agency thereof, or
any Wisconsin county, city, village, town, schaol district, county—
city hospital established under s, 66.47, Stats., sewerage commis-
sion organized under s. 281.43 (4), Stats., metropolitan sewerage
district organized under ss. 66,20 to 66,26, Stats,; or any other unit
of government, or any agency or instrumentality of one or more
units of government within Wisconsin. However, the exemption
does not apply to governmental units of other states or hospital
service insurance corporations under s, 613,80, Stats.

1. The goverhmental unit gives the retailer a purchase order.

2. The retailer issues the billing or invoice for the purchases
in the name of the governmental unit.

3. The retailer keeps a copy of the govcmmental unit’s pur-
chase order and the retailer’s billing or invoice to substantiate that
the sale was exempt from sales and use tax.

Example: A governmental unit intends to purchase clothing for a welfare recipi-
ent. The governmental unit gives a purchase order to the retailer and the retailer
makes the invoice out to the governmental unit. The sale is not subject to sales tax
if the welfare recipient pays the retailer with funds given to the recipient by the gov-
emmental unit or if the governmental unit pays the retailer directly. -

(d) Purchases by state chartered credit unions are subject to the
tax. Purchases by federally chartered credit unions and federal
reserve banks are not subject to the tax.

(e} Purchases, including lodging, meals or uniforms, by
employes of a governmental unit are not exempt, whether or not
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the employe is subsequently reimbursed for the purchases by the
governmental unil, unless the retailer issues the billing or invoice
in the name of the governmental unit, receives a purchase order
or similar written document from the governmental unit and keeps
a copy of both documents,

(f) Purchases by consular and diplomatic personnel of other
countries which have entered into multilateral treaties with the
United States government providing for sales and use tax exemp-
tions are exempt provided the personuel present their tax exemp-
tion card issued by the United States department of state showing
their tax exemplion number.

(2) PROSTHETIC DEVICES, APPLIANCES AND AIDS. Section 77.54

This exemption includes parts and accessories. “Other equip-
ment”includes colostomy, ileostomy and urinary appliances, arti-
ficial breast forms and heart pacemakers.

(3) EYEGLASSES, Section 77.54 (22) (d), Stats , EXempts gross
receipts from the sale of “Eye glasses when especmlly designed
or prescribed by an ophthalmologisi, physician, oculist or optom-
etrist for the personal use of the owner or purchaser.” This
exemption does not include tools and supplies, eyeglass cases and
thermal and chemical care units for contact lenses associated with
eye glasses, Frames, parts and accessories for prescription glasses
are exempl.

{4) CRUTCHES AND WHEELCHAIRS, Section 77.54 (22) (g),
Stats., exempts gross receipts from the sale of “Crutches and
wheelchairs including motorized wheelchairs and scooters for the
use of persons who are ill or disabled.” This exemption includes
parts and accessories and open and closed end watkers with or
without casters and canes which provide walking support by mak-
ing contact with the ground at more than one point.

(5) ELASTIC HOSE AND STOCKINGS. Section 77.54 (22) (f),
Stats,, exempts gross receipts from the sale of, “Antiembolism
elastic hose and stockings that are prescribed by q physician and
sold to the ultimate consimter.” 'This exemption includes parts and
accessores.

(6) OXYGEN EQUIPMENT. Sectton 77. 54 (14s), Stats., exempts
the gross receipts from the sale of “equipment used to adm:mste:
oxygen for medical purposes by a person who has a prescription
Jfor oxygen written by a person authorized to prescribe oxygen.”
The exemption applies to oxygen carts acquired for use by
patients with a prescription for oxygen.

{7) DIABETES EQUIPMENT. Section 77.54 (28), { Stats exempts
gross receipts from the sale to the“uitimate consumer ofapparams
or equipment for the injection of insulin or the treatment of dia-
betes and supplies used to determine blood sugar level.”

Example: Gross receipts from the sale of blood glucose test strips and blood glu-
cose monitors are exempt from sates and use tax.

Tax 11.11 [Industrial or governmental waste treat-
ment facilities. (1) GeneraL. Section 77.54 (26), Stals., pro-
vides a sales and use tax exemption for tangible personal property
which becomes a component part of a waste treatment facility.

(2) INDUSTRIAL WASTE TREATMENT EXEMPTION. (a) If anindus-
trial or utility waste treatment facility qualifies for the property tax
exemption under s, 70,11 (21) (a) or 76.02 (10), Stats., as
approved by the departaent, it qualifies for the sales and use tax
exemption under s, 77.54 (26), Stats. _ )

(b) When any plant or equipment has been approved as exempt
from the property tax on January 1, the repair, service, alteration,
cleaning, painting and maintenance of the exempt property and
the repair paris and replacements related (o that property are also
exempt through the following December 31. The sales and use tax
exemption applies to chemicals and supplies used or consumed in
operating a waste treatment facility, except as provided in par. (c).

(c) The sale of electricity for the operation of an industrial
waste treatment facility is not a supply and, therefore, is not
exempt.

(3) MUNICIPAL WASTE TREATMENT EXEMPTION, {a) Only the
central waste treatment plant which actually treats the sewage
qualifies for the exemption.

(b) Storm sewers, water supply éystems and private domestic
waste water facilities do not qualify for the sales and use tax
exemption.

{c) The collection system throughout the area served by the
treatment facility, the effiuent pipeline carrying the treated sew-
age away from the central treatment plant, earthen dikes and chain
link fences on the boundary of a treatment plant, and dredge mate-
rial disposal sites are not exempt. The collection systems includes
the Jift stations, force mains and associated pumping equipment
used to bring the raw sewage to the central treatment plant,

(d) The repair, service, alteration, cleaning, painting and main-
tenance of a municipal central waste treatment facility, the repair
parts and replacements therefor, and chemicals and supplies used
or consumed in operating a waste treatment facility are exempt
from the sales and use tax.

(4) CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS. (2) Exempt pur-
chases. The sales and use tax exemption extends to and includes
the purchases of tangible personal property by a contractor-in-
staller who incorporates the property into an approved industrial
waste treatment facility or who incorporates the property into a
municipal waste treatment facility, The contractor—installer shall
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certify the intended exempt use of the item o each supplier in
order to relieve the supplier of the duty of collecting and reporting
the tax on the sale. Certification of exempt use shall be made on
a certificate of exemption, form S-207.

(b) Taxable purchases. A contractor’s purchases of items used
or consumned in the performance of the construction contract, and
which do not become a component part of the waste treatment
facility, are subject to thé tax, This includes industrial gases, form
Tumber, tunnel shields and supplies used by a contractor during
canstruction. Payments by a contractor for equipment purchased
or leased to perform a construction job are also laxable.

(c) Determining exemptions. Contractors shall ascertain
whether the indusirial waste treatment facility they are construct-
ing has been properly approved by the department for a property
tax exemption under s, 70.11 (21), Stats. If there has been no
“approval”, the contractor or subcontractor may be liable for the
sales or use fax on its purchases. Approvals are not required for
municipal waste treatment facililies and, therefore, contractors
may purchase without tax construction materials which become
a component part of the exempt facility.

Tax 11.12 Farming, agriculture, horticulture and flo-
riculture. (1) Starutes. Section 77.54 (3) and (3m), Stats., pro-
vides exemptions for certain sales to persons who are engaged in
farming, agriculture, hortlculture and floriculture as a business
enterprise.

{2) Dermamions, In th;s section and s, 77, 54 (3), (3m) and
{30), Stats.:

{a) “Animal bedding” used in farming means disposable loose
materials, including straw, shavings, sawdust, leaves, sand and
shredded paper, used where an animal may lie, to promote cleanli-
ness and absorb urine or liquid manure. It does not include nonab-
sorbent items, including rubber floor mats.

(b) “Custom farming services” means the performance of an
activity, defined as farming in this section, for a farmer for a fee.
The fee may include a cash payment, a share of the harvest or other
valuable consideration,

(c) “Dairy farming” means the business of feeding and raising
cattle and other milk producing animals, but does not include
operatlons such as pasteurizing, homogenizing or rnakmg butter,
cheese or ice cream.

(d) “Farming” means the business of producing food pmducts
or other useful crops by tilling and cultivating the soil or by raising
cattle, sheep, llamas, poultry, domesticated rabbits or other ani-
mals which produce a feod product or which are themselves a
food product. In addition, consistent with chs. 29 and 94, Stats.,
“farming” includes raising pheasants, foxes, fitch, nutria, marten,
fisher, mink, chinchilla, rabbit, caracul and bees; producing honey
products by a beekeeper of 50 or more hives; commercial raising
of fish for food; commercial breeding and raising of horses and
llamas for sale; and raising ginseng, mushrooms and sod. “Farm-
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ing” does riot include home gardening and other similar noncom-
mercial activities; breeding or raising dogs, cats, other pets or ani-
mals intended for use in laboratories; raising earthworms;
operating sporting or recreational facilities, such as riding stables
or shooting preserves; operating stockyards, slaughterhouses or
feed lots as described in par. (g); lumbering and logging, and pulp-
wood and sawmill operations; milting and grinding grain; and pre-
paring sausage, canned goods, jellies, juices or syrup.

(e} “Farm livestock medicine” means any substance or prepa-
ration intended for use by external or internal application to farm
livestock in the cure or treatinent of disease and which is com-
monly recognized by veterinarians as a substance or preparation
intended for that use. This includes antibictics, drugs, mastitis
treatments and vaccines in the form of boluses, capsules, feed
additives, fluids, pills, powders, ointments and salves, “Farm live-
stock medicine” does not include medicines for work stock, riding
horses or small domestic animals, including dogs and cats. It also
does not include vitamins, dewormers, teat dip, udder wash, disin-
fectants, shampoos, pet foods, flea powder and flea sprays, labo-
ratory equipment used by a veterinarian, bandages, or plaster of
paris that is used to set an animal’s broken bone.

() “Farm work stock” means animals, such as draft horses and
mules, which are used exclusively in farming. The phrase does not
include dogs, riding horses, racing horses or laboratory animals.
The food for animals which are not farm work stock is taxable,

Example; Dog and cat food is taxable.

{g) “Feed lot” means a restricted area containing pens or lots
where livestock are held and fed. A person who holds livestock in
afeed lot for tess than 30 days is not engaged in farming. Feed pur-
chased for livestock held in a feed lot for less than 30 days is tax-
able. However, a person who holds livestock in a feed 1ot for 30
days or more is engaged in farming and the feed purchased for the
livestock is exempt. If a person holds some livestock for less than
30 days and some livestock for 30 days or more and purchases
feed for both types at the same time, an altocation of the feed costs
may be made so that tax is pald on the feed consumed by livestock
held for less than 30 days and is not paid on feed consumed by live-
stock held for 30 days or more.

(h) “Floriculture” means the business of producmg ﬂowers,
Christmas trees or other decorative trees, plants or shrubs, includ-
ing such operations as greenhouses,

.{i} “Horticulture” means the business of pmducmg vegetables,
vegetable plants, fruits and nursery stock, including the operation
of commercial nurseries and orchards but not businesses which
hold stock for purposes other than propagation or growth, “Horti-
culture” does not include the business of servicing plants owned
by others; the raising of trees as tlmber, or, Jumber or sawmill
operations.

{j) “Livestock” and “poultry” mc]ude animals, the products of
which are normally used as food for human consumption, and
domestically raised fur bearing animals or animals which are a
source of wool, such as llamas, including those purchased for
breeding.

(k) “Miik house supphes” means items used exclusively in
producing and handling milk on dairy farms, including milk fil-
ters, soaps, detergents, udder washes and balms, pipeline cleaners,
manual cleaners, acid cleaners, disinfectants and sanitizers such
as iodine and chlorine, teat dips, teat dilators, paper towels, insect
sirips, cloth udder towels, udder sponges, brushes and brooms,
window cleaners and water softener salt. The exemption for milk
house supplies does not include equipment such as dispensers, jug
and barrel pumps, sinks, faucets, washup hoses and nozzles, buck-
ets and pails, milk cans, strainers for milk cans or coolers, and
electricity.

(3) OBTAINING EXEMPTION CERTIFICATES, A retailer shall have
a signed exemption certificate for every exempt sale made to a
farmer. The standard“farmer’s exemption certificate,” form
5206, provides for continuous use under certain conditions. The
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certificate shall be used only for categories of items listed on it.
Every invoice to which the certificate refers must contain the sell-
er’s name, the farmer’s name and address, the date of sale and a
brief description of the product sold.

" (4) STATUTORY EXEMPTIONS. (a) Section 77.54 (3) (a), Stats.,
exempts: “The gross receipis from the sales of and the storage, use
or other consumpltion of tractors and machines, including acces-
sories, attachments and’ parts therefor, used exclusively and
directly in the business of farming, including dairy farming, agri-
culture, horticulture, floviculture and custom farming services,
but excluding automobiles, trucks, and other motor vehicles for
highway use; excluding personal properiy that is attached to, fas-
tened to, connected to or bullt into real property or that becomes
an addition to, component of or capital improvement of real prop-
erty and excluding tangible personal property used or consumed
in the erection of buildings or in the alteration, repair or improve-
ment of real property, regardless of any contribution that personal
property makes to the production process in that building or real
property and regardless of the extent to which that personal prop-
erty functions as @ machine.” For purposes of this section:

1. ‘Directly.’ Items used “directly” in farming include a plow
and a combine. Items of “indirect” or non»qualifying use include
typewriters, electric drills or other repair tools, dog and cat food
and lawn and garden tractors.

2. “Exclusively.’ “Used exclusively” means used to the
exclusion of all other uses except for other uses not exceeding 5%
of total use.

3. ‘Accessories, attachments and part’s.’ Included within the
exemption are accessories, attachments and parts for tractors and
machines used directly in agriculture. “Accessories” and “attach-
ments” include devices designed to be mounted on a machine or
to be pushed or pulled by a machine such as farm wagons and
pipes attached to irrigation pumps. A machine®part” means a
durable unit of definite, fixed dimensions and includes tractor
cabs, oil filters and slow—moving—vehicle signs. Canvas covers
and paint for exempt machines are exempt. “Parts” does not
include fluids such as antifréeze or lubricants, .These are “sup
plies” rather than “parts” and are not exempt. -

4. “Machines.” a. “Machine” means an assemblage of parts
that transmit force, motmn and energy from one part to another in
a predetermined manner, '

~ b. “Machines which qualify for exemption” include, if not
realty improvements, all-{errain vehicles or trucks not licensed
for highway use, balers, chain saws for orchard use but not for use
in lumbering, pulping or cutting firewood, choppers, corn pickers,
crop conditioners, crop thinners, cultivators, dises, drags, end
loaders, electric clippers and hoof trimmers, electric dehorners,
electric fence chargers not fencing or insulators, eleciric foggers,
fork lifts, harrows, harvésting combines, hay wagons, manure
spreaders, mowers, planters, plows, powered posthole diggers,
pumps and associated piping for irrigation, rock pickers, rotary
hoes, space heaters not for residential use, sprayers, stalk shred-
ders and windrowers,

c. “Machines which do not qualify for exemption” include
personal property that is attached to, fastened to, connected to or
built into real property or that becomes an addition to, component
of or capital improvement of real property. Also, tangible persenal
property used or consumed in the erection of buildings or in the
alteration; repair or improvement of real property, regardless of
any coniribution that the personal property makes to the produc-
tion process in that building or real property and regardless of the
exient 10 which that personal property functions as a machine does
not qualify for exemption. However, there is an exception for
those items specifically mentioned in subd, 4. d.

d.: The following items are deemed by statute to retain their
character as tangible personal property and qualify for exemption,
regardless of the extent to which they are fastened to, connected
to 'or built into real property: auxiliary power generators, bale

loaders, barn cleaners and elevators, conveyors, feed elevators
and augers; grain dryers and grinders, irrigation implements, milk
coolers, milking machines, including piping, pipeline washers
and compressors, top and bottom silo unloaders and powered
feeders, excluding platforms and troughs constructed from ordi-
nary building materials.

5. ‘Real property improvements.’ a. “Building” means any
structure that is intended to be a permanent accession to real prop-
erty; that is designed or used for sheltering people, animals or
plants, for stering property or for working, office, parking, sales
or display space, regardless of any contribution that the structure
makes to the production process in it; that in physical appearance
is annexed 1o the real property; that is covered by a roof or
encloses space; that is iot readily moved or disassembled; and that
is commonly known to be a building because of its appearance and
because of the materials of which it is constructed.

b. Certain machines in addition to those in subd. 4. qualify for
the exemption if purchased by farmers directly from retailers,
even though they are used fo make really improvements.
Machines included are automated livestock feeder bunks, but not
ordinary building materials; automatic stock waterers powered by
eleciricity or water pressure and built into a permanent plumbing
system; automatic water softeners, such as for milkhouses; barn
fans and blowers and other ventilating units; unit heaters and other
heating units; water heaters serving production areas; and water
pumps serving production areas.

c. A person, such as a plumbing contractor, who contracts
with a farmer to provide and install a machine permanently into
real estate is a consumer of the machine, not a seller. The contrac-
tor, not being a farmer, may not furnish a farmer’s exemption cer-
tificate on the person’s purchase of the machine. Being the con-
sumer, the contractor shall pay the sales tax to the supplier or
report the use tax on the purchase price directly to the department.

6. ‘Motor vehicles.” Specifically excluded from the statutory
exemption are “motor vehicles for highway use,” including motor
trucks, automobiles, station wagons, buses and motorcycles. “For
highway use” means licensed for that use. Sales of parts, supplies
and repairs for vehicles for highway use, including nurse tanks
and trailers, are also taxable.

7. *Other non—exempt sales.” The exerption does not apply
to: : :

a. Tools used in construction or for making repairs to real
estate or farm machinery, such as block and tackle sets, chain
hoists, cutters, electric drills, hammers, hand tools, planers, sharp-
eners, sanders, saws and wheelbarrows.

b. Building materials used to repair or improve real estate
such as cement, drain tile, fencing, light fixtures, lumber, nails and
stanchions. -

¢. Non-powered applicators for insecticides, cattle chutes,
farrowing crates, feed carts, fire extinguishers, flood gates, non—
powered gravity flow feeders, saddies and bridles, incinerators,
lawn and garden tractors, portable calf stails, rope and cable,
scales, self-treating stations, or“oilers,” snowmobiles, stationary
salt and mineral feeders, :

8. ‘Sales and use tax.” A person who buys without tax by
claiming the farming exemption owes the sales tax at the time the
person uses the item purchased 5% or more of total use for a non-
exempt purpose.

(b) Section 77.54 (3m), Stats., exempts; “The gross receipis
from sales of and the storage, use or other consumption of seeds
Jor planting, plants, feed, fertilizer, soil conditioners, animal bed-
ding, sprays, pesticides, fimgicides, breeding and other livestock,
potltry, farm work stock, baling twine and baling wire, and con-
tainers for fruits, vegetables, grain and animal wastes used exclu-
sively in farming, including dairy farming, agriculture, horticul-
ture or floriculture when engaged in by the purchaser or user as
a business enterprise.” “Bxclusively” as used in s. 77.54 (3m),
Stats., and in this section means that the items mentioned in s.




79 DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE

77.54 (3m), Stats., are used solely in farming to the exclusion of
all other uses, except that the sales and use tax exemption for such
items will not be invalidated by an infrequent and sporadic use
other than in farming. For purposes of this section:

1. ‘Seeds for planting.’ “Seeds for planting” includes seeds
for alfalfa, blue grass, canning peas, clover, field corn, field peas,
rye grass, sweet corn, timothy and vegetable seeds; plant parts
capable of propagation; and bulbs, “Seeds for plammg does not
include sod.

2, ‘Plants.’ *Plants” include herbs, shrubs or young trees,
slips or saplings planied or ready to plant.

3. ‘Feed.” a. “Feed”includes processed vegetable and animal
products and essential minerals required for the normal nutritional
needs of livestock, poultry and domestic fur-bearing animals and
other materials which are required for the normal nutritional needs
of animals in some domestic environments, such as vitamins A,
B-—complex, D and E. Essential minerals include phosphorous,
calcium, sodium, chlorine, iodine, iron, copper, sulfur, potassium,
magnesivm and zinc. Common feed additives containing these
substances include cod lver oil, salt in granular or block form,
ground limestone, fish oil, fish meal, oyster shells and bone meal.

b. “Feed” includes medicated feed or drug carriers purchased
for use as an ingredient of medicated feed, the primary purpose of
which is the prevention of diseases in livestock or poultry. “Feed”
does not include a mixiure labeled and sold for specific treatment
or cure of & disease. Feed for farm livestock, poultry and work
stock is exempt but feed for pets, such as dogs and cats, is taxable.

4, *‘Fertilizers and soil conditioners.’ a. “Fertilizer” means any
substance containing nitrogen, phosphoric acid, potash or any rec-
ognized plant food element or compound which is used primarily
for its plant food content to improve the soil’ s agricultural quali-
ties, “Fertilizer” and “soil conditioners” include fertilizer and
insecticide combinations, agricultural minerals, carbon dioxide
for application to land, urea, sewage sludge, liquid spray mixtures
of minerals and plant nutrients, lime, compost, manure, peat moss
and soy bean straw.

b, “Fertilizer" and “soil conditioners” do not include fill dirt,
top soil, wood chips, wood shavings, litter and hormone growth
stimulants,

- Note: The difference between fertilizers and hormone growth stimulants is that
fertilizers nourish plants whereas hormone growth stimuants act upon the ceflular
struciure.

5. ‘Sprays, pesticides and fungicides.” “Sprays,” "pesticides”™
and“fungicides” include disinfectant sprays, fly sprays and prepa-
rations used to destroy insects, mites, nematodes, slugs or other
invertebrate animals injurious to plants and animals; chemicals
used for crop disease, pest and weed control, including insecti-
cides, rodenticides and pesticides used to sanitize and clean dairy
equipment, Products used to sanitize dairy equipment are exempt,
if they are registered with the U.S. environmental protection
agency, or “EPA,” as pesticides, advertised and sold as pesticides,
and each bottle, can or other container containing the pesticide has
an EPA pesticide registration number on it.

6. ‘Containers for fruits, vegetables, grain and animal
wastes.” a.“Containers for fruits, vegetables, grain and animal
wastes” includes any kind of personal property which is pur-
chased exclusively for holding or storing fruit, vegetables, grains
or animal wastes. The phrase does notinclude feed carts designed
{0 hold various green and dry feeds.

b. A complete corn crib or grain bin may be purchased
“knocked—down” in kit form and still qualify for this exemption.
However, a person who contracts with a farmer to provide and
install the bin permanently into real estate is a consumer of the bin,
not its seller. The contractor, dealer or installer, not being a farmer,
may not furnish a farmer’s exemption certificate on the bin’s pur-
chase. Being the consumer, not a seller, the contractor shall pay
the sales tax to the supplier or report the use tax or sales tax pur-
suant to s. Tax 11.14 (2) (c) on the purchase price directly to the
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department, A farmer who utilizes the farmer’s exemption certifi-
cate on the purchase of a grain bin or corn crib normally built on
a slab or otherwise affixed to real estate may purchase the crib or
bin separately and do amny necessary installation work,

¢, Farmers may purchase animal waste containers or the com-
ponent parts thereof without tax, by issuing their supplier a prop-
erly completed“single purchase” farmer’s exemption certificate.

d. Silos are not included in the exemption. The purchaser of
materials used in building a silo shall pay the sales tax to the pur-
chaser’s supplier. A silo unloader may be purchased by a farmer
as an exempt machine.

e. Milk cans are not covered by the farmer’s exemption, but
may be purchased without tax under the general exemption for
shipping materials if they are used to transfer milk to the purchas-
er’s customers,

7. ‘Semen.’
stock is exempt.

Note: Section 77.54 (30) {a) 3., Stats., exempts electricity sold for use in fan'nmg,
including agriculture, dairy fa.rmmg, ﬂonCulmm and horticulture during the months
of November through April. Section 77.54 (30} (a} 5., Stats., exempts fuel sold for
use in farming, including agriculture, dairy farming, ﬂoncultum and horticulture.

{5) SERVICES FURNISHED TO FARMERS. (a) The repair, service,
alteration, fitting, cleaning, painting, coating, towing, inspection
or maintentance of tangible personal property which farmers may
purchase without tax under s. 77.54 (3) and (3m), Stats., are also
exempt from the sales and use tax under s, 77.52 (2) (d) 10., Stats.
Thus, farmers may claim an exemption on the répair services for
their tractors and other farm machines, but not on their furnaces,
office machines or electric drills. Similarly, they may claim an
exemption when having draft horses shod, but not when having
riding horses shod.

(b) Breedmg fees, and charges for art1ﬁc1al insemination of
animals and veterinarians’ services are not taxable.

(¢) The exemptions under s, 77,54 (3), Stats., do not apply to
farmers’ purchases of other services which are taxable under s.
77.52 (2) (a), Stats,, 1ncludmg telephone, laundry, dry cleanmg
and photographic services.

{6) SERVICES PROVIDED BY FARMERS. (2) Nontaxable services.
The following services performed by farmers are not subject to the
sales tax:

1. ‘Custom work’. The performance of custom farm services
by one farmer for another farmer, such as harvesting hay or grain.

2. ‘Training animals’. The training of horses, dogs or other
animals.

(b} Taxable services. The following services performed by
farmers are taxable: ‘

1. ‘Boarding animals’. The boarding of dogs, cats, riding
horses, ponies or other recreational animals, The entire boarding
charge is taxable, but the retailer may purchase the feed for the ani-
mals without tax by supplying a properly cornpleted resale certifi-
cate.

2. ‘Grooming animals’.

(7) TaxaBLE SALES, Sales of tangible personal property by
farmers which are taxable include:

(a) Gamebirds sold to persons, regardless of whether the birds
are used as food for human consumption, if the primary reason for
the purchase of the gamebirds is for hunting.

(c) Liamas for use as pack animals, pets or to herd sheep.

(d) Flowers, Christmas trees and other decorative trees, plants
or shrubs.

(7) RETAILER’S LIARILITY — PERMIT REVOKED OR CANCELLED. A
retailer is not lable for sales or use tax on gross receipts from the
sale of tangible personal property or taxable services, except those
described in sub. (6) (a} and (b), to a person who has provided the
retailer with the appropriate information under sub, {5) (a), until
the earlier of the following: _

{a) The date the retailer is notified by the direct pay permit
holder or the department that the holder’s direct pay permit has
been revoked by the departmént,” A direct pay petmit is consid-
ered revoked on the date the holder receives the department’s
notice of revocation.

(b) The last day of the direct pay permnt holder’s Laxable year
in which the retailer is notified by the holder or the department that

‘the holder’s direct pay permit is being cancelled by the holder as

provided in sub. (4} {(b).
Note: Section Tax 11.13 interprets s. 77.52 (17my), Stats,
History: Cr.

Tax 11.14 Exemption certificates, including resale
certificates. (1) Starures, The sales tax status of exemption
certificates is contained in s, 77.52 (13) fo (16), Stats,, and the use
tax status of exemption certificates is contained in s, 77.53 (1()
and (i1), Stats.

(2) GeneraL, {a) Exemption certificates are signed by pur-
chasers or lessees and are given to sellers or lessors to verify that
atransaction is exempt. Sellers and lessors shall exclude from tax-
able gross receipts transactions for which they have accepted a
vatid exemption certificate in good faith from a purchaser. The
department has provided retailers with 6 types of exemption cer-
tificates, each of which is designed for use in specific types of
transactions. These certificates, discussed individually in this sec-
tion are the following: . .

1. Resale ceriificate, form S-205.
2. Certificate of exemption, form $-207.

Tax 11.14

3. Manufacturer’s exemption certificate, form S--207m.
4, Farmer's exemption certificate, form 8-206.

5. Certificate of exemption for fuel oil, propane, coal, steam
and wood used for fuel for residential or farm use, form S-016,

6. Certificate of exemption for electricity and natural gas sold
for residential or farm use, form S-017.

(b} Use of anexemption certificate designed by the department
is not required by law. A person may use a substitute exemption
certificate if it contains al! the essential information relating to the
transaction and if it is in a form approved by the department. The
law requires that the certificate be signed by and bear the name and
address of the purchaser and that it indicate the general character
of the property or service being purchased and the basis of the
claimed exemption.

{¢) Unders, 77.57, Stats., if a purchaser certifics in writing by
using an exémption certtﬁcale other than a resale certificate, that
the property purchased will be used for activities or under circum-
stances which make the purchase of the property exempt from the

sales tax, and the property is subsequently used in a manner that
makes the property ineligible for exemption from tax, the pur-
chaser shall pay the sales tax,

(3) EFFECT OF OBTAINING CERTIFICATE. (a) A seller is relieved
of liability for the tax if the seller takes from the purchaser a valid,
written resale or exemption certificate which certifies that the pur-
chaser will use the property or service in a manner or for a purpose
entitling the seller {o accept the certificate in good faith.

(b) To be valid, a resale or other exemption certificate shall
upon its face disclose a proper basis for exemption. The use of
phrases such as“nontaxable,” “exempt” or similar terminology do
not provide a proper basis for an exemption. A certificate shall be
propetly executed and dated and shall contain all the necessary
information. Thus, all retailers should be familiar with the instruc-
tions contained in the certificate. A certificate claiming an exemp-
tion not provided by law is not valid.

(c) If a certificate is valid, a seller or lessor who accepts the cer-
tificate in good faith is relieved of any Hability for collection or
payment of tax upon transactions covered by the certificate, For
good faith to be shown, the certificate may contain no statement
or eniry which the seller or lessor knows, or has reason to believe,
is false or misleading. The question of geod faith is one of fact and
depends upon a consideration of all the conditions surrounding
the transaction. If the seller accepts a certificate with knowledge
which gives rise (o a reasonable inference that the purchaser does
not intend to use the item or service as claimed, the good faith of
the selter will be questioned. The seller is presumed to be familiar
with the law and rules of the department relating to the business
or businesses in which the seller is involved.

(4) FaiLure 1o OBTAIN CERTIFICATR. If a seller does not obtain
a certificate, a seller is not relieved from liability for the tax, nor
from the burden of proving the sale was for resale or otherwise
exempt. It is not a satisfactory substitute for obtaining an exemp-
tion certificate from the purchaser, for the seller to accept payment
of the seller’s billing with the tax or tax reimbursement deleted,
or to accept the purchaser’s permit number, or a statement that the
transaction is not {axable.

(5) ConTINUOUS CERTIFICATES. (a) Continuous exemption
certificates do not expire and need not be renewed at any pre-
scribed interval. However, they should be renewed at reasonable
intervals in case of a business change, registration number change
or discontinuance of the specific business claiming the exemp-
tion, The seller should periodically review exemption certificates
on file to ascertain that the person claiming the exemption is the
person who furnished the certificate.

{b) Continuous exemption certificates, including continuous
resale certificates, approved by the department do notallow a pur-
chaser to issue “this time only” purchase orders cancelling the
continuous tax exemption certificate for the one transaction only.
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The notation “taxable” on a purchase order is not sufficient to
relteve a purchaser of the responsibility for a previously issued
continuous certificate; unless it is accompanied by a separate let-
ter explaining the inapplicability of the previously issued certifi-
cate fo a particular order. '

(6) RESALE CERTIFICATE, FORM S-205. (&) Fffect of obtaining
resale certificate. 1. The burden of proving that a sale of property
or services is not at retail is upon the seller unless the seller accepts
a certificate from the purchaser certifying that the property is pur-
chased for resale. If valid and accepted in good faith from a person
who is in the business of selling tangible personal property or tax-
able services and who holds a seller’s permit, the certificate
relieves the seller from lability for the sales tax and the duty of
collecting the use tax.

2. If a purchaser gives a resale certificate for property
acquired and then makes any storage or use of the property ofher
than retention, demonstration or display while holding it for sale
in the regular course of business, the storage or use is taxable as
of the time the property is first stored or used. The use tax shall be
reported and paid by the purchaser with the tax return for the
period in which the property is first so stored or used,

(b) Countents of resale certificates. A resale certificate, form
S§-203, shall contain the following information for the seller to be
relieved from the burden of proving the sale of property or ser-
vices was not a taxable sale:

1. The name and address and the signature of the purchaser.

*2. A description of the general character of the tangible per-
sonal property or service sold by the purchaser.

3. A general description of the property or service purchased
for resale if a “continuous” resale certificate is used, or an itemiza-
tion of the property or service purchased 1f a “single purchase”
certificate is used,

4. The seller’s permit number of the purchaser, except that:

2. A wholesaler who sells only to other sellers for resale may
insert“wholesale only” in the space for a seller’s permit number.

b. A person registered as a seller in another state, who makes
no retail sales in Wisconsin, may insert the name of the state in
which registered and the permit number issued to the person by
that state.

5. An indication of the general character of the purchaser’s
business. Thisis for the protection of the seller, since itmay enable
the seller to determine whether a particular type of property or ser-
vice may be sold without collecting the tax. If the nature of the
business described is such that the property or services purchased
normally would not be resold, the seller should question the pur-
chaser’s reason for issuing the certificate, If a satisfactory answer
cannot be provided, the certificate should not be accepted. If afl
of these conditions are met, the seller is relieved from the burden
of proving that the sale of pmpcrty or services was not a taxable
sale.

Example: A “continuous” resale certificate describing a business as a “tavern”
normally should notbe accepted for the sale of aradio, camera, auto part or other item
not regularly sofd by tavemns.

(7) CErRHFICATE OF BXEMPTION, FORM §-207. {a) The certificate
of exemption, form S-207, is a multiple purpose form which may
be used for purchasing any of the following 6 exempt types of
property or services:

i. Containers and other packaging, packmg and shipping
materials used to transfer merchandise to customers of the pur-
chaser. :

2. ‘'Tangible personal properiy becoming an ingredient or
component pari of an article of tangible personal property in any
form destined for sale.

3. Trailers or accessories, attachments, parts, supplies, mate-
rials and service on motor trucks, tractors and trailers which are
used exclusively in common or contract carriage.
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4. Property or services purchased directly by and used by a
religious, charitable, educational, scientific or other organization
holding a certificate of exempt status, CES. Sales to organizations
holding a CES also can be shown to be exempt by a retailer’s
recording the certificate number on its bill of sale. A corporation,
community chest fund, foundation or association organized and
operated exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific or educa-
tional purposes, or for the prevention of cruelty to children or ani-
mals, which is located out-of-state, may use the certificate of
exemption, form §-207, to purchase without tax even though it
has not been issued a Wisconsin ceriificate of exempt status.

5. Railway cars, lacomotives and other rolling stock used in
railroad operations, or accessories, attachments parts, lubricants
or fuel therefor.

6. Commercial vessels and barges of 50-ton burden or over
engaged in interstate or foreign commerce or commercial fishing,
and accessories, attachments, parts and fuel therefor.

(b) A cerificate of exemption may also be used for any other
exemption provided by law, except for resale, or for farmers’ or
manufacturers’ exemption claims. The use of the form 3-207 is
exptained on the back of the certificate.

{8) MANUFACTURER'S EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE, FORM §- 207M
(a) A supplier which accepts & properly completed manufactur-
er’s exemption certificate, form §-207m, in good faith marked for
“continuous” use may make sales to the manufacturer without col-
lecting the tax if the nature of the property or services sold quali-
fies for one of the exempt uses claimed by the manufacturer on the
form, If a form $-207m is a “continuous” form, each purchase
order of the manufacturer shal! refer to it. If an individual order
contains both exempt and non—exempt purchases, the purchaser
shall designate which items are taxable.

(b) If the manufacturer uses “single purchase” certificates, it
may print these as an integral part of its purchase orders, as long
as the essential information on the approved form is retained.

(9) FARMER’S BEXEMPTION CERTIFICATE, FORM $-206. A refailer
shall have a signed farmer’s exemption certificate, form 5206,
for every exempt sale made to a farmer.

-Note: Section Tax 11.12 describes the types of property which may be sold to
farmers without tax, and the use of the farmer’s exemption certificate.

(10) CERTIFICATE OF EXEMPTION FOR FUEL OIL, PROPANE, COAL,
STEAM AND WOOD FOR FUEL FOR RESIDENTIAL OR FARM USE, FORM
s-016. (a) A refailer shall have a signed exemption certificate,
form S-016, if the sale of fuel oil, propane, coal, steam or wood
for residential or farmuse is partiatly exempt from sales or use tax.
If the sale is 100% exempt, an exemption cedificate is not
required.

{b) Farmers claimi'ng an éXemplion for fuel used directly in
farmmg may use the farmer'’s exemptmn certificate, form S-206,
in lieu of form $-016.

(11} CERTIFICATE OF EXEMPTION FOR ELECTRICITY AND NATU-
RAL GAS SOLD FOR RESIDENTIAL OR FARM USE, FORM §-017. (a) A
retailer of electricity or natural gas shall have a signed exemption
certificate, form S-017, for all sales of electricity or natural gas for
residential or farm use which are exempt from sales or use tax
unless any, or all, of the following apply: .

1. 100% of the electricity or natural gas is for cxempt use.

2. The sale is to an account which is properly classified asres-
idential or farm pursuant to schedutes which are filed for rate tariff
with the Wisconsin public service commission which are in force
at the time of the sale.

3. The sale is to an account which is properly classified as res-
idential or farm for classification purposes as directed by the fed-
eral rural electrification administration.

(b) Farmers claiming the 12~month exemption for natural gas

should use farmer’s exemption certifi cate, form S5-206, instead of
form S5-017.
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- (12) DIRECT PAY PERMITS. The use of direct pay permits in
Wisconsin is authorized under s, 77.52 (17m), Stats. A person may
apply to the department for a direct pay permit.

Note: For information on whe qualifies for a direct pay pemm and how to use
direct pay, refer 1o 5. Tax 11,13,

(13) IMPROPER USE OF CERTIFICATES. A purchaser who gives
an exemption certificate knowing at the time that the transaction
is not exempt may be guilty of a misdemeanor unders. 77.52 (16),
Stats. The purchaser may also be lable for other penalties pro-
vided by law for filing incorrect returns.

(14) CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT ENTERED INTCQ BEFORE THE
EFFECTIVE DATE OF COUNTY TAYX, FORM $-207CT-1. {a) The certifi-
cate for a construction contract entered into before the effective
date of county tax, form S-207CT-1, is used by contractors to
purchase building materials without the county tax. The certifi-
cate shall be used by a contractor only if the followm g 3 conditions
are met.

1. The contractor entered into a written contract or made a for-
mal bid before the effective date of the county tax to consiruct,
alter, repair or improve real estate for another person. )

2. The written contract is for a fixed price that cannot be
changed or the formal written bid cannot be altered or withdrawn.

3. The building materials purchased on or after the effective
date of the county tax are affixed and made a part of real estate in
fulfilling the written contract or formal written bid.

{b) The certificate shall give the descriptive name of the con-
tract, job site, county tax effective date, date of prime contractand
bid, date contract was signed, the seller’s name, the date of perfor-
mance of the contract and the contractor’s name and address and
shall be signed by the contractor.

