Comm 20.01 Purpose . The purpose of this code is to
establish uniform statewide construction standards an d inspection
procedures for one- and 2-family dwellings an d manuf'actured
dwellings in accordance with the requirements of ss„ 101 .60 and
10130, Stats „

Comm 20.02 Scope . The provisions of ' chs , Comm 20 to
25 shall apply to the construction and inspection procedures used
f'or all new one- and 2-family dwellings, manufactured buildings
for dwellings and newly constructed community-based residen-
ti al facilities providing care, treatment and services for 3 to 8 unre-
lated adults:

(1) Murncirar. ox DirratvCES (a) A municipality may•not
adopt an ordinance on any subject falling within the scope of this
code including establi shing restrictions on the occupancy of
dwellings fox any reason other than noncompliance with the pro-
visions of' this code as set forth in s„ Comm20 .10 (1) (c) .. This code
does not apply tooccupancy requirements occurring af 'ter, the first
occupancy f'ox residential purposes following the final inspection
required under s Comm 20 .10 (1) (b) 4.

(b) This code shall not be cons tr ued to affect local require-
ments relating to l and use, zoning, fire disuicts,side, frontan dxeax
setback requuements, propeiTy line requirements or other sirnilaz
requirements ,.

(1) NEW DwaLLIN cs ; This
code applies to all dwellings, dwelling units and foundations for
dwelling units, for which the building permit application was
made or cons truction commenced on or af 'ter, the effective date of
this code ..

(2) ADDi Izorrs OR aL'rERa'r1oNS Additions oi alterations to
dwellings covered by this code shall comply with all provisions
of 'this code, including the soil erosion provisions, at the time of '
permit application foradditi on or alteration .

(5) CHANGE or. usE . A building previously used for another
purpose, such as a barn or garage, shall comply with this code
upon conversion to residential use,.

(2) MULTIFAMILY DWELLINGS The provisions Of this code
shall not apply to Yesidences occupied by 3 ox more families living
independently or occupied by 2 such families and used also for

business purposes .

(3) REPAI xs. The provisions of this code do not apply to
repairs or maintenance to dwellings or dwelling units, or to the
xepau• of 'electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilating, au condition-
ing and other systems installed therein .

(4) MovrrrG OF DWELLINGS . The status of a dwelling, new or
existing, shall not be affected by the moving of the dwelling.

(5) ACCESSORY sulLDirrGS With the exception of ' s . Comm
21 .08 (5), the provisions of this code do not apply to detached
garages or to any accessory buildings detached from the dwelling.

(6) FnRm sutLVarGS The provisions of' this code do not apply
to the buildings used exclusively for farm operations .,

(7) INDIAN RESERVATIONS . The provisions of'this code do not
apply to dwellings located on Indian reservation l and held in trust
by the United States .

(8) RECREATIONAL VEHICLES AND MANUFACTURED (MOBILE)
xoM$s . The provisions of 'this code shall not apply to recreational

vehicles or manufactured (mobile) homes, but shall apply to the
onsite construction of additions to recreational vehicles and
manufactiued homes if ' the recreational vehicle or manufactured

home was produced after June 1, 1980 .

Subchapter II-Jurisdiction

Comm 20 .06 Procedure for municipalities exercis -
ing jurisdiction . (1) MUNICIPAL, JURISDICTT ON . Pursuant t0 SS.
101 .65 and 101 :.76, Stats.., cities, villages, towns and counties may
exercise jurisdiction over the construction and inspection ofnew
dwellings . Municipalities intending to exercise jiuisdiction shall
adopt the Uniforrn Dwelling Code in its entuet,y.. No additional
standards within the scope ofttvis code shall be adopted by the
municipality unless specific approval has been granted by the
department pursuant to s . Comm 20 .20„ No such municipality
shall exeicise,jurisdiction except in accordance with the following
procedure ,

