Note: This defi nition does not include a semi-automati c firearm which fires a
single shot with each pull of the trigger, then ejects the spent cartridge case and
reloads without effort on the pazt of the shooter ,

(13) "Liquid" means a substance, neither solid or gaseous,
that flows freely and takes the shape of its containex at a tempera-
ture of' 70°F.

(14) "Liquid scent" means any nonsolid material except
honey .

(15) "Migratory game birds" means any bird which is migra-
tory and on which an open season has been prescribed in this chap-
ter and belonging to one of the following families :

(a) Anatidae (wild ducks, geese and bxant),

(b) Rallidae . (xails, coots and gallinules) ,

(c) Scolopacidae . (woodcock and Wilson's snipe (jacksnipe)) .

(16) "Molest" means any activity which results in physical
damage or, ddestruction of an object .

(18) For the purpose of hunting wild animals other than deer
and beac,"muzzle-loader" mean s any caliber of any muzzle-load-
ing firearm . Muzzle-loading handguns shall have a minimum bax-
rel length of' 4 inches measured fiom the muzzle to the breech face .

(19) "Nontoxic shot" means steel shot and copper, nickel,
zinc chloride and zinc chromate plated steel shot with the plating
not exceeding . 0002 inches or 1% or less of shot by weight, or
other shot approved by the U S . f i sh and wildlife service for watei-
fowl hunting in 50 CFR 20 , 21 :

(19m) "Openly exposed" me ans to view by a person in a pass-
ing vehicle .

(20) "Open water" means any water beyond a natural growth
ofvegetation rooted to the bo tt om and extending above the water
surface of ' such height as to offer whole or partial concealment for
the hunter. Dead stumps and dead trees in water do not constitute
a natural growthof' vegetation .

(21) "Perm anent abode" means a person's principal or ordi-
nary home or dwelling place as distinguished from a temporary
abode .

(21) "YOSSession limiY' means the maximum number of a
game species which may be reduced to a person's possession in
2 days or more .

(23) "Preservation facility" means any permanent abode, cold
storage facility, locker plant, taxidermy establishment, hunting
club or place of business which receives or possesses any game
belonging to another person foi the purposes of'picking, cleaning,
freezing, processing, storage or shipment.

(23m) "Shotgun" means a smoothbore barrelled firearm
designed to shoot pellets . Rifled shotgun barrels of at least 18" in
length are considered to be shotguns fbx the purpose of' hunting
deer or bear if 'they f ire a single projectile and are of the following
gauges: 10, 12, 16, 20, 28 ,.
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(24) "Shotgun season" means an open season fbi • hunti ng with
any of the following firearms, as provided in s . NR 10 09, loaded
with a single slug or ba ll :

(a) For hunting deer, muzzle-loader, shotgun and handgun; or

(b) For hunting other game, muzzle-loader or shotgun .

(25) "Sight exposed bait" means any bait which can be seen
fr om above the bait.

(25e) "Snare" means a non-spring ac tivated noose used for
catching furbearexs .

(25m) "Tag authorized for use on the type of' deer killed", for
purposes of s .

(26) "Temporary abode" means a transient place o f abode or
dwelling such as a hunting club, or any clubhouse, cabin, tent, or
trailer used as a hunting club, or an y hotel, motel orxooming house
used during a hunting trip

(27) "Unf'oiked antler" means a polished antler consisting of
a single spike without branches or tines

(29) "Water set" mean s any tr ap which is set or staked in such
a manner as to permit the tr ap or trapped animal to reach water at
any point ,

ily Anatidae including wild ducks, geese and bt ant.
