(8) INSPECTION AND COPYING OF FILES PLANS AND SPECIFICA~
TIONS. The department shal! aliow inspection and copying of all
files and plans, specifications and related materials filed with the
department, except as follows:

(a) The department may restrict, on a case by case basis, the
right of inspection or copying of files and plans, specifications and
related materials where the possible harm to the public interest
outweighs the benefits of inspection or copying for the following
types of buildings and facilities:

5. Public broadcasting facnlltles,

6. Power generating facilities;

7. Museums and libraries; and :

8, Noncommercial storage tanks which store heating oil for
consumptive use on the premises, .

(b) The depariment shall allow inspection or copying of files
and plans, specifications and related materials of atl buildings in
response to lawful subpoena or written requests from law enforce-
ment agencies.

{¢) Prior to #ny inspection or copying of files and plans, speci-
fications and related materials, a written, signed application shall
be obtained from the person requesting the inspection or copying.
The application shall contain & general description of the files or

name, address and telephone number of the requester. The written
request shall contain a statement that any information obtained
from the inspection or copying shall not be used for any unlawful
purpose or unfair competitive practice, and that the information
set out therein is frue and correct.
