Pursuant to 

Coyne v. Walker, the Department of Public Instruction is not required to obtain the Governor’s 

approval for the statement of scope for this rule. Coyne v. Walker, 2015 WI App 21, 361 Wis.2d 

255. 

 

The proposed rule amends ch. PI 34, relating to changes to accreditation and the definition of 

higher education as a result of 2015 Wisconsin Act 55. 

 

An identical emergency rule, EmR1602, has been submitted for publication in the state 

newspaper and will become effective as provided in s. 227.24 (1) (c), Stats. 

 

Additionally, public hearings will be scheduled as required under s. 227.16 (1), Stats.
