The Governor of the State is hereby authorized
et n and required to audit the account of the reporter, for
reporia. two hundred copies of the Supreme Court reports, for
the year eigteen hundred and fitty five, at the usual
publisher’s prices, as soon as said copies shall be deliv-
ered at the State Library.
" § 2. That the sum so andited and allowed shall be
paid out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise.
appropriated.
§ 8. This act shall be in force from and after its pas-
sage and publication.
