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dollars per annum, payable quarterly as now prescribed 
by law ; and from and after the first day of January 
next, it shall be the duty of the commissioner to keep 
an account of all moneys received for gate-fees for ad-
mission to the prison, the amount of which for each 
year shall be embraced in his annual report, and shall 
constitute a part of the prison revenues. 

SECTION 5. All the provisions of the act of which Repeal ' 

this act is amendatory, and all other acts conflicting 
with the provisions of this act, are hereby repealed. 

SECTION 6 This act shall be in force and take effect 
from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 122.

AN ACT to amend Chapter 324 of the Session Laws of 1860, enti-
tled "An act relatin g  to the discipline of convicts in the State 
Prison." 

The People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in. Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows : 

SECTION 1. Section one of chapter three hundred Allendale"' 

and twenty-four of the session laws of 1860, entitled 
"An act relating to the discipline of convicts in the 
state prison," is hereby amended by adding the word 
"each" before the word "such" in the eighth line of 
said section, so that it will read, " each such certificate." 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in &me 
from and after its passage and publication.