. Note: Section Tax 11,14 interprets ss.77.52 (13) to (16, 77.53 (10) and (11} and

77.54 (6 (B)
sTATS. (a) To be exempl, containers, labels, sacks, cans, boxes,
drums, bags or other packaging and shipping materials for use in
packing, packaging or shipping tangible personal property shall
be “used by the purchaser to transfer merchandise to customers™,
‘Whether the containers or other packaging or shipping materials
are returnable or nonreturnable is not a factor. The exemption shall
not apply to containers used in the incidental transfer of property
to customers by persons providing services,

(b) Containers include barrels, bottles, cartons, chemical car-
boys and kegs. Packaging and shipping materials include property
used inside a package to shape, form, preserve, stabilize or protect
the contents, such as excelsior, straw, cotton, cardboard fillers,

‘separators, shredded paper, ice, dry ice and batting, and rope,

twine, gummed tape, wrapping paper, rubber bands, crates and
crating materials, pallets, skids and mailing tubes.

{c) Gross receipts from ‘the sale of the following items are
w1thm the exemption: _

1. Cansinwhich canned goods, paints and other commodities
are confained; medicine bottles; boxes in which jewelry, candy,
suits, dresses and hats are delivered to customers; and ice cream
cartons. B

2. Bottles and cases used by breweries, wineries or sada water
beverage producers to transfer the product to customers.

3. Barrels, half-barrels, kegs and the like, used by a brewery
to transfer draft beer to wholesalers or retailers.

4, Caps for milk, beer and soda water bottles.

5. “Fragile”, “Handle with Care" or other shipping labels.

6. Paper food dividers used to separate food sections in a con-
tainer for transfer to a customer. .

7. Paper bags purchased by grocery stores, bakeries or other
retailers and used by their customers in.carrying out their pur-
chases.

8. Feed bags purchased by feed dealers who use the bags to

10. Ice used by a commercial fisher inside a box of fish to pre-
serve the fish during shiprment to market.

‘11. LPG tanks used to {ransfer fuel to customers which are
replaced each time the fuel is exhausted.

12. Packaging and shipping materials for use in packing,
packaging or shipping meat or meat products, regardless of
whether these items are used to transfer merchandise to custom-
ers. .
{2) ItrMS NOT EXEMPT UNDER S. 77.54 (6) (B), STATS. Gross
receipts from the sales of the following items are not within the
exemption:

(a} Wrapping equipment such as paper holders, tape d:spens—
ers, staplers and string holders.

(b) Coat hangers used on display racks in stores.

(c) Shopping carts or baskets and similar equipment.

(d)} Computer produced gummed label mailing lists used to
address envelopes. However, labels for envelopes used to transfer
tangible personal property to customers arc exempt.

{e) Containers or other packaging and shipping materials used
merely for storage or {o transfer merchandise owned by a person
from one location to another, such as bakery delivery carts and
containers used in delivering bakery products to retailers,

() Lumber or other material used for bracing, blocking, skid-
ding or shoring items while in transit; and cardboard and paper
used to line box cars.

(g) “Valuable containers” such as fondue bowls, steins and
popcorn poppers which are filled with cheese or other exempt
food items and sold as a gift package. A “valuable container” is
a container which has some use by virtue of its shape or design
such that the purchaser envisions further use of the container after
the contents have been removed: If the container’s contents are not
subject to the tax and the cost to the seller of the container or con-
tainers in a particutar package is $1 or more, the seller shall assign
a reasonable part of the retail selling price of the total package to
the valuable container or containers and pay a sales tax on that part
of the selling price. If the contents of the container or confainers
are taxable items, such as candy, the entire gross receipts from the
sale of the package are subject to the tax.

(h) Price tags and advertising matter used in connection with
the sale of tangible personal property, including counter display
cards used for advertising and display purposes.

(i) Tanks on trucks used to deliver merchandise to customers.

{j) Corrugated boxes and other containers and related packing
materials purchased by movers for use in transporting a custom-
er’s goods.

(k) Bags, boxes, hangers and other containers transferred to
customers by laundries, dry cleaners and other persons providing
services.

Notet ITnadecision dated November 23, 197%inthe case of Leicht Transfer & Stor-
age Co., Inc. vs. Wisconsin Department of Revenue the Wisconsin Tax Appeals Com-
mission held that corrugated boxes and related packing materials used by Leicht to
transport a customer’s praperty from one location te ancther do not come within the
exemption in s. 77.54 (6) (b), Stats, This decision was affinmed by the Dane County
Circuit Court on May 19, 1980, by the Courtof Appeats, District IV onMay 26, E981.

(3) FARMER'S CONTAINER EXEMPTION. (a) Gross receipts from
the sales of the following items are within the exemption in s,
77.54 (3my), Stats.:
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1. Fruit baskets used by commercial orchards.- -

2. Grain storage bins purchased by farmers to stofe unpro-
cessed corn, wheat, oats or other types of grain.

3. Bozxes and crates used by a potato or berry farmer.

4. Animal waste containers or component parts thereof. This
includes the usual building materials.used to construct an animal
waste container.

(b) Gross reccnpts from sales of the following items are not
within this exemption:

1. Silos.

2, Egg cases and crates used by a poultry farm for gathering
and storing eggs.

3. Plastic or wooden boxes used by apiaries for the collection
and storage of honey.

4. Fruit jars or other containers used for home canning.
5. Gasoline or fertilizer storage tanks used on a farm.

{4) DEPOSITS ON RETURNABLE CONTAINERS. {(a) Returnable
container deposits received by a retailer at the time of the retail
sale of tangible personal property, such as soft drink bottles, beer
bottles and milk containers, and refunds of the deposits may be
excluded from the computation of taxable gross receipts if they
are excluded from gross receipts on the retaller s books of
account,

(b) If a retailer’s books of account include container deposits
in gross receipts and if refunds of the deposits are deducted from
gross receipts, the retailer shall use this method of reporting tax-
able gross receipts on a sales tax return. Under this method, the
gross receipts from the deposit are subject to the tax and the tax
may be collected from the customer. However, when the deposit
is refunded to the customer, the applicable sales tax shall also be
refunded to the customer,

(5) DISPOSABLE ITEMS USED BY RESTAURANTS. Gross receipts
from sales to restaurants, cafeterias, caterers, nursing homes or
vending machine operators of disposable items, including paper
and plastic cups, plates, butter chips, hambuzger and frankfurter
baskets or buckets, utensils, straws, placemats, napkins, doggie
bags, wrapping materials and toothpicks, transferred to customers
for a valuable consideration by these persons as part of the sale of
food, food products and beverages to customers are not subject to
the tax..

{6) DEMURRAGE LEASE OR RENTAL OF FUEL STORAGE TANKS. A
gas supplier’s monthly charge to a customer for the use of an LPG
storage tank or other fuel storage tank which remains indefinitely
on the customer’s premises is taxable. The charge a supplier
makes because a gas cylinder is retained by a customer beyond a
30-day period is also taxable, These “demurrage” charges consti-
tute taxable rentals paid for the continuation of possession of the
container. If a reasonable charge is made to the customer for the
use of the container and the container is used exclusively for such
leasing purposes, the gas supplier can issue a resale certificate
when such supplier purchases the container. However, if the gas
supplier furnishes a container or other storage tank to a customer
without making a separately iternized charge forits use or charges
only a nominal rental, the supplier shall be deemed the consumer
of and shall pay tax on the acquisition of such containers or tanks,

(7) ConTamvERs SOLD. (a) If a charge is made by a seller or
lessor of tangible personal property to a custemer for packaging
materials used in connection with the shipment of the property, the
charge for packaging materials becomes a part of the selling price
or rental charge. If the sale of the property shipped is not subject
to or is exempt from tax, the charge for packaging materials is not
subject to or is exempt from tax. If the sale of the property shipped
is subject to tax, the charge for packaging materials is subject to
tax. This paragraph is applicable to the taxation of packaging
materials regardless of whether the charge for packaging materi-
als is separately stated or not separately stated.
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{b) Any credit given by aseller orlessor to a customer for pack-
aging materials used in connection with the shipment of property
which the customer returns to the seller or lessor shall reduce the
seller’s or lessor’s gross receipts subject to tax in the reporting
period during which the materials are returned, if the seller or les-
sor included the selling price of the packaging materials in the
gross receipts subject to tax, and the scller or lessor returns the tax
to the customer,

(8) Gier WRAPPING. The amount charged for gift wrapping
packages is taxable.

CARRIERS, (a) Exemption. Section 77.54 (5) (b), Stats., provides
a sales and use tax exemption for: “Motor trucks, truck tractors,
road iractors, buses, trailers and seibirailers, and accessories,
attactunents, parts, supplies and materials therefor; sold to com-
mon or contract carriers who use the motor trucks, truck tractors,
road tractors, buses, trailers and semitrailers exclusively as com-
mon or contract carriers, including the urban mass iransporta“
tion of passengers as defined in s. 71.38.”

(am) Exclusively. As usedins, 77.54 (5) (b), Stats., and this
section,"exclusively” means that the motor trucks, truck tractors,
road fractors, buses, trailers and semitrailers are used solely as
commen or contract carriers to the exclusion of all other uses,
except that the sales and use tax exemption for this tangible per-
sonal property will not be invalidated by an infrequent and spo-
radic use other than as a comnion or contract carrier.

Note: Under department of transportation rules, a licensed carrer (L.C) number
is required if a common or contract carrier hauls goods of others for hire, The safes
and use tax exemption in par. {a) applics only if the common or contract carrier used
the vehicle exclusively for hauling goods of others for hire.

(b). Accessories and attachments. Accessories, attachments,
parts and supplies for exempt vehicles are exempt from the sales
and use tax under s. 77.54 (5) (b), Stats. This exemption includes
the following items if they are assigned to and carried on vehicles
used exclusively as common or contract carriers: dollies, piano-
boards, ladders, walkhoards, tire chains, fire extinguishers, flares,
bug deflectors, engine block heaters, defroster fans, auxiliary
heaters and cooling units and their fuel, radios, flag kits including
flags and reflectors, and items designed to be used with a vehicle
which protect or secure the vehicle’s load including tape, fitted
tarpaulins, tarpaulin straps, furniture pads and covers, load hold-
ing chains, logistic straps and shoring beams. This exemption
does not include corrugated boxes, containers and related materi-
als that are transferred to customers in conjunction with the sel-
ling, performing or Furnishing of a moving service, as provided in
par. (h).

Note: In adecision dated May 19, 1980 in the case of Leich! Transfer & Storage
Co,, fic, vs, Wisconsin Department of Revenue the Dane County Circuit Court
reversed the November 23,1979 decision of the Wisconsin Tax Appeals Commission
and held that van equipment and supplics that areexempt unders, 77,54 (5) (), Stats.,
include furniture pads, covers, packing supplics, tape, pianoboards, ladders, walk-
boards, straps, lining paper and cormugated boxes. The Court also stated that "It must
be kept in mind that it is undisputed that all of the items are assigned to and camicd

onthe vans.” The Court of Appeals District IV, affinmed the Circuit Court’s decision.
Under this interpretation, the only corrugated boxes and packing materials that qual-
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ify for exemption under s. 77.54 (5) (b}, Stats., arc those that are assigned to and car-
ried on an exempt van and that are not transferred to a customer. )

{c) Repairs, The sale or furnishing of repair, alteration, clean-
ing, painting and maintenance service to exempt vehicles shall be
exempt.

(d) Exceptions. The exemption shaltnot apply to the following
propezly used by commer or coniract carriers: automobiles as
defined in s. 340.01 (), Stats., except an automobile registered as
a truck, station 'wagons as defined in s, 340.01 (61), Stats., and
self-propelled vehicles for off-highway use, such as road
machinery, fork lifts and other industrial trucks.

(e) Equipment and supplies. Equipment acquired by a carrier
for the repair, service or maintenance of its exempt vehicles is not
exempt, including repalr tools, wcldmg torches, battcry chargers
and grinding discs.

) Conversion fo private use. If a vehicle purchased without
tax is converted to private use, a use fax or sales tax pursuant to
s. Tax 11,14 (2) (c} is due. The tax is measured by the sales price
of the vehicle to the purchaser, except that if the taxable use first
occurs more than 6 months after the sale to the purchaser, the mea-
sure of the tax may be, at the purchaser’s option, either the sales
price or the vehicle’s fair market value at the time the taxable use
ﬁrst accurs.

() Packaging materta(s The transfer to a customer of corru-
gated boxes, containers and related packing materials in conjunc-
tion with moving or transporting a customer’s goods is incidental
to the selling, performing of furnishing of the moving or trans-
portation service. The service provider is the consumer of the
property and shall pay tax on its purchase of the property to be
transferred.

(h) Occasional sales. Motor carriers shall not be required to
register as retailers with the department if their gross receipts from
sales of tangible personal property or taxable services are $1,000
or less within a calendar year. Persons who are exempt from regis-
tration under this standard shall pay sales or use fax on all pur-
chases of tangible personal property or taxable services not other-
wise exempt, including items that may be resold to customers.
Persons who exceed the standard shall register with the depart-
ment and obtain a seller’s permit. Persons who register may pur-
chase tangible personal property for resale without paying tax by
issuing to their supplier a properly completed resale certificate or
they may pay the tax to their supplier and, if the property is resold,
claim a credit for the tax paid against any sales tax due.

Note: Refer to s. Tax 11,002 for description of permit requirements, how to apply
fora permn, and the 15-day time penod wnh.m which the department is required to
act on permit applications,

Examples: 1) A truck purchased to transport pads and packing materials to and
from moving jobs qualifies for the exemption in par. (o).

2} Cutting down trees, cutting them into logs and hauling them to a mill as a private
business operation voids the exemption in par. (a), even though the trucker alse hauls
logs as a common or contract carrier for other persons at the same time,

3) Trucks purchased for hauling refuse, garbage or snow do not qualify for exemp-
tion under par. {a).

4} Vehicles of a mitk or cheese factory that engage in banling milk from farms to
its plant for processing do not qualify for the exemption under par, (a).

§} Towing of vehicles to the repair facility of a garage—wrecker operator s part
of a private repair business which is not exempt under par. ().

{2} RAILWAY ROLLING STOCK. {a) Section 77.54 (12}, Stats.,
provides a sales and use tax exemption for: “The gross receipts
Jrom the sales of and the storage, use or other consumption in this
state of rail freight or passenger cars, locomotives or other volling
stock used in railroad operations, or accessories, altachments,
paris, lubricants or fuel therefor,”

(b) The exemption for rolling stock includes:

1. The sale or furnishing of repair, alteration, cleaning, paint-
ing and maintenance service to exempt rolling stock.

2. Purchases of any equipment which is operated on railroad
rails, including an industrial firm’s switching locomotives used to
switch freight cars on its ownproperty, except vehicles which may
also be used on a highway.
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3. Fuel uscd to heat a caboose, or run a compressor which
cools a railway car.

4, Autility's coal cars used to haul coal from mines to the util-
ity.

{¢) The exemption does not apply to:

1. Rails, crosstics and other road building and maintenance
materials. However, sales of crossties to a common or contract
carrier are exempt if they are shipped wholly or in part by way of
the purchasing carrier under a bill of lading, whether the freight
is paid in advance or the shipment is made freight charges collect,
to a point outside Wisconsin if the property is transported outside
Wisconsin for use by the carrier in the conduct of its business as
a carrier, The exemption will not be invalidated because of inter-
ruptmn of the smpment for storage, drying, processing or creosot-
ing of the crosstiés in Wisconsin.

2. Bracing materials, rough lumber and dunnage materials.
3. Ice to refrigerate a railway car.

(3) CoMMERCIAL VESSELS. (8} Section 77.54 (13), Stats., pro-
vides a sales and use tax exemption for: “The gross receipts from
the sales of and the storage, use or other consumption in this state
of commercial vessels and barges of 50-ton burden or over pri-
marily engaged in interstate or foreign commerce or commercial
fishing, and the accessories, attachments, parts and fuel there-
for.”

(b) The exemption for commercial vessels applies {o;

1. Vessels and barges primarily engaged in interstate or for-
eign comimerce or commercial fishing that are documented under
the laws of the United States showing a net volumetric tonnage of
50 tons or more.

2. liems that become a componcnt part of the exempt com-
mercial vessel.

3. The sale or furnishing of repair, alteration, cleaning, paint-
ing and maintenance of exempt commercial vessels.

{c) The exemption does not apply (o consumable supplies or
furnishings that are not attached to the vessel, such as bedding,
linen, table and kitchenware, tables, chairs, lubricants, work
clothes, acetylene gas, nets, fishing tackle, lumber for dry dock-
ing, bracing, blocking and dunnage materials and other materials
not incorporated into the vessel. '

Note: SectionTax L1, 16intcrprcts $5.77.54 (5) (b}, (12) and (13), 77.55 (2m) and
77.57, Stats.

Tax 11.17 Hospitals, clinics and medical profes-
sions. (1) GeNERAL. (a) Although professional personnel in
hospitals and clinics and other members of medical professions
including physicians, surgeons, oculists, optometrists and podia-
trists regularly transfer antibiotics, bandages, splints and other
tangible personal property to their patients in the performance of
professional services, the transfer of that property is an incident
of a service rather than a retail sale of the property. The persons
are, therefore, deemed the consumers of the items in the same way
they are the consumers of other materials and supplies used by
them in the performarce of their services. Accordingly, the suppli-
ers of hospitals, clinics and members of medical professions are
retailers obligated to register and report tax on sales of tangible
personal property or taxable services, unless the transaction is
specifically exempt from the tax.
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(b) Section 77.54 (14) (b), Stats., specifically provides an
exemption for medicines furnished by a licensed physician, sur-
geon or podiatrist to that person’s patient for medical treatment.
Section 77.54 (22}, Stats., provides an exemption for medical
appliances and prosthetic devices, The scope of these exemptions
is set forth in ss. Tax 11.08, 11.09 and 11.45.

(2) PURCHASES BY HOSPFITALS. Purchases by hospitals, except
hospital service insurance corporations under s, 613.80 (2), Stats.,
are exempt from the sales and use tax if the hospitals are nonprofit
and, as such, qualify as charitable organizations under s. 77.54
(9a), Stats. Bach is issued a certificate of exempt status, “CES”,
by the department. When purchasing goods and services, a hospi-
tal shall furnish its CES nwnber to its supplier, and the supplier

_may then make sales of every type of tangible personal property
or services to the hospital without tax. Hospitals organized for
profit do not qualify for this exemption.

(3) PURCHASES BY CLINICS AND MEMBERS OF THE MEDICAL PRO-
FESSION. Purchases made by medical clinics and physicians are
subject to the sales or use tax unless specifically exempt by law.
To be exempt, the items on the exempt list shall be furnished to
patients at the direction of a physician, surgeon or podiatrist in
conjunction with providing medical service, except for items
noted with an asterisk. These items are exempt even though not
purchased under the direction of the health professional. The fol-
lowing is a partial list of taxable and exempt purchascs of ¢linics

{4) SALES BY HOSPITALS, HOSPITAL AUXILIARIES, CLINICS AND
MEMBERS OF THE MEDICAL PROFESSIONS. (a) The gross reccnpts
from sales of the following are exempt from the tax:

1. Charges made by hospitals to patients for rooms, medical
services and other items including charges for anesthesia and
anesthesia supplies, bandages applied in the hospital, blood and
blood plasma, dressings appHed in the hospital, intravenous solu-
tions, laboratory tests, oxygen, radiation and x-ray treatment.

2. Hospitals’ sales of meals, food, food products and bever-
ages fo patients, statf or visitors served on the hospitals® premises.

(b) The gross receipts from the sales of the following are tax-
able:

1. A hospital’s specific charge toa patlent for the rental ofa
television set.

2. Parking fees.

3. Sales of tangible personal property or taxable service by a
clinic, which sales are not duectly related to tile rendition of med i-
cal services.

4. Sales of meals and other tangible personal property ortax-
able services by an organization affiliated with a hospital.

Examples: 1) Ifaladies’ auxiliary of ahospital operales acoffee shop onthe hos-
pital premises, and holds or is required to hold a seller’s penmit, gross receipts from
this business are taxable,

2) Sales by ahospital auxiliary, which holds orisrequired tohold aseller's penmit,
of an emergency response system that links an individual to medicat attention by
pushing a button which transmits to a communicator connected to a telephone and
sends an automatic call for help are taxable telecommunications services.

5. Sales of meals, food, food products and beverages by hos-
pitals off the hospitals’ premises, except when sold to the elderly
or handicapped by persons providing “mobile meals on wheels.”

6. Anoptometrist’s sales of nonprescription sun glasses, con-
tact lens solution, thermal and chemical care units for contact
lenses and other types of tangible personal property ordinarily tax-
able when sold at retail, unless the gross receipts from those sales
are less than $1,000 within a calendar year, Optometrists whose
receipts from taxable items equal or exceed $1,000 annually shall
register with the department and obtain a seller’s permit. Those
whose receipts from taxable items are less than $1,000 shall be
exempt as occasional selters and shall pay tax to their suppliers or
a use tax, as appropriate, on purchases of taxable items.

(5) HosPiTAL DEFINITION, Section 50.33 (2), Stats., provides

the definition of hospital which is to be used for sales tax purposes.

Tax11.19 Printed material exemptions. (1} GeNERAL.
All retail sales of tangible personal property, including printed
material, are subject to the tax, except when a specific exemption
applies to the transaction. This section describes exemptions
which commonty apply to sales of printed material,

(2) StaTUTES. (2) Section 77.52 (2) (a) 11., Stats., imposes the
sales and use tax on certain services. However, an exemption is
provided for the printing or imprinting of tangible personal prop-
erty furnished by customers, which property will be subséquently
transporied outside Wisconsin by the consumer for advertising
purposes.

(b) Section 77.54 (15), Stats., provides an exemption for the
sale of newspapers, of periodicals sold by subscription and regu-
larly issued at average intervals not exceeding 3 months, of con-
trolled circulation publications sold to commercial publishers for
- distribution without charge or mainly without charge or regularly
distributed by or on behaif of publishers without charge or mainly
without charge to the recipient and of shoppers guides which dis-
tribute no less than 48 issues in a 12-month period.

{¢) Section 77.54 (25), Stats., provides an exemption for
printed material which is designed to advertise and promote the
sale of merchandise, or to advertise the services of individual busi-
ness firms, which printed material is purchased and stored for the
purpose of subsequently transporting it outside Wisconsin by the
purchaser for use thereafter solely outside Wisconsin.

Tax 11.19

(d) Section 77.54 (2m), Stats., provides an exemption for
the “gross receipts from the sales of and storage, use or other con-
sumption of tangible personal property or services that become an
ingredient or component of shoppers guides, newspapers or peri-
odicals or that ave consumed or lose their identity in the manufac-
ture of shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals, whether or
not the shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals are frans-
ferred with charge 1o the recipient.” This exemption applies to
newspapers, shoppers gaides and periodicals which are issued at
average iniervals not exceeding 3 months. It does not app]y to
advertising supplements that are not TIeWspapets as deﬁned ins.
71.51 (8), Stats.

(e) Section 77.51(13h), Stats., provides that a foreign corpora-
tion that is a publisher of printed materiats is not engaged in busi-
ness in Wisconsin and is not required to register and collect Wis-
consin sales or use {ax if its only activities in Wisconsin are:

1. The storage of its raw materials in Wisconsin in or on prop-
erly not owned by the foreign corporation and delivery of its raw
materials to another person in Wisconsin if the storage and deliv-
ery are for printing by that other person, “Raw material” means
tangible personal property which becomes an ingredieat or com-
ponent part of the printed materials or which is consumed or
destroyed or loses its 1dent1ty in the printing of the printed materi-
als.

2. The purchase from a printer of printing services or tan gible
personal property printed in Wisconsin for the publisher.

3. The storage of the printed material ot raw material for any
length of time in Wisconsin in or on property owned by a person
other than the publisher.

4. Maintaining, occupymg and using, dlrectly or by means of
another person, a place that is in Wisconsin, that is not owned by
the publisher and that is used for lhe dtsmbutxon of prmtcd mate—
rial.

(f) Section 77.51 (18) and (22), Stats., provides that storage
and use for purposes of impdsing Wisconsin iise tax does not
include the keeping, retaining or exercising any right or power
over raw materials for processing, fabricating or manufacturing
into, attachment to or incorperation into printed materials to be
transported outsidé Wisconsin and thereafter used solcly outside
Wisconsin.

(3) NEWSPAPERS, SHOPPERS GUIDES, CONTROLLED CIRCULATION
PUBLICATIONS AND PERIODICALS DEFINED. () Section 77.51 (8),
Stats., defines a “newspaper” under ch, 77, Stats., as: “..those
publications which are commonly understood to be newspapers
and which are printed and distributed periodically at daily,
weekly or other short intervals for the dissemination of current
riews and information of a general character and of a general
interest to the public. In addition, any publication which qualifies
as a newspaper under s. 985.03 (1) is a newspaper, ‘Newspaper’
also includes advertising supplements if they are prinied by a
newspaper and distributed as a component part of one of that
newspaper’s publications or if they are printed by a newspaper or
acommercial printer and sold to a newspaper for inclusion in pub-
lications of that newspaper. A ‘newspaper’ does not include hand-
bills, circulars, flyers, or the like, advertising supplements not
described in this subsection which are distributed with a newspa-
per, nor any publication which Is issued to supply information on
certain subjects of interest to particular groups, unless such publi-
cation otherwise qualifies as a newspaper within this subsection.
In this subsection, advertising is not considered news of a general
character and of a general interest,” '

(b) Section 77.54 (15), Stats., defines a shoppers puide as: “a
community publication delivered, or attempted to be delivered, to
most of the households in its coverage area without a required
subscription fee, which advertises a broad range of products and
services offered by several types of businesses and individuals”
and it defines a controlled circulation publication as “a publica-
tion that has at least 24 pages, is issued af regular intervals not
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exceeding 3 months, that devoles not more than 75% of its pages
to advertising and that Is not conducited as an auxiliary to, and
essentially for the advancement of, the main business or calling
of the person that owns and controls it".

Example: A taxpayer publishes a quarterly publication which it mails to current
and prospective customers. The publication contains articles of interest to customers
which contain endorsement of the gaxpayer‘s business and products. The publication
alse containg advemsmg of the taxpayer's products as well as products of other ven-
dors. This publication is conducted esseatially for the advancement of the taxpayer’s
business and docs not qualify as a controlled ¢irculation publication,

(c) The exemption for periodicals is limited to publications
which are sold by subscription and which are regularly issued at
average intervals not exceeding 3 months each issue of which con-
tains news or information written by different authors which is of
general interest to the pubhc, or to some particular orgamzanon
or group of persons. Each issue must bear a relationship to prior
or subsequent issues in respect to continuity of literary character
or similacity of subject matter, and there must be some connection
between the different issues of the series in the nature of the
articles appearing in them. To qualify for the exemption, the publi-
cation must qualify for the second class mail rate or as a controlled
circuiation publication under U.S. postal laws and regulations.

(d) The newspaper and pericdical exemption does not apply
to books complete in themselves, even those issued at stated inter-
vals; paperback books, a new one of which may be issued once a
montl or some other interval; or so—called “one—shot” magazines
that have no literary or subject matter connection or continuity
between prior or subsequent issues. The exemption also does not
apply to catalogs, programs, scorecards, handbifls, maps, real
estate brokers’ listings, price or order books, corporate reports to
steckholders, house organs, or to advertising matena!s which
become a component part of a periodical.

Example: Books sold by the Book of the Month Club or sm‘ularorgamzanons da
not qualify for the newspaper and periodical exemption.

{4) PRINTED ADVERTISING MATERIALS FOR OUT-OF-STATE USE.
(a) Printed advertising materials, including catalogs and their
mailing envelopes, may be purchased from Wisconsin or out-of—
state suppliers without tax pursuant to s, 77.54 (25), Stats., when
those materials are purchased and stored for the purpose of subse-
quently transporting the same outside Wisconsin by the purchaser
for use therecafter solely outside Wisconsin, The exemption
applies to catalogs designed to be used by a retailer’s potential
customers,

{(b) The exemption does not apply to printed advertising mate-
rials shipped to Wisconsin addresses. It also does not apply to
parts price lists, parts stock order hooks, order forms, stocking and
purchasing guides, stockholders’ annual reports or proxy state-
ments, display racks, or 3—dimensional plastic items designed to
be used by wholesalers and retailers. Envelopes which do not con-
tain exempt advertising, matchbooks, calendars, calendar pads,
desk pads, folders, golf balls, binders and playing cards alsodonot
qualify for the exemption.

“{5) RAW MATERIALS INCORPORATED INTO PRINTED MATERIALS,
Wisconsin use tax is not imposed on raw materials that would
otherwise be subject to use tax under s. 77.53 (1), Stats., purchased
by a publisher or printer of printed materials if both of the follow-
ing conditions are met:

{a) The raw materials are processed, fabricated or manufac-
tured into, attached to or incorporated into printed materials.

(b) The resulting printed materials will be shipped outside
“Wiscongin for use solely outside Wisconsin.

Exnmples: 1) Company A,a Wlsconsm comgany, ipubhshes catalogs to promote
the sale of its products, Company A purchases paper from a company that does not
have nexus in Wisconsin. The paper is delivered to a Wisconsin printer that prints the
catalogs for Company A. The catalogs are shipped ontside Wisconsin foruse solely
outside Wisconsin,

Thé paper purchased by Coml:mﬂ).I A for the catalogs is not subject to Wisconsin
usc tax.

2} Assume the same facts as 1) above, exccpt that the company selling the paper
is located in Wisconsin,

The paper purchased by Company A for the catalogs is subject to Wisconsin sales
tax.
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(6) ExempT PURCHASERS. Sales of printed material to govern-
mental units, public schools, and certain nonprofit religious, char-
itable, educational or scientific organizations holding a certificate
of exempt status are exempt under s, 77.54 (9a}y or 77.55 (1), Stats.
Sales to governmental units and pubtlic schools need not be sup-
ported by exemption certificates, if a copy of the purchase order
from the organization is retained. Sales to persons holding a certif-
icate of exempt status can be shown to be exempt by recording the

certificate number on the bill of sale,

Subchapter IV—
Gross Receipts

Tax 11.26 Other taxes in taxable gross receipts and
sales price. {1) GENERALRULE, (a) Tangible personal properly
sold at retail often is subjected to many direct and indirect taxes
prior to reaching a retailer. The taxes are commonly included in
the price the retailer pays for the property and are not separately
identifiable as taxes. Occasionally, however, a tax is either sepa-
ralely passed on to a retailer or is imposed at the retail level of
activity, but is different from and in addition to the sales tax. The
tax may be imposed by Wisconsin, the federal govemmcnt ora
municipality.

(b) In determining the measure of sa!es and use taxes cerfain
separately stated or separately passed on taxes are included in
gross receipts and the sales price, while others are not. However,
the same taxes that are included or excluded from gross receipts
are also included or excluded from sales price. Thus, the treatinent
of the taxes for sales and use tax  purposes is identical, even though
the measure of tax for each is gross receipts and sales price,
respectively.

(2) TAXES SPECIFICALLY INCLUDED AS PART OF GROSS RECEIPTS
AND SALES PRICE. The following taxes are included in a retailer’s
gross receipts and sales price, except as provided in sub. (3}

(a) The fermented malt beverage tax imposed by s. 139.02,
Stats,

(b) The taxes imposed upon 1nt0x1cat1ng liquors, mcludlng
wine, by s, 139,03, Stats,

{c) Any federal stamp tax and manufactuies’s or 1mp0rter s
excise tax, Federal excise taxes include excise taxes on alcohol,
tobacco, motor and aviation fuel, tires, firearms, sportmg goods
and air or ship transportation.

{d) A federal, county or municipal fuel taxmcludedm the pnce
of special fuels and general aviation fuel subject to sales tax.

Example; Fuel taxes ar¢ included in the price of fuel used in aircraft, boats and
for other nonhighway use. The taxes are included in gross receipts. -

(e} The cigarette tax imposed by ss. 139.31 and [39.33, Stats.

-
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() The Canadian or ariy other country’s export gallonage tax
on fuels.

(g) The tobacco products tax rmposed undcr 8S. 139 76 and
139.78, Stats.

(3) TAXES SPECIFICALLY EXCLUDED FROM GROSS RECETPTS OR
SALES PRICE. The fo!lowrng taxes are excluded from a retailer’s
gross receipts or sales price:

(a) The federal communications tax imposed upon telegraph
service and telephone service. '

. (b) Any tax imposed by the United States, this state or a Wis-
consin municipality upon or with respect to retail sales, whether
imposed upon the retailer or consumer, if that federal, state or
rnumcrpa[ tax is measured by a percentage of sales price or gross
receipts and if the retailer is required to pay the tax to the govern-
mental unit which levied the tax, _ _

Examples: Taxes which are not included in 2 retailer’s gross receipts include:

1) The room tax imposed under s. 66,75, Stats., which municipalities impose on
persons furnishing lodging to transients.

2) 'The federal excise tax imposed on the first retail sale of hcavy trucks and Lra:lers
uider s. 4051 of the internal revenue code.

3} The county sales and use tax imposed under s, 77.71, S1ats.

{(a) “Insurance’'means a contract or agreement which promises
indemnity against loss or damage resulting from perils outside of
and unrelated to defects in tangible personal property.

- (b) “Warranty” means a contract or agreement which promises
indemnity against defects in tangible personal property sold,

(2) RECEIPTS FROMINSURANCE. Gross receipts from the sale of
insurance are not subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax when sepa-
rately stated on the invoice.

Examples: 1) Company A rents a vehicle to Customer A for $200 which includes
insurance, The entire charge of $200 is subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax bccausc
the charge for insurance s not separately stated,

2) Company A rents a vehicle to Customer B for $200. On theinvoice, Company
A shows a charge for vehicle rental of $175 and a charge for insurance of $25. The
charge of $175 is subject ta Wisconsin sales or use tax.

(3) RECEIPTS FROM WARRANTIES. (Gross receipts from the sale
of warranties are subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax provided
the tangible personal property to which the warranty refates is or
was subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax.

Examplest 1) Company A sells a machine to Customer C which wiil be used
exclusively and directly in manufacturing, Customer C purchases an extended was-
ranty with the machine. Customer C provides Company A with a properly completed
manufacturer’s exemption cenificate. The sate of the extended wamanty is net sub-
jectto Wisconsin sales oruse tax because the machine to which it refates is not subject
to Wisconsin sales or use tax. :

2) Customer D, a resident of Minnesota, purchases an automobile from a dealer-
ship in Wisconsin, Customer D) makes no usc of the automobile in Wisconsin ather
than to drive it to his home in Minnesota. Customer D purchases an extended war-
ranty with the automobile. The sale of the extended warranty is not subject to Wis-
consin sales or use tax because the sale of the automobilexs not subject to Wisconsin
sales or use tax,

3) Assume the same facts as in Example 2, except that Custemer I does not pur-
chase the extended warranty at the time of sale of the automobile. Instead, six weeks
after the sale, Customer P purchases the extended warranty from the dealer. The sale
of theextended warranty is not subject to Wisconsin sales oruse tax because the auto-
mebile to which the sale relates was not subject to Wiscensin sales or use tax.

4) Customer E, a resident of Wisconsin, purchases an appliance from a store in
Wisconsin, CustomerEpurchases anextended warranty with the appliance. The sale
of the extended warranty is subject to Wisconsin sales tax because Lhe sale of the
appliance is subject to Wisconsin sales tax.

5) Assume the same facis as in Exa.mple4 except that Customer B does nol pur-
chase the extended warranty at the time of sale of the appliance. Instcad, 2 months
after the sale, Customer E purchases the sxtended warranty from the store, The sale
of the extended warranty is subjéct to Wisconsin sales tax because the appliance to
which the sate relates was subject 1o Wisconsin sales tax,

(4) REPAIRS BY RETAILERS UNDER INSURANCE PLANS. (a) Gross
recelpts from charges by a refailer to a customer or an insurer for

insurance and warrantles. (1) DEFINITIONS.
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taxable repair parts or taxable services performed vnder an insur-
ance plan are subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax.

Examples: I} Company A seld an appliance to Customer B. Company A also sold
aninsurance plan for the appliance to Customer B. The appliance is Jater repaired by
Company A under the insurance plan, Company. A Bills the insurance company for
the repair. The charge to the insurance company is subject to Wisconsin sales or use
lax,

2) Company A sold zn appliance to Customer F. Company A also sold an insur-
ance plan for the appliance to Customer F, ‘Fhe appliance is later repaired by Com-
pany A under the insurance plan. Company A bills the customer for the repair, Cus-
tomer F submits the bill to the insurance company and receives reimbursement from
theinsurance company The charge ta Custorner F for the repair is subject to Wiscon-
sin sales tax,

{b) 1. A retailer who provides paris or performs taxable repair
services to tangible personal property under an insurance plan
may purchase the tangible personal property transferred to the
customer as part of the repair without Wisconsin sales or use tax
as property for resale.

2. A person who provrdes tang:ble personal property in
repairing real property under an insurance plan is the consumer of
tangible personal property transferred to a customer as part of the
repair to real property and is subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax_
on the purchase of the tangible personal property transferred. .

{(5) REPAIRS BY RETAILERS UNDER WARRANTIES. (a) Gross
receipts from charges by aretailer to a customer for taxable repair
parts or taxable services performed under a warranty are subject
to Wisconsin sales o use tax. ' o

Example: Customer A purchased an automobile from a dealership in Wisconsin.
Customer A purchased an extended warranty from the dealership which was subject

1o Wisconsin sales or use tax. Customer A brings the automobile to the dealership

for repalr under the warranty. Under the termis of the warranty, Customer A must pay
a deductible ofSl(}O The $100 charge to Customer Ais subject to Wisconsin sales
or use fax.

(b) Reimbursement to a retailer from a manufacturer or other
person, whether in the form of money or replacement of parts used
to perform Tepair services under a warranty is not srercct to Wzs-
consin sales or use tax.

Example: Customer B purchased atelevision with an extended warranty from an
appliance store. Customer B has the television repaired under the wamanty. The
appliance storeis reimbursed 5200 by the warranty company for the repair of the tele-
vision. The $200 reimbursement is not subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax.

{¢) 1. A retailer who provides parts or performs taxable repair
services to tangible personal property under a warranty may pur-
chase the tangibke personal property transferred to the customer
as part of the repair wzthout Wisconsin sales or use tax as property
for resale.

2. A person who provides tanglble persona[ property in
repairing real property under a warranty is the consumer of tang1~
ble personal property transferred to a customer as partof the repair
to rea! property and is subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax on the
purchase of the tangrble personal property transferred,

(6) REPAIRS NOTBY RETAILERS. If aretailer does not repair tan-
gible personal propetty under a warranty or insurance plan, but
instead has another person perform the reparrs covered under the
warranty or-insurance plan, the person’s gross receipts from the
sale of the repair to the retailer are not subject to Wisconsin sales
or use tax provided the retailer gives the person a properly com-
pleted resate certificate. The charge for repairs by the other person
is exempt as a sale for resale whether or not the original sale of the
property to which the warranty or insurance plan relates occurred
in Wisconsin, The sales and use tax treatment of the charge by the
retailer to the customer or plan provrder is the same as provided
int subs. (4} and (5).