(a) Intent to exercise jurisdiction : Municipalities intending to
exercise jurisdiction shall notify the depaztment, in wiiting, at
least 30 days piior to the date upon which the municipality intends
to exercise jiuisdicrion under this code. The notification of intent
shall include a statement by the municipality as to which of'the foi-
lowing methods will be used for enforcement:

1 . Individual municipal enforcement ;
2,. .Joint municipal enforcement;

3 . Contract with certified UDC inspector or inspectors or
independent inspection agency;

4, : Contract with another municipality ;

5 . Conti act with the deputment .
(b) Submission of ' ordinances .. Municipalities intending to

exercise ,juc i sdiction shall submit all ordinances adopting the uni-
form dwelling code to the department at the same time as the
notice o f intent , The department shall review and make a detex-
mination regarding municipal intent to exercise jurisdiction over
new dwellings within 15 business days of receipt of' the municipal
ordinances adopting the unifbrm dwelling code„ A municipality
may appeal a determination by the department that an ordinance
does not comply with the code.. Any appeal shal l follow the proce-
dure set out in s . Comm 20 .21 (2) .

(c) Passage of ' ordanances. A certified copy of all adopted
ordin ance s and subsequent amendments thereto shall be fi led with
the department within 30 days aftei adop tion ,

Note : A copy of a model ordinance for adop tion is available from the depaztment,.

(2) COUNTY r[nusDrCriotv. A county ordinance shall apply in
any city, village or town which has not enacted ordinances pur-
suant to this section . No county ordinance may apply until after
30 business days after the effective date of this code unless a
municipality within the county infoxms the department of its
intent to have this code administered and enforced by the county .
This section shall not be construed to prevent or prohibit any
municipality f'rom enacting and administering this code at any
ti me after the effective date of this code„ The department shall
review and make a determination regarding county jurisdiction
over new buildings within 15 business days of receipt of the
county ordinances adopting the unifoxrn dwelling code .

Note: Section 101 . 651(3m) and (3s), Stau., allows counties to adopt just the pro-
visions of this code relating to construction site erosion contr ol „

Note: Section 101 .651 (3m) an d (3s), Stats. , state that counties with a uniform
dwelli ng code erosion control ordinance enforcement program shall enforce the ero-
sion control ordinance provisions on acounty-wide basis in a ll townships which have
not adopted the Uniform Dwell ing Code and may do so in cities an d vill ages which
have not adopted the Uniform Dwe ll ing Code .

(3) D EPAR'TMENTAL .JURISDICIION„ Pursuant to SS.. 101 .63 and
101 . 73, Stats .., the department will administer and enforce this
code in any municipality which has not adopted, or is not covered
by, an ordinance adopted in accordan ce with this section.,

Note : Eve:y3yeazsthedepaztmentwill peifoxmperfoim anceauditsof'theerosion
control programs of the municipalities administering the program and issue a written
determination on whether the municipality complies with the erosion control ordi-
nances and the erosion control standazds .

Subchapter III-Definitions

Comm 20 .07 Definitions . In chs .. Comm 20 to 25 :
(1) "Accessory building" means a detached building, not

used as a dwelling unit but is incidental to that of 'the main building
and which is located on the same lot .. Accessory building does not
mean farm building .:

(2) "Addition" means new const r uction performed on a
dwelling which increases the outside dimensions of th e dwelling.

(3) "Allowable stress" mean s the specified maximum pexmis-
sible st r ess of a material expressed in load per unit area,,

(4) "Alferation" means an enhancement, upgrading or sub-
stanti al change or modification other than an addition or repair to
a dwelling or to elec trical, plumbing, heating, ventilating, au con-
ditioning and other systems within a dwelling.