Note: Refer to s, Tax 11,14 for mfon'nauon regarding exemption certificates,
including resale certificates.

{7) GoopwiLL WORK. A retailer who provides free parts or ser-
vices or both (o a customer under an implied warranty in order to
maintain good customer relations, although not required to do so
under a sales agreement, maintenance agreement, express war-
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ranty, or insurance plan may purchase the parts without Wisconsin
sales or use tax as property for resale.

Example: Customer Z, a resident of Wisconsin, purchased an automobile and
extended warranty from a Wisconsin deatership. The dealership charged Wisconsin
sales tax on the sale of the automobile and warranty. Customer Z brought the vehicle
to the dealership for repairs 1hat were covered under the warranty, While performing
the repairs, a part is damaged. The dealership, who is not required by the terms of
the warranty to provide the part, provides the part free of charge to Customer Z. The
dealership may purchase the part provided free to Customer Z without Wisconsin
sales or use tax as propenty for resale.

Tax 11.28 Gifts and other advertising specialiies.
(1) DerniTIONS. {a) Section 77.51 (14) (k), Stats., provides that
“sale,” “sale, lease orrental,” “retail sale,” “sale at retail” or equiv-
alent terms includes the sale of tangible personal property to a pur-
chaser even though the property may be used or consumed by
another person to whom the purchaser transfers the property with-
out valuable consideration, such as gifts and other advertising spe-
cialties distributed gratis apart from the sale of other tangible per-
sonal property or services. ' ' :

{b) Section 77.51(4) (&) (intro.), Stats., provides that “gross
receipts” means the total amount of the sale, lease or rental price
from sales at retail of tangible personal property or taxable ser-
vices, valued in money or otherwise. '

(2} GiFrs AND SALES INCENTIVE PLANS. (a) General. Persons
who make gifts of taxable tangible personal property or distribute
tangible personal property gratis to others are the consumers of the
property and the tax shall apply to the gross receipts from the sale
of the property to persons making gifts. Taxable sales include
sales of samples, advertising material, display cases, racks and
other similar marketing aids to manufacturers, distributors, job-
bers and wholesalers acquiring the property for the purpose of giv-
ing it to retailers for use in selling merchandise to customers.

Examples: 1} A paint manufacturer is the consumer of color cards which it pro-
vides o retailers without charge to facilitate the sale of the manufacturer’s paint.

2) A tavern operator is liable for the tax measused by the tavern operator’s pur-
chase price of liquor given 1o customers.

3) Samples fumished to doctors by drug manufacturers are deemed consumed by

the manufaciurer and the sales or use tax, pursuant to s, Tax 11.14 (2) (c), applies to
the cost of the ingredients. i

(b) Grand opening gifts. A person who sells tangible personal
property to a retailer who uses the property as gifts at a grand
opening or similar event, such as an open house, celebrity appear-
ance or farm days, cannot accept a resale certificate in good faith
if the seller is aware, or should be aware, of how the property will
be used. In cases where a seller furnishes free property to a retailer
for use as gifts at a grand opening or similar event, the seller fur-
nishing the property to the retailer without charge is subject to the
sales or use tax on its cost of the property donated, unless the prop-
erty is exempt from use tax under s. 77.56 (3), Stats., because it
is donated to an entity exempt from sales or use tax under s. 77.54
(9a), Stats, '

(c) Gift certificates. The gross receipts from the sale of a gift
certificate are not taxable because the certificate represents an
intangible right. When a gift certificate is redeemed for taxable
personal property, the transaction is completed and the retailer’s
tax liability accrues at that time.

(d) Gifts shipped out—of-state. When taxable property to be
given as a gift is purchased at retail and the purchaser, without
obtaining possession of the gift, directs the seller to ship it to an
out-of-state person, gross receipts from the sale are not subject to
the sales tax. '

(e) Awards. Persons transferring tangible personal property to
salespersons or distributors or both in redemption of awards, such
as points, given under a sales incentive plan shall pay the tax on
their purchases of the property.

(£} Gifts originally purchased for resale. When a person pur-
chases property for resale or for other exempt purpose or under a
valid exemption certificate but uses the preperty for a purpose
other than for resale or other exempt purpose and does not donate
the property to an entity described in s, 77.54 (9a), Stats,, the pur-
chaser shall be liable for use tax based on the purchaser’s cost of
the new merchandise or ingredients.

(3) CoupoNs AND PREMIUMS. (8) Coupons for free property
issued and redeemable by manufacturer. When a manufacturer’s
coupons are distributed to consumers and subsequently are
redeemed by a retailer for tangible personal property without
charge, the transfer of property by the retailer to the coupon holder
is a sale, not a gift. The consideration for the sale, upon which the
measure of tax is based if taxable tangible personal property is
transferred, is the amoust the manufacturer reimburses the retailer
for the coupon, less any coupon handling fees paid by the
manufacturer, ' '

(b) Cents—off coupons redeemable by manufacturers. A com-
mon arrangement between manufacturers and retailers involves
the use of cents—off coupons. The coupons are distributed as part
of a retailer’s advertisements and are used by consumers toward
the purchase of tangible personal property. The retailer then is
reimbursed by the manufacturer. In this situation, z retailer’s tax-
able gross receipts include the amount which the retailer is reim-
bursed and the amount paid by the customer presenting the cou-
pon, less any coupen handling fees paid by the manufacturer,

{c) Coupons issued and redeemable by retailers. 1. When a
retatler distributes coupons which its customer may use to obtain
free tangible personal property, the following shall apply:

a. When purchasing tangible personal property which will be
given away to customers who must purchase other property to
obtain the free property, a retailer may use a resale certificate to
purchase the free property without payment of the sales tax, since
the transaction is deemed a sale of both the free property and the
other property. The sale of the free property and other property by
the retailer is subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax, unless an
exemption applies.

b. A retailer may not use a resale certificate when purchasing
taxable property which the retailer knows, or should know, is to
be given away to customers without the customers being required
to purchase other property to receive the free property, If the prop-
erty that is given away was acquired without tax for resale, the
retailer shall report the use tax based on the cost of the property.

Examples: 1) Aretailer knows key chains it purchases will be given away to cus-
tomers when those customers purchase gasoline, food items, or other tangible per-
sonal property. The retailer may parchase the key chains without Wisconsin sales tax
by giving a resale cettificate to its supplier.

2) A retailer purchases key chains that are subseduently given away to customers,
regardiess of whether the customer mekesa purchase. If theretailer purchased the key
chains without Wisconsin sales or use tax by giving its supplier a resale cestificate,
the retailer is liable for tax measured by the cost of the key chains given away.

2, The taxable gross receipts of retailers, who issue cents—off
coupons which reduce the price of merchandise they sell, and who
receive no reimbursement from a manufacturer, are the reduced
amounts charged the customer.

{4) CouPONBOOKS, INCLUDING DINNER CLUB MEMBERSHIPS. {a)
A sales promotional agency may sell coupon books or voucher
books to purchasers who use the coupons or vouchers in obtaining
reduced prices from participating retailers. The coupon books
may contain coupons redeemable by several retailers or may con-
tain coupons redeemable by only one retailer. The sales promo-
tionat agency may have agreed to retain all receipts from the sales
of coupon books, or to remit some portion of the receipts to the
participating retailers.

Exampte: Coupon books may contain couprns entitling the purchaser to a free
meal with the purchase of another meal, free dry cleaning or frec bowling games,

{b) The sales promotional agency’s receipts from sales of cou-
pon or voucher books are not taxable, because the agency is pro-

viding an advertising service. However, any receipts received by -

participating retailers from the sales promotional agency are sub-
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ject to the sales tax, if taxable property or services are furnished
to the person using the coupon. Any additional receipts received
from the person using the coupons also are taxable.

{c} Retailers are subject to the sales and use tax on their cost
of taxable property transferred when coupons are redeemed with-
out consideration from a sales agency, the consumer or any othcr
person unless an exemption applies,

Example: Motel A provides a free breakfast with the purchase of ledging. Motel
A purchases fruit, milk, cereal, bakery goods (rolls, bagels, muffins, bread), ground
colfee beans, frozen juice, napkins, plastic utensils, and paper plates and cups from
a vendor. Motel A prepares the coffee and juice. The food and beverages are placed
on atable in the lobby. Motel A’s customers may take as much or as little as they want
of the food and beverage items.

Motel A's purchases of fruit, milk, cereal, bakery goods {rolls, bagels, muffins,
bread), ground coffee beans, and frozen julee are ot subject to Wisconsin sales or
use tax because they are exempt food items not for direct consumption en the prem-
ises of the vendor under s. 77.54 (203, Stats. Motel A's purchases of the napkins, plas-
tic utensifs, and paper plates and cups are subject to safes or use fax because no
exemnption appilcs

(5) TraDING sTaMps, (a) Fumishing trading stamps and
stamp books, with or without charge, to aretailer is an advertising
or sales promotional service. The person furnishing the stamps
and books is the consumer of the material and shall pay the Wis-
consin sales or use tax on purchases of the material.

{(b) A retailer’s taxable gross receipts may not be reduced by
the retailer’s payments for trading stamps and stamp books or for
payments to customers in redemption of the stamps.

{6) MANUFACTURER REBATES. A manufacturer’s rebate to a
person who purchases tangible personal property or taxable ser-
vices from a retailer is not a reduction of the retailer’s gross
receipts or sales price for the item for sales or use tax purposes.

‘Examples: 1} An automobile manufaciurer gives an automobile dealer’s cus-
tomer acashrebate 0§ 51,500 for anautomoblle purchased by a customer for $15,000.
Taxable gross receipts of the dealer from the sale of the automobile are $15,000.

2) Anautomebile manufacturer gives an anomobile dealer’s cusiomer the option
of receiving a $1,500 cash rebate or allowing the $1,500 rebate to be applied against
the prive of the automobile (515,000). The custemer chooses to apply the rebate
against the price paid for the automebile and pays the dealer $13,500 ($15,000 -
51,500) for the automobile. The manufacturer subsequently reimburses the dealer
g:,S%TMa&e gross receipts of the dealer from the sale of the autemobile are

5,000,

Tax 11.29 Leases and rentals of tangible personal
property. (1) GENERAL RULE. Gross receipts from the lease or
rental of tangible personal property shall be subject to the sales
and use taxes to the same exient that gross receipts from the sale
of the same property would be subject to the tax. Because a lease
is a continuing sale for the duration of the lease while the leased
property is situated in Wisconsin under s, 77.51 (14} §j), Stats., a
lessor shall pay tax on rental receipts for any period of time leased
property is in Wisconsin, even though the property may have been
acquired, used or both previously by the lessee in another state.

{2) PURCHASES FOR RENTAL. (a) A lessor’s purchase of tangi-
ble personat property to be used solely for lease or rental shall be
exempt as a purchase for resale.

{b) A lessor’s purchase of lubricants, repair parts and repair
services on personal property used solely for leasing shall also be
exempt as a purchase for resale. However, if the same items are
purchased by a renter or lessee, the purchases shal be taxable,

(c) Charges by a lessor to a lessee under a maintenance contract
on leased personal property shall be taxable.

(3) PROPERTY BOTH RENTED AND USED PERSONALLY. If tangible
personal property is purchased by a person who uses it part of the
time and rents it out part of the time, the sale of the property to the

person shall be taxable, The lessor’s rental receipts shall also be
taxable, unless the transaction is specifically exempt by statute.

(4) SERVICE VS. RENTAL OF EQUIPMENT. (a) A person who uses
the person’s own equipment to perforin a job and who assumes
resp0n51blllty for its satisfactory completion shall be performmg
a service.

(b) A person who furnishes equipment with an operator to per-
form a job which a lessee supervises and is responsible for the sat-
isfactory completion of, shall be a lessor renting out the equip-
ment, If it is customary or mandatory that the lessee accept an
operator with leased equipmcnt, the entire charge is subject to the
tax. However, the operator’s services shall not be taxable if billed
separately and if a lessor customarily gives a lessce the option of
taking the equipment without the operaior,

(c) Charges for the rental of motor trucks shall be taxable.
However, if drivers are provided by the truck’s owner {o operate
the trucks and the public service commission and the department
of transportation’s division of motor vehicles consider the
arrangement a transportation service under statute or under rules
adopted by either or both of those state agencies, the charges shall
not be taxable.

(d) Grossreceipts from the lease orrental of tangible pcrsonal
property incidental to the providing of a nontaxable service shall
not be taxable. If tangible personal propetty is incidental to the
prov1d1 ng of a nontaxable service, the tangible personal property
is consumed by. the service provider.

(B) CrupITFOR SALES TAX PAID. If alessor of tanglb]e personal
property paid a Wisconsin sales tax on the acquisition of property
used solely for leasing purposes, the lessor may either request a
refund of the sales tax from the seller or claim a credit against the
tax due on rental receipts from the property involved under s.
77.51 (4) (c) 5., Stats. If a credit is claimed, it shall expire when
the cumulative rental receipts equal the sales pnce upon which the
seller paid sales tax to Wisconsin.

{6) SPECIAL RENTAL SITUATIONS. (a) Demurrage. The charge
a gas supplier makes to a customer—consumer, because a gas cyl-
inder is retained beyond a 30-day or other pericd, shall be taxable.
The “demurrage” charges shall constitute rentals paid for the con-
tinuing possession of the cylinders.

(b} Water softeners. The gross receipts from rental of a cylin-
der typc water softener which is periodically removed from a cus-
tomer’s premises for rcchargmg and replaced by another unit shalt
be taxable.

{c) Chemical toilets. A lessor’s entire charge for the use of
chemical toilets used at fairs and other similar events shall be tax-
able, including cleaning services p[OVlded as part of the tclal
charge.

(d) Mobile homes. Rental of a mobile home shall be taxable
unless:

. 1. The mobtle home is converted to real property by hookmg
it up to utilities and placing it on a foundation on land owned by

-the lessor. However, even if it is placed on a foundation and

hooked up to utilities, 2 mobile home shall remain tangible per-
sonal property if the lessor does not own the realty on which it is
located.

2. The mobile home as defined in s. 66.058 (1) (d), Stats., is
rented or leased for a continuous period of one month or more and
is used as a residence by the renter or lessee. -

(e) Lease cancellation charge. A payment by alesseeto ales-
sor for the cancellation of a lease of tangible personal property
shall be taxable. The payment shall be deemed consideration aris-
ing from the original lease since it effectively decreases the term
of the lease and thereby increases the rental payments for the
actual period the property was used.

(f) Delivery and erection. Lessors of scaffolding or other tan-
gible personal property who set forth separate charges for trans-
portation, assembly and disassembly shall pay tax on their total
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gross receipts. A lessee rents property when it is assembled and
in place and the charges for transportation, assembly and disas-
sernbly shall be deemed part of a lessor’s rental receipts.

{g) Funeral coaches. An owner of a hearse shall receive tax-
able gross receipts when the owner furnishes it, with or without
adriver, to a funeral director who is responsible for conducting the
funeral service, If it is customary or mandatory that the lessee, the
funeral director, takes the operator with the leased vehicle, the
entire charge shall be taxable,

(h)y Waste reduction and recycling eguipment, The lease ar
rental of waste reduction or recycling machinery and equipment
shall not be taxable if used exclusively and directly for waste
reduction or recycling activities described in s. 77.54 (26m), Stats.

Tax 11.30 Credit sales, bad debts and reposses-
slons. (1) CrepiTsALes. (a) Sales. If taxable personal property
is sold on credit, the entire amount of the retailer’s gross receipts
from the sale shall be taxable and shall be reported in the tax return
for the period in which the sale is made. A sale involving the trans-
fer of ownership of property is completed at the time and place
where possession is transferred by the seller or the seller’s agent
to the purchaser or the purchaser’s agent. The tax shall be reported
on taxable gross receipts on the accruat basis, except when the
department is satisfied that an undue hardship would exist and
authorizes reporting on some other basis.

{b) Repossessions. No deduction from gross recenpts shall be
made if property sold on credit is repossessed unless the entire
consideration paid by the purchaseris refunded or a deduction for
worthless accounts is allowable under s. 77.51 (4} (b) 4., Stats.

- (2) BADDEBTS, (a) Deduction from measure of tax. Aretailer
is relieved from the Hability for sales tax by ss. 77.51 (4) (b) 4. and
71.52 (6), Stats., or from liability to collect and report use tax by
s.77.53 (4), Stats., insofar as the measure of the tax is represented
by accounts found worthless and charged off for income tax pur-
poses or, if the retailer is not required to file income tax returns,
charged off in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles. However, only a retailer who has previously paid sales
or use {ax to this state on the accounts may claim the bad debt
deduction, The deduction shall be taken from the measure of tax
in the period in which the account is found to be worthless. That
period is defined ds any tithe within the retailer’s fiscal or calendar
year in which the account is written off. However, if the taxpayer
is out of business when the account becomes worthless, a bad debt
deduction may be claimed on the last refurn filed by that business,
or through a refund claim or amended return filed within the statu-
tory time allowed. Notes, which later become worthless, received
on the sale of tangible personal property shall be treated in the
same manner as other worthless accounts.

(b} Recovery of bad debis charged off. 1f any accounts found
worthless and charged off are thereafter in whole or in patt col-
lected by the retailer, the amount so collected shall be included in
the first return filed after such collection and the amount of the tax
thereon paid with the return,

(c) Amount deductible. 1. ‘Nontaxable receipts.’ If an account
found worthless and charged off is comprised in part of nontax-
able receipts, such as interest, financing or insurance, and in part
of taxable receipts upon which tax has been paid, a bad debt
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deduction may be claimed only for the unpdid amount upon which
tax has been paid. In determining that amount, all payments and
credits to the account shall be applied ratably against the various
charges comprising the amount the purchaser contracted to pay.

2. ‘Expenses of collection’. - No deduction is allowable for
expenses incurred by the refailer in attempting to collect any
account receivable, or for that portion of a debt recovered that is
retained by or paid to a third party as compensation for services
rendered in collecting the account.

(d) Special situations, 1. A purchaser of receivables is not
entitled to a bad debt deduction for the recewab{es which subse-
quently become worthless.

2. A retailer who sells its receivables and agrees to bear any
bad debt loss on them is entitled to a bad debt deduction to the
same extent as if the accounts were not sold. However, a bad debt
deduction is not allowable when receivablcs are sold 0utr1g11t at
a discount.

3. A contractor engaged in real property construction activi-
ties is not entitled to a bad debt deduction, even though the total
amount due the contractor under areal property construction con-
tract cannot be collected, as the contractor is the consumer, not the
retailer, of the fangible pcrsonal property used to fulfill the
construction contract.

4. A retailer permitted to report gross rcce:pts on the cash
receipts basis may not claim a bad debt deduction.

(e} Repossessions. "When property on which a receivable
exists is repossessed, a bad debt deduction is allowable only to the
extent that the retailer sustains.a net loss of gross receipts upon
which tax was paid, A net loss oceurs when the sum of the pro rata
portion of all payments, credits and the wholesale vatue of the
repossesscd property, atfributable to the cash sales price of the
property, is less than the cash sales price upon which sales or use
tax was paid.

Exampte Atthe time when the tax rate is 5%, a motor home is purchased on Janu-
ary 1 of a year for a cash price of $15,000 ard sales tax of $750. A down payment of
$2,150 is made at the date of purchase, leaving a balance to finance of $13,600, The
motor home is financed with the seller for a period of one year at the rate of 10% of
the ameount financed, After receiving periodic payments totalling $6,800, the mastor
home is repossessed. The wholesale value of the property is $6,000 on the date of
repossession due to rather extensive damage to the motor home, The deductible bad
debt loss upon repossession of the motor hore Is computed as follows:

Tax 11.32 “Gross receipts” and “sales price”.
(1) GenErAL.. The amount to which the sales and use tax rate is
applied is “gross receipts™ for sales tax and “sales price” for use
tax. Both “gross receipts” and “sales price” mean the total amount
of the sale, lease or rental from retail sales of tangible personal
property or taxable services, valued in money, whether received
in money or otherwise.

" {2) HANDLING AND SERVICE CHARGES. A retailer’s gross
receipts from charges for customer alterations, handling services,
small orders, returned merchandise, restocking, split shipments
and similar charges for services related to retail sales are included
in gross receipts derived from the sale of taxable tangible personal
property or taxable services. Cancelled order charges are not tax-
able if there is no transfer of merchandise to a customer.

(3) CASH DISCOUNTS OR PRICE REBATES. (a} Cash discounts
allowed by a retailer direcily to customers reduce the gross
receipts subject to the tax. The customer must receive the discount
for the retailer to exclude it from gross receipts.

Example: A payment made to a nenprofit organization based on a percentage of
the purchases made by the group’s members is not a cash discount for sales and use
fax purposes.

(b) A retail cooperative’s rebates to members, which are made
after the net profit is determiined at the end of a year, are patronage
dividends rather than cash discounts, and are not deductible from
the cooperative’s gross receipts. :

() A manufactwrer's cash rebate to a person who purchases
tangible personal property or taxable services from a retailer is not
a reduction in the retailer’s gross receipts or sales price for the
item, regardless of whether the rebate is paid in cash or is used to
reduce the selling price.

Example: Anautomobile is sold fora sticker price of $18,000. The manufaciurer
offers a 51,500 rebate with the purchase. Regardless of whether the customer pays
the retailer $18,000 and later receives 51 ,500 from the manufacturer or the customer
pays the retailer $16,500 (818,000 sticker price less $1,500 rebate), the retailer shatl
report taxable gross receipts of 518,000 from the sate.

{4) SALES TAX COLLECTED FROM CUSTOMERS. (a) Section
77.51(#) (a) 4, Stats., provides in part that “if a retailer establishes
fo the satisfaction of the department that the sales tax...has been
added fo the total amount of the sales price and has not béen
absorbed by the retailer, the total amount of the sales price shall
be the amount received exclusive of the sales tax imposed. ” There-
fore, when the tax is coltected from customers who are notified of
that fact, the amount of the tax collected is not included in the base
to which the tax applies.

Example: If taxable property is sold for $100 and $5 of tax Is collected for atotal
gi; $105, the tax payable by the retailer is determined by multipiying the tax rate times

(b) If a retailer cannot collect any {ax because all sales are
below the minimum price on which tax is collectible under the
bracket system, no part of the retailer’s gross receipts shall be
reated as tax collected from customers.

Example: A vending machine eperator whose anly receipts are from sales of 5¢
items is unable to collect any sales tax from customers, and the tax applies to the total
gross recelpts.

(c) If a vending machine operator sclls taxable property at a
price such that a sales tax is collectible under the bracket system,
part of the gross receipts from these sales shall include sales tax
if customers are advised that vending machine prices include sales
tax. i

(6) EXCHANGING TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY. Taxable
gross receipts include the exchange of tangible personal property
for taxable or nontaxable services, realty or intangibles if the per-
son providing the tangible personal property receives gross
receipts or sales price valued in money, whether received in
money or otherwise,

Example: A restanrant operator exchanfzes meals having refail price of $100 for
radio or television advertising which has an established price of SI& for this type of
advertising service. The restavrant operator and the radio or television station each
have to repoit gross receipts of $100 as a result of the transaction,

(7) MosuE HoMES. Gross receipts and sales price do not
include 35% of the amount from the sale of & new mobile home,
nof including leases and rentals, that is:

Subchapter V—
Occasional Sales

Tax 11.33 Cccasional sales. (1) Score. This section
describes the general rules for exempt occasional sales.

(2} GeNERAL. Sales of tangible personal property and taxable
services are not taxable if they are exempt “occasional sales.”
However, if the number, scope and character of the sales are such
that they exceed the standards in the statutes and this section, a
taxable sale oceurs.

(3) Starutes. (a) “Occasional sa!e” is defined ins. 77.51 (9},
Stats.

(b) Section 77.54 (7), Stats., exempts most occasional sales
from the sales and use taxes.

{4) SALES WHICH ARE OCCASIONAL SALES. Sales which are
exempt occasional sales include:

{a) Auction sales of tangible personal farm property and
household goods.

(b) Sales by a sole proprietor, who is reqmred to hold a seller’s
permit, of tangible personal property which has not been used in
the course of the person’s business and is not the type of property
sold in the course of the person’s business. However, all tangible
personal property sold by a corporation or partnership which
holds or is required to hold a seller’s permit shall be considered to
be used or sold int the course of the organization’ s busmess actm-
tics and is taxable.

Example: A taxpayer operates a service station ds a sole proprietor and holds a
seller’s permit for the purpose of selling cigarettes and repairing motor vehicles, The
gross receipts from selling a refrigerator and stove used in the taxpayer’s residence
arc not subject to the sales tax, However, the gross reeeipts from the salc of a desk
andrefrigerator which were usedinthe service station’s business actmtms aresubject
to the sales tax.

() The transfer of & motor vehlcle, boat, snowmoblle, mobile
home not exceeding 45 feet in length, trailer, semitrailer, all-ter-
rain vehicle or aircraft to a spouse, parent, stepparent, father—in—
law, mother—in-law, child, stepchild, son-in-law or daughter-in—
law, of the transferor provided the property has been previously
registered in Wisconsin in the name of the fransferor, if required
to be registered, and the transferor is not engaged in the business
of selling this type of property.”

{d) ‘Fhe transfer of a motor vehicle from the transferor s indi-
vidual ownership to a corporation owned solely by the transferor
provided the motor vehicle has been previously registered in Wis-
consin in the name of the transferor, if required to be registered,
and the transferor is notengaged in the business of selling this type
of property, Transferor for purposes of this paragraph means anat-
ural person,

(e) Sales by nonprofit organizations meeting the requirements
in s, 77.54 (7m), Stats.

(f) The sale of a business or business asséts, not including
inventory held for sale, previously used by a seller to conduct its
trade or business at a location after that person has ceased actively
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operating in the regular course of business as a seller of tangible
personal propesty or taxable services as provided in s, 77.51 (9)
{(aY and (am), Stats. '

Note: Refertos. Tax 11.34 regarding the occasional sales exemption for the sate
of a business or business assets.

(g) The sale of tangible personal property or taxable services
by a person not otherwise required to hold a seller’s permit, if the
total taxable gross receipts from sales of tangible personal prop-
erty and taxable services are less than $1,000 during the calendar
year. However, purchases of tangible personal property or taxable
services which when resold are exempt under this paragraph, are
taxable purchases by that person, except when the person is able
to claim exemption under s. 77.54 (9a), Stats.

Examples: 1) If the gross receipis from a person’s garage and rummage sales,
lawn maintenance services, bait sales to fishermen, sales of books, charges for park-
ing and other normally taxable receipts are less than $1,000 during the calendar year,
that person®s receipls are deemed exempt oceasional sales under par, (g). However,
purchases by the seller of tangible personal property which are sold are taxable.

2) Sales of soft drinks by employe groups are not taxable if the gross recaipts from
soft drink sales do not sxceed 51,000 per year. These groups are deemed consumers
and a supplier's safes to thein are taxable retail sales. :

(5) SALES WHICH ARENOT OCCASIONAL SALES. Sales which are
not exempt occasional sales, except as provided in sub. (4),
include:

(a) Sales by aperson who holds or is requucd to hold a se}ler s
permit,

Example: Sales of used equipment by a retail store or vendmg machine operator
arg not occasional sates and would be subject to sales or use tax,

(b) The sale of a business or the assets of a business when the
seller holds or is required to hold a seller’s permit. The tax applies
to the portion of the gross receipts reasonably attributable to the
taxable personal property such as equipment, furniture and fix-
tures,

Note: Refer to s. Tax 11,34 regarding the occasional sales exemption for the sale
of a business or business assets,

(c) The sale of motor vehicles, aircraft, boats, mobile homes
not exceeding 45 feet in length, snowmobiles, trailers, semitrail-
ers and all-terrain vehicles. Unless exempt, a use tax or sales tax
pursuant to s, Tax 11.14 (2) (¢) shall be paid by the purchaser at
the time the motor vehicle, aircraft, boat, mobile home not exceed-
ing 45 feetin length, snowmobile, trailer, semitrailer or all~terrain
vehicle is registered or titled within Wisconsin.

{d) A sale made by persons who hold themselves out to the
public as engaged in business, even though their sales may be few
and infrequent. This includes the sales of works of art, handmade
articles, antiques or used property by artists or others who are pur-
suing a vocation or part-time business as a seller of this property.

(e} Sales of bingo supplies to players or the sale, rental or use
of regular bingo cards, extraregunlar cards and special bingo cards.

{f) Asaleby personsengaged primarily in the business of mak-
ing nontaxable sales of personal property, such as manufaciurers
and wholesalers. Since these persons are in the business of selling
tangible personal property, the mere fact that only a small fraction
of their total sales are taxable retail sales does not make these sales
exempt occasional sales.

Tax 11.34 Occasional sales exemption for sale of a
business or business assets. (1) Scope. This section
describes the occasional sales exemption for the sale of a business
or business assets as provided in s. 77.51 (9) (a) and (am), Stats.
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(?) GeneraL. (a} The sale of business assets, consisting of
tangible personal property, by a person who holds or is required
to hrold a seller’s permit at the time of the sale is subject to sales
tax, except as provided in sub, (3) (¢}.

(b) Except as provided in sub. (3) (c), the tax appliesif the busi-
ness assets are sold as:

1. A disposition of surplus assets of a continuing business.

2. A single transaction or series of transactions prior to ter-
mination of a business.

3. Piecemeal sales, whether part of a continuing business or
prior to termination.

(¢) The tax does not apply to merchandise inventory sold 0
another retailer who purchases it for resale and sells itin the regu-
lar course of that retailer’s business.

{(3) EFFECT OF HOLDING A SELLER'S PERMIT. (a) Pursuant tos.
77.51 (9) (a) and (am), Stats., a person holding or required to hold
a seller's permit at the time of disposition of business assets may
not claim the occasional sales exemption, except as provided in
par. (b).

{b) A sale is exempt from sales and use tax as an occaslonal
sale if all of the following conditions are met:

1. The sale is of personal property, other than inventory held
for sale, previously used by a person to conduct atrade or business
at a location.

2. The sale occurs aflcr the person ceased operating the busi-
ness at that location.

(¢) A sale meeting the conditions in par. (b) is exempt from
sales or use tax even though the person holds a seller’s permtt for
one or more other locations.

(d) The holder of a seller’s permit shall wait until ceasing busi-
ness before delivering the permit to the department because a per-
son may not contmuc regular business operations without a per-
mit,

(4) DELIVERY OF SELLER'S PERMIT. A permit holder may
deliver the seller’s permit to the department for cancellation in any
one of the following ways: '

(a) Retaiters may personally deliver their seller’s permits to a
representative of the department’s income, sales, inheritance and
excise tax division at the representative’s office during regular
office hours. The department shall presume the permit was
received at 12:01 a.m. on the day it is received.

{b) The seller’s permit may be matled to the department
accompanied by aletter requesting that the permit be cancelled on
or after the postmark date. Delivery is effective as of 12:01 a.m.
on the postmark date of a postpaid properly addressed envelope,
if the envelope and its contents are actually received by the depart-
ment. If the retailer desires assurance that the department has
received the permit, the retailer may use ceruﬁed mail, return
receipt requested.

Note: Persons mailing their permit to the department should send it to Wisconsin
Department of Revenue, P.O. Box 8%02, Madison, WI 53708,

(c) If the retailer’s seller’s permit is not available to be deliv-
ered, for example, it has been lost or destroyed, the retailer may
send a letter requesting the cancellation of the permit on or after
the postmark date. The letter should clearly explain why it is not
possible to deliver the actual seller’s permit.

{5} CANCELLATION OF SELLER’S PERMIT. () Although a seller’s
permit may be deemed fo have been delivered and canceled on a
postmark date under sub. (4), canceliation shall not be effective
prior to the postmark date.

(b) If a permit is delivered to the department for cancellation,
the permittee shall immediately qualify for the occasional sales
exemption, even though the person contemplates a subsequent
sale of fixtures or equipment. The person shall not qualify for the
occasfonal sale exemption if the person contemplates resumption
of thase activities which would require that person to hold a sell-
er’s permit. ‘
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(c) The fact that a business ceases operating and no longer con-
ducts its day-to-day sales of tangible personal property or taxable
services may not resulf in the automatic canceliation of a seller’s
permit,

Tax 11.35 Occasional sales by nonprofit organiza-
tions on or after January 1, 1989 (1) DerNTONS. In this
section: - -

@) “Admission event” means that access to fhe event involv-
ing entertainment is generally restricted to only those who pay a
required fee, who make a required donation or who are required
to make a purchase of some kind such as a meal or raffle ticket.

(b) “Entertainment” means enfertainment provided at an
admission event by all persons or groups whe are paid in the
aggregate $300 or more per event by all persons for performing,
for relmbursement of expenses or for prize money. -

(c) “Gross receipts” means gross receipts as definedins. 77.51 .
(4), Stats., from all sales in Wisconsin of otherwise taxable tangi-
ble personal property and services after subtracting allowable
exemptions.

(d)  “Nonprofit organization” includes a neighborhood
association, church, civic group, garden club, social club or simi-
lar organization not operated or organized for profit where no part
of the net income inures to the benefit of any private shareholder
or individual. A governmental unit described in s, 77.54 (9a) (a)
through (e), Stats., is considered a “similar organization” for pur-
poses of this paragraph.

{2) Scope. This section describes the occasional sales exemp-
tion for nonprofit orgamzatlons as provided in s. 77.54 (7) and
(7m), Stats.

(3) GENERAL. A noenprofit organization is required to charge

‘Wisconsin sales tax on sales of tangible personal property and tax-

able services, unless the sales qualify as exempt occasional sales
or are otherwise exempt. The occasional sales exemption does not
apply to gross receipts from the sale of bingo supplies to players
or to the sale, rental or use of regular bingo cards, extra regular
cards and special bingo cards.

{4) STaNDARDS. Under s. 77.54 (7Tm), Stats., a nonprofit orga-
nization shall meet all of the following standards for its sales to
qualify as exempt occasional sales:

(a} The organization is not engaged in a trade or business.

(b) Entertainment is not involved.

{c)} The organization does not have or is not required to have
a Wisconsin seller’s permit, except for conducting bingo.

(5) NOTENGAGED IN A TRADE OR BUSINESS. A nonprofit orga-
nization is not engaged in & trade or business for purposes of sub.
(4) (a) if it meefs at least one of the following:

(a) Its sales of otherwise taxable tangible personal property or
services or its events occur on 20 days or less duting the catendar
year, regardless of the doliar amoeunt of sales. For events involving
the sales of tickets, only the actual days of the events are counted,
not the days of ticket sales.

Example: A boy scout troop takes orders for Christmas wmaths from October 1
through November 1. The wreaths are delivered by the troop on December 15and 16,
Por purposes of determining whether its events mect the 20-day test, the troop should
use the days of delivery rather than days orders are taken.
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(b) Its taxable gross receipts for the calendar year are $15,000
or less, regardless of the number of days on which its sales or
events occur. Nontaxable gross receipts shall not be included for
purposes of the $15,000 gross receipts test.

Examples: 1) A church selis cookies and cakes at a bake sale. Since the sale of
cookies and cakes for off-premises consumption is exempt from sales tax, the sale
of theseiterns is not counted as gross receipts for purposes of the $15,000 receipts test.

2) A nonprofit organization, which seils hundreds of Christmas trees, sells §
Christmas trees for $100 o a public school. Although Christmas trees are taxable tan-
gible personal properiy, a public school can purchase tangible persenal property
excmpt from sales tax, As aresult, this $100 exempt sale o the school is not counted
as gross receipts for purposes of the $15,000 receipts test.

(6) ENTERTAINMENT. (a) To qualify as an exempt occasional
sale, entertainment shall not be involved at an event for, which
charges constitute admissions.

Examples; 1} Four different bands are paid $100) each 1o perform at various times
during a 3—day event. There is an admission charge for access to the event. Since the
total payment for entertainment (3400) exceeds the $300 limit in sub. (1} {b), enter-
tainment is deemed to be involved. As a result, receipts from the event are taxable.

2) Two nonprofit orpanizations co-sponsor an admission event at which a band
is hired to perform. Bach organization pays the band $200. Since the total payment
for entcrtainment ($400) exceeds the $300 limit in sub. (1) (b), cntcrtmnmcnt is
deemed to be involved. As a result, receipts from the event are taxable,

3} A nonprofit organization sponsors a dinner and dance in the high school gym-
nasium. The dance band is paid in excess of the $300 limit in sub. (1) (b). There is
no separate admission charge. However, accessiothe dance is festricted to those who
have purchased the meal. The “meal” charge constitutes an admission charge to an
event involving entertainment. Therefore, sales by the nonprofit organization at this
event are taxable,

4) A ronprofit crganization holds a pig roast at the city park and hires a band to
play at the park gazebo so that patrons, if they so wish, can be entertained while they
cat. Therz is no adimission charge and access to the band is open to anyong, whether
they purchase the meal or not, Entertainment is decmed not to be invelved. Therefore,

e sales by the nonprofit organization may still qualify as exempt occasional sales,
{b} A nonprofit organization that would otherwise qualify for
exempt occasional sales, except for the involvement of enterfain-
ment, may obtain a temporary seller’s permit from the department
for the day or days involving entertainment, pay the sales tax on
that event, and still have exempt occasional sales on days not cov-
ered by the temporary seller’s permit. Days and receipts from
evenis involving admissions to entertainment for which a tetnpo-
rary seller’s permit was obtained are included with all other sales
in determmmg the 20-day test and the $15,000 taxable receipis
test described in sub. (5).

Examples: 1) A nonprofit organization plans § e\ents covering 3 days each for
the year (totat of 15 days). Entertainment will be involved at one event only. The sales
by the nonprofit organization would qualify as exempt oceasional sales, except for
the invelvement of enertainment at the one event. The nonprofit organization may
obiain a temporary seller’s permit for the one cvent involving entertainment; thus
allowing the other 4 events to qualify as exempt occasional sales, -

2) A nonprofit erganization holds several events during the year. For one of the
events, the nonprofit organization obtains a ternporary seller’s permit because eater-
tainment is involved and coltects sales tax on its receipts of $5,000 from that event.
Taxable receipts from its other events must be combined with the $5,000 of recelpts
from the event for which it held a temporary seller’s permit for purposes of determin-
ing whether the $15,000 taxable receipts test is met.

(7) HOLDING A SBLLER’S PERMIT. () A nonprofit organization
is not required to hold a seller’s permit if its sales are exémpt from
sales and use taxation by meeting the provisions of sub, (4) (a) and
(b). However, an organization required to hold a seller’s permit
solely for the purpose of conducting bingo games may still qualify
for exempt occasional sales on nonbingo sales if it otherwise qual-
ifies under the provisions of sub. (4) (a) and (b).