(4m) "Annual fuel utilization efficiency" or "AFUE" me an s
the efficiency rating of the heating pl ant model determined on
average usage conditions as set out in the . U .S .. department of
energy test procedures ,:

Note: The higher the AFUE rating, the higher the heati ng plant effi ciency will be,

(5) "Approved" mean s an approval by the department or its
authorized representative ., (Approval is not tobe construed as an
assumption o fany legal responsibility fox the design or construc-
tion of the dwelling or building component . )
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(6) "Attic" mean s a space under the roof ' and above the ceiling
of' the topmost part of' a dwelling .

(7) A "balcony" is a landing or porch projecting from the wall
of a building.

(7m) "Base flood elevation" me ans the depth or peak eleva-
tion of '#looding, including wave height, which has a one percent
or gceatex chance of occurYing in any given ,yeat

(8) "Basement" mean s that portion of a dwelling below the
first fl oor or gcoundfloor with its entire floor below grade .

(8m) "Best management practices" is defined in s . 101653,
Stats„ and means prac ti ces, techniques or measures that the
department determines to be effective means of preventing or
reducing pollutants of surf ace water generated fr om construction
sites.

(9) "Building component" means any subsystem, subassem-
bly or other system designed for use in or as part of' a structure,
which may include structural, electrical, mech anical, plumbing
and fire protection systems and other systems affecting health and
safety,

(10) "Building system" means plans, specif ications and docu-
mentation for a system of manufactured building or for a type or
a system of' building components, which may include structutal,
elec tr ical, mech anical, plumbing and variations which are sub-
mitted as part of' the building system .

(11) "Ceiling height" me ans the clear vertical distance from
the finished floor to the finished ceiling „

(12) "Certified inspector" means a pexson certified by the
department to engage in theadminis tr ation and enforcement of
this code :

(13) A "chimney" is one or more vertical, or nearly so,
passageways or flues foi the purpose of' conve,ying flue gases to
the atmosphere .

(14) "Chimney connector" .. Same as smoke pipe .
(15) "Closed construction" mean s any building, building

component, assembly or system manufactured in such a manner
that it cannot be inspected before installation at the building site
without disassembly, damage or destruction,,

(1 5m) "Coastal floodplain" mean s an area along the coast of
Lake Michigan or Lake Supei ioi• below base flood elevation that
is subject to wave runupor wave heights of 3 f'eet or more .

(16) "Code" means chs ,. Comm 20 to 25, the Wisconsin uni-
foYrn dwelling code ..

(17) "Coefficient of performance (COP)" means the ratio of
the rate of netheat removal or net heat output to the rate of total
energy input, expressed in consistent units and under designated
rating conditi ons .

(19) "Compli ance assurance program" me ans the detailed
system documentation and methods of' assuring that manufac-
tured dwellings and dwelling components are manufactured,
stored, transpoited ;assembled, handled and installed in accord-
ance with this code „

(1 9m) "Composting toilet system" me ans a method that col-
lects, stores and converts by bacterial digestion nonliquid-casx ied
human wastes or organic kitchen wastes, or both, into humus ..

(20) "Cooling load" is the rate at which heat must be removed
from the space to maintain a selected indoor air temperature dux-
ing per i ods of ' design outdoor weather conditions „

(21) "Dead load" me an s the vertical load due to all permanent
structural and nonstructuYal components of the building such as
joists, iafters, sheathing, finishes and construction assemblies
such as walls, partitions, floors, ceilings and ioof 's, and s,ystems ..

(21 m) "Deck" means an unenclosed exteYior structure,
attached or adjacent to the exterior wall of ' a building, which has
a floor, but no roof,:

(23) "Department" means the department of commeice..

Comm 20.07

(24) "Detached building" means any building which is not
physically connected to the dwelling .

(25) "Dwelling" means any building, the initial construction
of which is commenced on or after the effective date of'this code,
which contains one or 2 dwelling units..

(26) "Dwelling contractor" means any person, firm or corpo-
ration engaged in the business of' peYfoxming erosion control oi•
construction work such as framing, roofing, siding, insulating,
masonry or window replacement work covered under this code
and who takes out a building peimit .. "Dwelling contractor" does
not include the owner of' an existing dwelling, an owner who will
reside in a new dwelling or a person, firm or corporation engaging
exclusively in electrical, plumbing, or heating, ventilating and au
conditioning work .