(b) If anonprofit organization holds a seller’s permit in the cur-
rent year, but intends or believes in good faith that its activities in
the following year would qualify as exempt occasional sales
except for its holding of a seller’s permit, it may deliver that seli-
er’s permit to the department for cancellation and have its sales in
the following year qualify as exempt occasional sales provided it
meets the standards in sub. (4) {a) and (b) in that following year.

Example: A nonprofit organization has held seven 3-day events for a total of 21
days cach year for the past 5 years, Receipts wers always over $20,000, and there
were no admissions to entertainment. One event has lost money for the past 2 years.
The orgamzauomntcnds to discontinue that event for the following year; thus, it may
anticipate coming under the 20-day standard, Iis seller’ 's pcrm]t may b delivered tn
the department for cancellation in good faith.

(c) If a nonprofit organization did not hold or was not required
to hold a seller’s permit or delivered its seller’s permit to the
department for cancellation in good faith but later, due to unfore-
seen circumstances, exceeds the standards, only the sales oceur-
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ring after the standards are exceeded do not gualify as exempt
occasional sales and are subject to tax,

- Examples; 1) A church held 18 days of events or sales in the current year. Receipts
for the events equaled $30,000 and no ententainment was involved, The church
expeets tohold thesame 18 daysof events inthe following year, It delivers ts seller’s
permit to the department for cancellation. However, in the middle of the following
year, the church garage is destroyed by fire. Anadditional 4-day eveatis heldto raise
funds to help replace the parape. Only the receipts from days 21 and 22, the days
exceeding the standard, are subject to sales 1ax.

2) A garden clab is organized in the curent v ‘car. The gerden club is not required
to hold a selter’s permit and does not agply for one. In the following year, the garden
club holds 22 days of evenis with taxable receipts from the events of $30,000, Only
receipts fromdays 21 and 22, the days exceeding the standard, are subject to sales tax.

(d) Ifa nonproﬁt organization has sales in the current year and
then delivers its seller’s permit to the department for cancellation,
sales made in the current year before turning in the seller’s permit
to the department do not gualify as exeinpt occasional sales, even
if the standards for exempt occasional sales in sub, (4) (a) and (b)
are met.

Example: A ronprofitorganization helds 15 days of sales in the current year. The
organization holds a seller’s permit, files sales and use tax returns and pays sales tax
on all its receipts in the current year, At the end of the current year, the organization
realizes that i(s sales would bave qualified as exempt occasional sales except for is
holding of a seller’s permit. The organization may not claim a refund of taxes paid
while it held a seller’s permit.

(8) WHEN SALES DO NOT QUALIFY FOR OCCASIONAL SALES
EXBEMPTION. If a nonprofit organization has sales of tangible per-
sonal property or taxable services, and the sales do not qualify as
exempt occasional sales, it is required to obtain a seller’s permit
and collect and remit sales tax on its taxable sales.

Note: To obilain a seller’s permit, a nonprofit organization shall file Wisconsin
form A-101, apptication for permit, with the depantment. Torm A-101 may be
obtained from any department of revenue office or by writing or calling Wisconsin
Departinent of Revenuc PO. Box 8902, Madison, WT 53708, telephone (608)
266-2776.

Note: The interpretations contained in this s. Tax 11.35 became effective January
1, 1989, puesuant to 1989 Wis. Act 399.

Note: The following information applied to nonprofit orgamzauons on or after
September 1, 1969, and prior to JTanuary 1, 1989, éxcept that the $7,000 per calendar
year standard became effective on January 1, 1988.

(b} The gross receipts from sales of property and services otherwise subject 10 tax
under s. 77.52 (1) and {2), 1985 Stats., do not exceed $7,000 within a calendar year,

{6) Exceeding the $7,000 standard. Nenprofit organizations with sales exceeding
57,000 annually are taxable on all receipts unless the department of revenus deter-
mdnes that their sales of property or services are isolated and sporadic and that the
organizations are rot engaged in a part-time business or a partial vocation or occupa-
tion. Any organization may request a determination from the depariment as to
whether it qualifies for the exemption. The request sheuld be made in writing, listing
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items or services sold, unit costs and selling prices, atticipated total gross receipls
from all sales activitics for the calendar year, the number of days duration of sales
throughout the year, and any other information that will assist the department in its
determination.

(7) Scparate treatment of subs. (4), (S}ard (6). Each category ufsaics listedin subs.
(4}, (5) and (6) shall be treated separately. However, if an organization exceeds the
exempt occasional sales standard in any category, it shatl obtain a seller’s permit and
collect and remit the tax on sales in all categories. If the $7,000 standard described
insub. (6) is exceeded, all receipts from sales of property or services described in that
subsection and all subsequent receipts from admissions and meats shalt be taxable.

Example: If a nonprofit organization engages in separate activities deseribed in
subs. (4}, (5) and (6) during a year and has a fourth “admissions” event, but only one

“meal” event and $500 receipts from sales of other tangible personal property at that
time, it shall obtain a seller’s permit and pay the tax on rccclpts from the fourth
“admission” event and all subsequent receipts from *meal” events and from subse-
quent sales of other taxable tangible personal property or services.

~Tax 11.38 Fabricating and processing. {1) SaLss or
FABRICATING, PROCESSING AND PRINTING SERVICES. The producing,
fabricating, processing, printing or imprinting of tangible per-
sonal property for a consideration for consumers who furnish

: directly crindirectly the materials used in the producing, fabricat-
ing, processing, printing or imprinting is subject to Wrsconsm
sales or use tax unless:

(a) The printing or imprinting is done on tangible personal
property which will subsequently be shipped outside Wisconsin
by the consumer for advertising purposes,

Example: Printer ABC prints an advertising flyer for Company DEE, Company
DEF furnishes the paper and the ink, Company DEF will send the fiyer to its custom-
ers outside Wisconsin, The charge by Printer ABC for printing the advertising flyer
is not subject to Wisconsin sales tax provided Company DEP provides Printer ABC
with a praperly completed exemption certificate. .

(b} An exemption under s. 77.54 or 77.55, Stats., applies.

Examples; 1) Company GHI is in the business of cleaning used oil. A Wisconsin
municipality conteacts with Company GHI o have all used oil it coltects from resi-
deats cleaned by Company GHL The charge by Company GHI to the municipality
for cleaning the oflis not subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax because sales to Wis-
consin municipalities are exempt from Wisconsin sales tax under s, 77,54 (94), Stats.

2} The charge by a feed mill to grind com a farmer will use as feed {3 not subject
10 Wisconsin salfes or use tax because the sale of feed to a farmer is not subject to Wis-
consin sales or use tax under s. 77.54 (3m), Stats, The farmer must provide the feed
miH with a properly completed farmer’s exemption certificate.

3) Taecharge by a cooperative to age tobacco for ; acigar manufacturer is not sub-
Ject to Wisconsin sales or use tax beeause the sale of the tobacco to the manufacturer
15 not subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax under s. 77.54 (?), Stats. The cigar
manafacturer must provide the cooperauvc with a properly completed manufactur-
er's exemplion certificate.

(c) The producing, fabricating or processing is for resale

Example: Company JKL is in the business of custom making cabinets, A cus-
tomer orders a cabinet from Company JKL. Due to time constraints, Company JKL
is unable 10 make the cabinet. Therefore, Company JKL contracts with Company
MNO to make the cabinet from materials provided by Company JKL. Company
MNOis not subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax on the charge to Company JKL for
making the cabinet if Company JKL provides Company MNO with a properly com-
pleted resale certificate.

{2) EXAMPLES OF FABRICATING AND PROCESSING SBRVICES.
Fabricating and processing services, where malerials are fur-
nished directly or indirectly by the customer, that are subjcct to
‘Wisconsin sales or use tax include, except as provided in sub. (1}
{a} through {c):

() Application of coating to pipe.

(b} Assembling kits to produce a completed product.

(¢) Bending glass tubing into neon signs.

{d) Bookbinding.

(e) Caterer’s preparation of food for consumption on or off the
catercr’s premises.

{f) Cleaning used oil.

{g) Cutting lumber to specifications and producing cabinets,

(3} PURCHASES BY FABRICATORS OR PROCESSORS Persons pro-
viding fabncatmg, processing and printing services, including
those services listed in sub. (2), may qualify as manufacturers. If
the service provider qualifies as 2 manufacturer as provided in s.
77.54 (6m), Stats., the following items may be purchased by the
service provider without Wisconsin zales or use tax:

(a) Machinery and equipment used excluswcly and duectly in
manufacturing.

Example: Company PQR is in the business of heat treating mcial for steel
manufacivrers. Company PQR uses its machinery and equipment only in providing
this heat treating to sicel manufacturers. Company PQR is performing a manufactur-
ing process in acting as a submanufacturer. Since the machinery and cquipment is
used exciusively and directly in manufacturing, 1tma},r be puschased without Wiscon-
sin sales or use tax provided Company PQR gives its supplicr a properly completed
manufacturer’s exemption certificate.

®) Tanglbic personal property consumed or destroyed or los-
ing its identity in the manufacture of tanglble personal propcrty in
any form destined for sale.

Example: Company VWX is an electroplater. Company STU is a manufacturer
of car bumpers, Company STU hires Company VWX 10 electroplate the bumpers.
Company VWX may pu.rcbasc the caustic soda, borie acid, etc., that is consumed or
destroyed in the electroplating withont Wisconsin sales or use tax when acting as a
submanufacturer. These items are consumed or destroyed in the manufacture of tan-
gible personal property, bunmpers, destined for sale,

Tax 11.38 Manufacturing. (1) DeswirioN. Manufactur-
ing means an operation complete in itself, or one of a series of
operations, whereby, thiough the application of machines to tan-
gible personal property by a process popularly regarded as
manufacturing, a new article of tangible personal property with a
different form, use and name is produced.

(2) ScoPE OF MANUFACTURING. (a) Manufacturing mcludes
the assembly of finished units of tangible personal property and
packaging when it is a part of an operation performed by the pro-
ducer of the product or by another on his or her behalf and the
package or container becomes a part of the tangible personal prop-
erty as such unit is customarily offered for sale by the manufac-
turer. It includes the conveyance of raw materials and supplies
from plant inventory to the work point of the same plant, convey-
ance of work in progress directly from one manufacluring opera-
tion to another in the same plant, and conveyance of finished prod-
ucts to the point of first storage on the plant premises. It includes
the testing or inspection throughout the production cycle.

(b) Manufacturing does not include storage, delivery to or
from the plant, repairing or maintaining facilities or research and
development,

Tax 11.40 Exemption of machines and processing
eduipment. (1) GeNBRAL. (&) Section 77.54 (6) (a), Stats.,
exempts the gross receipts from the sale of and the storage, use or
other consumption of “Machines and specific processing equip-
ment and repair parts or replacements thereof, exclusively and
directly used by a manufacturer in manufacturing tangible per-
sonal properiy and safety attachments for those machines and
equipment,” “Exclusively”, as used in 5. 77.54 (6) (2}, Stats,, and
in this section, means that the machines and specific processing
equipment and repair parts or replacements thereof are used solely
by a manufacturer in manufacturing tangible personal property to
the exclusion of all other uses, except that the sales and use tax
exemption will not be invalidated by an infrequent and sporadic
use other than in manufacturing tangible personal property, This
exemption is to be strictly construed.

(b) Section 77.54 (6m), Stats., provides “For purposes of s.
77.54 (6) (a) ‘manufacturing’ is the production by machinery of
a new article with a different form, use and name from existing
materials by a process popularly regarded as manufacturing.”

(¢) In determining whether a particular machine or piece of
processing equipment is included in the exemption under par. (a),
s. 77.54 (6) (a) and {6m), Stats., must be considered together.

(d) Section 77.54 (5) (d), Stats., provides an exemption for
mobile mixing and processing units and the motor vehicle or
trailer on which they are mounted, including accessories, attach-
ments, parts, supplies and materials for those vehlcles tratlers and
units.

(e) Section77.54(5)(c) and {261m), Stats., provide exemptions
for certain motor vehicles, machinery and equipment used in
waste reduction and recycling processes.

Note; See s, Tax 11.11 for more information on waste reduction and reeyeling
exemptions.

{2) CoNpITIONS FOR EXEMPTION AND EXAMPLES. The exemp-
tion under sub, (1) (a) shall apply if all the following conditions
are met:

(a) Machines and processmg eqmpment shall be used by a
manufaciurer in manufaciuring tangible personal property. The
exemption shall not apply to machines and processing equipment
used in providing services or in other nonmanufacturing activi-
ties.

Example; Machines and equipment of a dry cleaner are not used by a manufac-
turer in manufecturing, beeause a dry cleaner provides a service and is neither a
manufacturer nor producer of tangible personal property.

{b) Machines and processing equipment shall be used exclu-
sively in manufacturing.

Example: A forkIift truck used on a production line to move products from
machine to machine and used regulariy or frequently in a warchouse to move and
stock finished products is not used exclusively in manufacturing.

(¢) Machines and processing equipment shall be used directly
in manufacturing. The exemption shall not apply if machines and
processing equipment are not used directly in the step-by—step
processes by which an end product results, even though the

machine and equipment are indirectly related to the step-by-step
processes, Machine foundations are real property improvements
rather than personal property and do not qualify for exemption.

Example: Machines and cqulpmcntarc not used directly in manut’aclunng ifused
for sweeping a plant; disposing of scrap or waste; plant heating or alr conditioning;
communications; lighting, safety, fire protection or prevention; research; storage; or
delivery to or frem a plant or repair or maintenance of machines, processmg equip-
ment or facilities. In addition, electrc substations, ol storage facilities, water soft-
ening equipment, refrigerated storage facilitics and catwalks that provide access to
various parts of a building are not used directly in manufacturing.

(3) OTHER BXAMPLES OF THE EXEMPTION. Other examples of

application of the exemption are as follows:

{a) Small tools used exclusively and directly in the manufac-
turing process qualify as “processing equipment”. Small fools
include hand tools such as drills, saws, micrometers and hammers.
However, if the items are also used for machine repair or general
maintenance, they are not exempt.

(1 The exemption applies if machines and processing equip-
ment are used exclusively and directly by a manufacturer to pro-
duce other machines or processing equipment which, in turn, are
used by the manufacturer to produce tangible personal property.

Example: A lathe purchased by a manufacturer and used directly and exclusively
to preduce machines which are used on the manufacturer’s production Jine is exempt,
However, if the lathe is used partly for production of the machines and partly for
repair purposes, it is not exempt,

(c) The exemption applies if machines and processing equip-
ment are used exclusively and directly by a manufacturer to pro-

duce component parts of tang1b]e perscnal property.

{d) The exemption does not apply to machines or processing
equipment used in whole or in part by a manufacturer before the
manufacturing process has begun or after it has been completed.

Examplet Machines or equipment used for storage, delivery to or from a plant,
repalr or maintenance of facilities or equipment, research, or crating or packaging of
tangible personal property for shipment are not exempt,

(e) The exemption does not apply to tangible personal prop-
erty, which is not machmery or equipment, but is used in a
manufacturing plant.

Example: Sweeping compounds arc factory supplies rather than pmccssmg
equipment. _

(4) REPAIR OF EXEMPT MACHINERY AND PROCESSING EQUIP-
MENT. The gross receipts from the sale of and the storage, use or
other consumption of repair or replacement parts and from repair
service for exempt machines and processing equlpment are
exemptl, ’

Example: Conv c) ar belts, grinding wheels, grinding balls, machine drills, auger
bits, milling cutters, emery wheels, jigs, saw blades, machine tool helders, reamers,
d.leS, maolds and patterns used as replacement parts for exempt machines and proces-
sing equipment ars exempt.

(a) The following property is within the exemption provided by
5. 77.54 (2), Stats., if the property is consumed, destroyed or loses
its identity in the manufacture of tangible personal property des-
tined for sale: )

1. Acids,

4, Cleaning compounds and solvents for maintaining
manufacturing machinery whether used during the manufacturing
process or while the machinery is idle. A food processor, who is
required to maintain strict sanitation standards by a regulatory
agency, may also purchase chemicals and cleaning agents used to
clean the walls, ceilings, floors and drains of the rooms in which
mamfacturing takes place without tax.

{4) PERSONAL PROPERTY NOT WITHIN 8. 77.54 (2), Stats.,
exemption, The following property is not within the exemption
provided by s.

Fuel and electricity are specifically
excluded from the exemption provided by s, 77.54 {2), Stats,, even
though such property may be consumed, destroyed or lose its
identity in the manufacture of products destined for sale. How-
ever, s. 77.54 (30) (a) 4., Stats., exempts“Any residue that is used
as a fuel in a business activity and that resulis from the harvesting
of timber or the production of wood products, including slash,
sawdust, shavings, edging, slabs, leaves, wood chips, bark and
wood pellets manufactured primarily from wood or primarily
Jrom wood residue.” Since “fuel” is nof defined in s. 77,54 (2,
Stats., it shall be given its ordinary meaning. Dictionaries gener-
ally define fuel as a material used to produce heat or power by
burning, or something that feeds a fire. Fuel includes:

(a) Oxygen used to enrich the fuel mixture in an industrial fur-
nace, or oxygen and acetylene used in a welding process.

(b) Coal or coke used by a foundry, except the portion of the
coke which actually becomes an ingredient or component part of
any grey—iron produced.

(c) Gasoline, fuel oil, kerosene, natural gas, liquid propane
gas, also called LPG, or other natural or synthetic liquids used as
fuel.

Subchapter VII—

Tax 11.45 Sales by pharmacies and drug stores.
(1) TaxanLesarEs. All sales of tangible personal property by a
pharmacy or drug store are taxable under the general sales tax law
unless exempted by a specific statute. The most common exemp-
tions are described and enumerated in this section.

(2} EXEMPT SALES: MEDICINES AND PRESCRIPTION DRUGS. ()
Medicines are exempt from the tax if prescribed by a licensed phy-
sician, surgeon, podiatrist or dentist to a patient for treatment.

Tax 11.48 Landlords, hotels and motels. (1) LAND-
LoRDS. (a) Landlords are the consumers of household furniture,

Register, December, 1996, No, 492
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furnishings, equipment, appliances or other items of tangible per-
sonal property purchased by them foruse by their tenants in leased
or rented living quarters. The sales and use tax applies to a land-
lord’s purchases of all these items. The gross receipts from a land-
lord’s charges to the tenant for use of these items are not subject
to the tax even though there may be a separate charge for them,

(b) The gross receipts from providing parking space for motor
vehicles and aircraft and from providing docking and storage
space for boats are taxable.

{2) HoteLs AND MoOTELS. The furnishing of rooms or lodging
to transients by hotelkeepers, motel operators and other persons
furnishing accommodations to the public, regardless of whether
membership is required for use of the accommodations, is a tax-
able service,

(a) “Transient” means any person residing at one location for
a continuous period of less than one month. A continuing monthly
rental of a particular room or rooms by a business, including a
trucking company, railway or airline, to be used by its employes
for layover is not taxable.

(b) The rental of space for meetmgs, conventions and simitar
activities is not taxable. However, the rental of hotel or motel
rooms generally used as sleeping accommodations is taxable,
regardless of the {ype of use.

Example: The rental of a motel sleeping room by a salesperson from :00 a.m.
10 4:00 p.m. for use as a display room is taxable.

(c} Sales of lodging by hotels, motels and inns to governmental
agencies and nonprofit organizations described in s. 77.54 (9a),

{3) . MOTELS LEASED TO OPERATORS. (a) The owner of a motel
often leases the complete unit, including real and personal prop-
erty, to a second party Who operates the motel. If the lease does not
indicate the amount of the lease receipts derived from tangible
personal property, as opposed to the realty and intangible prop-
erty, the taxable receipts shall be determined by multiplying the
total lease receipts of each reporting period by the ratio of the les-
sor’s gross investment in tangible personal property {o the lessor’s
total gross investment in all real and personal property on the
effective date of the lease.

(a) The sale of furnace or heating fuel to customers, other than
for residential or farm use.

(b) The repair, service, cleaning, painting, inspection and
mainfenance of motor vehicles, . including the total amount
charged for parts and labor and including motor vehicles and truck
hodies owned by nonresidents except as provided in sub. (2).

(c) The towing of motor vehicles.

Examples: 1)The charge to a customer for 10wmg a vehicla to a repair facility is
taxable.

2) The charge 1o a customer for towing a vehicle from ano parking zone is taxable

even though a governmenial unit arranged for the 1owing.
b3) The charge to a customer for towing a demolished vehicle to a junkyard is tax-

able.

4) The charge to a Wisconsin governmental unit for fowing is exempt from tax.

5) Thecharge to arepair facility for towing a vehictetothe faci]ity forn:pair which
will be passed oft to the cusiomer is not taxable provided the repair facility gives the
towing company aproperly completed resale certificate. However, the charge for the
towing service to the customer by the repair facility is taxable.

(d) Retail sales of tangible personal property, including motor
oil, antifreeze, motor vehicle parts and suppties, tobacco products,
candy and soft drinks by service stations except as provided in
sub. (2).

(e) The gross receipts from operating car washes, whether
automated or not.

(f) Providing parking for motor vehicles. Providing temporary
storage of a motor vehicle is considered parking if the vehicle is
ready and available for immediate use,

{2) Exemprsares. Sales by service station operators and fuel
oil dealers not subject to the sales tax include the following:

(a)} Sales of gasoline, general aviation fuel and special fuel
including diesel and L.P. fuel, which are subject to the Wisconsin
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motor vehicle fuel taxes under ch. 78, Stats, The holder of a Wis-
consin special fuel license may issue an exemption certificate,
form 5207, to purchase special fuel without sales tax. On special
fuel which a licensee puts into highway motor vehicles, the
licensee is required to pay the special fuel tax. If motor fuel or spe-
cial fuel is purchased without tax under s. 77.54 (11), Stats.,
because it is subject to the excise tax imposed under ch, 78, Stats.,
and then the excise taxes are later refunded under s.

Sales to employes of these enti-
ties are not exempt, even though the entity may reimburse the
employe for the expenditure.

{c) Sales of accessories, attachments, parts, supplies and high-
way fuel for common or contract carrier motor trucks, truck trac-
tors, road tractors, buses, trailers and semi—trailers used exclu-
sively in common or contract carriage, including the urban mass
transportation of passengers as defined in s. 71.38, Stats. This
exemption applies to purchases for school buses operated under
contract with a public or private school to transport students. A
station wagon or van which is not registered as a bus or truck with
the division of motor vehicles in the Wisconsin department of
transportation does not qualify for this exemption.

(g) Sales of coal, fuel oil, propane, steam, peat, fuel cubes pro-
duced from solid waste and wood used for fuel sold for residential
use, In this paragraph, “residential use” means use in a structure
or portion of a structure which is a person’'s permanent resxdence
as defined in s. Tax 11.57 (2) (I) 7. and 8.

(h) Sales of repairs, alterations, cleaning, painting and mainte-
nance services to common or contract carrier vehicles exempt
under sub. (2) (), mobile mixing and processing units and the
vehicle or trailer on which they are mounted, and motor vehicles
not required to be licensed for highway use wh1ch are used in
waste reduction or recycling activities.

(i) Sales of accessories, attachments, parts, supplies and mate-
rials for mobile mixing and processing units and the vehicle or
trailer on which they are mounted, including highway fuel for
units operated on public highways.

(j) Sales of wood residue used for fuel and sold for use in a
business activity. Wood residue includes slash, sawdust, shavings,
edgings, slabs, leaves, wood chips, bark and wood pellets
manufactured primarily from wood or wood residue.

(3) PurcHAsES. (a) Service station operators who repair
motor vehicles may purchase, without tax, “for resale”, repair
parts and materials used in the work which are physically frans-
ferred to their customers, This includes auto parts, chassis lubri-
cants, wheel greases, car waxes, paints, paint hardeners, plastic
body fillers and welding rods.

(b} A service station operator’s purchases of equipment, tools,
supplies and other property not transferred to customers as part of
the performance of a taxable service are subject to the sales and
use tax. Supplies such as sandpaper, masking paper, masking tape,
buffing pads, paint and lacquer thinner, clean and glaze com-
pound, paint remover, tack rags, steel wool, metal conditioner,

Examples: 1) A church sells cookies and cakes at a bake sale. Since the sale of
cookics and cakes for off-premise consumption is exempt from sales tax, the sale of
these items is not counted as gross receipts for purposes of the $15,000 receipts test.

2) A nonprofit organization, which sells hundreds of Christmas trees, sells 5

3) Agrocer's deli sells party traysinan unheated condition. The price varies based
on the size of the tray.

The trays do not include combinations
of {tems which could constitute a meal or sandwich. The sale of these party trays is
not subject to tax.

“Concessionaire” inciudes any person conducling
games at temporary events such as coin pitch, pop—in, ring toss,
short range basketball, guess your weight, fish pond, and tip the
bottle. Further examples include persons selling snack foods and
other tangible personal property from stands at temporary evenis
such as ice cream, cotton candy, candy apples, sno cones, pop-
corn, frozen delight, jewelry, photos, hats, signs or kitchenware,

2. “Concessionaire” does not include:
a. A person operating amusement rides, traveling vaudeville
performances, menageries, or objects of curiosity shows. -
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b. A person selling meals or beverages including lunches,
sandwiches or beer. .

¢. A person in subd. 2. a. or b. who alse operates as a conces-
sionaire.

(b) “Concessionaire permit!’ means a permit for a temporary
event conducted by a concessionaire which is valid for only one
temporary event for the duration of the event.

{c)} “Mobile seller’s permit” means a permit issued under s.
77.52 (7) and {19), Stals., which is valid al any temporary event
conducted by the permittee within Wisconsin but which is valid
at only one event at a fime. Except for its use at more than one
place of operations, all provisions of s. 77.52 (7), (8) (O, (103,
(11) and (12}, Stats., apply to it.

(d) “Temporary event” means an activity at one place of opera-
tion for a brief duration where taxable sales are made. A place of
operation includes a fair, carnival, circus, festival or portable
roadside stand,

(¢) “Temporary seller’s permi€”’ means a permit issued under
8. 77.52 (7) and (19), Stats., which is valid at only one temporary
event for the duration of the event.

{2) PERMITS FOR TEMPORARY RVENTS. (a) Each person who
conducts business as a retailer at a temporary event shall hold one
of the following:

1. Mobile selier’s permxt
2. Temporary seller’s permit.

3. Concessionaire permit.
Note: Refertos, Tax 11. Omforadescnpuunofpemntrequlremems ow toapply
for a permit, and the 15-day time period within which the depariment is required to
act on permit applications.

(b) Any retailer, including a concessionaire, intending to con-
duct business at temporary events may apply for and hold a mobile
seller’s permit. Retailers who are not concessicnaires may acquire
either a mobile seller’s permit or a temporary seller’s permit for
temporary events. Concessionaires who do not hold a mobile seil-
er's permit shall acqmre a concessionaire pemnt for a temporary
event.

(c) A concessionaire who is not a resident of Wlsconsm shall
furnish the department with the name and address of his or her
agent in this state upon whom may be served any process, notice
or demand required or allowed by statutes to be served upon the
applicant.

(3) ExceritoN. Persons not otherwise required to hold a sell-
er’s permit who have total taxable gross receipts from sales of tan-
gible personal properly or taxable services of less than $1,000 dur-
ing the calendar year are not required to hold any of the permits
listed in sub. (2). .

{4) SecurrTy. Application for permits referred fo in this sec-
tion shall be on forms as prescribed by the depariment. The appli-
cant shall be subject to security requirements of s, 77,61 (2), Stats.,
except that for events of 7 consecutive days or less retailers hold-
ing concessionaire permits shall deposit security of $235 per con-
cession for each event and deposits for events which exceed 7 con-
secutive days shall be $50 per concession for each event. .

(5) RETURNS. (a) Sales and use tax refurns due from persons
holding permits referred to in this section shall be subject to the
provisions of 5. 77.58, Stats. The returns shall report the tax due
for the period of time or event covered by the return and shall be
due as follows:

1. Mobile setler’s permittee: Quarterly, on the last day of the
next month following a calendar quarter unless notified by the
department to file on some other basis under ss, 77.52 (19) and
77.58 (1) and (2), Stats., and shall include on the return gross
receipts from all temporary events and other taxable transactions
of the permitiee during the reporting period.

2, Temporary seller’s permittee: Per event, within 10 days
after the close of the event for which the permit was issued,

3. Concessionaire permittee: Annually, on or before Yanuary
31 of the next succeeding calendar year,-and including on such

return the gross receipts from all concessionaire events conducted
by the permittee during the calendar year.

(b) Concessionaire and temporary seller permittees may claim
the security deposited in cash for the event or events reported on
as a credit against the tax due, unlcss the department notifies the
permittee otherwise.

(8) VioraTion. Under s. 77.52 (12), Stats., any person who
operates without a permit is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall
immediately cease selling when requested by a department repre-
sentative. .

{7) OPERATOR REPORTING REQUIREMENTS. An operator of a
swap meet, flea market, craft fair or similar event shall report to
the depariment the name, address, social security number and, if
available, the seller’s permit number of each vendor selling mer-
chandise at the swap meet, flea market, craft fair or similar event
as provided in s. Tax 11.535.

(2) DermiTioNs. In this section:

(a) “Event” means an occurrence, cccasion, activity, or fane-
tion at which merchandise is sold or traded:

(b} “Operator” means a person who, or an entity such as an
association, partnershlp, corporation, or nonprofit organization,
which arranges, organizes, promotes or sponsors an event.

() “Selling merchandise” means the sale, rental, lease,
exchange, trade or barter of, or taking orders for merchandise,
goods, or products for money or other consideration, or both.

(d) “Similar events” means events which are similar to swap
meets, flea markets and craft fairs and includes tradeshows, carni-
vals, fairs and fund-raising cvents.

{e) “Vendor” means a person or entity selling merchandise at
retail at an event. An operator might also be a vendor at an event,

(3) ReporT REQUIRED. Each operator shall furnish to the
department within 10 days following the close of an event, the
name of the event; the date or dates and Iocation of the event; and
the real name, business name, address, social security number
and, if available, the seller’s permit number of each vendor at the
event.

(4) PORP-:lS Operators shallreport the information required by
sub. (3) on forms provided by the department or in a format similar
to that form.

The
request shall be made in writing to: Wisconsin Department of
Revenue, Operator/Vendor Program, Post Office Box 8902, Mad-
ison, W153708. It shall list the dates and locations of events to be
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held during the calendar year and the proposed method for report-
ing the information required. .

Tax 11.64 Temporary amusement, entertalnment or
recreational events or places. (1) DerFNITIONS. In this sec-
tion:

(a) *Admission” means the right or privilege to have access to
or use of a place, facility or location in Wisconsin where amuse-
ment, entertainment or recreation is provided.

{b) Pursuant to s. 77.51 (10), Stats., “person” includes any nat-
ural person, firm, partnership, joint venture, joint stock company,
association, public or private corporation, cooperative, estate,
trust, receiver, execulor, administrator, any other fiduciary, and
any representative appointed by order of any court or otherwise
acting on behalf of others.

(¢) “Places of amusement, entertainment or recreation”
include, but are not limited to, auditorinums, race tracks, street
fairs, rock festivals or other places where there is any show or
exhibition for which any charge is made including, but not limited
to, the sale of tickets, gate charges, seat charges, entrance fees and
motor vehicle parking fees.

{2) GeNERAL. The gross Iccelpts from the sale of admissions
are subject to sales tax.

(3) ENTREPRENEURS, PROMOTERS, SPONSORS OR MANAGERS. (a)
Entrepreneurs, promoters, sponsors or managers of an amuse-
ment, entertainment or recreational event shall be regarded as
retailers for the purposes of 5. 77.51 (13) (¢), Stats., if the entrepre-
neurs, promoters, sponsors or managers have control and direc-
tion of the event including activities such as controlling the sale
of admissions or admission tickets; controlling or regulating the
admittance of all persons to the event or place; determining the
nature of the amusement, entertainment or recreation te be
offered; deciding the scale of the prices to be charged for admis-
sion; receiving the proceeds from ticket sales, including amounts
from ticket agents or brokers; and deciding, or having the right to
decide, the dlsp051t10n of the net profits, if any, realized from the
event.

(b) As retailers, the entrepreneurs, promolers, sponsors or
managers are persons liable for the sales tax and are required to
hold a seller’s permil for each place of operations pursuant to s.
71.52 (7), Stats., and may be required to post security as provided
in s. 77.61 (2}, Stats. The retailers are required to have a seller’s
permit on the first date on which tickets or admission to an event
to be conducted in this state are offered for sale.

{4) Exceptions. This section does not apply to: :

(a) ‘Traveling attractions which perform in stadiums, theaters
or other places where the permanent management of the stadium,
theater or other location holds a valid seller’s permit, controls the
sale of tickets or admissions and assumes the hablhty for the pay-
ment of the sales tax.-

(b) Churches or other nanprofit groups which operate within
the occasional sale limitations of s. 77.54 (7m), Stats.

(c) Sales of admissions or tickets by any baseball team affili-
ated with Wisconsin department of American legion baseball.

{1) UNDISCLOSED PRINCIPAL. A person who has possession of per-

subject to the tax.

(2) DiSCLOSED PRINCIPAL, (a) Gross receipts from the sale of
tangible personal property made by a person with possession of
the property, who is acting for a known or disclosed principal, are
taxable to the principal if the principal is engaged in the full or
part-time business of selling tangible personal property. If the
principal fails to pay the tax, the agent may be liable for it,

{b) A principal shall be deemed disclosed to a purchaser only
when the evidence shows that the identity of the principal is made
known to the purchaser at the time of the sale, and when the name
and address of the principal appear on the books and records of the
agent.

(3) ENFORCEMENT OF LIENS. Pawnbrokers, storage persons
and others selling tangible personal property to enforce a lien are
refailers with respect to such sales, and tax apphes to the gross
recelpts from such sales.

- *(4) RepossSESSIONS. Repossessions of tangible personal prop-
erty by a seller from a purchaser when the only consideration is
cancellation of the purchaser’s obligation to pay for the property
is not a taxable transaction. However, sales at retail of repossessed
property {e.g., by finance companies, insurance companies, banks
and other financial instituiions) are taxable sales.

Tax 11.56 Printing mdustry {1) DEFINITIO\‘S In this
section:

(a) The process of manufacturmg prmted matter by amanufac-
turer includes initial typesetting and composition, producing a
paste-up, combining photographs with words, making page
makeups and taking pictures of them, making proofs and paper for
editing, producing negatives which go to the stripping department
for assembly of the flat and taking a picture, either posifive or neg-
ative, of a flat which after it is finally proofed is known as plate—
ready film, and producing an image carrier which is installed on
a printing press, or equivalent prepress technology employed to
produce an image carrier, and the bindery/finishing stage. -

(b) “Typesetiing” includes converting images into standard-
ized letter forms of a certain style which usually are hyphenated,
justified and indented automatically by means of machinery and
equipment, Typesetting machinery. and equipment includes:
fonts, video display terminals, tape and disc making equipment,
computers and typesetters which are interconnected to operate
essentially as one machine. A system shall be considered to oper-
ate essentially as one machine whether or not the tape or disc is
automnatically fed to the typesetter.

{c) “Manufacturer” includes a prmier or other person who per-
forms any one or more of the processes in manufacturing printed
matter, provided that the printer or other person qualifies as being
engaged in manuofacturing under s. 77.54 (6my), Stats., whether or
not the printed matter is sold. .

{2) PrINTERS' TAXABLE SALES. Taxable receipts of printers
include gross receipts from the following, unless otherwise
exempt:

(a) Charges for pnntmg, lithography, photohthography, roto-
gravure, gravure, letter press, silk screen printing, imprinting,
multilithing, mimeographing, photostating, steel die engraving,
and similar operations for consumers, whether or not the paper
and other materials are furnished by the consumers. A printer’s
charge for printing on paper furnished by a customer to produce
printed matter not to be sold is subject to the tax.

(b) Charges for services in connection with the sale of printed
matter, such as overtime and set-up charges, die cutting, embos-
sing, folding, and binding operations, and charges for painting
signs, show cards and posters, whether the materials are furmshed
by the printer or by the customer,
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{(c} Charges for envelopes, but not for separately stated charges
for postage in the sale of prestamped envelopes.

(3) TAXABLESALES BY OTHERS, (a) Sales of tangible personal
property by persons who are not printers, including so-called
“trade shops™ such as typesetters, image repraduction manufac-
turers, color separators and binders or finishers are taxable unless
the sales qualify for exemption under s. 77.54 (2) or {2m), Stats.,
or other statutes.

(b) 1. Section 77.54 (2), Stats., exempts the gross receipts from
sales of “...tangible personal property becoming an ingredient or
component part of an article of tangible personal property or
which is consumed or destroyed or loses its identity in the
manufacrme of tangible personal properry in any form des!med
Jor sale...

2. Section 77.54 (2m), Stats., exempts the gross receipts from
sales of “tangible personal property or services that become an
ingredient or component of shoppers guides, newspapers or peri-
odicals or that are consumed or lose their identity in the inanufac-
ture of shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals, whether or
not the shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals are trans-
Jferred without charge to the recipient. The exemption...does not
apply to advertising supplements that are not newspapers.”

(c¢) Tangible personal property includes typed matter, whether
or not combined with artwork, such as typeset output, a paste-up,
mechanical, assembly, camera-ready copy, flat or a photorepro-
duction, including film plates.

{4) NONTAXABLE SALES. Tax does not apply to charges, if
stated separateiy on invoices and in the accountmg records, for
mailing services such as:.

(a). Addressing prmted matter by hand or mechamcally for the
purpose of mailing,

(b) Enclosing, sealing and preparing for matimg

{c) Mailing letters or other printed matter.

{5} EXEMPT PRINTING MACHINERY AND EQUIPMENT. Section
T77.54 (6) (a), Stats., provides that "Machinery and specific pro-
cessing equipment and repair parts or replacements thereof,
exclusively and divectly used by a manufacturer in manufacturing
tangible personal property” are exempt from the sales or use tax,
This includes machinery and equipment and repair parts or
replacements thereof used exclusively and directly by a manufac-
turer in the printing process to manufacture tang1ble personal
propeity.

(6) PURCHASES FOR USE IN MANUFACTURING PRINTED MATTER
FOR SALE. {(a) Persons engaged in manufacturing printed matter
for sale may purchase the followmg items w1th0ut tax under the
statutes indicated:

1. Section 77.54 (2), Stats. Property becoming an ingredient
or component part ofan 1tem destined for sale, such as paper stock
or printing ink.

2. Section 77.54 (2), Stats. Property such as chemicals, emul-
sions, acids, raw Tilm, Iubricating oils, greasés, nonoffset spray,
finished art, color separations, plate-ready film, other positives
and negatives, flats and similar items which are consumed,
destroyed or lose their identity in the manufacture of tangible per-
sonal property to be sold. For example, a printer’s purchases of
positives and negatives which are used to produce catalogs and
shoppers guides it selis to other persons.

. 3. Section 77.54 (6) (b}, Stats, Containers and packaging and
shipping materials for use in packing, packaging or shipping
printed matter to their customers.