(27) "Dwelling unit" means a structure, or that part of a strvo-
hue, which is used or intended to be used as a home, residence or
sleeping place by one person or by 2 or more persons maintaining
a common household, to the exclusion of' all others „

(28) "Energy efficiency ratio" or "EER" is the ratio of' net
cooling capacity in Btu per hour to total rate of' electric input, in
watts, undex designated operating conditions .

(28r) "Equivalent leakage area" or "ELA" means the esti-
mated area of a hole in the thermal envelope of' a building which
would exist if' all the leakage openings were gathered into one
locarion .

(28t) "Erosion" means the detachment and movement of soil,
sediment or rock fr'agments by watex, wind, ice or gravity .

(28v) "Erosion control procedure" means a practice or a com-
bination of' practices implemented to prevent or reduce erosion
and the resulting deposition of soil, sediment or rock f'ragments
into waters of the state, public sewers or off' the owner's land„
These procedures include, but are not limited to, silt or filter
fences, straw or hay bales, tarps or riprap, berms, sediment basins
or vegetative strips ..

Note : See Appendix for examples and illustrations .

(29) "Exit" means a continuous and unobstructed means of
egress to a street, alley or open court and includes intervening
doors, doorways, corridors, halls, balconies, ramps, fue escapes,
stairways and windows.

(29m) "Existing dwelling" means a dwelling erected prior to
the effective date of this code, one for which a valid building per-
mit exists, or one for which lawful construction has commenced
pYior to the effecrive date ofthis code .

Note : See s.. Comm 20.03 for the effecuve date of chs, Comm 20-25 .,

(30) "Farm operation" is the planting and cultivating ofthe
soil and growing of farm products substantially all of' which have
been planted ox produced on the farm premises ..

Note :According to s. 102:04(3), Stafs, the farm operation includes the manage-
ment, conserving, improving and maintaining of the premises, tools, equipment
improvements and the exchange oflabor or services with other farmers; the process-
ing, dcying, pacldng, packaging, freezing, gcading, storing, delivery to storage, carry-
ing to market or to a carrier for transportarion to mazkerand distribnting d'uectly to
the consumer; the clearing of such premises and the salvaging of timber and the man-
agement and use of wood lots thereon but does not include logging, lumbering and
wood-cutting operations unless the operations are conducted as an accessory to other
farm operations.

(31) "Farm premises" is defined to be the area which is
planted and cultivated .. The fasm premises does not include green-
houses, structures or othei• azeasunless used principally for the
production of' f'ood or farm products ..

(32) "Farm products" are defined as agricultural, horticultural
and arboricultural crops .. Animals considered within the defini-
tion of' agiicultural include livestock, bees, poultry, fur-bearing
animals, and wildlife or aquatic life.

(33 ) "Farming" means the operation of a fazm premises
owned or rented by the operator .

(34) "Firebox" means that part of' the fireplace used as the
combustion chamber .
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(34e) "First floor" means the first floor level above any
groundfloor or basement or, in the absence of' a gcoundfloor or
basement, means the lowest floor level in the dwelling .

(34g) "Floodfringe area" means that portion of'the floodplain
outside of' the floodway that is at or below base flood elevation ..
The term "floodfringe" is intended to designate an area of' stand-
ing, rather than flowing, water ..

(34h) "Floodplain" means land which is subject to flooding
which is at or below base flood elevation ; The floodplain includes
the floodway and floodfringe azeas ..

(34i) "Floodway" means the channel of' a Yiver, or stream and
those portions of'the floodplain adjoining the channel required to
carry the flood discharge . The term "floodway" is intended to des-
ignate an area of' flowing, rather than standing, water .