(b) The exemption under s. 77.54 (2), Stats., descnbed in par.
(a) 1. and 2., applies to property purchased by a person who does
not use the property other than to provide it to a manufacturer
described in par, (a) for use by the manufacturer in manufacturing
tangible personal property to be sold. The exemption under s,
77.54 (2), Stats., does not apply if the manufactured tangible per-
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sonal property is not to be sold by the manufacturer {o its customer
of by the customer. Examples of nontaxable purchases include:

1. A paper manufacturer’s purchases of negatives which it
transfers to a printer, who uses the negatives to produce printing
which the printer sells to the paper manufacturer.

2. An adverlising agency’s purchases of color separations
which are furnished to' a commercial printer who uses the color
separations to produce advertising material the prmter sells lo the
advertising agency.

{c) Wisconsin use tax is not imposed on raw materials that
would otherwise be subject to use tax under s. 77.53 (1), Stats.,
purchased by a publisher or printer of prinied materials if bclh of
the following conditions are met:

1. The raw materials are processed, fabricated or manufac-
tured into, aitached to or incorporated into printed materials,

2. The resulting printed materials will be shipped outside
Wisconsin for use solely outside Wisconsin,

Examples 1} Company A, a Wisconsin company, publishes catalogs to promote
the sale of ils products, Company A purchases paper from a company that does not
have nexus in Wisconsin. The paper Is delivered to a Wisconsin pnnter that prints the
catalogs for Company A. The catalogs are shipped outside Wisconsin for use solely
oulside Wisconsin,

The paper pu:chascﬂ by Company A for the catalogs is not subject to Wisconsin
use tax.

2} Assume the same facts as 1} above, except that the company selling the paper
is located in Wisconsin.

The papcr parchased by Company A for the catalogs is subject to Wisconsin sales
tax

(7) PURCHASES FOR USE IN MANUFACTURING PRINTED MATTER
NOT FOR SALE. (a) An exemption applies for tangible personal
property or services that become an ingredient or component of
shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals or that are consumed
or iose their identity in the manufacture of shoppers guides, news-
papers or periodicals, whether or not they are transferred without
charge to a recipient. :

Examples: I) Examples of nontaxable purchases include: 1) A shoppers guide
pablisher, who distribates the publication without charge, purchases paper and fur-
nishes it to a printer who charges for the printing of the shoppers guide.

2} A shoppers guide publisher purchases paper it uses te print a shoppers guide
which it distributes without charge to recipients,

{b) The tax applies to purchases of artwork, single color or
multicolor separations, negatives, flats and similar items if those
puzrchases are used in the manufacture of tangible personal prop-
erty not to be sold, other than items exempt under par, (a). A
printer who does not supply paper used in printing tangible per-
sonal property is not selfing tangible perscnal property but rather,
is selling a service.

Examples: 1} A retailer purchases color separations which are used in its cwn
printing plant to proxice advertising materiat it distributes te its customers in Wis-
consin. The sale of the color separations is subject o Wisconsin sales or use tax
because the ad vertising materials manufactured are not destined for sale.

2) Company B purchases finished artwork from an advertising agency. The art-
work and paper are provided 1o a printer who witl print catalogs for Company B. The
catalogs are provided without charge 1o customers, The charge by the advenising
agency to Company B is subject to Wisconsin sales or usc 1ax because the printer is
not sclling tangible personal property.

Coal, fuel oil, propane, steam, peat, fuel cubes produced
from solid waste and wood used for fuel, sold for residential use.

2, FElectricity and natural gas sold during the months of
November, December, January, February, March and April for
residential use. '

3. Electricity sold during the months of November, Decem-
ber, January, February, March and April for use in farming,
inciuding but not limited to agriculture, dairy farming, floriculture
and horticulture.

4. For purposes of the exemptions in subds. 2. and 3., 5. 77.54
(30), Stats., provides that electricity or natural gas is considered
sold at the time of billing. If the billing is by mail, the time of bill-
ing is the day on which the billing is mailed. In any event, each
qualifying customner shall receive only 6 months of service exempt
from taxation during the November through April period.

3. Iffuel or electricity is sold to a person partly for an exempt
use and partly for a use which is not exempt, no tax shall be cot-
lected by the seller on the portion of the gross receipts which is
used for an exempt purpose, as specified on an exemption certifi-
cate provided by the purchaser to the seller, as described in subd.
6. :
6. Where a building, which contains residential quarters and
commercial operations, is heated by one central heating plant, it
is necessary to determine the portion of the fuel purchased which
qualifies for the “residential use” exemption. The percentage of
residential use may be computed by dividing the number of square
feet used for residential purposes, excluding common areas, by

the total area heated, excluding common areas. If this does not
produce a reasonable result, any other reasonable method of esti-
mating may be used. The resulting percentage should be rounded
to the nearest 10%.

7. In this subsection, “residential use™ means use in a structure
or portion of a structure which is a person’s permanent principal
residence. Use in a residence includes heating or cooling: the
premises, heating water, operating fans or other motors, providing
lighting and other ordinary uges by the purchaser in a residence.
Residential use inclides use in single—family homes, duplexes,
townhouses, condominiums, mobile homes, tooming houses,
apariment houses, nursing homes and farm housés, if the structire
is used as a persen’s permanent principal residence. Residential
use includes use in apartment houses, nursing homes and farm
houses even though they are on a commercial or rural meter.

8, “Non-residential use” is use other than “residential use”
and includes any use in the conduct of a trade, business or profes-
sion, whether the trade, business or profession is carricd on by the
owner of the premises or some other person. Tt includes use in sec-
ondary residences, ntotor homes not used as a permanent principal
residence, travel trailérs, other récreational vehicles and transient
accommodations. “Transient accommodations” include hotels,
motels, inns, travel homes, tourist houses, summer cottages,
apartment hotels or resort lodges or cabins, and any accommeoda-
tion which is rented for a continucus period of less than one
manth,

Examples: 1} A person owns a home in Wisconsin where heresides for 7 momhs
each year and a cottage, also in Wisconsin, where he resides for 5 months each year.
The home is his principal residence and the cottage is his secondary residence.

2) A person is aresident of Florida and has a home in Florida. The person also
refains ahomein Wisconsin. The person’s Floridahome is her principal residence and
her Wisconsin home is her secondary residence.

9. A “continuous” certification designation is provided on the
exemption certificate, form 5-016 or $-017, and, if claimed, the
form remains in effect until replaced or revoked. A new certificate
shall be filed if there is a change in the percentage of exemipt use.

(3) TAXABLE PURCHASES. (a) Persons engaged in'the business
of providing electrical or gas public utility service are consumers
of the tangible personal property or taxable services used to pro-
vide the services. The tax applies to the sales of the items to them,
except where a specific exemption apphes, such as the exemp‘
tions shown in sub. (4).

(b) Examples of gross receipts from the sale, lease or rental of
items to a public utility which are subject to the tax are:

1. Transformers, substation equipment and other tangible
personal property purchased by a utility and used to construct,
improve or repair a transmission or distribution line.

2. A confractor’s charges for the construction, improvement
or repair of an overhead utility transmission or distribution line
installed under easement or license on land owned by others.

Note: Secs. Tax 11.86 for more information.

3. Charges for coating pipe or creosoting poles.

4. Charges for X—ray festing of welding joints in the construc-
tion of overhead utility facilities.

5. Gas or electricily purchased for resale but used by a utility,
but not gas used as a fuel in producing electricity or steam.

6. Charges for aerial photographs and maps.

(4) NONTAXABLE PURCHASES. The following sales to public
utilities are not subject to the tax:

(a) Fuel converted to electrical energy, gas or steam by utifities,
as provided under s. 77.54 (6) (c), Stats.

{b) A steam generator or other machines and equipment exclu-
sively and directly used in manufacturing electricity or steam. The
manufacturing process begins when the coal starts moving by
conveyor directly to the boiler bunker, and it ends at the generator
bus duct. An overhead crane used for the installation and repair of
aturbine, and a fuel storage tank are not directly used in manufac-
turing,
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(c) Section 77.54 (30) (a) 4., Stats., exempls sales of “Any resi-
due that is used as afuel in a business activity and that results from
the harvesting of timber or the production of wood products,
including slash, sawdust, shavings, edgings, slabs, leaves, wood
chips, bark and wood pellets mamg’acmred primarily from wood
or primarily from wood residue.”

(d) Charges for X-ray testing of weldmg joints in the construc-
tion of underground utility pipelines.

{5) WASTE TREATMENT FACILITIES. The gross receipts from the
sales of and the storage, use or other consumption of tangible per-
sonal property which becomes a component part of an industrial
waste treatment facility that is exempt or that would be exempt
under s. 70.11 (21) (a), Stats., if the property were taxable under
ch. 70, Stats., is exempt from sales and use tax.

(b) Charges made by veterinarians which shall be subject to the
sales tax include charges for the following activities for animals:

i. Boarding. '

2. Grooming.

3. Clipping.

(c) Sales of tangible personal property by veterinarians which
shall be taxable include the following:

1. Leashes, collars and other pet equipment,

2. Pets.

3. Pet food.

{2) PURCHASES BY VETERINARIANS. (&) Sales to veterinarians
of medicines for pets and sales of other tangible personal property
to be used or furnished by them in the performance of their profes-
sional services to animals shall be subject to the sales or use tax,
except as provided in par. (b} 1.

(b) 1. Veterinarians’ purchases of medicines used on farm live-
stock, not including workstock, are exempt from tax.

2. Veterinarians’ purchases of animal identification tags from
the Wisconsin department of agriculture, trade and consumner
protection are exempt from tax. Purchases of animal identification
tags from other suppliers which veterinarians provide te custom-

ers in performing professional services to animals are subject to
tax,
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(c) If the tax on sales to veterinarians is not collected by a sup-
plier, the veterinarians shall be responsible for and shall report and
pay a use tax on those purchases directly to the department.

Example: A veterinarian purchases medicines for pets from an out-of-state sup-
plier not registered {o coltect Wisconsin sales or use 1ax, The veterinarian fs subject
o Wisconsin use tax on the puschase price of the medicines.

‘TAXABLE SALES AND SERVICES. Charges by a barber or beauty shop
operator for services on human beings are not subject to sales tax.

(2). TAXABLE SALES AND SERVICES. (&) Over the counter sales
by.a barber or beauty shop operator of packaged cosmetics, hair
tonics, lotions, shampoo, wigs, falls, toupees and other merchan-
dise and their charges for servicing wigs, hair pieces or other tan-
gible personal property are subject to sales tax unless par. (b)
applies. A barber or beauly shop operator who engages in sales
subject to sales tax under this subsection shall register as a retailer
and is responsible for collecting and rcmlttmg to the' depariment
the tax on taxable sales or charges,

(b) A barber or beauty shop operator is not required to register
as a retailer and collect Wisconsin sales tax if the gross receipts
from sales of tangible personal propetty or taxable services are
$1,000 or less within a calendar year.

(2) (a)
may purchase tanglb]e personal property, such as hair pieces, for
resale without paying tax by issuing their supplier a properly com-
pleted resale certificate.

(c) Tangible personai property puréhased by a barber or beauty
shop operator and used in providing servxces is subject to sales or
use tax.

(d) If a barber or beauty shop operator gives a resale certificate
for tangible personal property to a supplier and then consumes the
property in providing services, the barber or beauty shop operator
is liable for use tax at the time the property is first used in a taxable

Tax 11.63 Radio and television stations. (1) Now-
TAXABLE SERVICES, Gross receipts from the sale of the following
services are not subject to the sales and use tax:

{a) Airtime.

{b) Advertising.

(2) TaxaBLESALES. (2) Gross receipts from charges imposed

by a radio or television station for art work, slides, films, tapes or
other tangible personal property which the station prepares or pro-
duces for its adverlisers or sponsors are subject to the sales and use
tax. The gross receipts are taxable even though a station may
retain possession of the tangible personal property because “sale”
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is defined to include the transfer of not only title to and possession
of tangible personal property, but also the transfer of enjoyment
of tangible personal property. If an advertiser maintains any con-
trol over the tangible personal property prepared or produced,
such as the right to determine when the property will be used for
advertising purposes, the advertiser is deemed to have received
the enjoyment of the property.

(b) Gross receipts from a radio or television auction are subject
to the sales and use tax.

Example: Aradiostationhas a program where the announcer placcs items of mer-
chandise of local retailers or sponsors up for bid tothestation’s listeners, ‘The suceess-
ful bldder.chosenby theradio station, delivers the purchase price of the merchandise
ta the radio station and receives a purchase certificate that allows him to redeem the
merchandise from the retailer or sponsor. The purchascmoney isretained by the radio
station, although the retailer is compensated by the station for its participation in the
form of radio advertising. The radio station is subject 4o sales tax on the gross receipts
from the program.

(c) If aradio or television station advertises on behalf of out—

of-state persons to sell merchandise, such as records or books, the

station is the retailer of the merchandise and shall pay sales {ax on
the sates if:

1, The advertising message does not clearly identify the out—
of—state source of the merchandise; or

2. The merchandise orders are sent ditectly. to the station
which accounts for the gross receipts.

(3) NONTAXABLE PURCHASES. Gross receipts from the sale,
lease or rental of motion picture films or tape, and advertising
materials related to the motion picture films or tape, to a motion
piciure theater or radio or television station are exempt from the
sales and use tax under s, 77,54 (23m), Stats. Sales of blank or raw
video or audio tapes to television or radio sfations are mc!uded in
this exemption,

{4) TAXABLE PURCHASES. Radio and television stations are
consumers of equipment, materials and supplies used to conduct
their businesses and shall pay sales or use tax on purchases of this
tangible personal property except as provided in sub. (3).

(5) BroApcasTiNg TOWERS. Comnmercial broadeasting tow-
ers constituting the transmission antenna system of a radio or tele-
vision station are deemed, for sales and use tax purposes, either
real estate improvements if installed on land owned by the station
or tangible personal property if installed on land owned by others.
Contractors engaged in construction of broadcasting fowers that

. are real estate improvements are the consumers of building mate-

rials used by them in constructing, altering or repairing those tow-
ers and shall pay tax on the cost of the materials. Contractors
engaged in construction of broadcasting towers that are tangible
personal property may purchase materials used by them in’
constructing, altering or repairing those towers without tax for
resale. The charge by the conlractor to the purchaser is subject to
tax,

Tax 11.64 Background music. (1) GENERAL. Persons
in the business of providing background music commonly utilize
one or both of the methods set forth below. The sales and use tax
consequences depend upon the method used.

(2) MUSIC PLAYED AT CENTRAL STUDIO. The gross receipts
from the furnishing of background music to business, industry and
others from a ceniral studio over telephone circuits or by FM radio
are not subject to the sales or use tax. The persons who provide
such service are the consumers of the tapes, tape playets, transmit-
ters and other tangible personal property used to provide the ser-
vice, and their purchases of these items, as well as telephone ser-
vices from the telephone company, are taxable. However, the
gross receipts from equipment leased or rented to the customer as
part of providing this service are taxable, and an exemption for
resale may be claimed on the purchase of such ieased or rented
equipment, if the equipment is used exclusively for lease or rental.
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(3) MusiC PLAYED BY CUSTOMER. The gross receipts from the
lease, rental, hire or license to use all tangible personal property
comprising a background music sysiem arc taxable when the sys-
tem is located on a customer’s (e.g., lessee’s or Heensee's) prem-
ises and is operated by the customer. Any charge for installing the
system is taxable, The sale of the tapes, equipment and other tangi-
ble personal property to thé person providing the system (e.g., the
lessor or licensor) is exempt as a sale for resale, since reatal is the
equivalent of a resale,

Tax 11.65 - Admissions. (1) TAXABLESALES. (a) Thesale
of admissions to amusement, athletic, entertainment or recre-
ational events or places and the furnishing for dues, fees or other
considerations, the privilege of access to clubs or the privilege of
having access to or the use of amusement, entertainment, athletic
or recreational facilities are taxable. This includes admissions to
movies, batlets, musical and dance performances, ball games,
campgrounds, circuses, carnivals, plays, hockey games, ice
shows, i‘alrs, snowmobile and automobile races, and pleasure
tours or cruises.

{b) The sales tax applies to the gross receipts of organizations
which have as an objective the supplying of amusement, athletic,
enter{ainment or recreational facilities fo their members such as
country clubs, golf clubs, athletic clubs, swimming clubs, yacht-
ing clubs, tennis clubs and flying clubs. Taxable sales include the
sale, furnishing or use of recreational facilities on a periodic basis
and other recreational rights, including but not limited to member-
ship rights, vacation services and club memberships sold in con-
nection with the sale of time—share properties described in s.

707.02 (32), Stats. The proceeds received from initiation fees, -

special ‘assessments, dues, and stock sales of clubs supplying
amusement, athletic, entertainment or recreational facilities to
members are charges for the privilege of obtaining access to the
clubs and are taxable receipts of the clubs.

{c) Admissions to customer participation events such as swim-
ming, skiing, bowling, skating, bingo, golfing, curling, dancing,
card playing, hayrides, hunling, fishing, and horseback or pony
riding are taxable, _

(d) The charge for the privilege of fishing in fish ponds is tax-
able, even if the charge is based in whole or in part on the pounds
or size of fish caught. The charge for the privilege of hunting in
shooting preserves, pheasant farms and fenced area bird and ani-
mal farms is also taxable, even if the charge is based in whole or
in part on the number of game birds or animals taken.

{e) A person who provides boat, tackle, bait and guide service
provides a combination of recreational items which are subject to
the tax, but guide service alone is not taxable.

(f) The sales tax applies to the gross recelpts from conducting
bingo games.

(g) The receipts from the sale or furnishing of access to camp-
grounds, other than Wisconsin state park campgrounds, are tax-
able, whether the fees are collected on a daily, weekly, annual or
other basis.

{) The sale of admissions to pleasure tours and cruises,
including a cruise originating in Wisconsin by boat on a body of
walter on the border of Wisconsin, is taxable regardless of whether
a portion of the cruise takes place on out—of-state waters.

(2) NO’\!TAXABLE saLES. The following are nontaxable admis-
sions:

(a) The dues of civic, fraternal, religious, patriotic and lodge
type organizations which are not organized for the purpose of fur-
nishing amusement, athletic, entertainment or recreational faciti-
ties o their members,
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(b) Admissions to museums of history, art or science, and to
auto or trade shows, if professional entertainment is not provided
at the show. Also, all admission fees to any museum operated by
a nonprofit corporation under a lease agreement with the state his-
torical society, such as the circus world museum,

{c) Admissions to antique shows unless the admission charge
can be used as a credit against the price of merchandise purchased.

(d} Entry fees in contests if the primary motive of the majority
of the persons entering the contest is “business” and not “recre-
ation”. Generally, ‘entry fees are not taxable for:

1. Professional golfers entering a major tournament.
2. Professiconal riders entering a rodceo.
3. Professional stock car drivers entering an auto race,

4, Large snowmabile races where the entrants are primarily
manufacturers’ representatives.

(e) The gross receipts from the sales of tangible personal prop-
erty, tickets or admissions by any baseball team affiliated with the
Wisconsin department of American legion baseball.

(f) Campground fees in Wisconsin state parks,

(g) Admissions to events conducted by nonprofit organiza-
tions when the event does not involve entertainment as provided
in s. 77.54 (Tm), Stats., the organization is not engaged in a trade
or business as defined in s. 77.54 (7m), Stats., and is not otherwise
required to hold a seller’s permit.

(3) Prize MONBY. Bowling alley proprietors shall pay tax on
all their regular bowling fees, including bowling tournament
entrance fees, However, in the case of tournament entrance fees,
the proprietor may subtract from its taxable gross receipts the
amount advertised and set aside for prize money.

{4) DonatIONs. () Persons conducting recreational events
occasionally assert that the receipts are not taxable because they
are donations and not charges for admission. To qualify as a dona-
tion, a payment shall be totally voluntary and no restriction what-
soever may be placed on the entrance of persons not making a
donation. The facts surrounding the requests for the donation shall
be obvious that admittance is not restricted to those making a
donation. A set amount for the donation, such as through newspa-
per publicity or signs at the entrance, a turnstile or restrictive
device that shall be passed through, or an attendant requesting a
donation at the door shalt be prcsumptwe evidence that the charge
is not a donation but that the payment is required.

{b) When a charge to a patron bears little or no relationship to
the actual value received, such as $100 per ticket for a fund raising
dinner dance, the tax may be based on reasonable value of the tan-
gible personal property and taxable services received.

(5) LocarioN OF EVENT. The receipts from sales of tickets of
admissions to places of amusement or athletic evenis which take
place in Wisconsin are taxable, even though some of the tickets
may be sold out-of-state. For example, all sales of university of
Wisconsin football tickets for games played in Wisconsin are tax-
able. However, if the university of Wisconsin, as agent, sells tick-
ets for the university of Michigan, the receipts are not subject to
the Wisconsin sales tax.

(1) DemANITIONS. In this section:

{a) “Private line” means a dedicated local or interexchange
channel provided for communication between 2 points without
use of the local or foll switching network, for the exclusive use of
one or several customers.

(b) “Service address” has thc same meaning as in s. 77.51
(17m), Stats,

Note: Service address as defined in s, 77.51 (17m), Stats., is “‘the Focation of the
telecommunications equiprment from which telecommunications services are origi-
nated or at which telecommunications services are received by a buyer. If this is not
adefined location ... ‘scrvice address” means the focation where a buyer makes pri-
mary usc of the telecommunications equipmient as defined by telephone number,
authorization code or location where bills are sent.”

(2) GeneraL. The sale of telecommunications services, not
including services paid for by the insertion of coins in a coin-op-
erated telephone, is subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax if both
of the following occur:

(a) The service originates in Wisconsin.

(b} The service is charged to a service address in Wisconsin,
regardless of the location where that charge is billed or paid. These
charges include:

1. Telephone calls or transmissions placed via dial 1 equal
access systems in which the service provider identifies the tele-
phone number of the line from which the call originates and the
charge for that call is added to the account of the person responsi-
ble to pay that charge. _

Note: “Dial 1" and “equal access” are different terms which describe the same
thing, namely the procedurs by which a customer accesses the system or network of
a long distance telecommunications service provider, Prior to the breakup of AT&T
and the entrance of other commeon carriers into the competilive market, a customer
wanting to make along distance catldialed 1 + area code + local exchangetelephone
nuwber, Thus, the term “diat 1" access applies, The Court, in part of the proceedings
concemning the breakup of AT&T, ordered that other common carriers be allowed to
provide this same "dxa] 1" access procedure as AT&T. Thus, this procedure is also
called “equal access.”

Examples: 1} Anemploye of Corporauon A located in M.ilwaukcc, Wisconsin,
places a telephone call to Corporation B in Minneapolis, Minnesota. The tefephone
bill does not identify the originating telephone number of Corporation A; bowever,
the telephone company's backup records identify the call as originating in Corpora-
tion A. In this circumstance, the call is charged 1o a service address in Wisconsin,

2} Corporation C has offices in Milwaukee, Wisconsin, and Chicago, Illinois.
Employes at Corporation C's Milwaukee office originate telephone calls to custom-
ers and otiers at various locations outside Wisconsin. The telephone calls are identifi-
gblein the telephone service provider's records as originating in Milwavkee. Because
Corporation C’s accounting office is in Chicago, Illinois, the telephone bill is mailed
by the service provider to Corporation C’s Chicaga office. The scrvice originated in
Wisconsin and was chasged to a service address in Wisconsin since the calls were
identifiable as originating at Corporation C's Milwaukee office.

3} Ancmploye of Corporation D indsiates the transmission of data from Corpora-
tion D’s office in Wisconsin to Corporation D’s office in another state via a telecom-
mmunications service provider's facilities. The service provider’s records and equip-
ment identify the transmission as originating in Corporation D's office in Wisconsin.
The service originated in and was charged to a service sddress in Wisconsin since the
calls were identifiable as originating at Corporation D’s Wisconsin office.

2. Telephone calls made from a location in Wisconsin other
than the callet’s own telephone for which the caller instructs the
operator fo charge the call to the caller’s own telephone focated in
Wisconsin.

Example: A customer is away fromhes home telephone but wishes to place along
distance call from ancther location in Wisconsin. The customer requests that the
charge for that eall be included with other calls made from the caller’s home or busi-
ness phone in Wisconsin rather than appear on the bl of the person from whose te!e-
phone the call was placed.

3. Telephone calls made from any location in Wisconsin by
use of a credit card where the service provider issuing the credit
card is also the dial 1 equal access service provider for the custom-
er’s telephone in Wisconsin and the charge for the call is made to
the customer’s account.

Example: Tom Edwards has a credit card from DEF Corporation, which is his dial
1 equal access telecommunications service provider. Alllong distance calls he makes
from Wisconsin and which are charged to his credit card account are considered to
be charged to a service address in Wisconsin, regardless of whether the telephone
number or credit card account number appear on the bill and regardless of where the
bill is mailed.

4. Telephone calls made from any location in Wisconsin by
use of a credit card where the service provider issuing the credit
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card is not the cardholder’s dial 1 equal access service provider,
but where the cardholder’s telephone is in Wisconsin,

Example: Ed Brown has a credit card issued by DEF Corporation but uses ABC
Corporation as his dial 1 equal access service provider. AH long distance calls he
makes from Wisconsin and which are charged to his credit card account are consid-
ered to be charged to a service address in Wisconsin, regardless of whether the tele-
phone number or account numbcr appear on the bill and regardless of where the bill
js mailed,

5. Service which originates in a local exchange in Wisconsin
that does not provide dial I equal access.

“Example: Jilt Green has chosen GHI Corporation as her inter-LATA long dis-
tance telecommunications service provider for her law office. Jilt's office Isinan area
where the local exchange does not yet provide dial [ equal access service tolong dis-
tancé carriers other thant AT&T. When Till wants to send data to an cut-of-state client
she 1) dials the access number called Point of Presence or POP number, of GHI Cor-
poration’s system, 2) enters her account number, to identify herself as the party pay-
ing for the call, and 3) enters the area code and telephone number of her out-of-state
client. Alllong distance service whichoriginates in Wisconsin and which Jill charges
to her account is considered to be charged to a service address in Wisconsin, regard-
Jess of whether the account mumber or her telephone number appear on the bill and
regardiess of where the bill is mailed.

{3} TAXABLE TELECOMMUNICATIONS SERVICES. Telecommu-
nications services which are subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax
include:

{a) Local and toll service and Wide—Area Telecommunications
Service, or WATS, including inirastate private line service.

Example: Company JKL, headquartered in Milwaukee, has branch offices in
Madison, Green Bay, Chicago and Minneapolis. Company JKL conrtracts witha tele-
communications company for private line telecommunications service between its
Mifwaukee office and each branch office, The charges by the telecommunications
company Tor private line service between the Milwaukee and Madison offices and
between the Milwaukee and Green Bay offices are subject to Wisconsin sales or use
tax because the charges are for intrastate private line service. Also see sub. (4) (d).

(b) Channel services.
(¢) Telegraph services.

(d) Cable television system services, including installation
charges.

(e) Teletypewriter services.
(fy Computer exchange services.
{g) Cellular mobile telecommunications services.

{h) Specialized mobile radio services and any other form of
mobile one—way or two—way communications sefvice,

(i) Stationary two—way radio services.

(j) Paging services.

(k) Facsimile, or FAX, transmission services.
(L) Teleconferencing services.

{m) Any other transmission of messages or information by
electronic or similar means between or among points by wire,
cable, fiber optics, laser, microwave, radio, satellite or similar
facilities,

(4) NONTAXABLE SERVICES. (iross receipts from the sale or

- charge for the following services are not taxable:

(a)  Interstale or international telecommunications service if
the service originatcs from another state or country or if the ser-
vice originates in Wisconsin but is charged to a service address in
another state or country.

(b) Basic or sophisticated emergency telephone system ser-
vices provided by a telecommunications utility for which charges
are levied pursuant o a county ordmance under s. 146.70 (3},
Stats.

(¢) Access services, Measured Toll Service, or MTS, and
Wide—Area Telecommunications Service, or WATS, services
reseflers purchase, repackage, and resell to customers. .

(d) Interstate private line service, including tie lines and for-
eign exchange service, charged on a flat rate periodic basis.

Example: Company MNO, headquartered in Milwaukee, has branch offices in
Madison, Green Bay, Chicago and Mianeapolis. Company MNO contracts with 2
telecommunications company for private line telecornmunications service between
its Milwaukes office and each branch office. The charges by the telecommunications
company for private line service between the Milwaukee and Chicago offices and
hetween the Milwaukee and Minneapolis offices are not subject to Wisconsin sales
or use tax, because the charges are for interstate private line services, Also see sub.

(3) @
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(e) Nonmechanical telephone answering services.

(f) Transfers of services, commonly called “access services”
to an interexchange carrier which permit the origination or ter-
mination of telephone messages between & customer in this state
and one or more points in ancther telephone exchange,

(5) PURCHASES BY PERSONS PROVIDING SERVICE. Persons
engaged in the business of providing communications services are
consumers, not retailers, of the tangible personal property used in
providing those services. The tax applies to the sale of property to
them. However, s. 77.54 (24), Stats., exempls “apparatus, equip-
ment and electrical instruments, other than station equipment, in
central offices of telephone companies, used in transmitting traf-
fic and aperating signals.”

Note: Section Tax 1166 interprets ss. 77.51 {[Tm) and (21n), 77.52 {23 () 5, and
12. and (am) and 77.54 (24), Stats.

Note: The Dane County Circuit Court’s decision of May 22, 1981 in Wisconsin
Drepartment of Revenue v. North—West Services Corporation and North—West Tele-
phone Company held that a tetephone company may purchase without fax tangible
personal properiy leased or rented to custemers in conjunciion with an activity open
to competition with others who are not public utilities.

Note: Theinterpretations in s, Tax 11,66 are effective under the general sales and
use tax law en or after September 1, 1969, except: (@) Chapter 39, Laws of 1975,
effective July 31, 1975, expanded the telephone services subject to the tax to include
“telephone services of whatever nature'; (b) Chapler 39, Laws of 1975, alse imposed
the fax on cable television service, effective October 1, 1975; (¢) Chapter 317, Laws
of 1981, imposed the tax oninterstate telegraph and telephone service, effective May

Tax 11.67 Service enterprises. (1) GeNgrAL. Whena
transaction involves the fransfer of tangible personal property
along with the performance of a sérvice, the true objective of the
purchaser shall determine whether the transaction is a sale of tan-
gible personal property or the performance of a service with the
transfer of property being merely incidental to the performange of
the service, I the objective of the purchaser is to obtain the per-
sonal property, a taxable sale of that property is involved. How-
ever, if the objective of the purchaseris to obtain the service, a sale
of aservice is involved even though, as an incidence to the service,
some tangible personal property may be transferred,

Example: A person performing business advisory, record keeping, payroll and

tax services for small businesses is providing a service even though this person may

" provide forms and binders withous chargeas partof the service. The personisthe con-

sumer, not the seller, of tangible personal property furnished as an incidence to l.hc,
service.

(2) RECEIPTS AND PURCHASES OF PERSONS PROVIDING SERVICES.
(a) Since persons engaged in the business of furnishing services
are consumers, not retailers, of the tangible personal property
which they use incidentally in rendering their services, tax applies
to the sale of such property to them. Examples are phystctans law-
yers and accountan(s,

(b) A person who pcrforms a nontaxable service in conjunc-
tion with the sale of tangible personal property is a retailer with
respect to the sale, and the tax applies to the total gross receipts
from the sale without any deduction for the work, labor, skill, time
spent or other expense of producing the property.

(c) If there is a single charge for providing both taxable and
nontaxable services, the entire charge is subject to the tax, unless
it is determined by the department that another method, such as
allocation or primary purpose of the transaction, more accufately
reflects the tax. If the charges for taxable and nontaxable services
are separately stated on an invoice, the tax applies only to the
charge properly atiributable to the taxable services, unless it is
determined by the department that the primary purpose of the
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transaction method for computing the tax more accurately reflects
the tax.

{3) SPECIAL SITUATIONS, (a) Hospitals and clinics, Hospitals
and medical clinics generally provide nontaxable professional
services. They are, therefore, the consumers of tangible personal
property used in rendering the services. Hospitals and clinics
which, in addition to rendering professional services, also sell tan-
gible personal property or taxable services are retailers which
shall obtain a seller’s permit and report the tax on these sales.,

Examples: 1} Sales of non—prescription medicine by ahospital or clinic pharmacy
arc taxable.

2) Sales of parking by a hospital or clinic are taxable,

Notet Refertos. Tax 11.002 for adeseription of permit requirements, howloapply
for a permit, and the 15-day time period within which the department is required to
act on pem‘ut apphcauons

{b) Original manuscnpts ormusical arrangements. The trans-
fer to a publisher of an original manuscript or musical arrange-
ment for publication is not a sale of tangible personal property and
is not subject to the tax. However, the sale of copies of an author’s
or composer's work is a sale of tangible personal property and is
taxable. The sale of manuscripts is taxable if the manuscript itself
is of particular value as an item of tangible personal property and
the purchaser is buying the property, not the service which went
into it." '

(&) Artistic expressions. Sales of works of art, such as pamt-
ings and sculptures, are taxable,

(d) Interior decorator’s fee. 1. An interior decorator’s fee is
taxable when the decorator’s services are part of a sale of tangible
personal property. If a decorator bills a client only for the full list
price of property sold and then receives the equivalent of a fee
through the decorator’s supplier in the form of a trade discount,
the decorator shall pay & tax on the full amount billed the client
without any deduction for services performed.

Example: A decorator’s fee is taxable when it is added to the bill for tangible per-
sonal property on a cost—plus arrangement.

2. A decorator’s fee is not taxable if the fee is solely for ser-
vices rendered and there is no sale of tangible personal property
involved with the transaction,

Example! Designing a decorative scheme, adyising clients or recommending col-
ors, paints, wallpaper, fabrics, brands or sources of supply are nontaxable services.

(&) Research and development. 1. The development of
information pursuant to a research and development contract is a
sale of a service which is not subject to the sales tax. Although the
person performing the research and development may be under
confract to provide plans, designs and specifications, or to test and
evaluate a proposed product, the primary objective of the cus-
tomer is to obtain the results of the technical skill and the exper-
imental and research work of the engineers and other technicians
of the researcher.

2. Incertain instances under a research and development con-
tract, the information cannot be developed without the production
of a prototype. In this situation, the researcher owes tax on the
materials used to construct the prototype since it is used to compile
the data, designs, drawings and whatever else is provided to the
cusiomer. The measure of the tax is the cost of the materials going
info the production of the prototype as well as all other materials
consumed in performing the contract. The transfer of the proto-
type is incidental to the transfer of information, and for sales tax
purposes, is deemed not a sale of tangible personal property. How-
ever, if the prototype is transferred to a customer for use in its busi-
ness or for the purpose of reselling it, the researcher may purchase
the materials used to construct the prototype without fax as prop-
erty for resale.

Examples: 1) A prototype is developed by Company A fora manufac!urer who
will use it inits manufacturing activities. The materials used in producing the proto-
type may be purchased by Company A without tax as property for resale. The
manufacturer may purchase the protetype from Company A without tax as property
used exclusively and dircetly in manufacturing by providing Company A with a prop-
crly completed exemption certificate.

2} A prototypeis developed by Company B for an erganization who intends to sell
it to one of its members. The materials used in producing the prototype may be pur-
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chased by Company B without fax as property for resale. The organization may pur-
chase the prototype from company B without tax as property for resale by providing
Company B with a properly completed exemption certificate.

3. A research and development contract is distinguishable
trom a contract for the production of an item after the research and
development has been completed. All charges to the researcher’s
customer relating to the production of such anitemn are for the sale
of tangible personal property, not research and development ser-
vices, and as such are subject to the tax.

{0) Recording studios. When a recording studio agrees to fur-
nish or supply records, acetates or other tangible personal prop-
erly which becomes the property of others, the tax applies to the
total gross receipts resulting from the sale of such tangible per-
sonal property. Gross receipts shall not be reduced for labor or ser-
vice costs, including charges for the use or rental of studio facili-
ties, even though such costs may be itemized in billing the
customer,

(g} Architects, Fees paid to architects, except fees paid to
architects for landscaping planning, to design buildings or struc-
tures are for services performed, and are not subject to the tax. If,
however, an architect has blueprints made from original drawings,
the sale of the blueprints is subject to the tax.

(h) Drafting. ‘Charges made by a self-employed person for
commercial drafting are subject to the tax when the charge is for
detailed drawings based entirely on specifications and data sup-
plied by architects, engineers, or other business firms, These
charges are taxable if the concepts, ideas, specifications or designs
depicted in the drawings produced are the customer’s and the per-
son performing the drafting simply transfers the details supplied
by the customer to paper thereby producing a drawing, which is
tangible personal property, for use by the customer, When the per-
son performing drafting services uses his or her own concepts and
ideas in producing detailed drawings for a customer, the sale of the
drawings is not a sale of tangible personal property.

(i) Enuresis alarms. Charges for rental of bed-wetting atarm
systems are taxable charges for the use of tangible personal prop-
erty, not charges for personat services, whether or not the lessor
analyzes information about the user and completes a report based
on the information. '

(§) Detonating explosives. Detonating explosivesis a non-{ax-
able service. A person who performs such service and furnishes
the explosives used in conjunction with the service is the con-
sumer of the explosives. '

(L) Taxidermists. Gross receipts from services taxidermists
perform on tangible personal property are subject to the tax.

(m) Car washes. The gross receipts of persons providing car
wash service, including those providing coin-operated self-ser-
vice car washes consisting of a pressurized spray of soap and
water, are taxable. These persons are the consumers of the tangible
personal property, such as soap, brushes, and towels, they pur-
chase, except for the wax, air freshener and protectants physically
transferred to a customer’s vehicle, Thus, suppliers may accept a
resale certificate for wax, air freshener and protectants sold to car
wash operators, but suppliers are liable for the tax on all other sales
of supplies to these operators.

(n) Seliciting advertising for telephone directories. Persons
who solicit advertising for telephone books and who, as an inci-
dent of the service, provide telephone books to telephone compa-
nies or their subscribers, are the consumers of and shalt pay tax on
all the telephone books they distzibute in Wisconsin.

Example: Company B located in Wisconsin solicits advertising for telephone
books yellow pages and compiles, publishes and delivers the directories to the sub-
seribers of telephone companies. Company B contracts with an cut-of state corpora-
tion Lo print the directories. The printer delivers a portion of the directories to the U.8.
Postal Service for delivery directiy to telephone subscribers in Wisconsin. The
renaining directories are delivered 1o Company B who in tum distributes them to
subscribers in Wisconsin. Company B is not subject touse tax onthe directories deliv-
ered by the U.S. Postal Service. However, Company B is subject to use tax on the
directories defivered to it which it distributes 10 subscribers.

Note; Section Tax 11,67 interprets ss. 77.51 (4), (12}, (13), (14) (intro.}, {h) and
(L), {15), {200 and (22) (a) and (b} and F7.52 (1), {2) () and (Z2m) {a} and (b), Stats.