(34m) "Floor area" means the area of a room that has a ceiling
height of at least 7 feet,, Rooms with ceilings less than 7 feet in
height for more than 50% of the room are not considered to be
floor azeas .

(35) "Garage" means an unenclosed or enclosed portion of a
dwelling used for storing motorized vehicles ..

(36) "Gas appliance" means any fiunace or heater, au• condi-
tioner, re&igeratoi, stove having an electrical supply coxd, dish-
washer, diyer, swimming pool heater, or other similar appliance
or device used in a dwelling or dwelling unit which uses a gaseous
fuel for operation..

(36m) "Groundfloox" means that level of a dwelling, below
the first flooc; located on a site with a sloping or multilevel grade
and which has a portion of' its floor line at giade„

(37) "Habitable room" means any room used for sleeping, liv-
ing or dining purposes, excluding such enclosed places as kitch-
ens, closets, pantries, bath or toilet rooms, hallways, laundries,
storage spaces, utility rooms, and similar, spaces .

(38) "HeaTth" means the flooi area within the fire chamber of
a fireplace .

(38m) "Heazth extension" means the surfacing applied to the
floor` area extending in front of and at the sides of the fireplace
opening :

(40) "Heating load" is the estimated heat loss ofeach room or
space to be heated, based on maintaining a selected indoor au tem-
peiature during pexiods of design outdoor weather conditions ..
The total heat load includes : the transmission losses of'heat trans-
mitted through the wall, floor, ceiling, glass or othex surfaces ; and
either the infiltration losses ox heat required to warm outdoor au
used for ventilarion .

Note: Infiltration losses include heat required to warm outside air which leaks
through cracks and crevices, around doors and windows or through open doors and
windows.

(40m) "Hollow unit" means a masonry unit which has a net
cross-sectional area parallel to the bearing face which is less than
75% of'the gross cross-sectional area, .

(40t) "Incinerating toilet" means a self-contained device for
the treatment of nonliquid carried wastes that deposits the wastes
directly into a combustion chamber; reduces the solid portion to
ash and evaporates the liquid portion „

(41) "Independent inspection agency" means any person,
firm, association, partnership or corporation certified by the
department to pexf'orm certified inspections under this code ..

(41 m) "Infiltration baxxier" means a material which restricts
the movement of' aix and liquid water, but is permeable to water
vapor,;

(42) "Initial construction" means the date ofissuance of the
Wisconsin uniform building petmit.

(43) "Insignia." See "Wisconsin insignia."
(44) "Installation" means the assembly of a manufachued

building on site and the process of affixing a manufactured build-
ing to land, a foundation, footing or an existing building ..

(45) "Intermittent ignition device" means an ignition device
which is actuated only when a gas appliance is in operarion .

(46) "Kitchen" means an ar ea used, or designed to be used, for
the preparation of' food .

(47) "Landing" means the level portion of a stairs located
within a flight of stairs or located at the base and foot of' a staiis ..

(48) "Listed and listing" means equipment or building com-
ponents which are tested by an independent testing agency and
accepted by the depaziment .

(49) "Live load" means the weight superimposed on the
floors, xoof' and structural and nonstructural components of' the
dwelling through use and by snow, ice or rain ..

(50) "Loft" means an upper room or floor which has : at least
50% of' the common wall open to the floor below. The opening
may be infiinged upon by an open guardrail constructed in com-
pliance with s . Comm 21 .04 (2), but not by a window or half-wall
guardrail .

(59m) "Porch" means an unenclosed exteiiox structure at or
near grade attached or adjacent to the exteiiorwall of any build-
ing, and having a roofand floox ..

(59t) "Pxivy" means an enclosed nonportable toilet into
which nonwater-carried human wastes are deposited to a subsux-
face storage chamber:

(60) "Recreational dwelling unit" means a permanent stxuc-
hue occupied occasionally or seasonally solely for recreational
purposes and not used as a principal xesidence.