Tax 11.68 Construction contractors. .(1) GENERAL.
{a) Construction coniractors may be retailers with respect to some
activities and consumers with respect to others. When a construc-
tion contractor acts as a retailer, the contractor shall obtain a sell-
er’s permit and pay the tax on gross receipts from retail sales of
tangible personal property or taxable services, When the conltrac-
tor acts as a consumer, the contractor shall pay the tax on its pur-
chases of property consumed.

Noter Refertos. Tax 11.002 fora description of permitrequirements, howtoapply
for a permit, and the 15-day time period within which the department is required to
act on penmit applications,

(b) Contractors are retailers of:

1. Property which retains its character as personal property
after sale and installation.

Note: Refer to subs. (4) and (6) for the classificatien of property.

2. Labor or services furnished in installing tangible property

which retains its character as personal property after instatlation.
Note: Refer 1o subs. (4) and (6} for the classification of property.

3. Labor and material furnished in the repair, service, alter-
ation, fitting, cleaning, painting, coating, towing, inspection and
maintenance of items of real property which retain their character
as tangible personal property for repair purposes.

‘Note: Referto sub. (10) for adescription of real property which retains its charac-
ter as tangible personal property for repair purposes.
" 4, Tangible personal property sold.

{c) Contractors are consumers of tangible personal property
they use when engaged in real property construction activities,
such as altering, repairing or improving real property,

{2) REAL PROPERTY CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTORS. {a) Gener-
ally, reat property construction contractors are persons who per-
form real properfy construction activities and include persons
engaged in activities such as building, electrical work, plumbing,
heating, painting, steel work, ventilating, paper hanging, sheet
metal work, bridge or road construction, well drilling, excavating,
wrecking, house moving, landscaping, roofing, carpentry,
masonry and cement work, plastering and tile and terrazzo work.

(b} A retailer may also be a real property contractor, such as
adepartment stere which sells and installs tangible personal prop-
erty which becomes a part of real property after installation,

Exampte; A hot water heater or water softencr sold and installed in a purchaser’s
residence by a retailer becomes real property afterinstallation, The retailer is consid-
ered to be a real propetty contractor,

(c) Real property construction activities include the fabrica-
tion of modular urits designed and fabricated for a specific pre-
fabricated building to be affixed to land at a particular location
designated by the purchaser before the fabrication of the modular
units, The modular units must have a realty function and must
become a permanent accession to realty. '

{3) PURCHASES BY CONTRACTORS. (a) Under §. 77.51 (2),
Stats., contractors who perform real property construction activi-
ties are the consumers of building materials which they use in
altering, repairing or improving real property. Therefore, suppli-
ers” sales of building materials to contractors who incorporate the
materials into real property in performing construction activities
are subject to the tax. This includes raw materials purchased out-
side Wisconsin that are used by a contractor in manufacturing tan-
gible personal property outside Wisconsin, or that are fabricated
or altered outside Wisconsin by a contractor so as to become dif-
ferent or distinct items of tangible personal property from the con-
stituent Taw materials, and are subsequently stored, used or con-
sumed in Wisconsin by that contractor.

Note: Prior to August 12, 1993, raw materdals purchased outside Wisconsin that
were used by a contractor in manufacturing tangible personal property outside Wis-
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consin or that were fabricated or altered outside Wisconsin by a contractor so as to
become differeat or distinet items of 1angible personal property from the constituent
raw materials, and were subsequently stored, used or consumed in Wisconsin by that
coniractor were not subject to tax pursuant to the Circuit Court of Dane County deci-
sion in Morton Buildings, Inc. vs. Wisconsin Department of Revenue (2/10/92).

(b) Property which a construction contractor will resell as per-
sonal property may be purchased without tax for resale. This prop-
erty includes personal property furnished as part of a real property
construction activity when the personal property retains its char-
acter as persohal property after installation. This property also
includes personal property furnished as part of a real property
construction activity when provided as part of a taxable landscap-
ing service.

Note: Refer to subs. {4) and (6) for the classification of property. .

(c) Machinery and equipment, including road building equip-
ment, tunnel shields, construction machines, and cement mixers,
tools, including power saws and hand tools, and supplies, includ-
ing machine lubricating and fuel oils, form lumber and industrial
gases, purchased by a construction contractor for the contractor’s
use are generally cither consumed in the process of construction
or are removed when the project is completed. The contractor is
the consumer of the personal property and shall pay the tax on its
purchases of the property. However, an exemption is provided in
8. 77.54 (5) (d), Stats., for mobile cement mixers used for mixing
and processing and the motor vehicle or trailer on which a mobile
mixing unit is mounted, including accessories, attachments, parts,
supplies and materials for the vehicles, trailers and units;

(d) Under s, 77.54 (26), Stats., contractors may purchase with-
out sales or use tax tangible personal property which becomes a
component part of an industrial waste treatment facility that
would be exempt under s. 70.11 {21) (a), Stats., if the property
were taxable under ch. 70, Stats., or a municipal waste treatment
facility, even though they are the consumers of the property.

Note: Refertos. Tax 111 regarding mdustna! and municipal waste treatment
facilities.

(e) Under s. 77.54 (26m), Stats., contractors may purchase
without sales or use tax waste reduction and recycling machinery
and equipment, including parts, which are exclusively and
directly used for waste reduction and recycling activities which
reduce the amount of solid waste generated, reuse, recycle or com-
post solid waste or recover energy from solid waste, even though
they are the consumers of the property.

Examples: 1) Equipment used in a foundry to clean sand so that the sand can be
reused qualifies for exemption,

2} Equipment used to remove impuritées from lubricating ol used in manufacm:r-
ing machines so that the 01! can contmuc to be vsed by the manufacturer quahﬂcs for
exemption.

3) Equipment used to produce fuel cubes gualifies for exemption. This equipment
shreds waste paper and cardboard, removes forcign objects, blends the materials with
a binding agent, adds moisture if necessary and then compresses the materials into
fuel cabes which are burned by homeowners or others to replace wood

4} A roto-mill machine that mines old pavement and grinds up the mined materials
1o be reused in construction activities qualifies for exempiion,

5) Large steel waste collection containers, including dumpsters, which may be
picked up and dumped into waste colleetion trucks or hauled away on flatbed trucks,
or which may mechanically compact the waste in the container dn not qualify for
exemption.

() Under s. 77.54 (41), Stats., contractors, subcontraclors or
builders may purchase without sales or use tax building materials,
supplies and equipment acquired sclely for or used solely in the
construction, renovation or development of property that would
be exemptunder s, 70.11 (36), Stats., exempts property consisting
of or contained in a sports and entertainment home stadium,

including but not limiied to parking lots, garages, restaurants, .

parks, concession facilities, transportation facilities, and func-
tionally related or -auxiliary facilities and structures; including
those facilities and structures while they are being built;
constructed by, leased to or primarily used by a professional ath-
letic team that is a member of a league that includes teams that
have home stadivms in other states, and the land on which that sta-
dium and those structures and facilities are located, |

(4) CLASSIFICATION OF PROPERTY AFTER INSTALLATION. (a)
Contractors shall determine whether a particular contract or trans-
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action results in an improvement to real property or in the safe and
jnstallation of personal property. In détermining whether personal
property becomes a part of real properiy, the following criteria
shall be considered:

1. Actual physical annexation to the real property.

2 Apphcatlon or adaptation to the use or purpose to which the
real property is devoted; and -

3. An intention on the part of the person making the annex-
ation to make a permanent accession to the real property.

Note: Sce Dept, of Revenue vs. A, O, Smith Harvestore Products, Inc.(1976), 72
Wis. 2d 60, regarding determining whether personal property beconses a part of real
properiy.

(b) Certain {ypes of properly that have a variety of functions
may be personal property in some instances and additions to real
property in others, including boilers, furnaces, stand-by genera-
tors, piumps, substations and transformers. When this property is
installed primarily to provide service to a building or structure and
is essential to the use of the building or structure, it is a real prop-
erty improvement. However, when similar property is installed in
a manufacturing plant to perform a processing function, it may, as
machinery, retain its status as personal property.

{5) PERSONAL PROPERTY WHICH BECOMES A PART OF REALTY. A
consfruction contractor is the consumer of personal property, such
as building materials, which is incorporated into or becomes a part
of real property, and sales of this personal property to a contractor
are subject to the tax. Personal property which becomes a part of
real property includes the following:

(a) Boilers and furnaces for space heating.

(b) Built-in household items such as kitchen cabinets, dish-
washers, fans, garbage disposals, central vacuum sysfems and
incinerators.

{c) Cemetery monuments.

{d) Buildings, and structural and otherlmprovements to build-
ings, including awnings, canopies, carpeting, foundations for
machinery, floors, including computer room floors, partitions and
movable walls attached in any way to realty, general wiring and
lighting facilities, roofs, stairways, stair lifts, sprinkler systems,
storm doors and windows, door controls, air curtains, loading
platforms, central air conditioning units, building elevators,
sanitation and plumbing systems, and heating, ¢ooling and ven-
tilation systems,

{e) Fixed or year-around wharves and docks.

(M Improvements to land, including retaining walls, roads,
walks, bridges, fencing, railway switch tracks, ponds, dams,
ditches, wells, underground irrigation systems except systeriis
sold to and for use by farmers, drainage, storm and sanitary sew-
ers, and water supply lines for drinking water, samt'try purposes
and fire protection.

(g) Planted nursery stock. However the sale of nursery stock
to a landscape contractor, who uses the nursery stock in providing
taxable landscaping services, is not subject to the tax. -

(h) Residential water heaters, water softeners, mtercoms,
incinerators and garage door opening equipment, except portable
equipment.

(i) Silos and grain elevators.

(j) Swimming pools, whoily or partially underground.

(k) Storage tanks constructed on the site.

(1) Traffic signals, and strect and parking lot lighting,

{m) Truck platform scale foundations.

{n) Walk—in cold storage units becoming a component part of
a building.

(6) PROPERTY PROVIDED UNDER A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT
WHICH REMAINS PERSONAL PROPERTY. (2) Contractors shall obtain
aseller’s permit and report for taxation gross receipts from the sale
and installation of personal property, furnished under a construc-
tion contract, which retains its character as personal property after
installation, such as:
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1. Furniture, radio and television sets and antennas, washers
and dryers, pottable lamps, home freezers, portable appliances
and window air conditioning units.

2. Communication equipment, including intercoms, pneu-
matic tube systems, satellite dishes, roof mounted antennas,
CATY wiring and music and sound equipment in business, indus-
trial or commercial buildings, schools and hospitals, but not in
apartment - buildings, convalescent homes or other resrdenual
buildings.

3. Casework, tables, counters, cabinets, lockers, sinks, ath-
letic and gymnasium equipment, and related easily movable prop-
erty attached to the structure in schools, laboratories and hnspitals
but not in apartment buildings, conva]escent l1ornes or other resi-
dentlal buildings. :

4. " Machinery, including safety attachments, equipment,
tools, appliances, process piping and wiring used exclusively by
manufacturers, industrial processors and others performing a pro-
cessing function with the items.

5. Office, bank and savings and loan association furniture and
equipment, including office machines, safe deposit boxes,
drive-up and waltk—up windows, night depository equipment,
remofe TV aufo teller’ systems, camera security eqmpment and
vault doors.

6. Personal property used to carry on a trade or business,
including fixtures and equipment installed in stores, taverns, night
clubs, restaurants, ice arenas, bowling alleys, hotels and motels,
barber and beauty:shops, figure salons, theaters and gasoline ser-
vice stations. Underground storage tanks at gasoline service sta-
tions are real property.

7. Shades, curtains, drapes, venetian blmds and associated
hardware.,

8. Radio, television and cable tetevision station equipment,
but not broadcasting towers installed on their owner’s land,

9. Exceptas provnded inss. 77.51 (4) (b) 6. and (15) (b) 5. and
77.54 (31), Stats., mobile homes located in a mobile home park on
land ownéd by & petson other than the mobile home owner.
Exemptions are provided by ss. 77.51 (4) (b} 6 and (15) (b) 5. and
71.54 (31), Stats., for 35% of the tetal amount for which a new
mobile home that is a primary housing unit, or that is transported
in 2 unattached sections if the total size of the combined sections,
not including additions and attachments, is at least 984 square feet

measured when the sections are ready for transportation, is sold -

and the full amount for which a used mobile home thatis a primary
housing unit is sold or purchased. No credit may be allowed for
trade-ins and the exemption does not apply to a lease or rental.

10. Advertising signs, except their underground concrete
foundations. A foundation is underground even though a portion
of the foundation extends above the grade.

11. Buildings and standing timber sold for removal.

12. Utility transmission and distribution lines instalied above
ground on land owned by others as provided in s. Tax 11.86 (1),
and oil and gas pipeline pumping station equipment.

13, Commercial and industrial incinerators whxch do not
become an integral part of the building.

14, Seatmg in auditoriums and theatcrs, and theater stage
lights and projection equipment.

(b} If a few items of tangible personal property, minor in cost
in relation to the total amount of a contract, are sold as part of a
contract which includes construction of a building or other struc-
ture and no separate charge is made for the personal property, the
cost of the property to the construction contractor shatl be used as
the measure of gross receipts subject to sales tax, If a separate
charge is made for any of the items, they are subject to the tax, but
not less than on their cost.

Example: A refrigerator or drapes are included in the coniract to construct a new
fouse. The cost of the refrigerator and drapes to the construction contractor are
included in the measure of gross receipts subject 1o sales tax.

(7) PROPERTY PURCHASED BY A PERSON WHO PERFORMS BOTH
CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTING AND RETAIL SELLING, WHEN DESTINA-
TION OF PROPERTY PURCHASED IS UNKNOWN AT TIME OF PURCHASE.
Section 77.51 (2), Stats., provides in part that “A contractor
engaged primarily in real property construction activities may
use resale certificates only with respect to purchases of property
which the contractor has sound reason to believe the contractor
will sell to customers for whom the contractor will not perform
real property construction activities involving the use of such
property.” However, some construction contractors who.also sell
censtruction supplies at retail do not know when they purchase
these supplies whether they will be consamed in construction con-
tracts or resold to others. In these instances, a construction con-
tractor may do one of the following at the time of making pur-
chases:

‘(a) Give aresale certificate to suppliers and purchase the prop-
erty without tax. If the contractor later resells the property, the
confractor shall report the sales and collect and remit the tax on the
sales price to customers, If the property is used in fulfillment of
a construction contract, the contractor shall pay a use {ax on its
purchase price.

(b) Pay sales tax to suppliers on all property purchased. If the
property is later consumed in fulfilling a construction contract, the
tax obligation is taken care of. If the property is resold at retail, the
contractor shall collect and remit sales tax on these retail sales, but
may take as a credit against the sales tax any tax paid to suppliers
at purchase.

(8) PROPERTY PURCHASED TC FULFILL A CONTRACT WITH AN
EXEMPT ENTITY, (a) The sales tax exemption provided to govern-
mental units and other exempt entities, such as churches and non-
profit hospitals, does not apply to building materials purchased by
a contractor for use under a construction contract to alter, repair
or improve real property for the exempt entity. Gross receipts from
sales of these building materials to a contractor are subject to the
tax if the building materials become part of real property after
construction or instatlation.

Examples: 1} A contractor shall pay the tax to its supplier of tangible pcrsonal
property purchased to construct a bridge, road or governmental building, since the
properly becomes a part of realty after installation.

2) A contractor shall pay fax on its purchases of pumps and other equipment for
useat amunicipal well or pumping station, since the property beconws a part of realty
after instaliation,

by A contractor may purchase wnthout tax as property for
resale tangible personal property which retains its character as
personal property after installation as described in sub, (6), even
though the resale of the property by the contractor is exempt when
the property is sold to a governmental unit or other exempt entity
having a Wisconsin certificate of exempt status. This property
inciudes furniture; processing machinery or equipment used in a
municipal sewerage or water {reatment plant; classroom labora-
tory sinks, tables and other equipment; and seating for an audito-
rium. This exemption does not apply to property which becomes
a part of real property as described in sub. {5) and par. (a).

(9) USE OF PROPERTY PURCHASED QUTSIDE WISCONSIN, (a) If
a construction contractor, when the contractor acts as a consumer,
purchases property outside Wisconsin for use in Wisconsin, the
contractor shall pay the Wisconsin use tax, but may claim a credit
against this use tax for any sales or use tax legally due and paid in
the state where the purchase was made.

(b) If a construction contractor purchases property cutside
Wisconsin which will be stored in Wisconsin and subsequently
used in real property construction activities outside Wisconsin,
the contractor shall pay the Wisconsin use tax on those purchases,
but may claim a credit against this use tax for any sales or use tax
legally due and paid in the state where the purchase was made or
property was used prior to being stored in Wisconsin.

- (¢) If Wisconsin has jurisdiction over the out—of—state sup-
plier, the supplier shall collect the use tax and remit it to the depart-
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ment, If the supplier fails to do so, the contractor shall report and
pay the tax to Wisconsin.
~ Note: The use tax as provided for in sub. {9) does not apply prior to August 12,
1993, to raw materials purchased outside Wisconsin that are, prior to being stored,
used or consumed in Wisconsin, manufactured into tangible personal property by that
contractor outside Wisconsin, or that are fabricated or altered outside Wisconsin by
that contractor so as to become different or distinet items of tangible personal prop-
erty from the constituent materials pursaiant to the Circuit Court of Dane County deci-
ston in Morton Buiidings, Inc. vs. Wisconsin Department of Revenue (2/1092).
(10) CoONSTRUCTION AND REPAIR SERVICES. (a) A contractor
who performs real property construction activities may not add
tax to any charge for labor or material, since gross receipts from
these activities are not taxable, The tax which a contractor pays on
its purchases of materials consumed in real property construction
increases its cost of the materials and becomes a cost of doing
business.

(b) A contractor’s charges for the repair, service, alteration, fit-
ting, cleaning, painting, coating, towing, inspection and mainte-
nance of all tangible personal properly are taxable. Solely for the
purpose of imposing the tax on this service, numerous items that
in other gircumstances and for other purposes are deemed part of
real property are deemed to retain their character as tangible per-
sonal property. Accordingly, any construction contractor who is
engaged in the repair, service, alteration, fitting, cleaning, paint-
ing, coating, fowing, inspection and maintenance of any items
listed in par. (c) or other items of tangible personal property shall
register as a retailer and pay the tax On gross receipts from’ the per-
formance of these services.

(c) Section77.52 (2) (a) 10., Stats., prov1desm part that “...the

following itemms shall be deemed fo have retained their character
as tangible personal property, regardless of the extent to which
any such item is fastened to, connected with or built into réal prop-
erty: furnaces, bollers, stoves, ovens, including associated hoods
and exhaust systems, heaters, air conditioners, humidifiers, dehu-
midifiers, refrigerators, coolers, freezers, water pumps, water
heaters, water conditioners and sofieners, clothes washers,
clothes dryers, dishwashers, garbage disposal units, radios and
radio antennas, incinerators, television receivers and antennas,
record players, tape players, jukeboxes, vacuum cleaners, furni-
ture and furnishings, carpeting and rugs, bathroom fixtures, sinks,
awnings, blinds, gas and electric logs, heat lamps, electronic dust
collectors, grills and rotisseries, bar equipment, intercoms, recre-
ational, sporting, gymnasium and athletic goods and equipment
including by way of illustration, but not of limitation bowling
alleys, golf practice equipment, pool tables, punching bags, ski
tows and swimming pools; office, restaurant and tavern type
equipment including by way of illustration, but not of limitation

- lamps, chandeliers, and fans, venefian blinds, canvas awnings,
office and business machines, ice and milk dispensers, beverage—
making equipment, vending machines, soda fountains, steam
warmers and tables, compressors, condensing units and evapora-
tive condensers, 'pneumatic conveying systems; laundry, dry
cleaning, and pressing machines, power tools, burglar alarm arm'
Jire alarm fixtures, electric clocks and electric signs.’

(d) Charges for tangible personal property, such as'a repair
part, incorporated into property listed in par. (c) being repaired are
taxable. Because the item repaired is deemed personal property,
any tangible personal property incorporated into it is deemed pur-
chased by the contractor for resale and therefore, may be pur-
chased without tax, :

Example; Ifacontractor is engaged torepair arefrigerator, whether free-standing
personal property or built-in 50 as to be a part of real property, in a home, the repair
service and any charge for pasts are taxable.

(11) REPAIR SERVICES CONTRASTED WITH REPLACEMENT SER-
vices. Section 77.51 (4} (c) 4.; Stats,, provides that taxable gross
recelpts do notinclude the price received for labor or services used
in installing property which constitutes a capital improvement of
real property. On the other hand, s, 77.52 (2) (a) 10., Stats,, pro-
vides that the price received for labor or services in repairing,
servicing, altering, fitting, cleaning, painting, coating, towing,
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inspection and maintenance of tangible personal property is tax-
able and many specifically named items retain their character as
personal property regardless of the extent to which fastened to,
connected with or built into real property. Among these items are
furnaces and boilers used for space heating. In view of these stat-
utes, charges for services-and repair parts for repair of tangible
personal property covered by both statutes, such as a furnace
boiler, are taxable, but charges for services in totally replacing the
property are not taxable. In the nontaxable situation, the replace-
ment personal property is taxable when sold to the contractor
mstallmg it, but the contractor’s charge for the rcplacement ser-
vice is not taxable.

(12) CountY TAX ON BUILDING MATERIALS. (a) Sectmn 77 71
(3), Stats., imposes an excise tax upon a contractor engaged in
construction activities, which includes constructing, altering,
repairing or improving real property within a county which has
adopted the county tax, The tax is measured by the sales price of
the tangible personal property used in constructing, altering,
repairing or improving real property which becomes a component
patt of real property in that county, unless the confractor has paid
the county tax of a county in this state or a similar local sales tax
in another state on the purchase of that property.

(b) Building materials which become a component part of rea]
properiy are used and consumed af the job site,

-(c) In providing repair services to real property subject to taxa-
tion under s. 77.52 (2} (a) 10., Stats., a contractor may purchase
without county tax for resale the building materials used in pro-
viding the taxable services, and the county excise tax imposed
under s, 77.71 (3), Stats., does not apply to those purchases.

“(d} Section 77.77 (3), Stats., provides that the sales tax under
s. 77,71 (1), Stats., and the excise tax under 5. 77.71 (3), Stats., on
the sale of building materials to contractors engaged in the busi-
ness of constructing, altering, repairing or improving real estate
for others is not imposed, if the materials are affixed and made a
structural part of real estate and the amount payable to the contrac-
tor is fixed without regard to the costs incurred in performing a
written contract that was irrevoeably entered into prior to the
effective date of the counly ordinance, or that resuited from the
acceptance of a formal written bid accompanied by 2 bond or other
performance guaranty that was irrevocably submitted before that
date.

(e} The excise tax unders. 77, 71 (3), Stats on buildi ng materi-
als used in real property construction activities is not imposed if
the contracior purchiased the building materials before the effec-
tive date-of the county tax of that county or has paid the sales tax
of another county in this state in purchasing the building materials.

Note: Section Tax 11.68 interprets ss. 77.51 (2), (4) (b} 6. and (c) 4., (14) (intro.},
{g)and {i) and (£5) (B) 5. and () 2., 77.52(2) (a} 10., 11 and 20, 77.53 (L) 71 54 (&)

(3) TAXABLESALES. A financial institution shall obtain a sell-
er’s permit and regutarly file sales and use tax returns if it has tax-
able gross receipts. Taxable gross recexpts mc!ude sales of the fol-
lowing:

(a) Charges for providing parkmg space for motor vehicles.
(b) Coin savings banks.

(c) Collectors’ coins or currency sold above face value.

(d) Commemorative medals.

{e) Gold and silver bultion.

(f) Meals and beverages in the institution’s cafetcna

{g) Personalized imprinted checks, except where the check
printer is the retailer of the checks to customers. A check printer
is the retailer of checks where it sets the price for the checks, pro-
vides the order forms for the checks and invoices or bills the cus-
tomer for the checks, even though the financial institution collects
the order from the customer, charges the customer’s account on
behalf of the check printer and remits the amount due from the
account to the check printer.

(h) Repossessed merchandise.

. {4} PURCHASES. (a) A financial institution’s purchases subject
to sales or use tax include office furniture and equipment, such as
desks, chairs, couches, writing tables and office machines, safe
dcposit boxes, drive-up and walk-up windows, night depository
equipment, vault doors, remote TV auto teller systems and camera
securily equipment,

(b) Any tangible personal property purchased by a financial
institution to be given away to a customer, whether or not based
upon the amount of a deposit, is taxable at the time it is purchased.
This property includes calendars, playing cards, plat books, maps
and any other items transferred to customers to promote business,
Checking account and savings account forms provided to custom-
ers free of charge are also subject to the tax.

(¢) Purchases of tangible personal property that the financial
institution will resell, rather than give away, may be purchased
without tax by giving its supplier a properly completed resale cer-
tificate.

{d) If a financial institution is not required te have a seller’s
permit and has a use tax obligation because purchases are made
without tax, it shall apply for aconsumers’ use tax rcgistration cer-
tificate and report the tax on the purchases.

(5) SPECIAL PROVISIONS. (a) Sales to state chartered credit
unions and to federal and state chartered banks, savings and loan
associations and savings banks are taxable, unless resold by the
credit union, bank, savings and loan association or savings bank.

(b) The use tax may not be imposed directly on a federal credit

-union due to federal restrictions.

~Tax 11.70 Advertising agenc[es. (1) DeFaTioNs. In
this section:

(a) “Finished ar(” means the final art used for actual reproduc-
tion by photomechanical or other processes, or for display pur-
poses. Finished art includes drawings, paintings, designs,
photographs, lettering, paste—ups, mechanicals or assemblies,
charts, graphs and illustrative material not reproduced.

(b) “Preliminary art” means art prepared solely for presenting
an idea to a client or prospective client. Preliminary art includes
roughs, visualizations, sketches, layouts and comprehensives.

(2) TaxaBLE SaLES, The following sales are subject to Wis-
consin sales or use tax, unless an exemption in sub, (3) applies:

{a) Charges for finished art. Finished art is langlble personal
property,

(b) Charges for preliminary art atlor any part of which results
in the production of finished art or other tangible personal prop-
erty by the advertising agency This preliminary artis tangible per-
sonal property.

Examptet 1) Company A contracts with an adverdising agency to produce an
advertising campalgnfor Company A’s product. The advertising agency develops 10
ideas or suggestions, in the form of preliminary art, for an adv erfising ﬂ) er, Company

A selects one of the ideas, and it is developed into finished art, which {s used to pro-
duce fiyers.

The charges by the advertising agency for the production of preliminary art for ail
10 ideas are subject to tax, provided an exemption does not apply to the sale of the
finished art, becanse one idea was selected and was used to prodyuce finished art.

2) Company B contracts with an advertising agency to preduce a radio commer-
cial, Theagency preduces a demenstration tape (demo) which contains several differ-
ent jingles which could be used in the commercial. Company B se]ecl.s one of the
jingles, and the commercial is produced.

The charge by the agency for the deme is subject to tax. The demo is preliminary
art. Since finished art was produced from the preliminary art, the charge 1s subject to
1ax, unless an exemption applies to the sale of the finished art.

(c) Sales of signs, circulars, business catds, stationary show-
cards, banners, posters, bullefins, direct mail advertising, cata-
logs, brochures, commercia]s tapes or other items of tangtble per-
sonal propertly.

Examples; 1} Company C contracts with an advertising ageney to have 10,000
advertising flyers produced. The advertising agency prepares preliminary art. Com-
pany Cdecides on one thenie and the finished art is prodeced. The advertising agency
has the flyers printed and delivered to Company €. Company C mails the flyers to
its Wisconsin customers,

The entire charge to Company C by (he adveriising agency for the flyers, which
includes preliminary art, finished art and the flyers, is subject to tax.

2) Company D decides to have a radio advenising campaign and contracts with
an advemsmg agency. The advertising agency produces several ad\emsmg Jingles
on a“demo™ tape, and Company I} selects one jingle. The adv criising agency then
produces a master tape at its _W"scorlsm sound production studio, The master tape
remains at the studio, and 10 copies or *dubs™ are produced. One dubis givento Com-
pany ), and the other 9 dubs are mailed by the advertising agency direcily to various
Wlsconsm radio stations. The air time is arranged by Company D.

The entire charge by the advertising agency for thc production of the master tape
and dubs is subject to tax.

(d) Photographic services ¢r photostats.

(e) Producing, fabricating, processing, printing or imprinting
tangible personal property for clients for a consideration, even
though the client may furnish the materials used in producing, fab-
ricating, processing, printing or imprinting of the tangible per-

sonal property.

(3) NoONTAXABLE SALES. Charges for the following are not
subject to Wisconsin sales or use tax:

(a) Preliminary art that does not resultin the production o[ fin-
ished art or other tangible personal property.

Example. Company E contracts with a.nadvemsmg agency foran ongoing adver-
tising campa.ign The agency subnnts several suggestions, in the form of preliminary
art, for a spring advertising campaign. These ideas are rejected by Company E. The
cha:ga by the advertising agency for preliminary art not chosen for further develop-
ment is not subject totax, because the prclj.m.maxy art was not developed into finished
art,

(b)Y Writing original manuscripts or news releases.,
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(c) Writing copy to be used in media advertising,

(d) Consultation, market research and compllmg statistical or
other information.

(e Recommendations for advertising themes or merchandis-
ing plans.
(f) Obtaining media space and time.

 (g) Printed material which is designed to advemse and pro-
mote the sale of merchandise, or to advertise the services of indi-
vidual business firms, which is purchased and stored for the pur-
pose of subsequently transporling it outside Wisconsin by {he
client for use thereafter solely outside Wisconsin.
Example: Company Fcontracts with an advertising agency to have 10,000 adves-
tising flyers produced. The advertising agency prepares preliminary art. Company F
decides on one theme and the finished art is produced. The advertising ‘agency has

the flyers printed and delivered to Company F. Company F mails the flyers to fts cus-
tommers located outside Wisconsin,

Fhe entire charge to. Company F by the advertising agency for the flyers, which
includes preliminary art, finished art and the flyers, is exempt from tax because the
printed advertising material is transponcd oniside Wisconsin by Company E for use
by Company ¥ outside Wisconsin,

(1) Printing or imprinting tangible personal property which
will be subsequently transported outside Wisconsin for use out-
side Wisconsin by the client for advertising purposes.

Example: Company G contracts with an advertising agency to prodice an adver-
tising flyer, The advertising agency prepares preliminary ast, Company G decides on
one theme, and the finished art is prepared. Company G provides the finished an,
paper and ink to a Wisconsin printer who prints 10,000 copics of the flyer. The flyers
are mailed by Company G to addresses outside Wisconsin,

‘The charge to Company G by the printer for the printing of the flyers is exempt
fromtax because theflyers are transporied outside Wisconsin for use outside Wiscon-
sin by Company G for advertising purposes.

(i) Tangible personal property that will be resold by the client.

Example; Company H has an advertising agency produce specification sheets for
Company H’s products. The specification sheets are included with the products when
soldso Comparnty H's customers, The advertising agency producesthefinishedartand
has the printing done. Company H receives an itemized bill frony the advertising
agency which shows a charge for the finished art and the prinu'ng

The cntire charge by the advertising agency to Company H is exempt from tax
because the specification sheets are included with Company H's products which will
be sold to customers. Company H may claim a resale exempiion for the specification
shecis by providing the agency with a properly completed Wisconsin resale certifi-
cate, form S$-205.

(j) Tangible personal property becoming an ingredient or com-
ponent part of an article of tangible personal property or which is
consumed or destroyed or loses its identity in the manufacture of
tangible personal property in any form destined for sale,

Example: Company I contracts withan advertising agency to produce an advertis-
ing flyer. The advertising agency prepares preliminary art. Company I decides onone
theme and the finished artis prepared, Company I akes the finished artioa Wisconsin
printer and has 10,000 Ayers printed. The printer uses its own paper and ink to print
the flyers. The fiyers are mailed by the printer to addresses in Wisconsin,

‘The charge to Company I by the advertising agency for the preliminary art and fin-
ished art is exempt from Wisconsin sales tax because the finished art is consumed in
the production of flyers which are sold by the printer to Company L.

(k) Tangible personal property or services that become an
ingredient or component of shoppers guides, newspapers or peri-
odicals or that are consumed or lose their identity in the manufac-
ture of shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals, whether or not
the shoppers guides, newspapers or periodicals are transferred
without charge to the recipient. This exemption does not apply to
advertising supplements that are not newspapers.

Example: Company J contracts with an advertising agency to produce a shoppers
guide advertisement. The advertising agency produces fayouts and roughs for

-approval by Company J. Company J approves, and the finished art for the shoppers

guide advertisement is produced, The preliminary art and finished art charges are
billed 1o Company J for the job. Company J deals directly with the shoppers guide
publisher to run the advertisement in a shoppers guide. The advertising agency bills
Company ] $1,000 for preliminary art and $3,000 for finished art. -

The totat $4,000 charge is exempt from Wisconsin sates oruse tax because the pre-
liminary art results in finished art and the finished art becomes an mgrechent of conl-
ponent partofa shoppers guide, aris consumed orloses its identity in the manufacture
of shoppers guides. .

(L) Containers, labels, sacks, cans, boxes, drums, bags or other
packaging and shipping materials for use in packing, packaging
or shipping tangible personal properly, if the items are used by the
purchaser to transfer merchandise to customers, Also exempt are
meat casing, wrapping paper, tape, containers, labels, sacks, cans,
boxes, drums, bags or other packaging and shipping materials for
use in packing, packaging or shipping meat or meat products,
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regardless of whether these Items are used to transfer merchandise
{0 customers.

Example: An advertising agency produces finished art 1o be used on Company
K’s shipping boxes, Tke boxes are used by Company K to ship its products to its cu's-
tomers. The advertising agency delivers the finished art to a printer who uses the fin-
ished art to print and produce the boxes which the advertising agency resells to Com-
pany K.

The entire charge for the finished art and boxes is exempt from Wisconsin sales
or use tax because the boxes are used by Company K in packing, packaging or ship-
ping merchandise to custemers. Company K should provide the agency with a prop-
crly completed certificate of exemption, form 8§-207.

(4) MEASURE OF TAX. (a) Tax applies to an advertising
agency’s total gross receipts from the sale of tangible personal
property or taxable services without any deduction for any cost
element which becomes a part of the sales price. These elements
include consultation, research, copy, supervision, model fees,
rentals, - photostats, typesetting, postage, express, telephone,
travel, agency service fees, or any other labor or service cost
incurred in the production of that property. No deduction may be
taken even though the costs are separately itemized in a billing to
the client,

(b) Tax applies to 1n—progress bﬂhngs for preductron work
which ultimately results in the production of finished art work or
other tangible personal property.

(5) WiEN AND WHERE SALE OCCURS. (&) The tax applies to an
agency’s gross receipts from the sale of or the storage, use or con-
sumption of tangible personal property in Wisconsin regardless of
whether: .

1. The transfer is to the advertiser or to a third party at the
direction of or on behalf of the client. ‘

2. The client is located in or outside Wisconsin.

Ezample: Anagency’s billing toaclientin Minnesota for finished art transferred
to a business in Wisconsin is taxable,

(b) The sale of tangible personal property or taxable services
occurs when the advertising agency transfers possession of the
tangible personal property to the client or the client realizes the
economic benefits of the property’s use, even though the property
may not be physically transferred to the client.

(6) TEES ADDED TO BILLINGS. When an amount billed as an
agency*“fee,” “retainer,” “service charge™ or “commission” repre-
sents services rendered which are a part of the sale of tangible per-
sonal property, the amount is taxable. IT it clearly represents a
charge or a part of a charge for any nontaxable service rather than
for the sale of tangible personal property, it is not taxable, A fee
representing both taxable and nontaxable sales shall be reason-
ably allocated between taxable and noritaxable sales.

{7) PURCHASES BY AGENCIES. (a) An advertising agency isthe

seller of, and may purchase without tax for resale, any item that:

1. Is resold before use by the advertising agency.

Example: Company Lisan advertising agency. Company L purchases various art
equipment such as paint brushes, easels, eic., that it uses in its operations. A portion
of the art equipment is sold to the gcncraE pubhc for use. Theart equipment Company
L sclis to the general public may be purchased by Company L, without Wisconsin
sales oruse tax as property for resale, provided Company L gives its supplicr a prop-
erly completed Wisconsin resale certificate, form S-205.

2. Becomes physically an ingredient or component part of
tangible personal property the advertrsmg agency produces and
sells.

Example: Company M isan adverusmg agency that produces displays for cus-
tomers. The displays are usually framed or matted photographs or pnnts Company
M may purchasc the frames, matling, and paper for photographs and prints without
Wisconsin sales ornse tax as property for resale, provided it gives its supplier a prop-
erly completed Wisconsin resale certificate, form S-205.

(b} ‘An advertising agency is the consumer of all tangible per-
sonal property other than tangible personal property purchased for
immediate sale to customers or that becomes physically an ingre-
dient or component part of tangible personal property sold by the
agency. As the consumer, the advertising agency is subject to Wis-
consin sales or use tax on the tangible personal property pur-
chased,

'Example: Company N purchases various oftice equipment, such as typewriters,
computers, tables and cabinets which it uses In its advestising agency office. Com-
pany N purchases the equipment from an out—of-state supplier that is not required

(
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1o collect Wisconsin sales or use fax. Company N is subject to Wisconsin use tax en
its purchase of the office equipment.

Note: Porms 5205 and $-207 and their instructions may be obtained free of
charge, by writing to Wisconsin Department of Revenue, PO, Box 8902, Madison,
WI 53708, or by calling (608) 266-2776.

Tax 11.71 Computer. industry.
TERMS. Inthis section:

(a) “Application” means the specific job performance by an
automatic data processing instatlation.

(b) “Automatic data processing equipment” includes comput-
ers used for data processing purposes and their peripheral equip-
ment as well as punched card tabulating machines. It does not
include tape-controlled automatic drilling, milling or other
manufacturing machinery or equipment.

{c) “Basic operational programs”, commonly referred to as
“systems software”, means the programs that perform overall
control and direction of the computer system and permit it to do
the functions basic to the operation of a computer, and permit it
to execute the instructions contained in ufilify software and
applications software programs, Basic operational programs are
considered an integral part of the computer hardware when these
internal codes are not accessible to or modifiable by the user.

) “Coding” means the list, in compater code, of the succes-
sive computer instructions for successive computer operations for
solving a specific problem.

(e) “Custom programs” mean utility and application sofiware
which accommodate the special processing needs of the customer.
The determination of whether a program is a custom program
shall be based upon all the facts and circumstances, including the
following:

1. The extent to whwh the vendor or mdependent consultant
engages in significant presale consultation and analysis of the
user’s requirements and system,

2. Whether the program is loaded into the customer’s com-
puter by the vendor and the extent to which the installed program
must be tested against the program’s specifications.

3. The exient to which the use of the software requires sub-
stantial training of the customer’s personnel and substantial writ-
ten documentation,

4. The extent to which the enhancement and maintenance
support by the vendor is needed for continued usefulness.

*5, There is a rebuitable presumption that any program with 2
cost of $10,000 or less is not a custom program,

(1) DEFIVMITION OF

6. Custom programs do not include basic operational pro-

grams or prewritfen programs.

7. If an existing program is selected for modification, there
must be a significant modification of that program by the vendor
sothat it may be used in the customer s specific hardware and soft-
ware environment,

{f) “Data processing” means the recording and handling of
information by means of mechanical or electronic equipment,
commonly referred to as automatic data processing.

(g) “Enhancement” means modifications, upgrades, improve-
ments or changes to existing programs by persons other than the
purchaser of the program,

(h) “Imput” means the information or data transferred, or to be
transferred, from externat storage media including punched cards,

punched paper tape and magnetic media into the internal storage
of the computer,

(i) “Keypunching” means recording information in cards,
paper tapes, or magnetic tapes, disc or drum by punching holes or
otherwise entering information in the cards, tapes, discs or drums,
or recording data on any media to represent letters, digits and spe-
cial characters. Keypunching includes the necessary preliminary
encoding or marking of the source documents.

() “Keystroke verifying” means the use of a machine known
as a punched card verifier or tape transcriber, which has a key-
board, to ensure that information punched in a punch card or tran-
scribed on a tape during the keypunching operation has been
punched properly.

(k) “Prewnilen programs”, often referred to as “canned pro-
grams”, means programs prepared, held or existing for general
use normally for more than one customer, including programs
developed for in-house use or custom program use which are sub-
sequently held or offered for sale or lease.

(L) “Processing a client’s data” means the developing of origi-
nal information from raw data furnished by a client. Automatic
data processing operations which develop original information
include summarizing, computing, extracting, sorting, sequenc-
ing, or the updating of a continuous file of information maintained
for a client by a service bureau.

(m) “Program™ means the complete plan for the solution of a
problem, i.e., the complete sequence of automatic data processing
equipruent instructions necessary to solve a specific problem. It
includes both systems and application programs and subdivisions,
such as assemblers, compilers, routines, generators, and utility
programs, For purposes of this section a program is either a pre-
writfen or custom program.

(n} “Program maintenance”, in addition to other maintenance

services, includes telephone support services to discuss and solve
problems. -

{0) “Reformatiing of data” means the rearranging of data by
mechanical or electronic equipment.

{p) “Service bureau” means a business rendering automatic
data processing services.

(q) “Source decument” means a document from which basic
data are extracted, such as sales invoice.

(2) TaxaBLERECEIPTS, The following transactions involving
autornatic data processing equipment, programs, output and ser-
vices are taxable:

(a) The retail sale, lease orrental of new or used automatic data
processing equipment and charges for the installation, service and
maintenance of this equipment. In this subsection, the following
applies to leases:

1. Lease inc¢ludes a contract by which a lessee, for a consider-
ation, obtains the full or partial use of equipment if the lessee’s
employes are located on the premises where the equipment is
located or operate the equipment. A lease does not include obtain-
ing remote access to equipment by telephone or other means when
that person’s employes are not located on the premises where the
equnpment is located and they do not operatc the equlpment or
control its opérations.

2. Subleasing receipts are taxable without any deduction or
credit for sales or use tax paid by the original lessee to the lessor
if the original lessee uscs the equipment in addition to subleasing
it. If the original lessee uses the equipment solely for lease or
rental to others, the lessor’s charge to the original lessee is exempt
as a purchase for resale.

* (b) The retail sale, lease, rental or license to use computer pro-
grams, except custom programs, including the maintenance and
enhancement of those programs, whether transferred in a machine
readable form such as cards, tapes or discs, or transferred in any
other manner to the lessee or purchaser such as by telecommu-
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nications, or written instructions on coding sheets. The tax applies
to the total charge for these programs, including:

1. The consideration received for the temporary transfer of
possession of a prewritten or basic operational program for the
purpose of divect use or to be recorded by the customer.

2. The consideration received for a program in the form of
license fees or royalty payments, present or future, whether fora
minimum use or for extended periods.

3. The consideration received for designing, producing,
implementing, {esting or installing the program.

{c) The sale of training malerials, such as books and manuals
furnished to trainees for a specific charge. However, tramlng ser-
vices are not taxable.

(d) The charge for additional copies of records, reports or tabu-
lations, including copies produced by means of photecopying,
multi-lithing or by other means,“Additional copies” means all the
copies in excess of copies preduced on multipart carbon paper

simultaneous with the production of the original and on the same

printer, whether the copies are prepared by rerunning the same
program, by using multiple simultaneocus printers, by looping a
program so that a program is run continuously, by using different
programs to produce the same output product, or by other means.

{¢) The sale of mailing lists as set forth in 5. Tax 11.82, includ-
- ing listings in the form of mailing labels produced as result of a
computer run. However, the tax does not apply to the charge for
addressing material to be mailed with names and addresses fur-
nished by a customer, or maintained by a service bureau for the
customer, by the use of automatic data processing equipment.

(3) NONTAXABLE COMPUTER AND DATA PROCESSING SERVICES.
The gross receipts from the following computer or data processing
services are not taxable:

(a) Processing a client’s data,

Note: A contract to process a client’s data by the use of a computer pmgram or
through an electrical accourting machine programmed by a wired plugboard will
usually include receiving the client’s source documents, recording data in machine
readable form such as in punchcards or on magnetic media, making corvections, rear-
ranging or creating new information as the result of the processing and then providing
tabulated listings or recording output onother media, ‘This serviceis not taxable, even
though the total charge is broken down into specific charges for each step.

Note: If aclient furnishes data and computer programs for processing the dataand
the processing is under the direction and control of the person providing the service,
the grocessing service is not taxable, even though charges for the service may be
based oncomputer time. The trae object of this arrangement is considered tobe aser-
vice, even though some tangible personal property may be incidentally transferred
to the client,

{b) Providing custom programs.

(c) Providing program technical support, error correction ser-
vices and mainfenance and enhancement to custom programs.

(d) Providing time-sharing services which permit persons at
different locations to access the same computer through remote
access by telephone lines, microwave or other means. Nontaxable
time—sharing exists when a person or that person’s employes, who
have access to the equipment, are not located on the premises
where the equipment is located and do not operate the equipment
or conirol its operation.

(e) Miscellaneous services which are not part of the sale of a
taxable program including;

1, Designing and implementing computer systerns including
determining equipment and personnel required and how they will
be utilized. . _

2. Designing storage and data retrieval systems including
determining what data communications and high—speed mputw
output terminals are required. .

3. Consultmg services including study of all or part of a data
processing system.

4, Feasibility studies including studtes to determine what
benefits would be derived if procedures were automated.

. 5. Ewvaluation of bids including studies to determine which
proposal for computer equipment would be most beneficial,
(f) Keypunching and keystroke verifying services, including:
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1. Keypunching only, keypunching and keystroke verifica-
tion, or keypunching and providing a proof list or verification data
or both. Charges for these services are not taxable, whether the
cards or tapes are furnished by the customer or by a service
bureau.

2. Recording data from source documents directly on mag-
netic tape, off-line. This operation may include keystroke verify-
ing or proof listing of data or both and is comparablc to the punch
card operation,

3. Imprinting characters on a document to be used as the input
medium in an optical character recognition system, whether paper
tape or other media are used in the operation.

4. Reformatting of data.

Note: Section Tax 11,71 interpress ss, 77.51 (14) (h) and (j) and (20) and 77.52
(13 and (2) (a} 10., Stats,

Note: Theinterpretationsin s. Tax E1.71 are effective under the gcncral sales and
use tax law on and after September 1, 1969 unless otherwise noted. However, com-
puterand data processing services weretaxable under s. 77.52 (2) () 13., Stats., Laws
of 1977, from August 1, 1977, through June 30, 1978.

Tax 11.72 Laundries, dry cleaners, ancE linen and
clothing suppliers. (1) LAUNDRIES AND DRY CLEANERS. (a)
The gross receipts from selling, perfonnmg or furnishing laundry,
dry cleanmg, pressing and dyeing services are taxable, except as
provided in par. (b). '

{b) The gross receipts from selling, performmg or furmshmg
laundry, dry cleaning, pressing and dyeing services are exempt
from tax when: '

1. The services are performed onraw matcrlals or goods in
process destined for sale,

2. The services are performed by the customer through the use
of com~0peratcd self-service machines. Coin-operated, self-
service machines do not include machines activated by tokens or
magnetic cards.

3. The services are performed on cloth diapers by a diaper ser-
vice. “Cloth diaper” means a cloth diaper used for sanitary pur-
poses. “Diaper service” means a business primarily engaged in the
lease or rental, delivery or laundering of cloth diapers.

{2) LINEN AND CLOTHING SUPPLIERS, The gross receipts of les-
sors from leasing or renting clothing, including uniforms, towels,
linens or similar items, not including cloth diapers, to commercial
establishments or household users under agreements which pro-
vide for furnishing items and cleaning the items when they
become soiled are subject to the tax, However, the items furnished
to customers under these agreements may be purchased by the les-
sor without paying sales or use tax.

(3) PurcHAsES. (a) Laundries, dry cleaners and linen or cloth-
ing suppliers are the consumers of and shall pay tax on their pur-
chases of all ilems transferred to customers incidentally in provid-
ing laundry and dry cleaning services, including solvents, soaps,
detergents, spotting compounds, water repellents, disinfectants,
fabric softeners, starch, dyes, mat compounds, fire repellent com-
pounds and marking tags they use for identification purposes.
They also shall pay tax on their purchases of items transferred to
customers with ¢lean linen or clothes, such as hangers, handker-
chiefs, bags, boxes, shirt boards, shoulder guards, twisters and
pins.

(2) Motor fuel.

{b) Vehicle license fees,

{¢) Federal highway use taxes.

(d) Public liability insurance furnished by the lessor solely for
the protection of the lessee but not including collision and com-
prehensive coverage. '

(3) CoNpITIONS FOR DEDUCTIONS. The items listed in sub. (2)
may be deducted if:
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(a} The charge is reasonable.

(b) The charge is separately stated in the lease agreerncnt bill-
ing or invoice.

(c) The lessor is willing and able to lease the motor vehicle or

‘mobile equipment without providing the items listed in sub. (2).

(d) The deduction is limited to the lessor’s cost of the items fur-
nished with the leased equipment.

(4) NoNDEDUCTIBLE ITEMS. In determining a lessor’s taxable
gross receipts under sub. (1), the cost of the following may not be
deducted:

(a) Amounts spent for the lessor s own protection or for the
protection of leased property, including collision or other insur-
ance protection.

(b} Maintenance or repair charges incurred by the lcssor

(c) Interest and other financing costs incurred by the lcssor

(d) Dispaich service.

(6) MULTISTATE USE. (a) Gross recelpts from leases or rentals
of motor vehicles and mobile equiptriient used on a highway are
taxable if the vehicles and equipment are garaged in Wisconsin,
even if the lease or rental agreement was executed in another state
or if, at the contract’s expiration, the vehicles or equipment must
be returned to the lessor in another state.

(b) “Drive it yourself”’ motor vehicles or mobile equipment
which are used for one—way trips and leased for less than one
month are deemed garaged in the state in which they come into the
lessee’s possession.

Tax11.80 Salesofice. (1) Ice, including dry ice, is tangi-
ble personal property, the retail sale of which is subject to sales
tax, unless sold in an exempt transaction supported by a properly
executed exemption certificate, Ice is sold at retail when itis sold
for use or consumption but not for resale.

Example: Ice used forrefrigeration purposes isconsumed in the process of refrig-
eration. Tee used in drinks is purchased for resale by the scller of the drink.

{2) Taxable sales of ice include:
(a) Sales through vending machines.

(b} Sales to restaurants, taverns, grocery stores and meat mar-
kets when the ice is consumed in cooling bottled drinks or presery-
ing foods.

(3) Nontaxable sales of ice include:

(a) Sales to restaurants, taverns and soda fountains 1o be used
exclusively in drinks. The sales are exempt as sales for resale.
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(b) Sales to manufacturers, producers or food processors for
use inside the shipping cases of merchandise being transferred to
a customer, The sales are exempt as “shipping material” under s.
77.54 (6) (b), Stats.

{c) Ice sold to manufacturers which is consumed or destroyed
or loses its identity in the manufacture of tangible personal prop-
erty in any form destined for sale.

(4) (a) Hiceis sold to a person who will use it both for a tax-
able purpose and nontaxable purpose, such as for refrigeration and
for resale, the total charge shali be divided between taxable and
nontaxable use. The tax is then payable on the ice to be used ina
taxabie manner If no division is made, the tax applies fo the total
sale.

(b} Ice purchased without payment of the tax and subsequently
used in a taxable manner is subject to the use tax or sales tax pur-
suant to s, Tax 11.14 (2) ().

Tax11.81 Industrial gases, we[dlng rodsand ﬂuxmg
materials. (1) GenErRAL STATEMENT. The tax status of retail
sales of industrial gases, welding rods and fluxing materials
depends upon the use of the property by the purchaser. Section
71.54 (2), Stats., exempts from the sales tax “The gross receipts
from sales of and the storage, use or other consumption of tangible
personal property becoming an ingredient or component part of
an article of tangible personal property or which is consumed or
destroyed or loses ils identily in the manufacture of tangible per-
sonal property in any form destined for sale, but this exemption
shall not include fuel or electricity.” Therefore, the sale of indus-
trial gases, welding rods or fluxing materials shall be;

(a) Exempt if they become ingredients or components of tangi-
ble personal property destined for sale; or

(b) Exempt if they are consumed, destroyed or lose their iden-
tity in the manufacture of tangible personal property destined for
sale, excepl the sale of gas is taxablé if the gas is used as a fuel.
Fuel is a material used to produce heat or power by burning, or is
something that feeds a fire; or .

(c) Taxable if they are sold to a pérson who consumes them in
a nonmanufacturing activity.

(2) INpusTRIAL GASES. Common types of industrial gases are
argon, helium, hydrogen, nitrogen, acetylene, carbon dioxide and
oxygen.

(a) Sales of industrial gases which are exempt because they
become an ingredient or component of tangible personal property
destined for sale by the purchaser include:

1. Carbon dioxide used to produce dry ice or carbonated soft
drinks.

2. Gases such as neon, helium or argon used as a filler in the
production of light bulbs and tubes,

3. Hydrogen used in hydrogenating vegetable oils.

4. Acetylene used as a base in the manufacture of synthetic
materials,

5. Oxygen used in the chemical industry for oxidation pro-
cesses, when not used as a fuel to produce heat.

{b) Taxable sales of gases used by a manufacturer as fuel
include;

1. Oxygen used in industrial furnaces.

2. Acetylene or other gases used in torches in the manufacture
of tangible personal property.

(c) Taxable sales of gases to nonmanufacturers, whether or not
used by the purchaser as fuel, include:

1. Acetylene or other gases used by automobile body shops
or by other repair establishments.
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2. Gases used in mining or quarrying.

3. Nitrogen used by telephone companles in underground
cables,

(3) WELDING RODS. Since welding rods, such as stick elec-
trode and filler rods, are physically transferred and become a part
of an item produced or repaired, their sale is exempt if used by the
purchaser in producing tangible personal property destined for
sale or in repairing tangible personal property for a consideration,
The sale of welding rods to inanufacturers who use them in repair-
ing their machinery used directly and exclusively in manufactur-
ing is exempt, However, the sale of these rods to construction con-
tractors for use in fulfilling real property construction contracts is
taxable.

{4) FruxmG MATERIALS. Fluxing materials sold to a manufac-
turer for usé in manufacturing tangible personal property destined
for sale are exempt because they are consumed in the manufactur-
ing process. When fluxing materials are sold for use by a manufac-
turer to repair its own production machinery or equipment, a non-
manufacturin‘g activity, they are taxable. Fluxing materials sold to
arepair shop or to areal property construction contractor ot to any
other nonmanufacturer are taxable,

Tax 11.82 Maillng lists and malling services.
(1) MALING LisTS. (a) In this subsection, “mailing list” means
a written or printed list, series, set, group or aggregallon of names
or addresses or both or other information concerning persons
which is used in circulating niaterial by mail. A mailing list may
be in the form of a manuscript list, directory, Cheshire tape, Dick
tape, magnetic tape, gummed labels, index cards or other similar
means of identification.

{b) A mailing list is tangible personal property, except for writ-
ten, typed or printed lists of names and addresses and lists stored
in machine—readable form, such as microfilm and computer tapes
and disks, and the sales and use tax shall apply to the gross receipts
from the sale of and the storage, use or other consumption of mail-
ing lists in the form of tangible personal property, including the
rental of or the granting of a license to use those Iists. Taxable
mailing lists include, but are not limited to mailing lists which are
physically attached to the envelopes, such as Cheshire tapes,
gummed labels and heat transfers.

(c) Persons in the business of providing mailing lists are the
consumers of the tangible personal property they purchase and
use in producing these lists. However, any tangible personal prop-
erty becoming a component part of mailing lists when the mailing
lists are physically transferred to a customer by either sale, rental
or license may be purchased for resale and without tax if the pur-
chaser gives the seller a properly completed resale certificate.

“(2) MawnG services. (a) In this subsection, “addressing”
means the preparation of property to be mailed by writing, type-
writing, printing, imprinting or affixing addresses or names and
addresses to the property. Addressing includes the preparation of
Cheshire tapes, Dick tapes, cards, gummed labels or similar items
which are to be affixed to, or enclosed in, property to be mailed
for the purpose of serving as addresses for the property. However,
addressing does not include these tapes, cards or labels when they
are used for some other purpose, such as reproduction or refer-
ence,

(b) The tax does not apply to charges for services rendered in
preparing material for mailing, including addressing, enclosing,
sealing, metering, affixing stamps, sorling, tying and sacking in
compliance with postal rules and regulations, if the charges are
stated separately on invoices and in accounting records. ' Gross
receipts from charges for envelopes are taxable, but not separately
stated charges for postage in the sale of prestamped envelopes.
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{c) Persons in the business of providing mailing services are
consumers of the tangible personal property they purchase and
use in performing these services. Consequently, they shall pay the
tax when purchasing the property.

Tax 11.83 Motor vehictes. (1) DermaTion. In this sec-
tion, “motor vehicle” means a selfpropelled vehicle, such as an
automobile, truck, truck—tractor and motorcycle, designed for and
capable of transporting persons or property on a highway. In this
section, “motor vehicle” does notinclude a self—propelied vehicle
which is not designed or used primarily for transportation of per-
sons or property, and is only incidentally operated on a public
highway, such as a farm tractor, snowmobile, fork lift truck and
road machinery as defined in s. 340.01 (52), Stats. “Motor
vehicle” does not include a vehicle which is not self-propelled,
such as a trailer or semitrailer, :

(2) RETAILERS' TAXABLE GROSS RECEIPTS. (a) Gross receipts
from the sale of a motor vehicle minus any trade—-in allowance, if
the sale and trade-in are one transaction. A separate or indepen-
dent sale of a motor vehicle by either the buyer or seller of another
motor vehicle is nof a trade—in, even if the praceeds from the sale
are Immediately applied by the seller to a purchase of another
motor vehicle. A dealer does not realize taxable receipts from a
transaction in which one motor vehicle is traded for another of
lesser value, called a “trade-down.”

(b) Gross receipts from charges for delivery, handllng, prepa-
ration and any warranty.

(c) Gross receipts from equipment and accessories sold w1th
a motor vehicle. However, adaptive equipment, including parts
and accessories, that makes it possible for handicapped persons to
enter, operate or leave a vehicle as defined in s. 27.01 (7) (a) 2.,
Stats., is exempt from sales and use tax if the equipment is pur-
chased by the handicapped person, a person acting directly on
behalf of the handicapped person or a nonprofit organization,

(d) Gross receipts from charges for all parts and labor for
repair, service and maintenance performed on a motor vehicle,
including charges for installation of accessories or attachments,
except charges for adaptive equipment, including parts and acces-
sories, that makes it possible for handlcapped persons to enter,
operate or leave a véhicle as described in par. (¢).

Example: Charges forinstallation of aradio or air conditioner into a motor vehicle
are taxable,

{3) OCCASIONAL SALE OR PURCHASE OF MOTCR VEHICLES FROM
NON-DBALERS. (a) The occasional sale of & motor vehicle is tax-
able, unless the transfer is to the spouse, parent, stepparent,
father-in-law, mother—-in-law, child, stepchild, son-in-law or
daughter-in-law of the transferor or is transferred from an indi-
vidual to a corporation which is solely owned by the individual;
and the motor vehicle has been préviously registered in Wisconsin
in the name of the transferor; and the transferor is not a motor
vehicle dealer.

(b) The purchaser of a motor vehicle from & non—dealer shall
pay the tax due to the department of transportation before the
vehicle is registered for use in this state.

(c) A Wisconsin resident purchasing a motor vehicle in a for-
eign country, or for delivery in a foreign country, shall pay the
Wisconsin use tax when the resident registers the vehicle in Wis-
consin for use in Wisconsin, subsequent to use in the foreign coun-
try. The tax is measured by the full “sales price”of the vehicle.

(d) When one co—owner transfers an interest in a motior vehicle
to the other co—owner, tax shall apply on the transfer of such inter-
est. The measure of the tax shall be the cash or its equivalent paid
for the equity transferred plus the selling co—owner’s share of the
liabilities assumed by the buying co--owner.

(4) PURCHASES BY NONRESIDENTS. (a) The gross recelpts from
the sales of motor vehicles or truck bodies to nonresidents of Wis-
consin, including members of the armed forces, who wiil not use
the vehicles or trucks for which the truck bodies were made in
Wisconsin other than in their removai from Wisconsin are exempt,
Truck bodics__include semi—trailers. However, the separate sale of

“slide-in" camper to a nonresident is taxable if delivery is in

(b) Gross receipts from the repair by a Wisconsin retailer of a
nonresident’s motor vehicle or truck body is subject to the tax.

(c) A motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer, all-terrain vehicle or
maobile home purchased by a nonresident of Wisconsin 90 days or
more before bringing the unit into Wisconsin, in connection with
a change of residence to Wisconsin by the individual, is not sub-
ject to the Wisconsin use tax.

(d) Bxcept as provided in par. {c), nonresidents, mcludmg
armed forces personnel stationed outside this state pursuant to
military orders, who purchase motor vehicles outside this state,
shall pay the Wisconsin use tax at the time the vehicle is registered
with the Wisconsin departinent of transportation. However, a tax
credit may be claimed as described in sub. (6).

(5) TEMPORARY USE IN WISCONSIN. Motor vehicles purchased
outside Wisconsin which are not required to be registered or titled
in Wisconsin brought into Wisconsin by a nondomiciliary for that
person’s own storage, use or other consumption while temporarily
in Wisconsin are not subject to use tax when the motor vehicle is
not stored, used or otherwise consumed in Wisconsin in the con-
duct of a trade, occupation, business or profession or in the perfor-
mance of personal services for wages or fees, .

{6) TAX CREDIT FOR VEHICLE PURCHASED OUTSIDE WISCONSIN.
A motor vehicle purchased outside this state and registered in this
state generally is subject to the Wisconsin use tax, except as noted
in sub. (4).(c}. However, if the purchase was subject fo a sales or
use tax by the state or the District of Columbia in which the pur-
chase was made, sales or use tax paid the other state or the District
of Columbia shall be applied as a credit against and deducted from
the Wisconsin use tax, This credit shall not apply to taxes paid to
another country, to municipalities in other states or o motor
vehicle registration fees.

{7) TRANSEBR BY INHERITANCE, GIFTOR PRIZE. (a) The distribu-
tion of a motor vehicle fo the heir or heirs of an estate is not a tax-
able transfer subject to the Wisconsin sales or use tax. However,
the sale of a motor vehicle by a personal representative of an estate
is subject to the tax, and the purchaser is required to pay the tax
to the department of transporlatlon at the time of registration.

(b} A motor vehicle transferred as a gift or as a prize inacontest
or drawing is exempt when registered with the department of
transportation by the recipient or prize winner. However, the sale
of the vehicle to the donor of the gift or prize is taxable, unless the
donor is an organization described in s. 77.54 (9a), Stats.

{c) Stats., is not subject to Wisconsin use tax.

(8) VEHICLES USED BY LICENSED WISCONSIN RETAIL MOTGR
VEHICLE DEALERS. (a) If salespersons or other employes use a
lcensed Wisconsin retail motor vehicle dealer’s motor vehicles
for purposes in addition to retention, demonstration or display, the
dealer may charge the salesperson or other employe a reasonable
amount for the use, and the charge is subject to the tax. In lieu of
making the charge or reporting the tax on the cost of the vehicle,
the dealer may report tax on the foltowing basis:

1. In the case of motor vehicles licensed ia the name of the
retail dealer, the measure of the tax reported on the dealer’s sales
and use tax return shall be $45.00 per vehicle per month until
December 31, 1985, $57.00 per vehicle per month from January
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1, 1986 through December 31, 1986, $69.00 per vehicle per
month from January 1, 1987 through December 31, 1987 and
$83.00 per vehicle per month from January 1, 1988 and thereafter,

2. In the case of motor vehicles being operated with retail
dealer plates, the measure of the tax reported on the dealer’s sales
and use tax return shall be $12.00 per plate per month until
December 31, 1985, $15.00 per plate per month from January 1,
1986 through December 31, 1986, $18.00 per plate per month
from January 1, 1987 through December 31, 1987 and $22.00 per
plate per month from January 1, 1988 and thercafter,

(b) Retail dealers may not report on the basis prescribed in par.
(a) for service vehicles such as wreckers or pick—up trucks, autos
used by customers when their car is being repaired or any vehicle
properly capitalized and depreciated for Wisconsin franchise or
income -tax purposes. Wholesalers, distributors, broke:s or
manufacturers may not report on {his basis.

(9) SALES BY DHALERS TO THEIR SALESPERSONS OR OTHER
EMPLOYES. When a licensed Wisconsin motor vehicle dealer sells
a ‘motor vehicle to one of the dealer’s salespersons or other
employes, the transaction is subject to the sales tax.

(10) Heavy EQUIPMENT DBALERS. Heavy equipment dealers
who are not registered with the Wisconsin depariment of trans-
portation as motor vehicle dealers because their sales are too few

-in number to require registration may not charge the sales tax on
their sales of motor vehicles. The tax shall be collected from the
purchaser at the time the unit is régistered with Wisconsin. The
heavy equipment dealers may purchase motor vehmles for resale
without tax.

(11) MOTOR VEHICLE REPAIR PARTS AND SUPPLIES. (a) Motor
vehicle dealers with body shops and any other person engaged in
motor vehicle repair may purchase for resale without tax tangible
pcrsonal property which is physically transferred to the custom-
er’s vehicle and which leaves the repair facility with the repaired
vehicle, The property includes paints; paint hardeners, plasl!c fill-
ers, welding rods and atto parts.

(b) Tangible personal property not physically fransferréd to a
customer’s motor vehicle is subject to tax, The property includes
tools, equipment and supplies used or consumed in performing
motor vehicle repair service. Taxable supplies include sandpaper,
masking paper and tape, buffing pads, paint and lacquer thinner,
clean and glaze compound, disc pads, paint remover, paint masks,

tack rags, steel wool, industrial gases, metal conditioner, brushes,
lacquer removing solvent, rubbing compound, wax and grease
remover, fluxing materials, disc adhesive and all other items not
physically transferred to the customer’s vehicle even though a
separate charge may be made to the customer for these supplies.

(c) A supplier cannot accept a resale certificate in good faith
on items which are not physically transferred to the purchaset’s
customer,except when the purchaser:

1. Inventories the prop¢rty,

2, Certifies that the purchaser selis signiﬁcant amounts of the
property over—the-counter to walk—in trade; and

3. The purchaser specifies on the resale certificate each typc
of item the purchaser sells over—the—counter,

(12) ExXEMPTION FOR MIXING AND PROCESSING UNITS. Sales,
leases and rentals of mobile units used for mixing and processing
and the motor vehicle or tratler on which the unit is mounted,
including accessories, attachments, parts, supplies and materials
for those vehicles, trailers and units are exempt from the sales and
use tax.

{13) EXEMPTION FOR VEHICLES USED IN WASTE REDUCTION CR
RECYCLING. . Gross receipts from the sale, lease or rental of
vehicles which are not required to be licensed for highway use and
which are used exclusively and directly in waste reduction or
recycling activities are exempt from sales and use tax.

(14) REFUNDS UNDER “LEMON LAW" Sales tax refunds made
under 5. 218.015 (2} {f), Stats., the “lemon law,” are normally

Tax 11.84 Aircraft. (1) GENERAL. {a) The sales and use
tax applies to the gross receipts from the sale, lease or rental of air-
craft and from the sale of accessories, components, attachments;
parts, supplies and materials for aircraft.

(b) Anoccasional sale of aircraftin WlSCUnSln is laxable unless
all three of the following eonditions exist:

1. The transfer is to the spouse, parent, stepparent, father—m—
law, mother—in-law, child, stepchild, son—in-law or daughterumg
law of the transferor;

2. 'The aircraft was previously registered in Wisconsin in the
transferor’s name; and

3. The transferor is not cngaged in the business of selling air-
craft.

(¢) Section 77.61 (1) (a), Stats., provides that no aircraft may
be registered in Wisconsin unless the registrant presents proof that
the sales tax has been paid or a valid exemption was claimed, If
the aircraft is purchased from a person other than a Wisconsin air-
craft dealer, the purchaser shall pay the tax at the time the aircraft
is registered with the Wisconsin depariment of transportation,
division of acronautics. The tax applies to aircraft registered or
customarily hangared or both in Wisconsin, even though the au'-
craft also may be used out—of-state.

{d) The use tax does not apply to aircraft for an individual’s
personal use purchased by a nonresident outside this state 90 days
or more before bringing the aircraft into Wisconsin in connection
with a change of domicile to this state,

() The usc tax does not apply to aircrafi registered in WISCOH-
sin when all of the following requirements are fulfilled:

1. The aircraft is purchased in another state.

2. The aircraft’s owner or lessee has paid all of the sales and
use taxes imposed in respect to it by the state where it was pur-
chased.

3. The owner or Iessee is one of the following:

a. A corporation, and that corporation and all corporations
with which that corporation may file a consolidated return for fed-
eral income tax purposes, neither is organized under the laws of
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Wisconsin nor has real property or tangible personal property,
excep! aircraft and property such as hangars, accessories, attach-
ments, fuel and parts required for operation of aircraft, in Wiscon-
sin at the time the aircraft is registered in Wisconsin.

b. A partnership, and all the corporate partners fulfill the
requirements in subd. 3. a., none of the general partners or limited
pattners who have management or comirol responsibilities is
domiciled in Wisconsin and the parinership has no other real prop-
erty or tangible personal property, except aircraft and property
such as hangars, accessories, attachments, fuel and parts required
for operation of aircraft, in Wisconsin at the time the aircraft is reg-
istered in Wisconsin,

¢. Anindividual not domiciled in Wlsconsm

" d. Anestate, trust or cooperative, and that estate, that trust and
its grantor or that cooperative does not have real property or tangi-
ble personal property, except aircraft and preperty such as han-
gars, accessories, attachments, fuel and parts required for opera-
tion of aircraft, in Wisconsin at the time the aircraft is registered
in Wisconsin,

4, The department has not determined that the owner, if the
owner is a corporation, trust or partnership, was formed to qualify
for the exemption from Wisconsin use tax.

(2) TAXABLESALES. (a) Aircraft, supplies and repairs. Gross
receipts from the following shall be taxabie: :

1. The sale, lease or rental of aircraft,

2. The sale and delivery in Wisconsin of oil, equipment, parts
and supplies for operation of aircraft, regardless of where the air-
craft is flown or used. Sales of general aviation fuel subject to
taxation under ch, 78, Stats., are exempt from the sales and use tax.

3. Charges for air frame and engine inspection, maintenance
and repair.

(b) Parking. 1. Section77.52 (2} (a) 9., Stats., imposes the tax
on “Parking or providing parking space for motor vehicles and
aircraft for a consideration....” “Parking” includes occupying
space in a hangar when an aircraft is available for use without
requiring a substantial expenditure of time or effort to make it
operational.

Examples: 1} A ready—to—fly aircraft occupying spaceina hanga.r and available
for immediate use is parke-d

2} Anaireraft occupying spaceina ha.ngar with its wings off is not pa:ked since
it would require a substantial expenditure of time or effort to make it operational.

2. Indoor parking, such as single or multiple “T™ hangar park-
ing, and outdoor, or “tie—down,” parking are taxable.
¢} Other taxable receipts, The gross receipts from charges for
aerial photographs and maps, and from charges for sightseeing
flights and for carrying a skydiver are taxable.

(3) ExEMPT SALES OF AIRCRAFL. (@) Section 77.54 ¢5) (a),
Stats., provides that the tax does not apply to gross receipts from
aircraft, including accessories, attachments, parts and fuel there-
for, sold to persons using the aircraft as certified or licensed carri-
ers of persons or property in interstate or foreign commerce under
authority of the laws of the United States or any foreign govern-
ment, or to aircraft sold to a nonresident of this state who will not
use the aircraft in this state other than to remove it from Wiscon-
sin. Scheduled air carriers and commuter carriers with air carrier
operating certificates shall qualify for this exemption. This
exemption does not apply.to persons with pir worthiness certifi-
cates which indicate certain safety standards have been met if
they do not otherwise qualify.

{b) The tax does not apply to chiarges for repair, service and
maintenance of aircraft used by a certified or licensed carrier of
persons or property in interstate or foreign commerce under the
laws of the United States or any foreign government.

(4) NONTAXABLE SERVICES, Gross receipts from the following
services or fees are not taxable:

(a) Transporling customers or property for hire when the cus-
tomer only designates the time of departure and destination while
the owner retains contrel over the aircraft in all other respects.
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(b) Flight instruction when the fees for the instruction are sepa-
rately stated from the charge for the rental of the aircraft.

(¢} Advertising promotions such as sky writing and banner
towing, except when the aircraft is leased to a person who pro-
vides a pilot.

{d) Bmergency rescue service, forest fire spotting and pipeline
inspection service, except where the aircraft is leased to a com-
pany which provides its own pilot.

(e) Crop dustmg, spraying, feriilizing and seedmg a farmer’s
crops. A person in the business of crop dusting, spraying, fertiliz-
ing and seeding for farmers may purchase weed killers, fertilizer
and seed without tax for resale, if these items are used in conjunc-
tion with but not incidental to providing the service.

(f) Landing fees.

Tax 11.85 Boats, vessels and barges. (1) TaxaBLE
SALES. Taxable gross receipts involving boats include the follow-
ing:

(a) Gross receipts from the sale, lease or rental of boats and
boat accessories, and of attachments, parts, supplies and materials
therefor.

{b) Charges for services involved ininstalling anitem on a boat
for a consumer.

(c) Charges for repair, service, alteration, fifting, cleaning,
painting, coating, towing, inspecting and maintaining boats and
their accessories or component parts. Services purchased outside
Wisconsin, which would be taxable if purchased in Wisconsin,
with respect to property later used in Wisconsin, are subject to use
tax.

(d) Charges for docking and storing boats. The tax applies to
boat storage in public storage warehouses. :

(2) Exempr 5ALES. {2) The sale of a boat not required to be
registered in Wisconsin with the Wisconsin department of natural
résources or documented under the laws of the United States may
qualify as an exempt occasional sale if the transferor does nothold
ot is not required to hold a seller’s permit.

{b) Sales of boats to the spouse, parent, stepparcnt father-in—
taw, moiher—in—law, child, stepchild, son—in-law or daughter—in—
law of the transferor shall be exempt if the boat was previously
registered with the Wisconsin department of natural resources or
documented under the lfaws of the United States in the transferor’s
name and if the transferor is not engaged in the business of selling
boats.

(c) Vessels and barges primarily engaged in interstate or for-
eign commerce or commercial fishing that are documented under
the laws of the United States showing a net volumeiric tonnage of
50 tons or more are exempt from the tax. Accessories, attachments
and parts attached to the vessel or barge and fuel for the vessels
and barges are also exempt.

(@) A boat purchased outside Wxsconsm by a nonresident and
used by the nonresident while temporarily in Wisconsin shall be
exempt from the tax if the boat is not used in Wisconsin in the con-
duct of a trade, occupation, business or profession or in the perfor-
mance of personal services for wages or fees. The use tax does not
apply to a boat for an individual’s personal use purchased by a
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nonresident outside this state 90 days or more before bringing the
boat inte Wisconsia in connection with a change of domicile to
this state.

{e) A boat purchased by a Wisconsin or federal governmental
unit or by certain nonprofit organizations is exempt from the tax,
regardless of the boat’s size or kind, pursuant to s. 77.54 (9a) or
77.55 (1), Stats,

(f) Section 77.53 (17m), Stats., exempts: “...a boat purchased
in a state contiguous to this state by a person domiciled in that
state if the boat is berthed in this state’s boundary walters adjacent
to the state of the domicile of the purchaser and if the transaction
was an exenmpt occasional sale under the laws of the state in which
the purchase was made.”

(3) PayMENT OF TAX. (2) No boat may be registered in this
state unless the registrant presents proof that the sales or use tax
has been paid or that the transaction was exempt. If the boat is pur-
chased from a person other than a person with a seller’s permit, the
purchaser shall pay the tax with the boat registration, mailed to
Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, Boat Registration
Section, P.O, Box 7236, Madison, W1 53707.

(b} A boat purchased outside Wisconsin which is required to
be registered under Wisconsin law is subject to the Wisconsin use
tax, regardless of the state of domicile of the person bringing the
boat into Wisconsin or the use of the boat in Wisconsin, unless
exempt under sub, (2} {d).

(c) A creditis permitted against the Wisconsin use tax for the
sales or use tax imposed by and paid to the state in which the boat
was purchased,

{d) The “boat” subject to the use tax at the time the boat is rcgis-
tered in this state includes all accessories affixed or attachéd to the
boat when in use. Anchors, boat cushions, marine radios, radar
equipment and other similar accessories are included in the mea-
sure of the tax,

Note: Inadecision dated July 25, 1983, in the casc of Alan G. Dwyer vs. Wisconsin
Department of Revenue, the Wisconsin Tax Appeals Comrnission held that the tax

applies to boat accessories, including the anchor, boat cushions and marine radio, in
addition to the bare hull of the boat. .

(4) TaxasLE suppLgs, Sales of consumable supplies or fur-
nishings not attached to the vessel or barge are not exempt from
sales or use tax under 5. 77.54 (13), Stats.

Note: Sales of bedding, linen, table and kitchenware, tables, chairs, lubricants,
work clothes, acetylene gas, paper towels, ¢i¢., used on commercial barges or barges
of 50 ton burden or over engaged primarily in interstate or foreign commerce or com-
mercial fishing are subject to sales and use tax,

(5) SALzsTO sups. Sales of tangible personal property ortax-
able services delivered to operators of foreign flag ships or ships
under the U.8. flag in a Wisconsin harbor are subject to tax, unless
the retailer receives a properly completed resale or other exemp-
tion certificate from the purchaser.

Example: Theoperator of the ship may purchase mthoul tax fucl and repair parts
for a ship which exceeds 30-ton burden under s, 77.54 (13), Stats,

Tax 11 .86 Utillty transmlssion and distribution
lines. (1) DernrTIONs. In this section:
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(a) “Utility facilities™ include telephone, telegraph and televi-
sion lines; elecirical, water and gas transmission and distribution
lines; and poles, transformers and towers, including pipes, con-
duits, sleeves, risers for cable television lines, or other properiy by
which lines are supported or in which they are contained or con-
nected.

(b} “Recal property” includes underground utility facilities;
lines, poles, foundations, towers, gravel and any buildings of a
substation located on a utility’s own land; and concrete founda-
tions, anchors, crushed rock and backﬁli whether or not on land
owned by the utility. : .

(c) “Tangible personal property” includes overhéad utility
facilities and circuit breakers and other equipment, but not their
foundations, instatled to control the flow of electricity. It also
includes other overhead property by which lines are supported or
in which they are contained or connected if erected or installed
under an easement or license, including authorizations under ss.
86.16 and 182.017, Stats., on land owned by a person other than
the utility.

- (2) GENERAL. (a) Gross receipts from the installation, lease,
rental, repair, service or maintenance of tangtble personal prop-
erty are subject to sales tax.

(b) Materials used in construction or formmg of real property
are taxable when purchased by the contractor.

Examplest 1} The gross receipts of acontractor from the construction and instala-
tion of anoverhead utility facility, or a portion of an overhead utility facility, and from
asale “inplace™ of the facility, if installed under an casement on Jand owned by a per-
son other than the wility, are taxable, Materials used in the construction or installation
of the properiy may be purchased without tax for resate.

2) The gross receipts of autility from the repair, service or maintenance of anover-
head utility facility, or a portion of an overhead facility of another utility are taxable.
Materials used in the repair, service or installation may be purchased without tax for
resate, '

3) Gross receipts from the installation, sale, lease, rental, repair, serviceor mainte-
nance and removal of underground utility facilities are not subject to sales or use tax.
However, the materials used in the construction or installation of the underground
wiility facilities cannot be purchased for resale and are subject to tax at the time of
purchase unless otherwise exempt.

4) X-ray testing of weld joints in the pipe as paxt of the construction of an under-
ground utility pipeling is part of the construction process and the gross receipts are
not subject to sales or use tax. However, materials used in the X-ray testing of the
underground utility pipeline cannot be purchased for resale and are subject 1o tax at
the time of purchase unless otherwise exempt.

(3) ReLATED BxPENSES, The gross receipts from the perfor-
mance of a lump sum contract for the construction of an averhead
uiility facility, which is tangible personal property, may not be
reduced by expenses in performing the contract, such as payments
for crop damage, site preparation, restoration work, tree trim-
ming, line clearing, relocating existing lines, engineering and
desngn work, surveying, purchasing a rlght—of—way and unload-
ing and hauling materials,

Notet The related expenses described in sub, {3) are costs of performing the con-
tract and do not affect the amount of taxable gross receipts.

{4) EQUIPMENT CHARGES, {a) The gross receipts from a con-
tract to construct or repair an overhead utility facility which is tan-
gible personal property may not be reduced by the amount of
hourly charges for the use of equipment.

(b) The gross receipts from the rental of equipment, including
any charge for an operator of the equipment, for the construction
or repair of a utility line to a utility are taxable, unless the utility
employs all of the crew to construct or repair the utility line, in
which case only the charge for the equipment is taxable,

(5) NONTAXABLE SERVICES. () Gross receipts from tree and
shrub trimming services for a utility for the purpose of keeping the
overhead transmission and distribution lines free from interfer-
ence from nearby trees and shrubs or inaccessible to children are
not services which are taxable under s.

(b) Gross receipts from a separate contract for tree frimming
and line clearing in connection with the construction of a new util-
ity line are not taxable.

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(6) LANDSCAPING SERVICES. (Gross receipts from landscaping
services are taxable when performed in lawn and garden areas.

(5) (a), performed in developed areas found in
residential, business, commmercial and industrial locations, ceme-
teries, golf courses, athletic fields, stadiums, parking lots and
other developed areas.

(a) “Comnmaity—based residential facility” has the meaning
in s. 50.01 (1g), Stats.

(b) “Exempt food” means food, food products and beverages
not subject to the sales and use tax as provided in s. 77. 54 20),
Stats, :

(<) “Hospital” has the meaning in s. 50.33 (2), Stats.
{d) “Nursing home" has the meaning in 5. 50.01 (3), Stats.

{e) “Retirement home™ means a nonprofit residential facility,
which as its primary function provides personal care above the
Ievel of room and board to retired persons, where 3 or more unre-
lated adulés or their spouses have their principal residence and
where support services, including meals from a common kitchen,
are available to residents.

{f) "Personal care” means assistance with the activities of daily
living, including eating, dressing, bathing and ambulation.

{g) “Sanatorium” means an institution for the recuperation and
treatment of the victims of physical or mental disorders.

(h) “Taxable food" means food, food products and beverages
subject to the sales and use tax, :

(2) TAXABLESALES. (a) General. Generally, the gross receipts
from sales of food or beverages shall be taxable when sold by res-
taurants, cafeterias, lunch counters, coffee shops, snack bars, eat-
ing houses, hotels, motels, lodging houses, sororities, fraternities,
drug stores, diners, taverns, vending machines, drive-ins, mobile
sales units, clubs, young men’s christfan associations, young
women’s christian associations and similar businesses, organlza-
tions or establishients,

(b) Sales by generally exempt seller. Certain foods that have
been.prepared by a seller by cooking, baking or other methods
shall be taxable food even though the seller is principally engaged
in the sale of exempt food. Heated food or beverages mean those
products, items or components which have been prepared for sale
in a heated condition and which are sold at any temperature which
is higher than the air tcmperature of the room or place where they
are sold.

Example: When a supermarket sells chickens roasted on a rotisserie, the roasted
chickens are taxable food because heated food or beverages ane taxable.

(c) Food components of meals. Food items which comprise or
are componenis of a meal shall be taxable food when scld on a
“take out” or"to go” basis and are packaged or wrapped and
removed from the premises for consumption elsewhere,

Examples A basket of chicken with coleslaw and french fries sold “to go” is tax-
able food.

(d) Caterers. Meals, food, food products and beverages sold
by caterers shall be taxable. For purposes of this paragraph:
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I, “Caterer” means a person engaged in the business of pre-
paring meals, food and drinks, and serving these items on prem-
ises designated by a purchaser. When an agreement wilh a caterer
provides that the caterer shall prepare and serve food either for a
stated price per meal, for a lumyp sum, or for a price per plate, the
consideration paid shall constitute taxable gross recelpts

2, Charges made by a caterer for preparing and serving meals
or drinks to social clubs, service clubs, fraternal organizations or
other nonexempt purchasers shall constitute exempt sales for
resale only if the purchasers are regularly cngaged as retailers of
meals, hold a selfer’s permit and give resale or exemption certifi-
cates to the caterer.

3. The tax shall apply to items purchased by caterers, includ-
ing dishes, silverware, linen napkins, tablecloths, punch foun-
tains, coffee silver service and glassware, which are used by cater-
ers to serve food or beverages to their customers, or used in
conjunction with providing catering service. However, items such
as tents, public address systems, portable dance floors, porfable
bars, chairs and tables may be purchased without tax for resale, if
used exclusively for rental purposes by a caterer and if customers
pay specific taxable rental charges for their use, Disposable items
transferred to customers for a valuable consideration, including
paper and plastic cups and plates, plastic eating utensils, napkins,
straws, placements and toothpicks also may be purchased without
tax for resale,

(€) Vending machine sales. A vending machine operator has
a“premises” as defined ins. 77.54 (20) (¢} 6., Stats. The operator’s
tofal gross receipts shall be presumed derived from on—premise
consumption unless records show which portion of the sales were
made for off-premise consumption and involve food which could
be treated as exempt food.

{fy Cover and minimum charges. Cover charges or minimum
charges, whether listed separately on & bill or collected as an
admission fee or fixed charge, which entitle the patron to receive
entertainment or to dance as well as'to receive food, meals or
drinks, shall be taxable. If food, meals or drinks are furnished, pre-
pared or served at Jocations other than the place of business of the
seller or in a room other than a regular dining room and an extra
charge is made for the service, the entire amount shall be taxable.

(g) Tips. 1. Atip which is given directly to an employe in cash
or which is added by a customer to a bill which amount is then
turned over in full to the employe shall be exerpt from the sales
tax, if the amount of the tip is wholly in the discretion or judgment
of the customer and the customer does not make the payment pur-
suant to an arrangement made with the seller.

2. A flat amount or flat percentage, whether designated as a
tip or as a service charge, that is added to the price of a meal under
a requirement of the seller or an arrangement made with the seller
is a part of the selling price of the meals and shall be subject to the

tax, regardless of whether the amount or flat percentage may be
subsequently paid over in whole or m part by the seller to
employes.

(h) Huber law meals. Meals sold to “Huber Law” prisoners by
a sheriff or a governmental unit shall be subject to the tax.

(i) Meals to employes. Sales of meals to employes by an
employer for a consideration shall be taxable. For purposes of this
paragraph:

1. A consideration shall be deemed made for meals if any cne
of the following conditions is met:

a. The employe pays cash for meals consumed.

b. An actual, specific charge for meals is deducted from an
employe’s wages.

c. An employe receives meals in lieu of cash to brmg the
employe’s compensation up to the legal minimum wage.

d. An employe has the option to receive cash for meals not
consumed.
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2. In the abserce of any of the conditions in subd. 1. a consid-
eration is not deemed made when:

&. A value is assigned to meals only as a means of reporting
the fair market value of an employe’s meals for FICA, social secu-
rity, or union contract purposes.

b. Anemploye who does not consume available meals has no
recourse against the employer for additional cash wages.

(i) Transportation companies. The sale of meals and liquor by
transperlation companies, such as airlines or railways, to a cus-
tomer while aperating in Wisconsin for a specific charge shall be
taxable. These meals and beverages may be purchased by the
transportation companies without tax for resale. However, if the
sales price of the meal or beverage is not separately stated to the
customer, the tax shall apply to purchases of these meals and bev-
erages by transportation companies.

(k) Organizations and their members, 1, When members of
an exempt or nonexempt organization meet at a hotel, restaurant
or other place of business where food or drinks are sold and the
members pay for the items, the place of business shall be consid-
ered selling directly to the members and not to the organization
excepl as provided in subds. 2. and 3, The sales shall, therefore,
be subject to the tax, even if the organization collects from the
membgrs, pays the seller, and retdins a portion of the collections
for its own purposes. In these sifvations, the organization shall be
deemed acting for its members’ convenience and not purchasing
and reselling meals.

2, When an exempt organization as described in s. 77.54 (Ga)
(f), Stats., pays for food and beverages out of its own funds and
provides the items to members or others without charge, the sale
of the items by a retailer to the organization is not subject to the
tax, If the exempt organization holds a certificate of exempt status
issued by the department, it shall give the retailer the cemficate
number to claim the exemption.

"3, Sales of food and beverages are not subject to tax even
though the employe of an exempt organization as described in s.
77.54 (9a) (f), Stats., pays for the sale of the food or beverages pro-
vided all of the following are met:

a. The retailer issues the billing or invoice for the food and
beverages in the name of the exempt organization.

b. The certificate of exempt status number of the exempt orga-
nization is entered on the retailer’s copy of the invoice or billing
document.

c. The retailer keeps a copy of the documents desciibed in
subd. 3. a, and b,

(3) ExempT sALEs. The following meals shall be exempt:

() Health care facilities. Meals, food, food products or bever-
ages sold on their premises by hospitals, sanatoriums, nursing
homes, retirement homes, community-based residentiat facilities
ot day care centers registered under ch. 48, Stats. However, if an
affiliated organization sells the items, the exemption does not
apply.

Example: If a ladies’ auxthary of 2 hospital, separate from the hospital, opcratcs

a coffee shop on the hospital premises, although the ladies” auxiliary is a nonprofit
organization, the food and drinks sold at the coffee shop are taxable,

() “Meals on wheels.” Meals, foud, food products or bever-
ages sold to the elderly or handicapped by persons providing
“mobile meals on wheels.”

(c) Dormitory contracts. Meals, food, food products or bever-
ages furnished under any contract or agreement by a public or pri-
vate institution of higher education,

(d) Groceries. Sales of food, food products and beverages for
human consumption exempt from tax under s. 77.54 (20), Stats.
This includes sales of prepackaged ice cream, ice milk or sherbet
in pint or larger sizes, whether prepackaged by the vendor or a sup-
plier. Sales of smaller sized containers of these products are tax-
able. Sales of ice cream, ice milk, sherbet or yogurt as cones, sun-
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daes, sodas, shakes and frozen chocolate bars made from these
products are taxable.
Note: See s, Tax 11.51 for more information.

() Supervised boarding facilities. The portion of the monthiy
fee charged by a supervised boarding facility for low income
adults who are receiving or are eligible for social security, supple-
mental securily income, veterans administration or other disabil-
ity and retirement benefits reflecting the value of meals provided.

(4) SPECIALTY SITUATIONS. (a) Specialty items. A seller
engaged prmc1pally in the sale of taxable food may also be
engaged in the sale of exempt food.

Example: A restaurand which specializes in serving pancakes may also sell con-
tainers of its specially prepared syrup to take home, Sates of this syrupare not taxable,

(b) Fund-raising events, When a charge to a customer bears
little or no relationship to the actual value of meals, food, food
products and beverages received, such as $100 per ticket for a
fund raising dinner dance, the tax shall be based on the reasonable
value of the tangible personal property and taxable services
received by the customer.

Tax 11.88 Mobile homes. (1) MoBILE HOME AS PER-
SONAL PROPERTY VS, REALTY IMPROVEMENT. A mobile home is per-
sonal property if it is located in a mobile home park or other place
where the land on which the mobile home is located is not owned
by the mobile home owner. A mobile home is a realty improve-
ment ifit is permanently affixed to land owned by the owner of the
mobile home. It is permanently affixed to the land for sales tax
purposes if the mobile hoine sits on a foundation and is connected
to utilities. “On a foundation” means it is off the wheels and sitting
on some other support.

{2) SALES OF-MOBILE HOMES WHICH ARE RBALTY IMPROVE-
MENTS. {a) The sale of a mobile home and the land to which it is
permanently affixed is the sale of a realty improvement not sub-
ject to the tax. The sale of a mobile home which is a realty
improvement on the land of the seller, and which is acquired by
the purchaser for removal from the seller’s land for permanent
attachment to the purchaser’s land, is the sale of realty.

{b) If the seller of a mobile home as part of the sales transaction
agrees to permanently affix the home ori a foundation on land
owned by the purchaser, the seller is a contractor—consumer
engaged in improving realty. Sales of mobile homes fo the con-
tractor-consumer are subject to the tax, but the gross receipts from
the subsequent sale by the contractor—consumer to the purchaser
of the mobile home are not taxable.

(3) SALES AND RENTALS OF MOBILE HOMES WHICH ARE PER-
SONAL PROPERTY. (a) Under s. 77.54 (31), Stats., the total gross -
receipts from the sale of a used mobile home, which is a primary
housing unit, are exempt from the sales and use tax.

(b} Unders. 77.51 (4) (b) 6. and (15} (b) 5., Stats., 35% of the
total gross receipts from the sale of certain new mobile homes is
exempt from the tax. No credit is allowed for trade—in allowances
on the purchase of these new mobile homes. The 35% exemption
applies to a new mobile home that is:
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1. A primary housing unit under s. 340.01 (29), Stats,, or

2. Transported in 2 unattached sections if the total size of the
combined sections, not including additions and attachments, is at
least 984 square feet measured when the sections are ready for
fransportation.

(¢) Under s. 77.54 (306), Stats., the rental of a mobile home, as
defined in s, 66,058 (1) (e}, Stats., used for lodging for a continu-
ous period of one month or more is exempt from the sales and use
tax, whether the mobile home is classified as real or personal prop-
erty.

{d) Unders. 77.54 (7}, Stats., mobile homes transferred to the
spouse, parent, stepparent, father—in—law, mother—in-law, child,
stepchild, son—in—law or daughter—in-law of the transferor are
exempt occasional sales if the mobile home has been previously
registered or titled in Wisconsin in the name of the transferor and
the transferor is not engaged in the business of selling homes.

{e) Under s. 77.53 (18), Stats., the use tax does not apply to a
mobile home purchased by a nonresident outside Wisconsin 90
days or more before bringing the mobile home into Wisconsin in
connection with a change of domicile to Wisconsin.

(4) PayMeNT OF TAX. (a) No mobile home may be registered
in this state unless the registrant presents proof that the sales or use
tax has been paid or that the registrant’s acquisition of the mobile
home was exempt from the tax. If the mobile home is purchased
from a person other than a Wisconsin mobile home dealer and is
subject to the tax, the purchaser shall pay the tax at the time the
mobile home is registered with the department of lransportatlon,
diviston of motor vehicles.

{b) If a mobile home purchascd outside Wisconsin is subject
to the Wisconsin use tax, a credit is permitted against the Wiscon-
sin use tax for any sales or use tax paid to the state in WhICh the
mobile home was purchased.

(5) CONSIGNMENT SALES. When amobile home dealer has pos-
session of a mobile home owned by andther person, the principal,
the dealer is the retailer responsible for réporling tax on the trans-
action if the dealer inakes the sale without disclosing the identity
of the principal to the purchaser. If the principal is disclosed to the
purchaser on the invoiceor in the sales contract, the principal is
the seller of the mobile home and the tax on the transaction shall
be paid under sub, {4) (a), provided the mobile home dealer does
not take title to the mobile home. If the dealer does take title, the
dealer is the seller:

Tax 11.91 Successor’s liability. (1) Descriprion oF
SUCCESSOR, {a) A purchaser or assignee of the business or stock
of goods, including furniture, fixtures, equipment and inventory,
of any retailer liable for sales or use tax shall be personally liable
for the payment of the sales or use tax if the purchaser or assignee
fails to withhold a sufficient amount of the purchase price to cover
the taxes due.

(b Ifa corporation is created and acquires the assets of a sole
proprietor in consideration for the corporation’s capital stock, the
corporation is liable for any sales or use hx hablhty of the sole
propnetorshlp

(¢} A surviving joint tenant shall not have successor’s i1ab1hty
for delinguent sales or use tax where the business or inventory -
passes by law to the remaining joint tenant,

(d) A financial institution or mortgagee who forecioses on a
loan to a retailer owing delinquent sales or use tax shall not incur
successor’s Hability. '

(e) If a retail business or stocks of goods shall pass from A to
B to C, and B’s successor’s liability shall be vapaid, such liability
shall not pass to C. The new successor, C, shall be liable only for
B’s unpaid sales and use tax.

() Successor’s liability is not incurred in a sale by a trusiee in
bankruptcy, in a transfer by gift or inheritance, in a sheriff’s sale,
or in a sale by a personal representative or special administrator.

(g) If a creditor; including a financial institution, actually oper-
ates a business which has been voluntarily surrendered by a delin-
quent debior in full or partial liguidation of a debt, the creditor is
a successor. The creditor is not a successor if it acquires posses-
sion of a business voluntarily surrendered, if it never operates the
business and if its sole purpose is to sell the business in its entirety,
as a whole or piccemeal, at whatever price it can obtam to recover
its investment.

- (2) ExTENT OF LIaBILITY. (2) If there is no purchase pnce,
there shall be no successor’s liability.

(b} A successor shall be liable to the extent of the purchase
price. The purchase price shall include:

1. Consideration paid for tangible property and for intangi-
bies such as leases, licenses and good will.
-2, Debts assumed by the purchaser, or canceled by a creditor,

{c) A successor shall be liable only for the amount of the tax
liability, not for penalties and interest. Although based on the pre-
decessor’s tax, the successor's Hability shall not bear interest.

(d) A successor’s liability shall be limited to amounts owed by
the predecessor which were incurred at the location purchased. If
the seller operated at more than one location while incurring a tolal
liability for ail locations, its Hability incurred at the location sold
shall be determined and shall represent the amount for which the
successor may be held liable.

(¢) Successor’s lability is determined by law and shall not be
altered by agreements or contracts between a buyer and seller,

(3) PROCEDURES FOR PURCHASER. (a) A purchaser shall with-
hold a sufficient amount from the purchase price to cover any pos-
sible sales or use tax liability.

{b) The purchaser shall submit a written request to the depart-
ment for a clearance certificate, An oral request for a clearance
certificate shall not be accepted. The letter requesting the certifi-
cate shall include the real name, business name and seller’s pernit
number, if known, of the prior operator. All sales tax returns for
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all periods during which the predecessor operated shall be filed
with the department before it may issue the certificate.

(c) Unders. 77.52 (18) (a), Stats., the department has 60 days
from the date it receives the request for a clearance certificate or
from the date the former owner makes its records available,
whichever is later, but no later than 90 days after it receives the
request, to ascertain the amount of sales tax liability, if any. The
departinent shatl within these periods, issue either:

1. A clearance cemﬁcate or

2. A notice of sales tax Tiability to purchaser and SUCCessor in
business, which shall state the amount of tax due before a clear-
ance certificate can be issued and which shall be served and han-
died as a deficiency determination under s. 77.59, Stats,

(d) The department’s failure to mail the notice of Hability
within the 90 day period shall release the purchaser from any fur-
ther obligation,

{4} DEPARTMENT'S COLLECTION PROCEDURES. {a} The depart-
ment shall first direct collection against the predecessor.

{b) Action against the successor shall not be commenced prior
to an action against a predecessor unless it appears that a delay
would jeopardize collection of the amount due,

(¢) A demand for a successor {0 pay a predecessor’s tax liabil-

ity shall be subject to the right of appeal.

Tax11.92 Records andrecord keeping. (1) GENERAL.
All persons selling, leasing or renting tangible personal property
- or taxable services and every person storing, using or otherwise
consuming in Wisconsin tangible personal property or taxable
services shall keep adequate and complete records so that they
may prepare complete and accurate tax returns, These records
shall include the normal books of account ordinarily maintained
by a prudent business person, together with all supporting
information such as beginning and ending inventories, records of
purchases and sales, cancelled checks, bills, receipts, invoices
which shall contain a posting reference, cash register tapes, credit
memoranda which shall carry a reference to the documerit evi-
dencing the original transaction or other documents of original
entry which are the basis for the entries in the books of account,
and schedules used in connection with the preparatlon of tax
returns. These records shail show:

(a) The gross receipts from sales of tangible personal property
or taxable services, or rentals or leases of tangible personal prop-
erty, including any services that are a part of the sale or lease, made
within Wisconsin even if the seller or lessor regards the receipts
as taxable or nontaxable. Taxable gross receipts shall be reported
on the accrual basis, except when the department is satisfied that
an undue hardship would exist and authorizes Teporting on some
other basis.

(b) The basis for all deductions claimed in filing returns,
inciuding resale and exemption certificates obtained from cus-
tomers. Exempt sales to governmental units and public schools
need not be supported by exemption certificates, if the supplier
retains a copy of the exémpt entity’s purchase order and the sup-
plier’s invoice or billing document. Sales to organizations holding
acertificate of exempt status, CES, including religious or charita-
ble organizations, can be shown to be exempt by recording the
CES number on the seller’s copy of the bill of 'sale. All other
exempt sales shall be supported by an exemption certificate
signed by the purchaser and retained by the seller, unless the mer-
chandise sold is specifically éxempted by statute regardless of
use, such as groceries. Documents necessary to support claimed
exemptions from tax liability, such as bills of lading and purchase
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orders, shall be maintained in a manner in which they readily can
be related to the transaction for which exemption is sought,

(c) Total purchase price of all tangible personal property or
taxable services purchased for sale or consumption or lease in
Wisconsin.

(d) Every person subject to the county sales and use tax shall
keep a record of sales the person completes in each county enact-
ing anordinance unders. 77.70, Stats., imposing a county tax, sep-
arately from sales made elsewhere in the state. Every person shall
also keep a record of the sales price of items on which the person
is subject to county use or excise tax in each enacting county.

{2) MicrOFLM RECORDS. Microfilm, including microfiche,
reproductions of general books of account, such as cash books,
Jjournals, voucher régisters and ledgers, and supporting records of
detail shall be acceptable if the following conditions are met: -

(a) Appropriate facilities are provided for preservation of the
films for periods requsred

{b) Microfilm rolls are indexed, cross referenced, labeled to
show beginning and ending numbers or beginning and ending
alphabetical listing of documents included and are systematlcally
filed.

* {c) Transcriptions are provided for any information contained
on microfilm which may | be requlred for purposes of verification
of tax liability.

'(d) Proper facilities are prov1ded for the ready inspection and
location of the pamcular records, including adequate projectors
for viewing and copying the records.

(3) RECORDS PREPARED BY AUTGMATED DATA PROCESSING (ADP)
SYSTEMS, Anautomatic data processing, ADP, fax accounting sys-
tem shall have the capability of producing visible and legible
records which will provide the following necessary information
for verification of the taxpayer’s tax liability:

(a) Recorded or reconstructible data. ADP records shaIi pro-
vide an opportunity to trace any transaction back to the original
source or forward to a final total, If detailed printouts are not made
of transactions at the time they are processed, then the system
must have the ability to readily reconstruct these transactions.

- (b) General and subsidiary books of account. A general led-
ger, with source references, shall be written out to coincide with
financial reports for tax reporting periods. Where subsidiary led-
gers are bsed to support the general ledger accounts, the subsid-
iary ledgers shall also be written out periodically.

(c) Audit trail and supporting documents. The audit trail shall
be designed so that the details underlying the summary account-
ing data may be identified and made available to the department
upon request, The record keeping systern should be so designed
that supporting documents, such as sales invoices, purchase
invoices, exemption certificates and credit memoranda, shall be
readily available,

(d) Program documentation. A written description of the ADP
portion of the accounting system shall be available. Important
changes, together with their effective dates, shall be noted in order
to preserve an accurate chronological record. The statements and
illustrations as to the scope of operatlons shall be sufficiently
detailed to indicate:

1. The application being performed.
2. The procedures employed in each application.

3. The controls used to ensure accurate and reliable proces-
sing.

(4) RECORDS RETENTION, The records shall be preserved and
retained for the 4-year period open to audit under s. 77.59 (3),
Stats. If any agreement is entered into to extend the 4—year audit
period, the records shall be preserved for that extended period. If
a notice of tax determination has been issued to the taxpayer by
the department and if the taxpayer files a petition for redetermina-
tion, the records for the period covered by the notice of the tax

(.
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determination shall be preserved and retained until the tax redeter-
mination has been finally resolved.

{5) EXAMINATION OF RECORDS. All records described in this
section shall be made available for examination by the department
at its request,

(6) ‘FAILURE TO MAINTAIN RECORDS. In the absence of suitable
and adequate records, the department may determine the amount
of tax due by using any information available, whether obtained
from the taxpayer’s records or from any other source. Failure to
main{ain and keep complete and accurate records may result in
penaltics or other appropriate action provided by law.

{7) Penarties. If the depariment has given notice to a person
to keep certain sales and use tax records, and thereafter additional
sales or usé taxes are assessed on the basis of information not con-
tained in the records; the department shall impose a penalty equal
1o 25% of the amount of sales or use tax asscssed This is in add1—
tion to all other penalties provided by law.

Tax 11.925 Salgs and use tax security deposits,
(1) GeNeraL. Under s. 77.61 (2), Stats., the department may
require a person liable for sales and use taxes to make a security
deposit before or after a seller’s permit is issued. The amount of
the security deposit determined by the department may notexceed
$15,000. If a person fails or refuses to make a security deposit as
requested, the department may refuse to issue a permit or revoke
the permit.

(2) FACTORS FOR DEPARTMFNT’S CONSIDERATION. () In deter-
mining whether or not security will be required and the amount of

security to be required, the deparl;ment may consider all relevant
factors including the person’s:

1. Evidence of adequate financial respon51b1hty Evidence
may include a person’s assets and liabilities, liguidity of assets,
estimated expenditures and potential sales fax liability.

2. Prior record of filing tax returns and paying taxes of any
kind with the department,

3. Type of business.

Example: A temporary orseasonal businesshavingnofi f' xedk location which is fre-
quenity moved fromcity to city may be » greater security risk than one operating con-
tinually at a fixed location.

4. Type of entity.

" Example: A sole proprictor or partner havmg nonbusiaess financial resources
may be a better risk than a corporation having imited assets.

(b) Although the individual factors listed in par. (2) may be
considered in determining security requirements, each case shall
be determined on its merits as evaluated by the department.
Protection of the sales and use tax revenues shall be the major con-
sideration in determining security requirements. However; due
consideration shall be given to reasonable evidence that security
is not necessary.

{(¢) In instances in which the department determlnes that a
security depositin excess of $50.00 is required, notification of this
requirement shall include a written statement clearly describing
the reasons for the requirement and a description or calculation
showing how the amount of the security requirement was deter-
mined,

{3) TvpES OF SECURITY. Acceptable types of security include,
but are not limited to:

(a) Non interesi-bearing. 1. Cash, certified check or money
order.

2. Surety bonds issued by authorized underwriters.
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(b} Interest—bearing. 1, Time certificates of deposit issued by
financial institutions and made payable to the department. Interest
carned on those certificates shall be paid to the depositor.

2. Fully paid investment certificates issued by savings and
loan associations made payable to the depositor. A security
a531gnmcnt form 5-127, shall be completed if this type of secu-
rity is selected.

Note: Form S-127 may be obtained from any Departrnent of Revenue office or
by writing or calting: Wisconsin Departmeat of Revenue, P.O. Box 8902, Madison,
WI 53708, (608) 266-2278.

3. Bearer bonds issued by the U.S. govermnent any unit of
Wisconsin municipal government or by Wisconsin schools, The
depositor should clip 2 full years’ coupons before depositing this
type of security.

{4) DETERMINATION OF AMOUNT. {(a) If a security deposit is
required, the amount generally shall be equal to the depositor’s
average quarterly Wisconsin sales and use tax liability increased
to the next highest even $100 amount, The average quarterly sales
and use tax liability shalt be based on whichever of the following
the department considers rmost appropriate in the circumstances:

1. The depositor’s previous sales and use tax Hability at the
location specified on the permit,

2. The predecessor s sales and use tax hab:lnty at the location
specified on the permit,

3. The estimated tax liability shown on the appllcatmn for per-
nit.

4, Other factors such as the departmenl s estimaie of esti-
mated tax liability based on its expcnencc with other similar acti-
vities.

(b) If at the time of the security reviéw the retailer has an out-
standing sales and use tax delinquency, the delinquent amount
shall be added to the average quarterly sales and use tax liability.

(5) RETURN OFDEPOSIT. () Section 77.61 (2), Stats., provides:
“... Anysecurity deposited under this subsection shall be returned
to the taxpayer if the taxpayer has, for 24 consecutive months,
complied with all the requirements of this subchapter”

. (b) The 24 month compl_iance requirement described in par. (a)
shall begin on the day the deposit is received by the department.

(e) Within 30 days after the conclusion of the 24-month period
described in par. (a), the department shall review the taxpayer’s
compliance record. If the taxpayer has complied with subch, II,
ch. 77, Stats., the depariment shall within 60 days after the expira-
fion of the 24—-month period certify the deposit for refund.

(d) Compliance with subch. 111, ch. 77, Stats., means that:
1. Sales and use tax returns were tiniely filed.
2. All payments were made when due.

3. No delinquencics of sales or use tax, interest or other
charges existed.

4, No penalties due to negligence or fraud were assessed for
filing periods within the 24-month compliance period.

5. No assessment of additional tax, interest or other charges
for filing periods within the 24-month compliance period is
unpzid at the end of the 24-month compliance period.

() If a taxpayer does not meet the compliance requirements
set forth in par. (d), the deposit shall be retained by the department
until the taxpayer is in compliance for 24 consecutive months
from the date of the latest non-compliance.

Tax 11.94 Wisconsin sales and taxable transporta-
fion charges. (1) “WiscoNsiN SALE” (a) A Wisconsin sale
takes place at the tiime and place possession of tangible personal
property transfers from the seller or its agent to the purchaser or
its agent pursuant to 5. 77.51 (141), Stats.

(b) When a Wisconsin seller transfers possessron to a pur-
chaser at the seller’s Wisconsin place of business and the pur-
chaser either removes the property itself or hires a contract carrier
to remove the property, possession transfers to the purchaser in
‘Wisconsin and there has been a Wisconsin sale. Conversely, when
a Wisconsin seller ships or delivers property from the seller’s Wis-
consin place of business to an cut—of-state location, possession is
transferred outside Wisconsin and the sale is not a Wisconsin sale,
In the latter s_it_uation, the result is the same if property is delivered
using the seller’s vehicle and employes or by a contract carrier
engaged by the seller.

{¢) When property is transferred from a seller to a purchaser
via a common carrier or by the United States postal service, the
property shall be deemed in the possession of the purchaser when
itis turned over to the purchaser orits agent by the commeon carrier
or postal service at the destination regardless of the f.o.b. point and
regardless of the method by which the freight or postage is paid.

(d) Gifts purchased in Wisconsin by residents or nonresidents
and shipped out—of-state by the seller at the direction of the pur-
chaser shall not be subject to the sales or use tax if the purchaser
does not take physical possession of the gift at the fime of sale.
However, if the purchaser takes possession of the gift at the time
of the sale, the sale is taxable,

{e) Section 77,51 {14) (d), Stats., applies to a sifuation wherc
tanglble personal property is dehvcred te a purchaser in Wiscon-
sin by an owner or former owner of the property holding or
required to hold a Wisconsin seller’s permit or where a Wisconsin
office of the owner or former owner of the property aids in making
the delivery. Therefore, if-a manufacturer ships or turns over the
property to'a purchaser in Wisconsin based on an order received
from an unregistered out—of—state seller, who had received the
original order from the Wisconsin purchaser, the manufacturer
shall report the Wisconsin tax measured by the retail selling price.

(2) TAXABLE TRANSPORTATION CHARGES. (a) When a seller
charges a purchaser for the delivery of taxable tangible personal
property, the seller’s total charge, including any transportation
charge, shall be subject to the sales or use tax. It is immaterial
whether delivery is made by the seller’s vehicle, & common or
contract carrier, or the United States postal service.

Example: When the scller charges the purchaser for delivery of the taxable tangi-
ble personal property in a4 Wisconsin county that has not adopted the 1/2 % county
tax, the correct computation of tax is as follows:
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Selling price of merchandise $100.00
Delivery charge 10,00
Subtotal _ $110.00
Tax at 5% (5110 X .5%) 5.50
Total 511550

(b) If a shipment includes both taxable and nontaxable prop-
erty, the seiler shall determine and set forth on the invoice the por-
tion of the delivery charge reasonably allocable to the taxable
property. The portion allocated to nontaxable property is not {ax-
able. Ifnoaltocation is made, the total delivery charge shall be tax-
able.

{c) A Wisconsin purchaser who purchases taxable goods wrthw
out tax for use in Wisconsin is subject to the use tax or sales tax
pursuani to s. Tax 11.14 (2) (c) based on the “sales price” of the
goods to the purchaser. The “sales price” shall include transporta-
tion charges paid by the Wisconsin purchaser to the seller for ship-
ment of the goods to the purchaser.

Example: If the “delivered price™ of a carload of lumber is $6,000, mcludmg
transportation, and the purchaser pays the transporiation charges directly to the com-
mon carrier and deducts the payment from the amount dee the seller, the transporta-
tion charges are borne by the seller and are included in the seiler’s measure of the tax,

The United States supreme court has resolved certain
jurisdictional questions by interpreting the due process clause of
the I4th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, The court has said
due process requires that there be some definite link, some mini-
mum connection between the state and the person, property or
fransaction it seeks to tax.

vities in Wisconsin are:

1. Storage of its raw materials for any length of time in Wis-
consin in or on property owned by a person, other than the foreign
corporation, if the materials are for printing by that person.

2. Delivery of its raw materials to another person in Wiscon-
sin, if the delivery is for printing by that other person.

3. Purchase from a printer of a printing service or of printed
materials in Wisconsin for the foreign corporation and the storage
of the printed materials for any length of time in Wisconsin in or
on property owned by a person other than the foreign corporation.

4. Maintaining, occupying and using, directly or by means of
another person, a place in Wisconsin, that is not owned by the pub-
lisher and that is used for the distribution of printed materials.

() Inthis subsection, “raw materials” means tangible personal
property which becomes an ingredient or component part of the
printed materials or which is consumed or destroyed or loses its
identity in the printing of the printed materials,

{6) ReGISTRATION. (a) Every out—of—state retailer engaged in
business in this state and not required to hold a seller’s permit who
makes sales for storage, use or other consumption in this siate,
except as provided in sub. (5), shall apply for a use tax registration
certificate. The registration form is titted “Application for Per-
mit”, Form A-101. There is no fee for registration.

Holders
of the use tax registration certificates shall collect the use tax from
Wisconsin customers, give receipts therefor and report and pay
the use tax to the Wisconsin department of revenue in the same
manner as retailers engaged in business in this state.

{8) AcTIVITIES WHICH IN THEMSELVES DO AND DO NOT CREATE
“NEXUS” FOR COUNTY SALES TAX PURPOSES. The activities
described in sub, {3) which create “nexus” for state sales tax pur-
poses also create“nexus” for county sales tax purposes if the acti-
vities take place in a county which has adopted the tax. The activi-
ties in sub. (4) which do not create “nexus” for statc sales tax
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purposes alse do not create “nexus” for county sales tax purposes,
even if the activities take place in a county which has adopted the
fax.

(a) Requests the reduction in writing, addressed to the Wiscon-
sin Department of Revenue, Delinquent Tax Collection System,
P.O. Box 8901, Madison, WI 53708.

(b) Clearly indicates why it is fair and equitable for the rate of
interest to be reduced. Information regarding one or more of the
factors under sub, (2) may be indicated, '

(c) Is current in all return and report filings and tax payments
for all matters other than the delinquencies for which interest
reduction is being sought.

(d) Pays the sales and use taxes, reduced amount of interest and
any penalties associated with them within 30 days of receiving
notice from the department of the reduction.

(2} FACTORS FOR SECRETARY'S CONSIDERATION. In determining
whether an interest rate reduction is fair and equitable, the secre-
tary may consider the following factors:

(a) The taxpayer’s prior record of reporting and payment to the
department

(b} The taxpayer’s financial condition.

(c) If the taxpayer is a natural person, any circumstances which
may have prevented payment such as death, imprisonment, hospi-
talization or other institufionalization. _

(d) Any unusual circumstances which may have caused the
taxpayer to incur the delinquency or prevent its payment,

(e) Any other factor which the secretary believes pertinent.

(3) DETERMINATION NOT APPEALABLE. The secretary’s deter-

mination under this rule is not appealable.
